AN ACT to consolidate and amead an act entitled an actto in-
corporate the city of Madison, and the several acts amenda-
tory thereof. :

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

CHAPTER I
CITY OF MADISON —ITS CORPORATE POWERS.

Secriox 1. All that district of country in the
county of Dane, hereinafier described, from and after the
seventh day ot March, in the year of our Lord one thou-
sand eight hundred and fitty-six, shall be a city by the
name of Madison, and the people now inhabiting and
those who shall inhabit said district shall be a municipal
corporation, by the name of the city of Madison, and
shall have the general powers possessed by municipal
corporations at commoan law, and in addition thereto
shall have and possess the powers hereina‘ter specifi-
cally granted, and the authorities thereof shall have
perpetual succession and shall be capable of contract-
ing and being contracted with, suing and being sued,
pleading and being impleaded, in all courts of law and
equity, and shall have a common seal and may change
and alter the same at pleasure.

CITY BOUNDARIES.

SectioN 2. All of section six (6) except the east
balf of the southeast quarter; all of section seven (7)
except the east half of the northeast fractional quarter,
in township number seven (7) north, of range number
ten (10) east; loss three (3) and four (4) in the
southeast quarter of section twelve (12); also the
southeast quarter of the southeast quarter of sec-
tion twelve (12); all of sections thirteen (13)
and fourteen (14), twenty-three (23) and twenty-
four (24); all of the south fractional half of section
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fifteen (15), the east fractional half of section twenty-
two (22), the east fractional bhalf of the southwest
quarter of section twenty-two (22), and that part of the
northwest quarter of section twenty two 22) that lies
north of the Milwaukee and Prairie du Chien railroad ;
so much of the north part of the west half of the
northwest ‘quarter of section twenty-six (26) as is cov-
ered by the recorded plat of “Greenbush addition to
the village nf Madison,” and the northeast fractional
quarter of section twenty-seven (27), in township num-
ber seven (7) north, of range number nine (9) east of
the fourth principal meridian, in the state of Wiscensin,
together with the entire surface of lakes Mendota and
Menona to the shores at high water mark around the
same, shall be included in and counstitute the limits of
the city of Madison.

into five wards, as follows, to-wit: All that partof

said city lying north and west of lines drawn through
the center ot Wisconsin and Wasbington avenues,
Washington street and the Mineral Paint road, as far
west as Francis street, shall constitute and be known
asthe first ward. All that part of said city lying north
and east of lines drawn through the center of Wiscon-
sin and Washington avenues and Winnebago road, to
the city limits, shall constitute and be known as the
second ward. All that part of the city lying south
and east of a line drawn through the center of Monona
and Washington avenues and Winnebago rcad, shall
constitute and be known as the third ward. All that
part ot said city Jying south and west of a line drawn
through the center of Wasbington and Monona ave-

such other officers as are hereinafter menticned, or may .
"be created under this act.
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' CHAPTER II.
ELECTIVE OFFICERS.

SectioN 1. The elective officers of said city shall
be a mayor and a treasurer, for the city at large, and
three aldermen and one justice of the peace for each
ward, which said officers shall hold their respective
offices as follows: The mayor, treasurer and two alder-
men in each ward for one year; one alderman in each
ward, and justices of the peace for two years. The
mayor and treasurer shall be qualified voters and resi-
dents of said city, and the ward officers shall be quali-
fied voters and residents of the respective wards for
which they are elected.

