And any lot which has not been so conveyed by deed, 
or which is not numbered upon a recorded plat, shall 
be described in the assessor's book by a correct and 
pertinent description ; and the common council may 
employ a competent surveyor, if necessary, to obtain 
any such description ; and no description of land shall 
be deemed insufficient by reason of the use of abbrevia-
tions or figures, or signs commonly used in describing 
land. 

SECTION 5. Each and every lot or parcel of land Style of de-
