be those provided for assessments of property.

CHAPTER 129.

AN ACT to appropriate to the Wisconsin state agricultural so-
ciety a certain sum of money therein named.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecTiON 1. There is hereby appropriated to the
Wisconsin state agricultural society the saum of two
thousand dollars, out of any money in the general
fund not otherwise appropriated.

SecrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 130.

AN ACT in relation to the house of correction of Milwaukee
county and amendatory of section two thousand five hundred
and fourteen of the revised statutes.

The people of the state of Wiscensin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows:

SecrioN 1. Section two thousand five hundred and
fourteen of chapter one hundred and fifteen of the re-
vised statutes, is hereby amended by striking out the
words “ less than life” where the same occur in the
third line of said section, and inserting in lieu thereof,
the words “ not exceeding two years,” so that said sec-
tion when amended shall read as follows: ‘Section
2514. All persons convicted in said court, who would
otherwise be sentenced to be imprisoned at hard labor
in the state prison for any term not exceeding two
years, and all persons convicted in said court in city
prosecutions, and in other cases, who would gtherwizse
be sentenced or committed to imprisonmefit in the
county jail, may be sentenced to imprisonment at hard
labor in the house of correction of Milwaukee county.

SecrioN 2. All acts and parts of acts conflicting
with this act, are hereby repealed.
