25.4 of chapter 115 of the revised statutes of 1573 is
hereby amended by striking out the words * less than
Iite,” where the same occur in the third line of said
section, ana inserting in lieu thereof the words “not
exceeding three years,” so that said section when g0
amended shall re:d as follows: Se:uwon 2314 All
persons convicted in said court who would otherwiss
be sentezced tn be imprisoned at hard labor in the state
prison for any term not exceeling three years; and all
persons convicted in said court in city prosecutions,
and in other cases, who would otherwise be sentenced
or committed to imprisonment in the county jaii, may
he gentenced to imprisonment at hard labor in the
House of Correction of Milwaukee county.

SEcTiON 2. All acts and pirts of acts in conflict
with thig act are hereby rep-aled.

SEcTION 3. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passige and publication.

CHAPTER 221

AN ACT toreduce the act Incorporating the city of Janeaville
and the several acts amendatory thereof into oneact and ©
amend t' ¢ same.

The penple of the state of Wisconsin, represented in sen-
ate and assembly, do enact as follows :

CHAPTER L
CITY AND WARD BOUNDARIES,

SecrioN 1. The act entitlel “an act to reduce the
act incorporating the city of Janesville, and the several
acts amendatory thereof into one act, and amend the
same,” approved April 12, 1866, and the several acts

amendatory thereof, are hereby consolidated and
amended, 8o as to read as follows:

SkcTioN 2. The district of country in the county
of R ¢k, contained within the limits and boundaries
bereioaflter described, shall be a city by the name of
Janesville, and the people now inhabiting, and those
who shsll hereafter inhabit said district of country,
shall be a municipal corporation, by the name of the
‘city of Janesville, and shall have the general powers
possessed by municipal corporations at common law,
and, in addition thereto, shall possess the powers here-
-in specially granted; and the authorities thereof shall
bhave perpetual succession, shall be capable of con-
tracting and being contracted with, suing and being
sued, pleading and being impleaded 1o all courts of
law and equity, and shall have a common seal, and
may change and alter the same at pleasure.

SkctioN 3. The territory lying in the county of
Rock, and included within the following described
limits and boundaries, shall constitute the city of
Janesville, to-wit: All of sections one and two, in
‘township two north, of range twelve east, all of sec-
‘tions twenty-five, twenty-six, thirty-tive and thirty-six,
in township three north, of range twelve east; the
west half of section six, in township two north, of
range thirteen esst, and the west balt of sections thirty
and thirty-one, in township three north, of range
thirteen east.

SkecrioN 4. The said city shall be divided into five wards.

wards, as follows: All that part of the said district
comprized withian the following bound iries shall be the
first ward, to wit: commencing at the point of intersec-
tion of the center line of Rk river with tLe north
boundary line of the city, thence west on said porth
boundary lioe to the west boundary line of the city,
thence south onsaid west boundary to the ceuter line

CHAPTER IL

ELECTIONS.

SkecrioN 1. The annual election for ward and cig
officers shall be held on the first Tuesday io Apri,
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of each year, at such place in each ward as the com-
mon council shall designate, and ten days’ previous
notice shall be given by the common council of the
time and place of holding such election, and of the
ward and city officers to be elected. ’

SectioN 2. The municipal government of said city Mantcipal
shall consist of a common council, composed of the 8" ™™™
mayor, and two aldermen from each ward. The other
officers of the corporation shall be a clerk, treasurer,
<city attorney, school commissioner at large, two jus-
tices of the peace, sealer of weights and neasares, and
one constable, supervisor and school commissioner for
each ward, and a street commissioner and city marsbal.

SecrioN 3. At the annual election there shall be Oficers tobe
elccted by the qualified electors of said city, a mayor, ©°° "
clerk, treasurer and sealer of weights and measures,
who shall hold their respective offices for one year, a
justice of the peace who shall hold his office for two

ears, and every two years there shall be elected by the
qualified electors of siid city a city attorney and a
scho /]l commissioner at large, who shall hold their re-
spective offices for two yeirs. At such annual election
there shall also be elected by the qualified electors of
each ward, an alderman, who shall hold his office for
two years; a constable and supervisor, who shall hold
their re:pective offices for one yeir; and every two
years there shall be elected by the qualified electors
of each ward, a school commis:ioner, who shall hold
bia otlice for two years. All offizers of said city here-
tofore elected under its charter, shall hold their respezt-
ive offices until the expiration of the term for which
they were elected, and vothing in this act shall be so
construed as to authorize the election of any mayor,
clerk, treasurer, city attorney, school commissioner at
large, justice of the peace, sealer of weights and meas-
unres, alderman, school commissioner, supervisor, con-
atable or other officer, whose term of office shall com-
mence before the expiration of the terms of offize of
any such officer heretofore elected under the charter
of said city. All elective oflicers specified in this act
sball bold their respective offices for the terms provided
in this act, and until their successors are elected and
qualified. All otherolficers named in this at, and
which are not by this act declared elective, shall be
appointed by the common council by ballot.

SecTION 4. The common council may appoint & s et ccmm's-
street commissioner and a city marshal, and wmay re- sioncr.
move and displace both or either of them at its pleas-

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ure, and shall fix the rate of compensation to be psid
to each, and they shall not receive any greater com-
pepsation than that so fixed.

How represant- © SpcTioN 5. The several wards in this city shall be
represented in the common council by two aldermes,
who shall be residents thereof. If any alderman re-
move from or cease to be a resident of the ward repre-
sented by him, bis office shall thereby become vacant

When vecancy SecTioN 6. Whenever a vacancy shall occur in the

#H® office of mayor, alderman or justice of the peace, after
the commencement of the term of service, and more
than two montbs before the next general election of
ward and city officers, such vacancy shall be tilled by
a new election, which may be ordered by the common
council, and held within fifteen days a'ter such vacancy
shall occur. Any vacancy in either of the officesabove
named in this section, which shall not have beeo sup-
plied by an election before the general election of ward
and city officers next succeeding the happening thereof,
may be supplied at such gcneral election. Any va-
cancy bappening in any otber office shall be filled by
the common couwcil. The person elected or appointed
to fill such vacancy shall hold his office ard discharge
the duties thercot for the unexpired term, and with
tha same rights and subject to the same liabihties a8
theﬁperson whose office he may be elected or appointed
to fll.

Vote by ballot.  SECTION 7. All elections by the people shall be by
ballot, and a plurality of votes sball constitute an elec-
tion, notwithstanding the provisions of law may not
have been fully complied with in noticing or conduct-
ing the election, or canvassing or returning the votes,
8o that the real will of the plurality may not be de-
feated by any informality. Where two or more can-
didates for an elective office shali bave an equal number
of votes for the same office, the election shall be deter-
mined by the casting of lots in the presence of the
commonn couancil and under its direction.

Whosroen.  SECTION 8. All persons entitled to vote for county
or state officers, and who shall reside in the ward
where they offer to vote, shall be entitled to vote for
any officer to be elected under this act, and be eligible
to any office thereby created.

Irepactors SeEcTiON 9. The mayor sbull nominate to the com-
mon council at their first regular meeting in September
of each year, and in case there be no such regular
meeling, then a special meeting which shall be held on
the last Tuesday of said month, three persons for io-
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spectors and two persons for clerks of elections for
each election district therein. The common council
shall immediately approve or disepprove such nomina-
tions; and in case of the disapproval of any person so
nomioated, the mayor or president shall immediately
nominate another person for such position, and shall so
continue to do until three inspectors and two clerks
shall have been nominated and confirmed at such
meeting. The persons so appointed inspectors and
clerks shall hold their offices for one year, and shall
act as iospectors and clerks at every general, municipal
and special election held within their respective districts
duaring such term. Such inspectors shall fill any va-
ocancies in their number or in the number of such clerks,
and may appointone of their number chairman. Every

rson 8o nominated and confirmed as an inspector or
clerk shall be an elector of the district for which he is
appointed, shall be able to read and write the English
language understandingly, and shall not be a candidate
to be voted for at any election where he acts as in-
spector or clerk; and not more than two of such in-
Bpectors so nominated and confirmed shall be of the
same political party, and the clerks shall be of oppo
sing political parties, and when appointed to fill a va-
cancy shall have the same qualifications and belong to
the same political party as the person be succeeds. If,
at the time fixed for the opening of the polls on the
day of any election, such inspectors or clerks, or either
of them, shall fail to appear or refuse to act, or bave
become incapable of acting by removal of residence
from such election district, or for other cuuse, and the
inspectors sppearing shall refuse to fill any such va.
cancy, the electors present may fill the same by viva
voce vote. , ,

SkcTioN 10. Previous to receiving any votes, the Inspectors and
inspectors and clerks of election shall severaily take av ok iyl take
oath or affirmation that they will support the constitu-
tion of the United States and the constitution of the
state of Wisconsin, and will perform the duties of in-
spectors or clerks (ss the case may be) of election, ac-
cording to law; and will studiously endeavor to pre-
wvent all fraud, deceit or abuse, in conducting the same.
Said oath or affirmation sball be in writing, shall be
subscribed by the person taking the same, and shall
be annexed to and returned with the poll list to the
eity clerk.

SecrioN 11. The golls of the election for municipal When polls to
officers shall be opened at cine o'clock in the forenoon, *® °P*"*
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or as goon thereafter as may be, andshall be kept open
until five o'clock in the alternoon of the same day.
The insFectors shall cause public proclamation to be
ade of the opening and closing of the polla.

SecrioN 12. Tuere shall be provided and kept by
the clerk of the city, at the expense of the city, suit-
able ballot boxes for each poli tberein, with u suitable
lock and key to each, and there shall be one opening
through the lid of each such box, of no larger s z: than
shall be suffizient to admit a single closed ballot.

SkcrioN 13.  Whenever it shall Lzcome impossible
or inconvenient to ho!d an election ut the place desig-
nated therefor, the board of inspzctors, alter having as-
sembled at or as near as practicable to such pluce, and
before receiving any votes, may adjourn to the nearest
convenient place for holding the election, and at such
adjourned place shall forthwith proceel with the elec:
tion. Upon adjsurning any election as hereinbefore
provided, the board of inzpectora shall cause procluma-
tion thereof to be made, and shall station a constable or
some other proper person at the pl.ce where the ad-
journment was made, to notify all electors arriving at
such place, of the adjournment and the place to which
it was made.

SecrioN 14. The inspzctors of eleztion, or one of
them, immediately before proclamation is made of the
opening of the polls, shall open the billot boxes in the
presence of the people there assembled, aod turs
them upside down, so as to empty them ot everything
that may be in them, and lock them; and they shall
not be re-opened uutil for the purpose of countiag the
ballots thereia at the close of tne polls.

SecrioN 15. Each elector shall pablicly, at the
poll where he offers to vote, deliver in p:rson to one of
the inspectors of election, a single baliot or piece of
paper, on which shall be written or printed the names
»f all persons voted for by such elector, at such elec-
tion, with a pertinent designation of the respeciive
office wbich each person so voted for miy be intended
to fill, and the inspector receiving the same shall, with-
out cpening it, or permitting it to be opened or ex
amined, deposit it in the box.

SectioN 16. Lach clerk of election shall keep 8
poll list, on which he sball enter the full names of all
persons voting, at such election, in the order of theit
voting, and ou request of the inspectors, each cleoior
sball state his full name before his ballot shall be re:
ceived. When any person shall have taken the ostb
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hereinafter provided in section 20, before voting, the
clerk shall write at the exd of such person's nawme on
the poll list the word * sworn.”

