AN ACT to amend section 8, chapter 316 of the general laws of 

1881, entitled "an act to provide for lishways in the outlet of 
Big Green Lake, Green Lake county, Wisconsin, and for the 
protection ot fish and game in the Green Lake district" 

The people of the state of Wucontin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows : 
SECTION 1. Section 3 of chapter 316 of the gen- Fish andgame• 

eral laws of 1881 is hereby amended so as to read as 
follows : Section 3. For the better enforcement of 
this act and the general laws of this state for the pro-
tection and preservation of fish and game, the fish com-
missioners of the state of Wisconsin are hereby au-
thorized and empowered to appuint some suitable per-
son as fish warden, who shall be a resident of the 
district composed of the counties of Green Lake and 
Fond du Lac, who shall act as fish warden within the 
limits of said district. Said warden shall receive one 
hundred dollars per year compensation, from January 1, 
1882, payable annually, two-thirds of said sum shall 
be paid by Fond du Lac county, and one-third by the 
county of Green Lake. 

SEerrorr 2. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 226. 
AN ACT to amend chapter 190, of the laws of 1879, entitled 

"an act relating to the division of towns," and amendatory of 
section 671 of the revised statutes of 1878, relating to the di-
vision of towns. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate 
and assembly, do enact as follows: 
SEcrrorr 1. Section 1 of chapter 190 of the general Ireton of 

laws of 1879, is hereby amended by striking out the 
word " each" in the next to the last line of said sec-
tion, and insert in lieu thereof the words "in one or 
both such," so that when so amended said section shall 
read as follows : Section 1. Section 671 of the re-
vised statutes of 1878 is hereby amended so as to read 
as follows : Section 671. When thirty or more free-
holders residents of any town, and at least one-third of 
the legal voters thereof shall petition the county board 
for a division of such town, such petitioners shall, at