compensation of the chief of police shall not exceed
two dollars and fifty cents per day, to be determined
by the commoan council ; and the three policemen shall
receive the fees allowed to constables for the same ser-
vices, and in addition shall be paid such compensation
per diem, not exceeding one dollar per day, as the
common council may determine. The mayor may also
appoint as many special or temporary police on elec-
tion days or other public or unusual occasions, as he
may thiok proper. Such special policemen sball re-
ceive for their services the same fees allowed by law to
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constables for similar services, and no per diem shall
be paid to any special police officer of the city, except
when a special order or direction of the mayor shall be
given for that purpose, and not exceeding one dollar
ver diem for each officer so ordered to be compensated.
hen any such order or direction shall be given by
the mayor, he shall report the fact at the next meeting
of the council, with the name or names of the persons
80 to be compensated for such services, which order or
direction, if not countermanded by the mayor shall
continue in force until disapproved by a vote of a ma-
jority of all the members elect of the council. The
commeon council may by ordinance preacribe the pow-
ers and duties of police and other peace officers. The
mayor shall communicate in writing to the common
council, once a year, such information as he may deem
necessary, and at all times give such information as
the common council may require.

FIRST MEETING OF THE COUNCIL—TO ELECT PRESI-
DENT.

SecrioN 8. ‘At the first meeting of the common
council in each year, or as soon thereafter as may be,
it shall proceed to elect, by ballot, one of its num-
ber president, and in the absence of the mayor, the said
president shall preside over the meetings of the com-
mon council; and during the absence of the mayor
from the city, or his inability, from any reason, to dis-
charge the daties of his office, the said president shall
exercise all the power and discharge all the duties of
mayor. In case the mayor and president shall be ab-
sent at any meeting of the common council, it shall
proceed to elect a temporary presiding officer, who, for
the time being, shall discharge the duties of mayor.
The president or temporary presiding officer, while
presiding over the council, or performing the duties of
mayor, shall be styled acting mayor, and acts per-
formed by them shall have the same force and validity
as if performed by the mayor. But the president of the
council as acting mayor shall sign no order, warrant or
other proceeding whatever, which the mayor has re-
fused to sign and communicated such refusal to the
council.

CITY CLERK ~—HIS DUTIES.

SectioN 4. The common council shall elect a city
clerk. He shall keep the corporate seal, and all the
papers and records of the city. Hs shall attend the
meetings and keep a record of the proceedings of the
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common council. The records of the common council

kept by him shall be evidence in all legal proceedings,

. and copies of all papers filed in his oftice, and tran-
scripts from the records, certified by him under the
corporate seal, shall be evidence in all courts, in like
manner as if the original were produced. He shall
keep a full and accurate account of all certificates of
appropriation and orders drawn on the city treasury,

- in a book provided for that puarpose, and shall also
-keep an accurate account with the treasarer and charge
him with all the tax lista delivered to him for collec-
tion, and all sums of money paid into the treasury.
‘Whenever the clerk shall be absent from any meeting,
the city council may appoiat a clerk pro tem. The
city clerk simll have power and authority to administer
oaths and affirmations.

TREASURER — HIS DUTIES.

SectioN 5. The treasurer shall receive all moneys Daties of treas-
belonging to the city, and keep an accurate and de. """
tailed account thereof, together with an account of all
disbursements, in such manner as the common council
shall direct. He skall report to the common council
as often as required, and annually, at least ten days
before the annual election, a full and detailed account of
all receipts and expenditures after the date of the last
annual report, and also of the state of the treasnry,
which statement shall be filed with the clerk. The
compensation of such treasurer shall not exceed eight
hundred dollars annually, and at that rate for parts of
a year, such compensation to be fixed and determined
by the common council. And all the fees and per-
centage heretofore charged and collected by such
treasurer shall still be charged and collected by him,
and when so collected, no part thereof shall belong to
such treasurer, but the same shall be paid into the city
treasury for the benefit of the city; and the salary of
such treasurer, as determined by the common couneil,
shall be paid in fall for all hisservices as such treasurer,
and shall be paid at such time or times as the common
council may determine, ~

CHIEF OF POLICE — POLICEMEN — THEIR DUTIES.

SecrioN 8. The chief of police shall perform such Chief of police;
duties as shall be prescribed by ordinance for the pre-
gervation of the public peace, and the collection of
fioes and license moneys. He shall possess the power
of a constable at common law, or by the laws of this
state, and receive like fees. The said policemen of
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each ward shall be under the control and direction of
the mayor and chief of police, and shall bave all the pow-
ers aud perform all the duties of a constable under the
laws of the state of Wisconsin: provided, that the chief
of police and ward policemen shall not go beyond the
city limits to make arrests or to serve any process un-
less the cause for making such arrest or for issuing
such process arise within the city.