SecTiON 17. At any election for municipal officers May challenge.
each inspector of election shall, and any elector may,
challenge every person offering to vote whom he shall
know or suspect oot to be duly qualified as an elector.

SecrioN 18. If a person offering to vote is chal-
lenged as unqualified, one of the inspectcrs shall ten-
der to him the following oath or afirmation: You do
solemnly swear (or affirm) that you will fully and truly
answer all such questions as shall be put to you touch-
ing yonr place o? residence and qualifications as an
elector of rthis election; and shall thereupon put ques-
tions as follows:

Ia determining the question of res- Restdeace
idence as a qualification to vote, the following rales, so **"°!!o™
far as applicable, shall govern, and if a person offering
to vote be challenged as unqualified on the ground of
residence, the inspector shill admonish him of such
rules and put to him such further questions as shall
be proper to elicit the facts in respect thereto, namely :

First.  As prescribed in the coostitution, no person When resi-
shall be deemed to have lost his residence in this state 3 '* 1"
by reason of his absence on business of the United
Statesor of this state; and no soldier, seaman or marine
in the army or navy of the Uaited States shall be
deemed a resident of this state in consequence of being
stationed within the same.

Second. That place shall be considered and held to
the residence of* a person in which his habitation is
fixed, without any presentinteation of removing there-
from, and to which, whenever he is absent, he has the
intention of returning.

Third. A person who shall not be considered or
held to have lost his residence, who shall leave his home
and go into another state, or county, town or ward of
this etate, for temporary purposes merely, with an in-
tention of returming. :

Fourth. A person sha!l not be considered to have
gained a resideace 1n any ward of this city into which
be shall have come for temporary purposes merely.

Fifth. If a person remove to another state, with an
intent'on to make it his permanent residence, he shall
be considered and held to have lost his resideace in
this state.

Sixth. Ifa person remove to another state with an
intention of remaining there for an indefinite time, and -
a8 a place of present residence, he shall be considered
and beld to have lost his residence in this state, not-
withstanding he may entertain an intention to returnat
some future period.

Seventh. The place where a married man’s family Married mav's
resides shull generally be considered and held to be his )
residence, but if it is a place of temporary establish-
ment for his family, or for transient objects it shall be
otherwise.

Eighth. If a married man bas his family fixed in
one place, and he does his business in another, the form-
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er shall be considered and held to be his place of resi-
dence; but if a married inan has not resided with his
family for the space of one year, his residence shall be
held to be his voting place.

Niath. The mere intention to acquire a new resi-
dence, without the fact of removal shall avail noth-
ing; neither shall the fact of removal without inten-
tion. —=
Tenth. It a person shall go into another state, and
while there exercise the right of a citizen by voting,
he shall be considered anu held to bave lost his resi
dence in this state.

Eleventh. No person shall be deemed to -have
gained a residence in any ward in this city, so as to en-
title him to vote at any election therein, by remainiog
in such ward as a pauper, supported by the town or
county in which be shall be living at the time of such
election ; and no person shall be deemed to have lost
his residence in any ward by remain:ng in any other
town, ward or village as such pauper.

SEcTION 20. If the person challenged shall refoss
to answer fully any question so as aforesaid put to
bim, the inspectors shall reject his vote. If the chal-
lenge be not withdrawn atter the person offering to vote
shall bave answered such questions, one of the inspect-
ors shall then tender to him the following oath or affir-
mation: You do eolemnly swear (or affirm, as the
case may be,) that you are twenty-one years of age;
that you are a citizen of the United States (or that you
have declared your intention to become a citizen con-
formably to the laws of the United States on the sub-
ject of naturalization); that you bave resided in this
state one year next preceding this election; that you
are now a resident of this ward ; that you have not
voted at this election, and that you have not madeany
bet or wager or become directly or indirectly interested
in any bet or wager depending upon the result of this
election, and that you are not on any other ground dis-
qualified to vote at this election. It the person chal-
lenged shall refuse to take such oath or affirmation, b8
vote shall be rejected; but if he sball then take such
oath, his vote shall be received.

SecTION 21.  The inspectors shall reject the vote of
any person under guardianship, non comp»s mentis, 0t
insure; and no elector shall vote in any ward unless be
is a qualified elector of said ward.

SECTION 22. The inspectors shall possess full au-
thority to maintain order and eaforce obedience to their
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lawfal commands during an election and during -the
canvass of the votes. If any person shall refuse to
obey the lJawful commands of theinspectors, or by dis-
orderly conduct in their presence or hearing shall in-
terrupt or disturb their proceedings, they may order
any constab'e or other person to take him into custody
during the election.

SecrioN 23. As soon as the poll of the election Canvassof
shall be finally closed, the inspectors shall proceed im- """
mediately to canvass publicly, in the presence of all
persons desiring to attend the same, the votes received
at such poll, and continue without adjournment until
the canvass is completed and the statements hereinafter
required are made. They shall commence by a com-
parison of the poll lists and the correction of any mis-
takes therein, until they sha'l be found or made to
agree. The box sball then be opened and the ballots
therein taken out and counted by the inspectors, un-
opened, except so faras to ascertain whether each bal-
lot is single; and if two or more ballots be found so
folded together as to present the appearance of a single
ballot, they snall be laid aside uutil the count of the
ballot is completed ; aad if, upon a comparison of the
count and the appearance of such ballots, a majority
of the inspectors shall be of opinion that the buallota
thus folded together were voted by vune elector, they
shall be destroyed. 1f the ballutsin the box shall be
found to exceed in pumber, after any such ballots
fclded together are destroyed, the whole pumber of
votes on the poll lists, they shall be replaced in the
box, snd one of the inspectors shall publicly draw
therefrom by chance and without examination thereot
and destroy so many ballots unoper ed as shali be equal
to such excese. The number of ballots agreeing, or so
as aforesaid being made to agree with the poll lists, the
inspectors sball then proceed to open and count and as-
certain the rumber of votes.

SecTioN 24.  The canvass beiog completed, the in- Sball publtc.
spectors shall then publicly announce the result thereof, suit. e
specilying the whole number of votes cast for each ot-
fice, and each person to fill the same respectively, and
for and ag»inst sach proposition voted for at such elec-
tion, and shall immediately draw up a statement in

given for each person, and the number of votes given
for and against each proposition voted for, if any, at such
election, which statemeats they sball certily to be cor-
rect and subsciibe with their names, and shall within
three days thereafter file the same, together with the
poll lists, in the office of the city clerk.

SecrioN 25. If the inspectors shall determine that
any ballots are so defective that the same should mot
be canvassed, in whole or in part, they shall make a
statement in writiog in duplicate, certified to be sor-
rect, and signed by them, of the contents of each of
such ballots, and attach the same to the aforessid
statements of the canvase; and they shall carefally
geal up in an envelope all such ballots, and deliver the
same with the aforesaid statements to the city clerk, to
be preserved in his office. All other ballots shall be
destroyed on completion of the canvass,

SecrioN 26. Upon the filing of the aforesaid state-
ments the common counci! shall meet and canvass the
rame, and declare the result of the electioo, and it
shall be the duty of the city clerk to notily all persons
elected or appointed to office of their election or ap-
pointment, and unless such persons shall respectively
qualify within ten days thereafter, the offices shall be-
come vacaot.

SECTION 27. Special elections to fill vacancies, or
for any other purpose, shall be held and conducted by
the inspectors and clerks of the ward in the same
manner, and the returns therecf shall be made iu the
same form, and within the time prescribed in the pre-
ceding sections of this chapter.

SecTioN 28. The term of every officer elected un-
der this act shall commence on the third Tuesday ia
April of the year for which he was elected, and shall,
unless in this act otherwise piovided, contioue for one
year, and until his suecessor is elected and qualified.

SectioN 29. Should there be a failure for any
cauge bv the people to elect any of the officers herein
required to be elected on the day designated, the com-
mon council may order a new election for such office
to be held, ten days' notice of the time aad place of
holding such election being first given.

SecrioN 30. If any person challenged as unquali-
fied to vote, shall be guilty of wilful and corrups false
swearing or affirming, in taking any oath or affirmation
provided by this act, such person sball be asjudged
guilty of wilful and corrupt perjory, and upon con-
viction thereof shall suffer the punishment attached by
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the laws of this state to the crime of perjury. If any
person who is not a qualified voter shall vote at any
election he'd under the provisions of this act, or if any

rson duly qualified to vote for the officers elected at
argein said city, or on a proposition submitted to the
electors thereof shall vote 10 any ward other than the
one in which bhe resides, or shall vote more than once
at the same election, he shall be guilty of a misde-
meanor, and on conviction thereof he shall be im-
prisoned in the county jail for a term of not more
than three months, or by a fine not exceeding one hun-
dred dollars.

consider any such additional or supplemental returns,
in determining the result of any election, shall be
panished by imprisoameat in the state prison, not
more than three years nor less than one year, or in the
county jail, not more than one year, or by fine not ex-
ceeding five hundred dollars.

CHAPTER IIL

OFFICERS—THEIR POWERS AND DUTIES.

SectioN 1. Every person chosen or appointed to an 0fcers.
office or place of trust under this act shall take and
subscr:be the oath of office prescribed in the coanstitu-
ton cf this state to be taken by executive and ja-
dicial officers, and file it, duly certified by the officer ’
before whom it was taken, with the clerk of the
city.
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SecTioN 2. The mayor shall, before he enters upor
the duties or his office, in addition to the usaal oath,
swear or affirm that he will devote so much of his time
to the duties of his office as an efficient and faithfal

“discharge thereof nay require. He shall, when pres-

ent, preside over the meetings of the common council,
and shall have a vote only in case of a tie, but shall in
no case have a vote in the appointment of any officer
or agent appointed under this act; and every ordioance
resolution or by-law mentioned in chapter 4 ol this act,
passed by the common council, shall, before it takes
effect, be presented by the clerk to the mayor. If he
approves, he shall sigo and return it to the clerk; bat
if not, he shall return it with hisobjections, to the com-
mon council at its next stated meeting. The common
council may then reconsider the vote by which such
ordinance, resolution or by-law was passed. If, afier
such reconsideration, two-thirds of the members of the
common council passsuch ordinance, resolution or by-
law, it shall take effect; and it an ordinance, shall be-
come an ordinance of the city. The mayor may alko
withhold his signature to any order directed to be
drawn upon the city treasurer, but the common coun-

‘cil may, at any stated meeting therea(ter, by two-thirds

vote of its members, direct the mayor to rign such
order. Thereupon the clerk shall imniediately indoree
upon the back of such order: “The mayor is directed
by two-thirds vote of the common council to sigh this
order.” The clerk shall then sign such indorsement,
and such order shall then be as valid against the city as
if signed by the mayor. He shall also take care that
the laws of the state and the ordinances are duly es-
forced, observed and respected, and that all other
executive cfficers of the city discharge their re-
speciive duties. IIe shall from time to time give
the council such information and recommend suth
measures as he may deem advantageous to the
city. The mayor shall likewise have the power, ex-of-
ficio, to administer any oath required to be taken by
this act, and shall be the chief executive officer and
the head of the police of the city ; and he shall bave
the power, whenever in his opinion the exigency of
the case shall require it, to appoint as many special or
temporary police as he may deem necessary ; but such
appointment of such police shall not continue alter the
next meeting of the council without the approval of
the council, and then only such of them and for such
specified time, not exceeding ninety days, as the com-
mon council may designate.