MAY REQUIRE OTHER DUTIES.

SEctioN 7. The common council shall have power
from time to time to require other and further duties
to be performed by any officer whose duties are herein
prescribed ; and to appoint such other officers as may
be necessary to carry into effect the provisions of this
act, apd to prescribe their duties, and to fix the com-
pensation of all officers elected or appointed by it,
such compensation to be fixed by resolution at the
time the office is created, or at the commencement of
the year, and shall not be increased or diminished dur-
ing the term such officer shall remain in office.

PRINTING TO BE LET TO LOWEST BIDDER.

SgcrioN 8. The common council shall asnually
provide that all printicg authorized or required ‘by it
to be done for its use or for the city, shall be let by
contract to the lowest bidder for the term of one year,
but no bid therefor shall be consilered unless made
by thbe publisher of a daily newspaper, printed and
published in the city of Madison, unless the bids of
siuch publishers shall be bigher than the rates of legal
advertising as tixed by law, or unless such publishers
should fail to bid. All ordinances and other proceed-
ings required by this act, or by the laws or crdinances
of the common council, to be pubiished shall be pub-
lisbed in the newspaper selected under the provisions
of this section. And the printer of said newspaper
shall, either in person or by his foreman, file with the
clerk of the city his or their affidavits of the length of
time said ordinance, by-law or proceeding has been
published ; and suchk-affidavits shall be prima facie
evidence of the publication of such notice, ordinance,
proceeding or by-law.

MONEY, BOOKS, ETC.,, TO BE DELIVERED TO SUCCES-
SOR — PENALTY.

SgcrioN 9. 1If any person, baving been an officer
in eaid city, shall not, within ten days after notification
and request, deliver to his successor in office all prop-
erty, moneys, books, papers and effects of every de-
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scription in his possession belonging to said city or
pertaining to the office he may have held, he shall for-
feit and: pay one hundred dollars, besides all damages
caused by his neglect or refusal so to deliver; and
such successor may recover the possession of such books,
Fapers and effects in the manner prescribed by the
aws of this state.
PEACE OFFICERS.

Secriox 10. The mayor, sheriff of Dane county,
each and every alderman, justice of the peace, police-
man and watchman, shall be officers of tlie peace, and
suppréss in a summary manner all rioting and disor-
derly bebavior within the Jimits of the city; and for
such purposes may command the assistance of all by-
standers, and if need be of all citizens, If any person
or bystander shall refuse to aid in maintaining the
peace, when 80 required, every such person shall for-
teit and pay a fine of fifty dollars; and in case the civil
power may be required to suppress riot or disorderly
behavior, the superior or’ senior officer presest, in the
order above mentioned in this section, shall direct the
proceedings.

MAY ELECT STREET SUPERINTENDENT, SURVEYOR AND
BOARD OF EDUCATION.

SecrioN 11. On the third Tuesday of April in
each year, or within ten days thereafter, the common
council may elect one superiotendent of streets and a
city surveyor, and a city attorney, and at the same
time the raid council shall elect one of its number to
be a member of the board of education, each one of
which shall hold his office until the next third Tues-
day in April; and the common council shall have
power to fill, from time to time, vacancies that may
exist in said offices.

SHALL ELECT ASSESSOR.

SectioN 12. The common council shall, on the first
Monday of September in each year, or within twenty
days thereafter, elect one assessor, who shall hold his
office for the term of one year.

DUTIES OF ASSESSOR.

SecTION 13. The assessor so elected shall assess all
the taxable property of the city of Madison as required
by law, without regard to wards, and shall complete
and return his asséssment roll to the common council
on the day fixed by the general laws of this state. The
assessor shall receive for his services such compensation

The superintendent of streets shall
perform the duties, and vnder the restrictions and for
the compensation prescribed in section seven, of chap-
ter six of this act, and such other duiies as may be re-
quired of him by this act and the ordinances of said
city, not inconsistent with this act.