SecrioN 4. At the first meeting of the common Bhsll elect one
council in each year, the aldermen shall proceed to elect Ser e radont.

absencs of the mayor the said president shall preside
over the meetings of the common council, and during
the absence of the mayor from the city or his inability
from any reason to discharge the duties of his office,
the said president shall bave and exercise all the pow-
ers and perform all the duties of mayor, until the
mayor shall resume his officc, or the vacancy be filled
bya new election. Incasethe mayor and president shall
be absent from any meeting of the common council,
they shall proceed to elect a temporary presiding officer,
who for the time being shall discharge ull the duties of
maycr. The president, or temporary presiding officer,
while presiding over the council, or periorming the du-
ties of muyor, shall be styled actiog mayor, und may
vote as an alderman but not a8 mayor.

SectioN 6. The clerk shall keep the corporate seal Dulis of
and all papers belonging to said citv, and make and
keep a record of the procesdings of the conmoa coun-
cil, at whose mecetiogs it shall be b's duty to attend ;
and copies of all papers duly filed in bis office, and
transcripts from the records of the proceedings of the
common council, certified by bim under the corporate
seal, shall Le evidence in all courts in like manner as
if the originals were produced. He shall likewise
«draw- and countersign all orders on the treasury, in
pursuance of any order or resolution of the common
council, and keep a full and accurate account thereof
in books provided for that purpose. He shall file in
his office all chattel mortgages presented to him for
that purpose, and eafely keep the same, receiviog there-
for the same compensation as clerks of towns; and all
chattel mortgages so filed, shall be as valid and have
the same effect as if the same had been filed in the
town clerk’s office of any town. Ile shall annually,
on or before the first Monday of May, in each and
every year, make or cause to be made a correct list and
enrollment of all persons within the several wards
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liable to perform highway work. One copy thereof
he shall deliver to the sireet commissioner and one
copy he shall file in his office. It shall be bis daty
to do and perform every act required to be done by the
clerks of towns, not inconsistent with the provisions of
this act, and shall have authority to administer oaths
and affirmations, and shall receive a salary to be fixed
by the common council. Such clerk may appointa
deputy, subject to the approval ot the common coun-
cil, to act in the absence or disability of the clerk.

SeEcTION 7. The treasurer shall receive all moneys
belonging 10 the city and to the several wards, and
keep his books and accounts in such manner as the
common council may prescribe, and such books and
accounts shall be always subject to the inspection of
the members of the common council, and committees
appointed by the council to inepect the same.

SecrioN 8. The treasurer shall keep a separate ac-
oount of the funds of each ward and the vity, and
each fund or appropriation, and the debts and the
credits belonging thereto. He shall give every person
paying money 1uto the treasury a receipt therefor, spe-
cilying the date of payment and upon what account
paid, aod file a duplicate thereof in his office.

SectioN 9. The treasurer shall, at the end of each
and every month, and oftener if required, render an
account to the finance committee appointed by the
common council, showing the state of the treasury
the date of euch account and the balance of money i
the treasury, and all the receipts and expenditures of
the month, and it shall be the duty of such fuance
committee to report the same to the common coundil
at its next meeting thereafter. The treasurer shall
also accompuny such account with all orders redeemed
and paid by him, which said account and order, with
any and all other vouchers held by him, shall be de
livered over to the city clerk, and filed in his office.
after the same shall bave been examined by the com:
mon council. .

SeEcTioN 10. The treasurer shall also rep-rt to the
common council annually, in the month of March, at
least two weeks before the annual election, and oftenet
if required, a full and detailed account of all receipts
and expenditures, and the state of the treasury. He
shall also keep a register of all orders redeemed and
paid into the treasury during the yesr, describing such
order, amount, number, the fund from which payable,
and the persons to whom paid, specifying also the time
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of the receipt thereof; and all such orders shall be
examined at the time of making such annual report to
the common council by the finance committee, who
shall examioe and compare the same with the books
of the clerk and files in his office, and report discrep-
ances, if any, to the common council.

SEcTION 11. The treasurer shall keep all moneys
in bis bands belonging to the city or any of the wards,
distinct and sef)arale from hisown moneys, and he is
hereby expressly probibited from using, either directly
or indirectly, any such moneys, or the ordersin bis
custody and keeping, for his own use and benefit, or
tbat ot any other person or persons, whomsoever ; and
any violation of this provision shail subject him to im-
mediate removal from office by the common council,
which is hereby authorized to declare said office vacant
and to appoint a successor to said officer, who shall
hold bis office for the remainder of the unexpired term
of euch officer so removed. And if the treasurer, or
any person or persons connected with him in the col-
lecting, safe keeping and disbursing of said city and
ward {unds, or either of them, shall convert to his or
their own use, in any way whatever, or shall use by
way of investmentin any kind of property or mer-
chandise, or shall loan with or without interest, any
portion of said city or ward funds entrusted to him or
them for safe keeping, disbursement, payment, transfer
or for any other purpose, every such act shall be
deemed and adjudged to be an embezzlement of so
much of the said moneys as shall be so taken, con-
verted, used or loaned, which is hereby declared an
embezzlement within the meaning of section 4418 of
chapter 182 of the revised statates of 1878 ; and every
officer or sgentof said city, and all persons advising
or participating in such act, or being a party thereto,
shall upon conviction befure a court of competent ju-
risdiction in this state, be punished 8 provided in sec-
tion 4118 of chapter 182 of the revised statutes of
.1878.

SkctioN 12. Tbe treasurer shall have power aod

rform the duties hereinafter prescribed, in the col
{:nion of taxes and assessments, and in addition thereto
have the same powers and duties, and be subject to
the same liabilities as treasurers in towns, 8o far as said
powers, duties and liabilities are not inconsistent with
the provisions of this act, and shall receive for collect-
ing all taxes and assessments levied by said city, and
for all other services performed by him as treasurer of
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said city, such annual compensation or salary, to be
paid quarterly, as shall be fixed by the common cour-
cil, on or before the first of March, for the ensuing
year, which salary shall not be increased nor dimiuished
during his term of office; and all fees received by said
treasuler as such treasurer shall be paid into the treas-
ury of and belong to said city, and shall constitute a
part of the general fund.

SectioN 13. The treisurer of the city shall, in each
year, and within tea days after he enters upon the
duties of his office, file with the city clerk a report,
made under oath, stating the amount of mouey in his
hands belonging t» the different funds, and a full state-
ment of the situation of the treasury. If the treisurer
shall refase or neglect to make such report within the
time aforesaid, his office shall be deemed vacant, and
the common council sha!l proceed to elect his successor
by ballot.

SecTiON 14. The treasurer shall, on the firat
Tuesday of April io each year, if directed by the
common council, filc a report in tbe city clerk’s offiz,
which shall ¢)ntain a full statement of all moneys re-
ceived by him during the year, and the maunnerin
which the same has been disbursed, and a full and
complete s'atement of the treisury at the date of such
report; and the reports mentioned in this section shall
be uander oath, and shall be published, when directed
by the common council; and the reports required by
sections 13 and 14 shall not be constraed t» dispense
with the making of any reports now required w be
made by the treasurer.

SectioN 15. 1f the treasurer shall refuseor neglect
to make his report in accordance with the precating
section, he sharl forfeit and pay for the use of said
city thesum of one huntred dollars; but this provi-ion
;halé not in any way affect its liability upon his offic:al

ond.

SectioN 18. Every person elected to the office of
constable under this act shall, before Le enters upon the
duties of h.s office, with two or mnre sureties to be ap-
proved by the common council, execute in the presence
of the clerk of said city, an instrument in writing, by
which said constuble and sureties shall joiutly and
severally agree topay t) each and every person who
shull be entitled thereto, all such sums of money as the
eaid constable may be liable to pay by reason oron
account of any summons, execution or other process or
proceeding which shall be delivered to him for collec:
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tion, and forall moneys which may come into his hands
as such constable. The clerk shall certify the approval
of the common council on such instrument, and file the
same in his office, and a copy thereof certified by the
clerk under the corporate seal of said city shall be pre-
sumptive evidence in all courts and places of the exe-
cution theresf by such constables and sureties ; and sach
constable shall haveand possess all the powers of con-
stables in towns.

SkctioN 17. The city attorney shall act as attorney
and counsel for said city in all suits or legal proceed-
ings in which the city shall be interested, shall attend
all meetings of the common council, shall give opin-
ions on all matters referred to him by said common
council, or any authorized committee thereof, when

thereunto requested by such common council or such’

committee, and generally to attend to all legal busi-
ness of said city, and for his services so rendered shall
receive a salary to be fixed by the common council, to-
gether with a payment of any expense or disburse-
ment necessarily incurred by bim whilein the perform-
ance of his said duties.

SecrioN 18. The city marshal, when appointed,
shall have all the powers of a constable under the laws
of this state. It shall be his especial duty to cause all
laws, ordinances, orders, resolutions and by-laws in
force in this city to be kept, observed and performed,
and to do and perform such acts.and duties as said
2ouancil shall from time to time direct and prescribe.
The common council shall fix the salary of said mar-
shal at such sum per month as it shall deem just and
all legal fees to which he shall become entitled as such
marshal shall belong to said city and shail become a
part of its general fund. It shall be the duty of such
marshal to keep an account of all fees that shall be-
come due to him as such marshal, and report the same
in writing to the common council monthly, uuder oath,

iving a detailed statement from whom due and the ti-
ﬁle of the cases, and before whom the same were
brought. together with such additional information re-
lating thercto as the council sball require. All such
lees shall be paid to the treasurer of said city for said
ity, by the judge, justice, person, town, city or county
rom whom the same are due, or in whose custody the
same may be, on demand therefor;.and said marshal
shall, in all ways and upon. request, do any act or
t’lemiggtnece'ssary to enable said city to collect such

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qualification of its own members, and have power to
compel the attendance of absent members.

SEcTioN 8. The common council shall bave the
care, management and control of the property of the
city, and its finances, as in this act provided. It shall
have the power to make, enact, ordaip, estsblish, pab-
lish and enforcesuch ordinances as it shall deem expe-
dient, not repugnant to the ccnstitution and laws of
this stato or of the United Sta'es, and to alter, amend,
modify and repeal the same, for the good government
of the city, the preservation of peace and good order,
the suppression of vice and immorality, the benefit of
trade and eommerce, and the health and safety of the
inhabitants thereof, and such other ordinances, rules
and reguiations as may be necessary to carry soch
power 1nto effect. It is also particularly authorized to
enact ordinances for the following purposes:

First To preserve peace and good order, and to
restrain and prevent vice, immorality and every kind
of fraudulent device and practice.

Second. To restrain, prevent and suppress houses
of ill-fame, disorderly and gamiog houses, billiard
tables and all instruments and devices for gaming, aod
to authorize the destruction and demolition of all
instruments and devices used for the purpose of

aming.

Third. To restrain and punish vagrants, mendi-
cants, street beggars, drunkards and persons soliciting .
alms, keepers of houses of ill-fame, common prosti-
tutes, bawds and disorderly persons, and to prevent
drunkenness and disorderly and immoral conduct and
obscenity in public places and streets, and to provide
for arresting, removing and punishing any person or
persons who may be guilty ot the same.

Fourth. To prevent any riots, noises or publi,
distarbances, and all disorderly assemblies.

Fifth. To regulate and license auction sales, and
to prohibit hawking and peddling in the streets with-
out license.

Sixth. To prevent the selling, dealing in or givin

liquor or hquors, unless duly liceosed thereto by the
common council, a8 hereinafter provided.