ALL PLANS, ETC—-CITY PROPERTY.

SecrioN 15. The city surveyor shall be a practical
surveyor and engineer. He shall keep his office at
some convenient place within said city, and the com-
mon council shall prescribe the duties and fix the fee
and compensation for any service performed by him.
All surveys, profiles, plans and estimates made by him
for the city shall be the property of the city, and shail
be carefully preserved in the office of the surveyor,
open to the inspection of the parties-interested, and
the same, together with all the books and papers apper-
taining to said office, shall be delivered over by the
surveyor at the expiration of his term of office, to his
successor or the common council.

CHAPTER 1V.
COMMON COUXCIL.

SecrioN 1. The mayor and aldermen shall consti-
tute the common council, and the style of all ordi-
nances shall be, “ The common councifof the city of
Madison do ordain,” etc. The common council shall
meet at such time and place as it by resolution shall
direct. A majority of the aldermen shall constitute a
quorum.

CHAPTER VIL
WHO CONTROL FUNDS,

SectioN 1. All funds in the city treasury, except
school, state and county funds, shall be under the con-
trol of the common council, and shall be drawn out
upon the certificate of the-mayor, countersigned by the
clerk, duly authorized by a vote of the common coun-
cil, and in no other manuer; and all certificates drawn
upon the treasury shall specify the purpose for which
they were drawn, and shall be payable generally out of
any funds in the treasury belonging to the city.

DEBT — HOW CONTRACTED.

.SEcTION 2. The common ccuncil shall have no
power or authority, and it is hereby probibited from
borrowing any money or from authorizing any city of-
ficer to borrow mouney for the use of the city, nor shall
it have power or authority to contract or create any
debt for any purpose whatever, unless there is money
in the.city treasury for the payment of the same, ex-
cept for such work on the streets as shall be paid for
by special tax or assessment on the property benefited
thereby ; nor shall any certificate of indebtedness be
drawn upon the city treasury, unless the game shall be
authorized by a majority of all the members of the
common council, and the vote authorizing the same
shall be entered by ayes and noes upon the journal of
the council, and no money shall be appropriated for
any purpose whatever, except such as is expressly
authorized by this act.

PENALTIES, ETC.,, PAID INTO GENERAL FUND.

SectioN 8. All forfeitures and penalties -accruing
to the city for a violation of this act, or any of the ordi-
nances, by-laws, rules and regulations of the city, and
all moneys received for licenses, shail be paid into the
city treasury, and become part of the general fund, ex-
cept as otherwise provided by this act.

PROPERTY SUBJECT TO TAXATION.

SEcTIoN 4. All property, real or personal, within
the eity, except such as may be exempt by the laws of
the state, shall be subject to annual taxation for the
support of the city government and the payment of its
debts and liabilities, and the same shall be assessed in
the manner hereinafter provided. The assessors elected
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uuder this act shall have and possess the same powers
that are or may hereafter be conferred upon township
assessors, except so far as they may be altered by this
act: provided, however,that the common council may

rescribe the form of assessment rolls, and more fully

efine the duties of assessors, and make such rules gnd
regulations in relation to revising, altering or perfecting
such rolls as it may from time to time deem advisable.

HOW FUNDS APPLIED.
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SecrioN 5. All funds coming into the city treasury Application ci

shall be appropriated and used exclusively for the pur-
poses for which said funds were raised, and for no
other purpose whatever, and any conversion or appro-
priation of any of .the funds of the city to persons, or
for purposes not authorized by the city charter, by the-
common council, shall be deemed a misdemeanor on:
the part of each and every member of the commomn
council voting for the same, and each and every mem-
ber thereof so voting may be prosecuted and punishedi
as provided in section twelve of chapter eleven of the
city charter for similar offenses. It shall not be lawful
for the city treasurer to pay out any funds in his hands
that were raised for any particular or specified purpose,
on appropriations or orders made by the common coun-
cil, for any other purpose than that for which such
funds were raised ; and any violation of this act shall
be deemed a misdemeanor, and, upon conviction there-
of, such freasurer shall be fined in a sum not less than
ten nor more than one hundred dollars and costs of
suis, and shall also be liable or his official bond for
the repayment of all such sums of money; and the
city or any person or persons having claims against the
fund so misapplied may sue for and recover the same.