Seventh. To regulate the keeping and conveying of
gunpowder, camphene, burning fluid, and other com-
bustible and dangerous materials, and the use of can-
dies and lights in barns and stables.

To appoint and establish places for expos
ing for sale wood, coal, hay, straw and lime, wheat
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corn, oats, barley and all other articles brought into
said city for eale, and regulate the selling of the same.

Taenty first.  To establish, make and regulate pub-
lic welle, aquaducts and reservoirs for water for the
protection of the inhabitauts of the city, and its pro-
tection agaipst fires, and to prevent unnecessary waste
of water.

Twenty second. To compel all persons to remove
the dirt, snow and ice from the sidewalks in front of
the premises occupied or owned by them, and to keep
the streets swept 1n front of such premuses, and to pre-
vent the encumbering of the streets, sidewalks and
crosswalks with carrisges, wagous, carts, sleds, sleighs,
wheelbarrows, boxes, wood, lumber, timber or other sub-

To compel railroad companies and
other corporations and persons to do all needful and
proper draining, grading and filling upon the lands
owned or occupied by them within the limits of said
city ; to compel railroad companies to construct and
keep in repair suitable street crossings and carrisge
ways over their several tracks; and place flagmen at
such street crossings in said city as eaid council may
designate; to regulate and restiain the speed of cams
in passicg through eaid city, and to prevent the ob-
struction of streets, lanes and highways by the cars of
said compunies, and to regulats the puttiog up of all
necessary signs to beware of carsat railroad and street
crossings.

Thirty first. To authorize the mayor, aldermen, con- Order at firee,
stables, engineer and other officers of the city, to keep
away irom the vicinity of any fire all idle and suspic-
ious persons, and to compel all persons in said city to
aid in the extioguishment of fires and the protection
and preservation of property thereat.

Thirty-second. To authorize and require the fire o enter bulld-
wardens io ssid city, or other officers, to enter all build-
ings and enclosures at proper times, to ascertain
whether their arrangements for fire, or the preservation
of ashes are dangerous, and to cause such as are danger-
ous to be put into a safe condition.

Thirty-tbird. To organize a board of health, and to Boars !
provie measures for the preservation of the health of
the inhabitants of said city, and to prevent the spread
of infectious or pestilential diseases therein. The
board of health shall consist of the senior aldermun of
each ward, the mayor, who shall be its president, and
a practicing physician. Such physician shall be elected
by the common council, by ballot, and shall hold his
office during the pleasure of the council. Such physi-
cian shall be known and desigoated as the health offi-
cer of the city of Janesville. Such health officer, or
in case of his absence or disability, any member of the
board of health, shall have such powers and perform
such duties as the common council by ordinance or
otherwise shall direct. The health officer shall be
compensated as the common council may direct. The
city clerk shall be ex-officio clerk of the board ot
bealth. The common council may by ordinance au-
thorize the board of health to make and enforce such
orders, rules and regulations, not inconsistent with the
charter or aoy ordinance of said city, as they shall
deem most effectual for the preservation of the public
health ; but no order, rule or regulation of said board
imposing a penalty, shall take effect and be in force,
until the same shall bave been published at least six
days successively, in a daily newspaper published in
said city.
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Tbirty fourth. To direct or compel, and regulate
the planting, rearing and preservation of ornamental
trees in the streets and public grounds in said city.

To improve and ornament public
parks and pleasure grounds, and by ordinance or reso-
lation, regulate their preservation and use.

The common council shall have power
by ordinance, resolution or order:

First. To compel the owner or occupant of any gro-
cery, cellar, chandler's shop, soap factory, tannery,
stable, slaughter house, barn, privy. sewer, or other
unwholesome or nauseous house, building or place, to
cleanse, remove or abate the same, whenever and as
often as it shall deem it necessary for the health, com-
fort and convenience of the inhabitants of said city;
and in case such owner or occupant will not, or shall
neglect to proceed as directed to cleanse, remove or
abate the same, to cause it to be done at the expense of
such owner or-occupant, and to recover such expense
in a civil action against such owner or occupant, as the
case may be.

Second. To require the removal or destruction of
any dead carcass or other unwholesome or offensive
substance or substances likely to become unwholesome
or offensive from any street, lot or building, by the
owaner or occupant thereof, and in case such owner or
occupant will not proceed as required to remove or des-

To hcense and regulate the exhibition of License shows,
pataral and artificial curiosities, caravans, circuses and
other shows and exhibitivrs, musical entertiinments,
the keeping of billiard tables, pin alleys, nine or ten
pin alleys, and ball alleys, and issue licenses to hotel,
tarvern, saloon, grocery and victualing house keepers,
and all persons who may desire to vend or deal in
spirituous, vinous or fermented liquor and liquors;
provided, that all licenses for the sale of spirituous, vi-
nous and fermented liquors which are issued shall ex-
pire on the first day of May in each year, nnless sooner
revoked, and may be grauted for a less period than
one year.

Sixth. To establish the sum to be paid therefor, License liq-
which for license for vending and dealing in spirituous, "™
vinous and fermented liquors shall not be less than
fifty nor more than one hundred and fifty dollars per
annum, and pro rata for any less time than one year.
Provided, that no such license shall be granted except
upon the application in writing of the applicant, therein
describing particularly, the place where, in raid city, he
desires to deal in or vend such spirituous, vinous, or
fermented liquor or liquors ; and provided further, that
no such license shall be issued to such applicant until
be shall, with two or more sureties to be approved by
the common council, execute in the presence of- the city
clerk an instrument in writing by which such person
so applying for such license and sureties, shall jointly
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and severally agree to pay to the city of Janesville the
sum of one hundred dollars for each and every viola-
tion of any ordinance, rule or resolution or by-law of
said city in relation to the vending or dealing in such
liquor or liquors in force in said city at the time of
such violation. No provision in this act shall be con-
strued as giving any power to said common council to
grant a license to any person or persons to sell, vend,
give or deliver in any way, toaoy minor any spirituous,
vincus or fermented liquor or liquors, nor to sell, vend,
give or deliver in any way, to any person or persons,
any spirituous, vinous or fermented liquors on the day
of any election in eaid city, nor on Sunday. No li-
cense granted under the provisions of this act shall be
transferable, nor shall the privileges of any license
granted under this act be exercised in any other place
or building than the one described in the application
therefor, without the consent of the council theretn,
and upon such conditions as it may impose. No li-
cense shall be granted for the keeping of any billiard
table, pin alley, nine or ten pin alley, for a sum less
than twenty-five dollars for each and every billiard
table, pin alley, nine or ten pin alley or ball alley so
licensed.

Seventh. To revoke, vacate and annul any license
by it granted for any violation of any provision of this
act, or any ordinance, resolution, rule, order, regulation
or by-law of the common council of said city, relating
to the subject matter of such license, and for keeping
a disorderly house or place where any billiard table,
pin alley, nine or ten pin alley, or ball alley is kept, or
such liquor or liquors are sold, vended or dealt in, and
for vending, selling, giving away or delivering in any
way such liquor or liquors to any minor, and tor selliog
vending. giving away or delivering in any way to any

erson Or persons, any spirituous, vinous or fermented

supporting and maintaining schools, which shall con-
stitute a part of the school fund.

Third. 'I'c annually levy and collect taxes not €x- amo-nt ‘or
ceed two thousand dollars on all real and personal brlaxe
property in said city, to meet the expenses of repairing
and maintaining bridges, which shall constitute the
highway, street and bridge fund.

Fourth. To annually levy and collect taxes not Amonnt for
exceeding three thousand five hundred dollars, on all "st2é-
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real and personal property in said city, for the erection
of lamp posts and the lighting of the streets and public
grounds and buildiogs in said city with gas or other
light, which shall constitute the gas fund.

Fifth. To anaually levy and collect taxes not ex-
ceeding seven thousand dollars, on all real and personal
property in said city, to meet the current expenses of
supporting and maintaining efficient fire engine, hook
and ladder and hose companies in said city, which shall
constitute the fire department tund.

Sixth. To levy and collect taxes as may be required
on all real and persona! property in siid city, to pay
the interest on the bonded debt of the city and the prin-
cipal thereof, as it shall become due (for the current
year), which shall constitute the bonded debt fand.

Seventh. To aonually levy and collect a tax on the
real and personal property in each ward, now or here-
after exiating in said city, not exceeding five mills on
the dollar onthe assessed value thereof, to de ray the
expenses of the construction in said wards respectively,
of drains across the streets, alleys, lanes, highways and
public grounds, and of streets and walks in front of
and across public grounds, and of culverts and sewers
in the streets, alleys, lanes, highways and public
grounds, and keeping the same in repa'r, and, also, the
cleaning and cleansiog the streets, alleys, lanes, high-
ways, crosswalks, drains, calverts, and sewers; provided
however, that the council may pay from the general
fund of said city, when it shall deem it just 8o to do in
whole orin part the costof constructing drains, sewers,
culverts, streets, or walks across or 1o front of public
grounds, and the repairing and cleansing the same;
aud all the mooey raised for the purposes in this sec-
tion specified, upon the real and personal property inan
ward, shall be kept by the treasurer as a separate funz
for such ward, and shall be known as the ward fund of
the ward in which raised, an1 shall be drawn from the
treasury only on-orders specifying that the same is
dr.aw(;)‘ to meet the expenditure for which the money is
raise

CHAPTER VIL

STREETS AND HIGHWAYS.

SectioN 1. The common council shall have full
control and power over and management of all streets,
alleys, lanes, and public grounds in said city, and
shall bave power to accept by order or resolution, any
street. lane, highway or alley in the original plat of
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the village of Janesville, or any recorded addition
thereto, and to establish the grades of all such streets,
lanes, highways, alleys or public grounds; snd such
acceptance chall, to all intents and purposes, make
such street, lane, highway or alley a highway; and un-
til the common council shall have accepted any street,
highway or alley, as hereinbefore provided, which has
not been improved by order of the common council,
the city shall not be liable for any damages resulting
from the urimproved condition of said street, lane,
highway or alley: and sball have power. to improve
public squares or grounds, and to lay out, as hereinaf-
ter provided in this chapter, streets, alleys, lanes,
highways, walks, and to alter, widen, contract, straighten
and discontinue the same; provided, that the expense
of grading, graveling, pianking and paving ot said
streets, walks, roads and highways shall be chargeable
to und payable by the lands through or over which
said streets, walks, roads or highways shall pass,
in the same manner as is prescribed in this act in the case
of city lots; provided, turther, that in any case where
the grade of any street or part of stieet has heretofore
been or shall hereafter be duly established, and the
owner or owners of any lot or lots frcnting thereon
bave made or shall hereafter make permanent im-
provements upon his, her or their said lote, con-
forming 10 such grade so established, and the grade
of such street or part of street shall thereafter be
changed by said common council, and worked to
conform to such change, and damage to an amount
exceeding one hundred dollars shall result therefrom to
the owner of any such lot or lots upon which perma-
nent improvements shall have been made, conforming
to the grade theretofore established, in every such case

such owner, who shall not bave signed the recommen-,

dation for such change in grade, and for re-grading
required by section 21 of this chapter shall be entitled
{7 compensation for such actual damages as his eaid
lot or lots may sustain, by reason of such change, be-
yond the benefits and advantage thereto, derived there-
from; and such damage if any, when ascertained as
hereinafter specified, shall be a lien and charge upon
the lots and parcels of land fronting on the entire
length of such street, and sball be assessed thereon
with the nther expenses of such re-grading, in the man-
ner specified in sub-division 1 of section 28 of this
chapier, and collected therewith, and when collected
be paid to such owner. But no such damage