The members of
said company shall severally take an oath or affirma-
tion that they will faithfully perform the duties of
their said office; and when any member of eaid com-
pany shall cease to be a member thereof, notice shall
be given to the city clerk, who shall preserve a record
of all the members of said company.

such deficiency from the general fund; and all money
collected after such appropriation upon such special
tax, shall be placed in the geoeral fund belonging to
gaid city, until the general fund is reimbursed for the
amount go paid for interest.

CHAPTER XIL

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS — PROPERTY AND RIGHTS

privileges belonging to the corporation of the village

BOARD OF EDUCATION — MODERN LANGUAGES.

SectioN 2. The common schools of the city of
Madison shall be under the supervision and control of
the board of education, as provided by chapter two
hundred and ninety-five of the general laws of 1861,
and the acts ameundatory thereof : provided, that said
board of education of said city is hereby authorized,
if it deems it advisable, to direct one or more of the
teachers in the common schools in said city to instruct
such of their pupils as wish it, in one or more of the
modern languages, besides the Eoglish, but in such a
manper that none of said scholars shall devote more
than one-fourth of their time in school to any other
than English language and studies.

ALL WORK TO BE LET TO LOWEST BIDDER.

SectioN 8. All work for the city or either ward
thereof, shall be let by contract to the lowest reason-
able responsible bidder, and due notice shall be given
of the time and place of letting such contract: pro-
vided, that the couoncil, by a vote of two-thirds ot all
the members thereof, may otherwise ptovide for work.

ACTIONS TO RECOVER PENALTIES.

SecTION 4. All actions brought to recover any
penalty or forfeiture under the ordinances, by-laws,
police or health regulations, made in pursuance thereof,
shall be brought in the corporate name of the city. It
shall be lawful to declare generally for such penalty or
forfeiture, stating the clause of this act, or by laws or
ordinances under which the penalty or forfeiture is
claimed, and to give the special matter in evidence un-
der it. All prosecutions may be commenced by sum-
mons or by warrant, as the exigency of the case may
require. In all cases where an action might be brought
by the city of Madison against any person, company
or corporation, such action may be commenced and
prosecuted, in the name of the city, by any elector of
said city: provided, that before any person, other than
the proper officers of said city, shall prosecute any such
action, the person or persons so commencing shall en-
ter into bonds with sufficient surety to the opposite
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party, to be approved by the judge or justice before
whom such action shall be brought, conditioned that
he or they will pay all costs that might be re:overed
against the city in such action. After the filing of
such bond, with the papers in the case, such action
ghall not be discontinued or defeated by the city, nor
shall the city be liable for any costs on account of any
such action, but such costs, where the action shall fail,
may be recovered against the party commencing the
same, upon the bond filed as aforesaid : provided, that
nothing herein contained shall be go construed as to
prevent any peace officer from arresting, without pro-
cess, any person in a state of intoxication, or gailty of
immoderate drinking, improper revelling, obscenity, or
noisy, boisterous or disorderly conduct in the streets or
public places, and taking such person or persons forth-
with before the municipal court, or keeping them in
confinement until such time as said court can reasona-
bly hear and dispose of such offender,

SecriON 24 'Whenever any complaint is made to
the municipal court of Dane county by any police

municipal court to be dealt with according to law
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All the laws of this state relating to the manner of
conducting crimioal actions before justices’ courts, shall
be applicable to all trials before the municipal court
under this act, so far as the same do not conflict with
the provisions of this act.