shall be claimed by or awarded to any such owner, un-
less he shall have notified said council in writing, at
its next regular meeting suoceeding the one at which
said recommendation shall have been presented, that
he will claim damage, and skall specify the particular
lot or lots upon which he shall claim the same. The
damage to each several owner entitled thereto here-
under shall be determined in the first instance by the
arbitrament and award in writing of three disinterested
freebolders, resident of other wards of said city than
the one in which said street is located, who shall be
appointed by the mayor, with the concurrence of said
oounoil, and who severally shall, before entering upon
the discharge of their duty, take an oath, faithfully and
fairly to discharge their duty, and a true award make.
All of said arbitrators shall sit and hear the evidence and
allegations of the parties in interest, and to that end are
hereby empowered and authorized to administer oaths to
witnesses. But an award signed by two of them shall
be valid and sufficient. Said arbitrators shall give due
notice by publication or otherwise to the parties in in-
terest, o¥ the times and places of their meetings, and
shall report the testimony taken by them, together
with their award or awards, to the common council ;
and it shall cause the same to be filed with the clerk
of said city; and said award or awards so made and
filed shall be final and conclusive, between all parties
in interest, unless appealed from as hereinafter speci-
fled. Any party in interest may appeal from any
award so made, to the circuit court for Rock county,
by notice in writing, served upon said city clerk, speci-
fying the particular award appealed from, and signed
by himself or his attorney; provided said ootice be
given within twenty days from the time of filing said
award ; and provided further that the person or per-
sons so appealing shall, within twenty days, make and
file with said clerk, an undertaking with two or more
sureties, to be approved by said council, to such per-
son, and conditioned as said council shall direct, by
order or ordinance upoa the subject. Upon the filing
of said bond, its approval and the serving of said no-
tice within the timeaforesaid, said clerk shall thereupon
transmit said notice, bond, report of testimony and
award, to said circuit court, or to the clerk thereof,
and said court shall try the same as other actions at
law, upon an issue to be formed under the direction of
said court. No contract shall be made by said com-
mon council for the regrading of any street or part of
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street, upon which dama%t:s shall be claimed until all
the damages 80 claimed shall be determined and finally
fixed, and when made, the assessment therefor shall
be made and collected as soon as possible under the
provisions of this act. -

SectioN 2. The common council shall also have Stallave '
power to lay out and construct bridges, oulverts, drains asd comstrust
and sewers in the city, with all the necessary wells, "rids*s e
grates and other things requisite and proper for the use
of such culverts, drains and sewers, or for carrying off
the surface matter from the streets and highways; but
the common council shall not lay out any street, square,
public ground, alley, lane, highway or walk, or alter
any such as may already be laid out or used, so as to
extend or run across or over the site of any dwelling
house at the time actually erected, without consent of
the owner of such dwelling house, unless it shall have
first purchased the same ; provided, however, that such
dwelling house shall have been erected in good faith
upon such site before the commencement of the pro-
ceediogs to make such improvement. .

SecTIUN 8. The common council shall cause all Shelsersy
streets, higbways, alleys, lanes, side and crosswalks,
culverts, drains, sewers, public squares and grounds in
said eity to be surveyed, described and recorded in a
book to be kept by the city clerk for that purpose, and
to cause maps thereof vo be made and filed with the
clerk. Such records and maps shall be prima facie ev-
idence of the facts therein described and portrayed in
all actions and places between the city and other per-
sons touchiog their location.

SECTION 4. Whenever the common council shall Notioe tobe
intend to lay out, alter or widen any street, highway, faper.
lane, alley, or public square or ground, or discontinue
any public square or ground, it shall cause a notice of
such intention to be published for eight days in some
daily or weekly newspaper printed and published in
said city, stating the day upon which it will act there-
upon, which day shall be at least eight days suhse-
quently to the first publication of the notice. This
section shall not apply to a change in the grade of any
street, alley, lane or highway.

SECTION 6. In caseitshall not be necessary to appro- by iy d il
priate for the purposes contemplated in section 4 of
this chapter, any real estate which shall Lot belong to
the city, or which shall not be given to the city for the
purpose, the common council upon the day fixed in the
notioe may. proceed to lay out, alter or widen such
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street, highway, lane, alley or puablic square or ground,
or discontinue any public equare or ground mentiooed
in the notice.

SectioN 6. Upon petition in writing of all the
owaners of lots or land on any street or alley in said
city, and not otherwise, the common council may dis-
continue such street or alley, or any part thereof. At
least one week before acting on such petition the com-
mou council shall cause a notice to Eg published for
three days successively, in a newspaper published in
said city, stating when the petition will be acted upon
and what street or alley or part thereof is proposed to
be discontinued or vacated. :

SECTION 7. In case it shall be pecessary to appro-
priate for any street, bighway, lane, alley or public
square or ground, any real estate not belonging to the
city, or which the city may pot be permitted by the
owner freely to appropriate, the common council, be-
fore it shall determine to make such improvement,
shall make an order appointing some discreet person
or directing some officer of said city to ascertain and
report a description of the real estate required to be ap-
propriated, with the names of the owners; what the
whole expense of the improvement would amount to
to; whether any, and if any, what part thereof ought
to be borne by the city ; and whether any, and if any,
what real estate would be immediately benefited by
the improvement requiring the appropriation of such
real estate, specifying the same in parcels described
with certaintv, with the names of the ownersif they
can be asceitained. It shall cause a notice to be pub-
lished in some weekly or daily newspaper published in
said city for three weeks, specifying the proposed im-
provemeat, the estimated expense thereof, and the real
estate in said city to be assessed therefor, and sball re-
quire all persons interested in the subject matter of
such improvement to attend the common countil ata
time aod place in such notice to be specified. At the
time and place so stated the common council shall
proceed to hear the allegations of the owners and oc:
cupants of the houses, lots and parcels of land required
and the real estate to be assessed for such improve-
ment 80 specified as aforesaid, and after hearing the
same shall make such further order in prospect to such
improvement as it shall deem proper.

SectioN 8. If the common council shall, after
hearing the parties ioterested, as aforesaid, determioe
to make any of the improvements in this chapter spe-
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cified, and that the lands of any person will be neces-
sary for the purpose, it shall enter in its minutes a res-
olution, declaring such determination, and containing
a brief description of the lands so deemed necessary, acd
also of the real estate deemed benefited by such im-
Frovement. The common council may purchase the
and so Jeemed necessary, of the owner or owners
thereof, upon such terms, and for such compensation
as it shall judge reasonable, and thereupon receive a
conveyance thereof to the city, and thereupon proceed as
rovided in this chapter, to cause the price paid for such
and, except such portion thereof, if any, as the com-
mon council shall have determined ought to be borne
by the city, to be assessed upon, and collected out of
the real estate benefited thereby, as described in the
report of the person appointed by the common council
or officer mentioned in section 7 of this chapter, as
nearly as may be, in proportion to the amount ot ben-
efit which each shall be deemed to receive from said
improvement.
* SEcTION 9. Ib case no agreement for such purchase
can be made, the common council shall by resolution
declare their purpose to take the same, and therein
describe by metes and bounds the location of the pro-
posed improvement, and the Jand proposed to be taken
therefor, defining separately each parcel, and the
amount thereof owned by a distinct owner, mentioning
the names of the owners or occupants so far as knowo,
and therein fix a day, hour and place when and where
it will apply to the county judge, or a justice of the
peace, resident in said city, for a jury to condemn and
appraise the same. The common council shall imme-
diately cause such resolution to be published in some
daily or weekly newspaper, published in said city.
SkcrioN 10. The common council shall thereupon
cause to be made by the clerk a notice of the adoption
of such resolution, embracing a copy thereof and noti-
fying all parties interested, that the city will, at the
time and place named apply to the judge or justice
named for the appointment of a jury to condemn and
appraise such land. A copy of such notice shall be
served by the marshal or any constable on the owner of
each such parcel ot land to be taken, if known and resi-
dent within the county ; such service to be made in the
manper prescribed for serving a summons in an ac-
tion in the circuit court, and the return of the officer
shall be conclusive evidence of the facts stated therein.
If the notice cannot be £o given as to all the parcels,
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then the same shall be also published once in each.
week for three successive weeksin a newspaper pub-
lished in said city, and the affidavit of the priater or
foreman of such newspaper shall be conclusive evidence
of such publication. Such notice shall be served and
the first publication m .de three weeks before the time
fixed therein for such application. If any person so
served with notice be a minor or of unsound mind, the
judge or justice before proceeding shall, on the day
fixed for the hearing of such application, appoint for
him a guardian for the purposes oF such proceeding, who
shall give security to the satisfaction of the magistrate,
aud act for such ward.

SectioN 11. At the time and place fixed for sach
hearing, the application, accompanied by a copy of
such resolution and such survey, and by proof of ser-
vice of the notice, as provided 1n the last section, shall
be filed with the judge or justice, who shall thereupon
make a list of twenty-four competent jurors, not in-
terested, but residents.of the city, shall not be disqual-
ified. He sball hear and decide any challenges for
cause or favor, made to any one, and it sustained shall
replace his name with an unobjectionable juror, until
the list shall be perfected. Thereupon, under direction
of such magistrate, each party, the common council by
its representatives, on the one side, and the owners of
land or their agents present, or if none be present, or
they disagree, a disinterested person appointed by the
judge or justice, on the other, shall challenge six
names, one at a time, alternately, the common council
beginning. To the twelve jurors remaining, such
judge or justice sball issue a precept, requiring them
at an hour on a day named, not more than ten nor lees
than three days thereafter, to appear before him to be
sworn and serve asa jury to view lands and ap-
praise damages, and at the same time shall publicly
adjourn the proceedings to the time and place so named;
such Erecept shall be served by the marsbal or any
constable, at least one day before such appointed time,
by readinithe same to each such juror, or by leaving
a copy at his usual place of abode in the presence of a
member of his family.

SecrioN 12. The jurors summoned shall appear at
the time and place named, and it any be excused by
the judge or justice, or fail to attend, he shall direct
other disinterested persons to be forthwith summoned
in their stead, until twelve be obtained. The magis-
trate shall then administer to them an oath that they
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shall well and truly inquire into and determine the
necessity for taking the lands mentioned in the resolu-
tion, and if found necessary the damages occasioned
thereby, and faithfully discharge their duties as jurors
according to law.

SecrioN 18. Under the direction of such magis-
trate, the jury shall view the lands to be taken and
shall then sit before him to hear such competent evi-
dence as shall be produced by any party, and for such
purpose, such magistrate shall possess the same powers
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as a court in session with a jury, and if there be neces- -

sity, may adjourn the sitting from day to day. The
jury shall render a separate, unanimous verdict, in
writing, signed by them, in which they shall find
whether it be necessary to take such lands or any part
thereof for sach purposes, describing such as they find
necessary to be taken; and, if any be found neces-
sary to be taken, then a verdict of appraisement of
damages, specifying therein the damages of each
owner, and separately the value of the land taken from
each, and the damage otherwise sustained by each by
reason of the taking thereof, in estimating which they
shall deduct therefrom any special benefit, if any, to
be enjoyed by each from such improvement, and a
majority of such jury may render such verdict or ap-
praisement of damages, and shall sign the same. Any
technical error in such verdict may be immediatel
corrected with the assent of the jury, and they sha
be thereupon discharged, and their verdict filed with
the magistrate. In case the jury shall fail to find &
verdict another jury shall be selected, summoned,
sworn and proceed in the same manner. The said
jurors shall be entitled to the saum of one dollar and
fifty cents each as their compensation, for each day
actaally and necessarily spent by them as jurors.
SecrioN 14. Within ten days after such verdict
any land owner whose land has been found necessary
to be taken, may appeal from the award of damages
to him in sach verdict to the circuit court, and said
city may likewise appeal from the award of damages
to any owner, by filing with such magistrate a notice
of appeai, specifying whether the appeal is from the
whole award to him or a part, and, if a part, what part,
and therewith an nndemﬁing with two sufficient sure-
ties, to be approved by the magistrate, to pay all costs
that may be awarded against such appellant on the ap-.
peal, and paying the magistrate for his return thereof.
Any party not so appealing shall be forever concluded

He shall after the time for appealing has ex-
pired, file with the city clerk all the original papers,
including the verdict, with his certificate thereof, stat-
ing in such certificate whether or not any appeal has
been taken from such verdict.

SkcrioN 15. Upon filing such transcriptin the cir-
cuit court, the appeal shall be considered an action pend-
ing in such court, and be 8o entered, the land owner as
plaintiff, the city as defendant, and be subject to 3
change of place of trial and appeal to the svupreme
court. The appeal sbhall be tiied by a jury, unless
waived, aod the costs shall be awarded against the a(r-
pellant, if a more favorable verdict be pot obtained;
otherwice, against the respondent. Upon entry of
judgment the clerk ot the circuit court shall transmit
a certified copy thereof to the city clerk. The costsof
said proceeding shall be paid by the city, except when
it recovers costs in the circuit court.

Sectior 16. Within thirty days after the recdi-
tion of such verdict, or after the final determination of
any appeal, if any shall be tsken as herein provided,
the common council shall cause an order to be entered
in its proceedings authorizing atd dirccting the appro-
priation of the said real estate and the meking of said
1mprovement. The common council shall therevpon
appoint three 1espectable freeholders of said city, oot

to the approval of the common council, with sach
other conditions as said council may prescribe; and 1f
said work shall not be completed within the time fixed
by said council for the completion thereof, said coun-
cil shall have the power to declare the contract for
such work at an end, and said bond forfeited, and to
proceed by action, in said name of the city, against
the sureties therein for the amount of such penalty.
Fiist. In case the work shall be the grading, grav-
eling or leveling any street, highway, lane or alley, or
any part thereof, the common council shall appoint
some competent person to ascertain the front leogth of
each lot and parcel of land on both sides thereof,
throughout its whole extent, with a correct description
thereof and the name of the owner if known, and also
the aggregate front length of all lots aod parcels of
land fronting on such street. The said common coun-
cil shall then determine the expense of the whole
work, including the surveyiog, epecifications, advertis-
ing ascertaining the value of existing improvements of
the same or a similar kind and character, if any, and
preparing the assessment lists, and cause the average
expense upon each foot front of lots and parcels of
lands on both sides of such street, highway, lane or al-

-ley throughout its whole extent, excluding cross

streets from the computation, to be ascertained; and
eath lot or parcel of land on both sides of such
street, highway, lane or alley, throughout its whole
extent shall be assessed with its proportion of the
expense, to be ascertained by maultiplying its
number of feet {front by the average expense
per foot; provided, that when the owner or own-
ers of any lot or lots, parcel or parcels of land
fronting any street, highway, lane or alley upon wbich
raid improvement is proposed to be made have already
made any improvement on said street, highway, lane
or alley, in front of his or ber said lot or lots, parcel or
parcels of land, of the same or of a similar kind and
character as the proposed improvement at the time
when the same was made, and shall file with the cit

clerk written notice thereof before'the assessment shall
be made, stating when, where, and by what owner the
work was done and the value thereof ; the common
council shall ascertain the value of such improvement
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.and for that purpose shall have power to subpcena
witnesses, administer oaths and take proofs, in such
manner as it may direct, and the value of such im-
provemeunt, when so ascertained thall be added to the
expense of the proposed improvement, and assessed
therewith upon all the lots fronting upon such high-
way, lane or alley in the manper hereinalter specified ;'
and when so assessed the value of such improvement
so made by such owner or ownersas aforesaid, shall be
credited on the assessment of his or her said lot or lots,
parcel or parcels of lands, but the valué of such im-
provement shall be so assessed as aforesaid but once;
and in case the value of such improvement shall ex-
ceed the amount assessed upon such lot or lots, parcel
or parcels of land, such excess shall be paid to such
owner or owners who shall have made such improve-
ments as aforesaid ; provided, that any such improve-
ment hereafter so made by such owner or owners, shall
not be assessed, credited or paid for as hereinbefore
provided, except the same shall have been made pur-
suant to a petition or leave to do the same, by said
owner or owners, signed by at least two thirds of the
resident owners upon such street, highway or alley.

Second. In casethe work shall be the paving, ma- Shall aproint
cadamizing, planking or curbing any street, highway, tent pers.u.
lave or alley, or any part thereof, the common council
shall appoint some competent person to ascertain the
aggregate front length of lots and parcels of Jand on
both sides thereof, limited to the proposed improve-
ment and bounded thereon, and the front length of
each lot or parcel of land bounded on such imrove-
ment, with a correct description thereof, and the name
of the owner, if known. The said council shall then
determine the expense of the whole work, including
the surveying, if any, the specifications, advertising and
preparing assesament lists, and cause the average ex-
peuse upon each foot front of lots and parcels of land
on both sides of such street, highway, lane or alley
within the limits of such improvement and bouuded
thereon excluding cross streets from the computation
to be asceriained, and each lot or parcel of land shall

the expense thereof shall be paid out of the moneys
mentioned in subdivision 7 of chapter 6 of this act,
belonging to the ward in which said work shall be
done.

repairing, relaying or replanking dny sidewalk, each lot
or parcel of land fronting thereon shall be assessed with
i's just proportion of the expense of such work. The
work specified in this subdivision may be ordered by
the common council, on the written application of the
street commissioner or of either of the aldermen of the
ward in which the proposed work is situated, at any
regular meeting of said council, after filing with the
city clerk a specification of the work propcsed. After
gaid work shall have been ordered by said common coun-
cil the aldermen shall give notice to the resident owner
orowners of tbe several lots or parcels of land fronting
thereon, requiring such owner or owuners to pertorm the
work proposed in front of his or their respective lots

SECTION 26. Any person takiog contracts with the
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city, and who agrees to be paid from special assessments meat-.

shall have no claim or lien upon the city in any court,
except from the collection of special assessments made
for the work contracted for ; and no work to be paid for
by a special assessmentshall be let except to a con-
tractor or contractors who will so agree.

SkcrioN 27. No plan of any crosswalk, sidewalk, ,i3 vaike, etc ,

paving or planking need be published under said sec-
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tion 23 of this chapter, and when a plan of any work
is required, it shall be sufficient publication thereof to
file the same with the clerk, and refer thereto intelligi-
bly in the published notice.

SectioN 28. When practicable, several separate
works may by notice be ordered and assessments made
at the rame time, and all the expenses of advertising
and assessment be considered as one work. When
such expenses are paid in common by more than one
work, each work shall be assessed with its just propor-
tion thereof.

SecTION 29. Whenever it shall appear to the com-
mon council, by affidavit or petition duly verified, that
any street, highway, lane or alley, or any part thereof,
in said city, should be graded, macadamized, paved,
repaved, planked or replanked, and that a icajority of
the resident owners of property bounded by such
street, highway, lane or alley refuse to sign the recom-
meandation mentioned in section 23 of this chapter, the
common council shall have power to appoint a com-
mittee consisting of one alderman from each ward of
eaid city, to make an examination of such street,
highway, lane cr alley mentioned in such petition, and
to report to the common council the condition of such
street, highway, lane or alley, and whether in their
opinion the same should be graded, macadamized,
paved or repaved, planked or replanked; and upoa
receiving the report of such committee, the said com-
mon council shall have the power to order such street,
highway, lane or alley to be graded, macadamized,
paved or repaved, planked or replanked, in the same
manner and with the same effect as though a recom-
mendation signed as required by said section 23 had
been presented to said couneil.

SecrioN 30. The common council may order the
repair, cleaning and cleansing of any street, alley, lave,
bighway, sidewalk, crosswalk, drain, culvert or sewer,
wheao it shall be necessary ; and when in its opinion its
repairs capnot be judiciously let upon contract when
the same shall be completed, cause the expense thereof
to be paid out of the moneys mentioned i1n sub-divis
7 of cbapter 6 of this act, belonging to the ward in
(vivhich such repairing, cleaning or cleansing shall be

one.

SectioN 31. TUpon the assessment being made 8s
provided in this chapter, an assessment list sball be
made, to resemble as near as practicable the annual tax
roll in its form, and be provided with a column in
which payments can be entered by the treasurer. Two
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copies thereof shall be made by the clerk, and signed
by the mayor or presiding officer of the common coun-
cil and the clerk, one of which copies shall be filed
with the clerk; to the other the common council shall
annex its warrant for the collection ot such assessment,
and the clerk shall lorthwith deliver the same with the
warrant o annexed to the treasurer for collectivn.
Said warrant shall be signed by the mayor and clerk,
and shall have the seal of the city affixed thereto, and
shall be substantially the same as the warrant annexed
to theannual tax roll for collection thereof.

SecTioN 32. The said assessmeut filed with the Filed asseer-
clerk and the one delivered to the treasurer, shall io all a2 pasll be.
courts and places be prima facie evidence of the regu. dence.
larity of all prior proceedings and of the assessments
therein specified ; and all sums of money assessed, and
all costs, charges and interest thereon, shall be liens on
such real estate, and have and be considered both in
law and equity to have priority over all other liens,
except prior liens for taxes on the real estate so as-
sessed.

Secrion 83. Upon receiving the said assessment Treasurer how
list, the treasurer shall take the like proceedings, as far '© procesd.
as practicable, in the collection thereof, as in the col-
lection of the annual city and ward taxes of eaid city,
a8 provided in this act.

SecrioN 34. All moneys received by the treasurer Shall kep
upon the assessment list made pursuant to the provis- " “*a*
ions of this chapter, shall be kept by him distinct
from all other moneys, and shall be drawn from the
treasury only by orders expressly directing their appli-
cation to the payment of the expenses for which assess-
ment was made.

Secrion 35. In case the common council shall at Arsesement tor
any time ascertaic that the expense of any public im- %"
provement cannot be defrayed by the moveys raised
upon the aesessment list provided therefor, it may
cauze the deficiency to be assessed upon the real estate
described therein, in sums proportioned to the former
assessment; and all the provisions of this chapter rela-
tive to the assessment lists therein mentioned to the
assesaments therein, and the collection and payment
of the moneys thereon, shall be applicable to the
second asgessment list in this section provided.

SecrioN 86. The common council shall have power Sball have
to change and re-establish the grade of any and all Zhanre o re-
Btreets, highways, lanes, alleys and public grounds in jfeRhe
8aid city, whenever it shall by said common council be
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deemed necessary. And shall also have power to re-
grade, re gravel, re-macadamize. re-pave curb and re-curb
any street, highway, lane or alley, and to assess the ex-
pense of such re-grading, re graveling, re-macadamizing,
re-paving or re curbing, as the case may be, upon such
property as would be properly chargeable therewith in
case it were the expense of the first or original grading,
graveling, macadamizing, paviog or curbing such street
highway, lane or alley, which assessment shall be col:
lected at the time and in like manner as an assessment
for grading, graveling, macadamizing, paving, or re-pav-
ing, planking or re-planking, or curbing, as the case
may be, is directed to be collected by this act; pro-
vided, that no street, highway, lane or alley, or any
part thereof, shall be re-graded, re-paved or re-macada-
mized without a recommendation in writing, signed by
a majority of the resident owners of the property which
is chargeable with the expense of such proposed im-
provements, except as provided in section twenty-nine
of this chapter, which recommendation shall be entered
at length by the clerk upon the record of the proceed-
1ngs of the common council.

SectioN 87. When any owner of such real estate
shall be known to be an infant under the age of twen-
ty-one years, any officer authorized by law to appoint
guardians of infants, may on applicatinn of the infaot
or of the common council, appoint a.guardian for
such infant, taking from him adequate security for
the faithful performince of his duties as such; and
all notices required to be served upon the infant
shall be served upon such guardian, who shall see
to the protection of the rights of such infant.

CHAPTER VIIL

TAXES AND ASSKSSMENTS.

SectioN 1. Tke common council &hall, on or be-
fore the first day of May in each year, appoint two s
gessors, whose duty it shall be to assess the property io
said city according to law. One of said assessors sball
reside on the east side of the river in said city, and the
other on the west side of the river in said city. Such
assessors shall, on or before the firs: Monday in July
next ensuing their appointment, make out and deliver
to the city clerk of saic city a copy of the retarn re-

uired by law to be made by them and returned tothe
clerk of the board of supervisors. They shall esch
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receive a8 compensation for their service two dollars
and fifty cents per day, which shall be in full for mak-
ing such assessment and taking the statistics required
by law. The mayor, clerk and assessors of said city
shall coustitute a board of review for said city, and
such board shall have the powers and perform the du-
ties prescribed in chapter 48 of the revised staiutes of
1878. The assessor shall, on or betore the second Mon-
day in July annually. deliver the assessment roll as
completed according to law, and all the sworn state-
ments and valuations of personal property to the city
clerk.

SeEctioN 2. The city clerk at the first meetiog of
the common council after the receipt of the assessment
roll by him, whether the same shall be a regular or spe-
cial meeting, shall lay the same before the common
council for1ts consideration, and said council are hereby
authorized, and itis hereby declared to be their duty to
examine said assessment roll ; and if it shall te defect-
ive in form, orif the certiticate of the assessor shall
not be in dae form, or there shall intervene any irreg-
ularity or error, in making or certifying said assessmeant
roll, they shall cause it to be corrected, amended and
rectified by the asseszors. The common council may
also make suchlrulesand give such directions in relation

_to revising, altering or adding to the rolls as they may
deem proper and expedient.

SecrioN 3. After the assessment roll for any one
vear shall have been examined, amended, ana cor-
rected, as provided in the next preceding sention, the
clerk sha!l endorse thereon a certificate, signed by him,
that the same bas been examined and approved by the
common council, stating the time of such approval.
Thereupon the common couacil shall levy such sum
or sums of mouney as may be sufficient for the several
purposes for which taxes are in this act authorized to
be levied, but not exceeding the authorized percentags
or sam, particularly specitying the purpose for which
the same are levied, and if not for general city pur-
poses, the ward upon which the same are levied ; and
all taxes, whether for general. city or ward purpose,
levied under this act, shall be and remain a lien upon
the lands and tenements upon which they may be as-
sessed, in preference to any other lien, except prior
taxes and assessmente, until the same shall be paid,
together with all legal charges thereon, and on all per-
sonal property of any person or boly politic assessed
for the taxes levied thereon, from the day of the date
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of the warrant for the collection thereof, until sach
taxes shall te paid, and no sale or transfer of such real
or personal estate shall effect such lien.

Whenrolltobe  SECTION 4. On or before the third Monday of Au-

completed. .
gust in each year, and as soon as the taxes shall be
levied by the common council in any year, the city
clerk shall from the assessment roll when completed
and corrected, make out a tax roll and shall apportion
and enter in said tax roll the taxes so levied, setting
opposite to each parcel, lot or tract of land therein
mentioned and opposite to the name of each person
and body politic therein contained under proper
columus each, the just and several proportion of the
amount or sum ot all taxes levied by the common
council in such year. When the city clerk shall have
ocmpleted the said tax roll, and apportioned the taxes
as provided by law, the common council shall make their
warrant and annex it to such tax roll. Said warrant
shall be directed to the city treasurer. and shall be in
such form as shall be a substantial compliance with
this act, commanding him to collect from each of the
persons and bodies politic named in the annexed tax
roll and of the owners of the recal estate described
therein, each therein their several proportion as therein
set down, of the sum total of taxes levied or assess-
ments set down in said roll opposite to their respective
names, and to the several Jots, pieces and parcels of
land therein mentioned, in the time and manuoer as pre-
scribed in this act. Said warrant shall be signed by
the mayor and city clerk, and shall bave the seal of
the city affixed thereto. Said tax roll with the war-
rant annexed, eha!l then forthwith be delivered by the
city clerk to the city treasurer for collection. The city
clerk shall file the original assessment roll in his office,
and sball note thereon the time of delivering the tax
roll to the treasurer for collection.

Tieasurer to SectioN 5. Upon the receipt of said tax roll and

g " warrant by the treasurer, it shall be his duty to cause
a notice to be published in some daily or weekly news-
paper published in said city, that such tax roll and
warrant is in his hands for collection, briefly describing
the nature thereof, and requesting all persons forthwith
to make payment thereof at his office, or that the same
will be collected at the cost and expense of the persons
liable to the payment of such taxes or assessment ; said
notice to be pui]ished for the term of twenty days.

Twentydsys'  SECTION 6. On the expiration of the twenty days

) mentioned in the preceeding section, in case any person
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or body politic shall bave neglected or refused to pay
the 1axes imposed on bim or it, the city treasurer shall
levy the same by distress and sale of the goods and
chattels of such person or body rolitic, wherever the
same may be found in the city of Janeaville, in the
manner specified in chapter 49 of the revised statutes
of 1878 ; and if any taxes on personal property shall
not be paid or cullected in consequence of the neglect
or delay of said treasurer, the common council may, by
action, recover the amount thereof from the said trea-
surer and bis sureties; and if, from any cause, the
taxes and assessments charged in such tax roll to which
such tax warrant is annexed, upon any lands or lots
described therein, are not collected on or before the
first Monday in October, ensuing the date of said war-
rant, it shall be the duty of said treasurer to prepare
and make a report thereof to the circuit court in and
for the county of Rock, and file said report with the
clerk of said court, and on such report make or cause
an application to be made at the next term of said
court ensuing the making and filing of said report, for
judgment agaiost the lands, lots and parcels of land for
the amount of the taxes, assessments, interest, cost
and charges respectively due thereon; and he shall
give public notice of such intended application at least
ten days before the first day of the said term of said
court, briefly specifying the pature of the taxes and
assessments for the collection of which theapplication is
tobe made, and requesting all persons interested therein
to attend at such term of said court, which notice shall
be published in some daily or weekly newspaper pub-
lished in said city of Janesville; and the notice so
published shall be deemed and taken to be sufficient
and legal notice, both of the aforesaid intended appli-
cation to said court for judgment, and a demand and
refusal to pay the said taxes and assessments; pro-
vided, that if the taxes on any state, school or universit

lands in said city held upon contract, or upon any Iandz
1o said city mortgaged to the state, are not collected or
paid on or before the said first Monday in October, the
treasurer of said city shall immediately make and forward
to the state treasurer a certified list of such lands, with
the amount of tax due and unpaid on each description
thereof. The state treasurer shall charge such return
taxes against the lands upon which the same werejas-
gcssed, and if the said taxes shall not be paid before
the first day of June next succeeding, he shall add
thereto twenty-five per cent. penalty ; but if such tax
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shall be paid before the first day of June he shall add
thereto twelve per cent. penalty, which penalty shall
* be collected with other charges against said lands, and
when collected such tax and penalty shall be returned
by raid state tre surer to the treasurer of said city.
Treasurersball OECTION 7. The treasurer shall obtain a copy of
fleamdavlt,  the gaid advertisement, together with affidavit by the
piinter or publisher of the newspaner in which the
same was published, of the due publication thereof,
and shall file the same with the said clerk of the eaid
circuit court at said term thereof, which affidavit shall
be attached by the clerk to the treasurer’s report on
file in bis office.
Clerkabal . SECTION 8. The clerk of said court upon the filing
ete., Inbook. ~ Of such report and affidavitof publicition by the treas-
urer, shall record the same in a book kept for that pur-
pose, in which shzll be entered all judgments, ordersand
other proceedings of said court in relation thereto, and
the same shall be preserved as other records of his
office ; and the said clerk shall place the said report
and the affidavit attached, at the head o' the issue cal-
endar for said term, in the following furm, as nearly as
may be, to-wit: * City of Janesvn]le agam st John Doe
aod others; suit for taxes.”

Duty of the SecrioN 9. It ghall be the duty of the court call-
coart. ing the calendar of saild term, if any defcose be offered
by any of the owners of said property, or any person
baving a claim or interest theremn, to hearand deter-
mine the siume in a summary way, without pleading ;
and if no defense be made, the ssid court shall pro-
nounce judgment against the said several lots, lands,
pieces or parcels o! land, as described in said trees-
urer’s report, and shall thereupon order and direct the
said lots, lands, pieces or parcels of land to be sold for
the amount of the taxes and assessments, and iaterest at
the rate of twelve per cent. per annum, computed from
the date of the warrant, for the collection thereof, and

costs and charges so levied, assessed or charged upon
them, as provided in this act, or under any section or
provision thereof; pruvided, that in all cases where a
defense is interposed, the trial of an issue or issues
therein shall have priority over all other cases in said
court, and shall be disposed of with as little glelay as
possible, consistently with the demands of public
justice, at said term ; but should justice require that for
any cause the proceedings asto one or more should be
delayed for more than ten days, judgment shall then
be rendered es to the other owners and lands, and pro-
cess shall icsue for the sale thereof, the same as in
other cases.

SectioN 10. Itshall bethe duty of the clerk of said
court, within twenty days afier such order is granted,
as in the next preceding section provided, to make out,
under the seal of said court, a copy of the treasurer’s
report in such case, together with the order of the court
thereon, which shall constitute the process on which all
lots, parts of lots, land, pieces or parcels of land, shall
be sold under and by virtue of the judgment and order
of said court, and the provisions of this act; and the
said treasurer is hereby expressly authorized and em-
powered in like manner as eheriffs may do, acting un-
der process of execution from any court of record of
this state, under the laws thereof, to make sale of such
lots, parts of lots, lands, pieces or parcels of land, upon
previous notice of such sale, to be published in some
daily or weekly newspaper published in said city, the
first publication of such notice to be at least tweoty
days prior to such sale.

SECTION 11. The raid notice of sale so to be pub-
lished in each case of a judgment upon any city or
ward assessment list or tax roll and warrant aforesaid,
and report as atoresaid, shall contain a list of the delin-
quent land, pieces or parcels of land, lots and parta of
lote to be sold, the names of the owners, if known, the
amount of taxes, interest, cos. and charges, or the
amount of the assessmen:s with interest, cost and charges
as the case may be, due respectively thereon, and the
account upon which the same 1s due, the court which
pronounced the judgwent and the time when, and that
said lande, pieces or parcels of land, lots and parts of
lots will be exposed to public sale at a time and place
in said city, to be named in said notice of sale by said
treasurer. The proceedings may be stopped at any
time upon payment of said taxes or assessments, inter-
est, cost and charges to said treasurer.

The sale shall be conducted in the
same manner as now provided by the laws of thisstate
for the sale of lards for state, county and town taxes
by county treasurers, except as otherwise provided in
this act; and the treasurer shall give to each purchaser,
on the payment of his bids, and if the same be struck
off to the city, then to the city, a certificate in writing,
which certificate shall contain the name of the pur-
chaser, a description of the premises sold, the amount
of the tax or arsessment, with the interest, cost and
charges for which the same was sold, the date of the
sale, and the time when the right to redeem will expire,
which certificate will be assignable. The treasurer
shall also immediately after the close of any sale of
lands for taxes or assessments make and deliver to the
city clerk a statement containing a particnlar deserip-
tion of each lot, part of lot, tract and parcel of land s
sold by him, specifying the name of the person to whom
sold, the amount for which the same was sold, and the
name of the owner, if known ; and the said treasarer
and clerk shall each record such statement in a book to
be kept by each of them for that purpose, in their re-
spective offices.

SkcTION 14. The assignee of any tax certificate of
premises for taxes or assessments, by virtue of this act,
shall be entitled to receive a deed of such premises, In
his own name, and with the same effect as though he
had been the original purchaser.

SEcTION 15. It atany sale of real or personal e
tate for taxes or assessments, no bid shall be made for
any parcel of land of the amount of taxes or aseess:
ments, interests, costs and chgrges thereon, the same
shall be struck off to the city, and thereupon the city
shall receive in its corporate name certificates of sale of
such land and such goods and chattels, and shall be
vested with the same rights as other purchasers are
If the city shall become the purchaser of any personal
property by virtae of this act, the treasurer shall bave
the power; to sell the same at public sale ; and in cas
the city shall become the purchaser of any real estate
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at any tax sale, the treasurer is authoriz>d to se!l the
certificates issued therefor, for the am.unt for which
sold and interest, and to indorse and transfersuch car-
certificate to the purchaser.

SecTIoN 18. The owner or occupant of any lanl
sold for taxes, or any other person, may at any time
within three years from the date of the certificate of
sale, redeem the same, or any part thereof, or interest
therein, by paying to the treasurer of the city, for the
use of the purchaser, his heirs and assigns, the amount
for which such land was sold, and all subsequent
charges thereon authorized by law, or such proportion
thereof as part or interest redeemed shail amount
to, with interest on the amount of purchase
money, at the rate of twenty-five per cent. per
annum, from the date of such certificate; but
whenever any land sold for taxes shall be re-
deemed within six months after the sale thereof,
interest as aforesaid shall be paid for six months; pro-
vided, however, that in all cases any such person may
in like manner redeem any such Jaods or any part
thereof or interest therein, at any time before the tax
deed executed upon such sale isrecorded, and when <o
redeemed such deed shall be voidas to the lands or in-
terest so redeemed.

SectioN 17. The lands of minors, or any interest
they may have in lands suld for taxes, may be re-
deemed at any time before such minor becomes ot age,
and during one year thereafter; and the lands of
idiots, married women and insane persons, 8o sold, or
any interest they may have in the same, may be re-
decmed at any time within five years after such sale;
and such redemption ghall be made in the same man-
ner as provided in the last preceding section.

SectioN 18. If any land sold for taxes shall not
be redeemed as aforesaid, the city clerk shall, after the
expiration of the time prescribed by law for the re-
demption thereof, upon notice required by law, and on
the presentation to him of the treasurer’s certificate of
sale, execute in the name of the city, as such clerk,
under his hand and the seal of the city, to the pur-
chaser, his heirs or assigns, a deed of the land so sold
and unredeemed as aforesaid, and shall acknowledge
the same. An abstract of all deeds =0 made and de-
livered shall be entered by the clerk in the book whete
tax sales are recorded. A fee of ouve dollar may be
charged by the clerk for every deed so issued, which
deed shall vest in the grantee an absolute estate in fee
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simple in snch land, subject, however, to all unpaid
taxes and charges which are a lien thereon; and such
deed duly witnessed and acknowledged shall be prima
facie evidence in all controversies and actions, in rela-
tion to the right ot the purchaser, his or her heirs or
assigns, to the premises therebycouveyed, of the fol-
lowing facts:

1. Tbat the land or lot conveyed wassubject to tax-
ation or assessment at the time the same was adver-
tised for sale, and had been assessed in the time and
manner required by law.

3. That the grantee in the deed was the purchaser.

4. That the sale wes conducted in the manner re-
quired by law; and in all controversies and suits in-

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CHAPTER IX.

PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

SkcrioN 1. There shall be elected every two years school oficers.
by the qualified electors in each ward in said city a
school commissioner, who shall be a resident of the
ward in which he is elected. There shall also be
elected every two years, by the qualified electors of
said city, one school commissioner at large for said city.
49 — Laws,
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The term of office of such school commissioner shall
be two years, and they shall, within ten daysaiter their
election, take the oath of office prescribed by this act
for city officers. The school commissioners heretofore
elected under the charter of said city shall held their
offices uotil the expiration of the time for which they
were elected, and until their successors are elected and
qualified ; and nothing in this act shall be so construed
as 1o authorize the election of any school commissioner
in any ward in faid city, whose term of office shall
commence before the expiration of the term of the
school commissioners heretofore elected in said ward.

SectioN 2. Tbe zaid school commissioners so
elected, together with the commissioner at large, shall
constitute a board, to be styled the board of education
of the city of Jauesville. Said board shall appoint and
hold siated moothly meetings, and a majority thereof
shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of basi
ness. At the first meeting of said board in each year,
the members thereof shall elect one of their number
president, and whenever heshall be absent, a president
pro tem. may be appointed. They shall also appoint
a clerk, and fix his compensation, which shall not ex-
ceed the sum of three hundred dollars per annum, and
he shall hold his office during the pleasure of the board.
The said commissioners shall not receive any compean-
sation for tbeir services.

SecrioN 8. The clerk of said board shall kezp a
record of the proceedings thereof, and perform such
other duties as the board may prescribe, which record,
or a transcript thereof, certified by the president and
clerk of said board, shall be received in all courts and

laces as prima facie evidence of the facts therein set
orth; and all the books and accounts of said board,
shall at all times be subject to the inspection of the
common council and of any committee thereof, duly
appointed for that purpose; and the said board shall
examine all teachers making applications to teach in
the public schools of said city, and all certificates to
teacﬁers graoted by said board shall be substantially
in the form prescribed by the state superintendent of
schools.

SectiuN 4. There shall be a meeting of tbe mem-
bers of the fire department on the third Monday of
March in each year, at such house and place as shall
be designated by the mayor by & nctice published in a
newspaper published in said city at least one week be-
fore sild meeting; or if the mayor fails to give such
notice, then said depariment shall meet on said day at
7:30 P. M,, at the engine house on the west side of the
river. At such meeting said department may nominate
and recommend to the common council for appoint-
ment oo chief engineer, one 1st assistant engineer, one
2d assistant engineer, and the common council may
thereupon appoint the persons so recommended as
aforesaid ; if they fail to appoint the persons so recom-
meaded, they shall request the said department to
recommend other persons in place of the ones not con-
firmed and appointed. The officers which are arpoint-
ed by said council shall continue in office for one year,
and until the appointment and qualification cf their
successors. The chief and assistant engineers shall,
aonually, before they enter on the duties of their re-
spective offices, execute to the city of Janesvillea bond
in such sum and with such sureties, as the common
council shall approve, conditioned that they shall faith-
fully execute the duties of their office, and account for
all property received by them as such officers, which
bonds, with the approval of the common couscil cer-
tiﬁeg thereon by the clerk, shall be filed with the
clerk.

SkcTiON 5. The chief and assistant engineers, ap-
goimed as in the next preceding section provided, shall

e the chief and assistant engineersof the fire depart-
ment of the city of Jaoesville, and they, with the
other firemen, shall take the care and management of
the engines and other fire apparatus and implements
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used and provided for the extinguishment of fires and
preservation of property at fires; and at fires the chief
engineer, and in his absence the assistant engineers,
according to their respective appointments, shall have
the command and control over the said fire deparment
and the fire engines, and all other fire apparatus and
implements used anc provided for the extinguishment
of fires. It shall be the duty of the chief engineer to
report to the ccmmon council at its first meeting in
December, March, June and September in each year,
the condition of the engines, hose, hooks and ladders
and other fire apparatus, and the buildings in which
they are kept; and also, to recommend such additions
and Improvements to the same as he may deem expe-
dient It ehall be his furtber duty to report monthly
to the common council the names of such members of
the fire department as shall have disobeyed orders, or
neglected or refused to do their duty. And he shall
report monthly to the common council for confirmation
the names of such persons as shall have been elected
members of the different companies. The common
council may more fully define the powers and duties of
said chief and assistant engineers.

Such company shall constitute a
part of the fire department and at fires shall be subject
1o the control of the chief engineer The members of
said company, either collectively or individually, shall
be and are hereby aunthorized and empowered to act as
special police in and for the city of Janesville, and are
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hereby vested with all the power and authority which
is now or may be hereafter vested in any police officer
of said city, and shall be entitled to all the rights and
immunities of the fire department. At fires they
shall take charge of all property which may
be exposed or endangered, and, so far as it may bein
their power, preserve the same from injury or destrac-
tion. Said company may from time to time adopt
such by-laws and regulations for its government as
they may deem necessary, not inconsistent with this
act and the laws of the state. The members of this
company shall not be entitled to any pay or compen-
sation for services rendered in their official capacity.
They shall, in case of riot or disturbance of, the
peace, have free access to all licensed places of public
amusement in the city, and shall perform such eervice
as may be necessary for the peace and good order of
the same. The members of ssid company shall sever-
ally take oath or affirmation that they will faitbfully
discharge the duties of their said office; and when any
member of said company shall cease to be a member
thereof by res:goation, expulsion or otherwise, notice
thereof shall be given o the city clerk, who shall pre-

serve a record of all members of ssid company.

SEcTioN 8. Every mewmber of each company organ-
ized under the provisions of this chapter shall be ex-
empt from poll tax, fromn serviog on juries in all courts
of this state, and from mi'itary duty during the contin-
uance of such membership; and any person havieg
served for the term of seven yearsin either of said com-
panies, shall thereafter be exempt from serving on ju-
ries in all courts in this state, from poll tax and from
military duty, except 10 case of war, invasion or insar-
rection.

together with such other information as may be neces-
sary to a full understanding of the financial econcerns
of the city.

All ordinances, orders, resolutions,
regulations and by-laws now in force in said city of
Janesville, and not inconsistent with this act, shall re-
main in force under this act, until altered, modified or
repealed by the common couacil.

SECTION 45. All acts heretofore passed relating to
the charter of the city of Janesville, or any amendment
thexl'z:.lo, and chapter 339, laws of 1857, are hereby re
pealed.

SecTION 46. No general law of this state conira:
vening the provisions of this act shall be considered as
repealing, amending or modifying the same, unlesssuch
purpose be expressly set forth in said law.
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SkecTION 47. If the common council of said city at gevise,
any time shall revise its existing ordinances and by-
laws, and shall thereafter publish the same in book or
pamphlet form for use and distribution, such publica-
tion shall be deemed and beld to be a legal and suffi-
cient publication of said ordinances and by-laws, re-
spectively, anything in the charter to the coatrary not-
withstanding. )

SecTioON 48. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
