CHAPTER 271.

AN ACT to incorporate the city of Neillsville.
The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows:

CHAPTER L

SEcTioN 1. From and after the second Tuesday of
Avpril, 1882, all that district of coantry in the county
of Clark hereinafter described, shall be and remain a
city by the name of Neillsville, and the people who
now or who may hereafter inhabit said district sball be
a municipal corporation by the name of the city of
Neillsville, and shall bave the general powers possessed
by municipal corporations at common law, and also
the powers hereinafter specifically granted, and the au-
thorities thereof shall have perpatual succession and
shall becapable of contracting and being contracted with,
suing and being sued, pleading and being impleaded
with, in all courts of law and equity, and sball havea
common seal, and may chaoge and alter the same at
pleasure.

CHAPTER IL

BOUNDARIES AND WARDS.

SEcTION 1. The west half of section No. 14, all of
rection No. 15, lying and being esst of the center of
Black river, all of section No. 10, lying and beiog
east of the center of Black river, and all of the south-
west quarter cf section No. 11, lying and being east of
the center of Black river, all 1n township No. 24,
range No. 2 west, shall be included within and consti-
tute the territory comprising the city of Neillsville.

SecrioN 2. The city sball be divided into three
wards. All that portion lying and being north of
O'Neill Creek shall constitute and be the Kirst ward;
all that portion lying and being south of O'Neill Creek
and east of the center of East or Main street shall coo-
stitute and be the Second ward ; all the rest of said ter-
ritory shall constitute and be the Third ward.

CHAPTER IIL
OFFICERS,

SkctioN 1. The anuusl election for city officers
shall be held on the first Tuesday in May in each year,
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at such place as the comwnon council shali designate,
and the polls shall be kept open from ten o'clock in
the forenoon until five o’clock in the afternoon, and the
city c'erk shall give ten days notice of the time and
place, and of the officers to be elected at such annual
election. Such notice shall be by publication in some
newspaper published in the city, or by publishing the
same by posting up two written or printed notices in
each ward.
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SecrioN 2. The elective officers of said city shall glective om-
be a mayor, treasurer, city clerk, one assessor, one ®™

police justice, cnealderman to represent each ward, and
one supervicor to represent each ward on the county
board. The said alderman and supervisor muss reside
in the ward they represent, and be a frce holder in the
city. The mayor, police justice, treasurer, city clerk,
assessor and alderman shall hold their offices for one
year, and until their successors are elected and quali-
fied. All other officers and agents necessarv to the
proper discharge of the duties herein conferred, shall
be appointed at the first meeting of the common coun.
cilin each year, or as soon thereafter as may be. The
common council shall have power to remove any per-
gon appointed by them for due cause upon a majority
vote of all. First giving the person seven days notice
of the reasons for hia removal, and a fair and just hear-
ing, and may be assisted by council.

SEcTION 3. All elections shall be by ballot, and a Electtons sha

plurality shall in all cases decide an election, when two
or more candidates for an elective office shall receive an
equal number of votes for the same office, it shall be
determined by lot in the presence of the inspectors,
and at such time and in such manner as the inspectors
shall direct.  All votes for elective officersshall be up-
on ~oe ballot and shall be deposited in one general
box, and there shall be a ballot box for each ward with
the number of the ward painted thereon.

SecrioN 4. All persons entitled to vote for county e
and state officers and who sball have an actual resi- vote

dence in the city thirty days next preceding the elec-
tion shall be entitled to vote for any officer to be
elected, or other questions that may be submitted to
the people for their vote.

SecrioN 5. If any vote be challenged, or if the in. Challenging
spectors of any election shall have reason to believe ™"

when any perion presents himself to give his vote that
he does not possess the qualifications of an elector, the
same oath as is required by law at general elections
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shall be put to the person offering to vote, with the for
ther statement that the deponent has thirty days next
preceding the election at which he offers to vote, re-
sided in the city. All personsillegally voting, and all
fraud, deceit or corruption at any election held under
this act shall be punishable according to the laws of this
state mads and provided for the punishment of illegal
voting, fraud, deceit, or corruption at any election.

SecTION 6. No person shall be eligible to any office
under this act unless he is at the time of his election 8 -
resident elector of the city.

SEcTioN 7. When an election shall be closed, the
inspectors shall proceed to count the votes cast for
each and every candidate voted for and shall make a
return thereof, which shall be subscribed by each in-
spector, and containing a statement of the whole num-
ber of votes cast for each office, and the number cast
for each candidate thereof, and proclaim the result of
the election and shall file the statement with the city
clerk who shall recora the same in a book to be kept
for that purpose.

SkctrioN 8. The first election under this act shall
be held on the first Tuesday of May, 1882, and anna-
ally thereafter on the first Tuesday in May, and the
supervisors of the town of Pine Valley, or any one of
them, if the others are absent, and the clerk of the town
of Pine Valley, or his deputy shall constitute a boardof
canvassers for the first election, with authority to se-
lect from the legal voters, in case that any of the town
board be absent, a sufficient number to make five in
all, and muke retura of the resuit as is provided by
this act to make returns at general elections of the city
and the said returns or statements shall be filed with
the city clerk as soon as he bas qualified.

SECTION 9. Special elections may be called to fill
any vacancy in any of the elective offices, or for other
purposes, Ten days' notice thereof shall be given,
which shall specify the time and place such election or
meeting will be bheld, and the object for which it is
called, and shall be published as is provided for notice
of annual elections; and in case there shall be no offi-
cer to give such notice of any annual or special election
or meeting, the same may be given by the mayor or
any alderman; and in case of all said offices be
vacant, then by any five electors of the city. Special
elections or meetings shall be held aod conducted and
return thereof made, recorded and filed as hereinbefore
provided for at annual electiona .
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SecrioN 10. The mayor and each officer of said
city, except the alderman shall, within ten days after
his election, and before he enters upon the duties ot his
office, execute to the city and file with the city clerk, a
bond cond:tioned that he will faithfully, honestly and
impartial'y discharge the duties of his said office ac-
cording tolaw, and to the best of their ability, in such a
sum a3 the council may direct at the meeting prior to
any election, not to exceed five hundred dollars, except
the treasurer, wbich shall be at least double the amount
of all the moneys to come into his hands during his
said term. Any voter or other person may prosecute
said bond in his own pame or in the name ot the city,
by giving security for all costs and damages that may
be recovered or judgment had against such person
apon failing to sustain his acticn, and recoverany dam-
ages occasioned to him or to the city by reason of any
breach thereof, or the city may, by its attorney, prose-
cute the same, provided, there thall be but one recovery
for each breach of said bond, and the suit first began
shall have priority of right to recover, and such officers
shall tile with the city clerk his oath of office, as pro-
vided by law for county and town officers.

SectioN 12, All ordinances, by-laws, rules and
regulations of the city, and all commissions, licenses
and permits granted or authorized by the common
council shall be signed by the mayor and counter-
signed by the city clerk, and whenever the city shall
be a party to any contract, bond, agreement. deed, con-
veyance, leasc or vther instrament in writing wherein
or whereby any legal or pecuniary liability shall be
incurre.l by the city, the same shall be signed by the
ma‘yor and city clerk, and sealed with the corporate
seal.

SecrioN 13. The mayor, alderman, city marshal,
and the sheriff and his deputies of Clark county, and
all constables of the town of Pine Valley, shall be
officeis of the peace, and suppress in a summary manner
all riots, affrays or disorderly conduct within the city,
and for such purpose may command the asistance of
all bystanders and citizens or other persons, and if
either or any said officers or persons by them com-
manded shall reluse or neglect to aid or assist such
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officers in maintaining the peace, or in the service of
any process, or arresting offenders without
when 8o required, upon couviction shall be deenred
guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall be fined not less
than ten nor more than two hundred dollars-and costs
of suit, and in default of paymeut shall be committed
to the common jail of Clark county or the city jail
until paid, but such imprisonment shall be limited by
the court, and in no case shall be less than ten daya.
SkEcTiON 14. The police justice shall have sole and
exclusive jurisdiction of all offenses against the pro-
visions of this charter, and the ordinances, by-laws and
police regulations of the common council of the city
and in cases of contempt the police justice shall have
the same powers and authority as justices of the peace.
He may administer oaths and take acknowledgments,
the same as justices of the peace. The police justice
shall be entitled to receive for his services the same
compensation in fees as is allowed by law to justices of
the peace for similar services, and such further com-

. pensation as the common council may allow and -pres-

cribe. In cuse of the absence, inability or sickness of
the iolice justice, the mayor, by warrant, may author-
ize the justice of the peace within the city to perform
the duties of police justice. Appeals and writs of cer-
tiorari may be taken from the police justice in the
same manner as from justices of the.

. SectioN 15. The police justice shall account fcr
and pay over to the treasurer of said city all fines and
penalties collected by him and belonging to said aity.

CHAPTER IV.

DUTIES OF OFFICERS.

SkcrioN 1. The mayor shall preside over the meet-
ings ot the council, and shall see that the laws of the
state and the ordinances of the city, within the corpo-
ration, are duly enforced, and that all the officers ef
the city discharge their respective daties. He shall
give toe council such information and recommend such
measures as he may deem proper and advantageous to
the city, and shall perform all the duties imposed oa
him by this act, or by ordinances or resolutions of the
council. It shall be his duty geperally to naintain
the peace and good order of thecity. He shall vate
in the council only in case of a tie vote. He aball
have the control and supervision of the police of" said
city, and is hereby authorized to appoint special police-
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men when the safety and good order of the city shall
in his jodgment, require the same, upon special or un-
usual occasions, where compensation shall be fixed and
-allowed by the common council.

- SEcrioN 2. The mayor and aldermen shall consti- What consti-
tute the common council, and the style of all ordi- mon counct.
nances shall be, * The common council of the city of
Neillsville.” The common council sball meet, qualify
and organize on the second Tuesday in May, of each
year, or as soon thereafter as may be. A majority of
the aldermen, with the mayor, shall constitute a
guorum.

- SecTION 3. At the first meeting of the common Appointment
council of each year under this act, or as soon there- sasionerom"
after as may be, the common council shall appoint one
street commissioner for said city, who shall hold his
office for one year, and until his successor is appointed
and qualified, and whose duties and liabilities shall be
as bereinafter provided.

SecrioN 4 The common council shall have the control ana
oontrol and management of the finances and of all the Jioa¥sment of
property of the city, and shall likewise in addition to
the powers herein vested in them, have full power to
make, enact, ordain, establish, publish, enforce, alter,
modify, amend and repeal all such ordinances, rules
and by-laws for the government and good order of the
city for the suppression of vice and immorality, for
the prevention of fires, and for the benefit of trade,
commerce aud health, as it shall deem expedient, de-
olaring and imposing penalties, and to enforce the same
against any and all persons who may violate any of
the provisions of such ordinances, rules or by-laws, and
such ordinances, rules and by-laws are hereby declared
to be and have the force of laws, provided thit they
be not repugnant to the coostitution and laws of the
United States or of this state, and for these purposes
%&ll have authority, by ordinances, resolutions or by-

wa :

1st. To license, regulate, and prohibit the exhibi- Licenss.
tion of common showmen or shows of any kind, or the
exhibition of earavans, circuses, theatrical perform-
ances or coneerts, and the use of billiard tables, bowl.
ing saloons, and to provide for the abatement of and re-
moval of all nuisances under the ordinances or at
common law, and to grant licenses for selling spirituous,
vinous or fermenteg liquors, and regulate groceries,
taverns, victualing houses, and the persons vending or
dealing in spirituous, vinous or fermented liquors, and
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revoke the same for 3 violation thereof; provided, that
the sum to be paid for any sauch lic-nse shall not be
less than the amount fixed and provided by the laws of
this state. : :

Gambling. 23. To restrain and prohibit all descriptions of
gambling and fraudulent devices and practices, aud all
playing of cards, dice or other games ot chaace, for the
purpose of gamiog in said city, and to restrain any per-
son from vending, giviog or dealing in spirituous, vin-
ous or fermented liquors, unless duly liceased by the
common council.

Preveatrios,  3d. To prevent any riots, noise, disturbances, or
disorderly assemblages, suppress und restrain disor-
derly houses or groceries, and houses of ill {fame, and
to authorizs tbe destruction of all instraments used for
the purpose of gaming.

vomanrgoan-  4th. To compel the owner or occupant of any gro-
cery, cellar, tallow-chandler shop, sosp fuctory, tan-
nery, stable, barn, privy, sewer, or other unwholesome
or nauseous house or place, to cleanse, remove, or
abate the same from time to time, as often a3 it may be
deemed necessary for the health, comlort aud conven-
ience of the inbabitants of said city.

Torestrain drunkards, immoderate drinking
or obscenity in the streets or public places, and to pro-
vide for arresting, removing and punishing any person
or persona who may be guilty of the same.

'T'o regulate, prevent and centrol the landing
of persons from cars and stages wherein any contag-
jous or infectious diseases or disorders exist and to
make such disposition of such persons as to preserve
the health of said eity.

15th. To appoint one street commissioner (and to
remove him at pleasure). whose compensation shall be
such sum as shall be determined by the council at the
time of making the appointment, not exceeding, how-
ever, two dollars per day.

16th. To provide by ordinance for a.standard of
weights and measures, and for the punishment of the
use of false weights and measures. .

Section 65 To establish a fire department; to ap-
prove or disapprove of the officers elected therefor ; to
prescribe and regulate their duties; to provide pro-
tection from fire by purchase of fira engines and all
necessary apparatus for the extingnishment of fires,

tion to other buildings; to establish fire limits or limits
within which wooden or other combustible buildings
shall not be erected; to require the owners or occupants
of buildings to provide and keep suitable ladders and
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fire buckets, which shall be appurtenances to: the -
realty and exempt from seizure aud forced sale, and
after reasonable notice to such owner or occupant and
refusal or neglect by him, to procure and deliver the
same to him, and in default of payment thereof to
levy the costs thereof as a special tax upon such real
estate, to be assessed and put in the tax roll and col-
lected as other taxes are co'lected. To require con-
struction of safe places for the deposit of ashes; to
regulate the manner of putting up stove pipe, and the
construction and cleansing of chimneys; to prevent
bonfires, and generally to establish such measures for
the prevention or extinguishment of fires as may be
necessary and proper.

SecrioN 6. The common council shall have power
and authority to establish the grade of any or all
streets, gutters and sidewalks in said city, and the said
common council shall, on a petition of a majority of
the owners of real estate borderiog on any street or
sidewalk in said city, not less than ten rods in length, -
establish the grade of auch street, sidewalk or guter,
as the case may be; such grade shall be established on
the survey of a practical surveyor to be appointed by
the said common couocil, whose compensation sball -
not exceed the pay allowed by law for like services;
and it shall be the duty of the common couneil to
cause the grade of all streets, gutters and sidewalks,
when established, to be recorded in the office of the
clerk of said city in a book to be provided for that
purpose, and when any such grade shall have been so
established and recorded, the same shall not be altered
or changed, except upon the written recommeundation-
of a practical surveyor, and by the unanimous voté of :
the common couacil ; provided, that where any grade
shall have been so established on Main, or Second or
Third streets, in said city, such grade shall be vaniform
across the end of each such block; and provided
further, that no sidewalk shall be constructed or re-
built within said city without such grade first estab-
lished.

"SEctiuN 7. The common council shall have power
to compel the building and repairiog of sidewalks in"
said city, to control and regulate their material and
construction, and to levy special taxes on the adjoining
property for the building or repairing of the same in
the manner hereinafter provided.

SecrioN 8. Whenever a majority of the resident
owners of real estate, or lots bordering on any one side

-of any atreet or part of street'in said city, not less than

ten rods in length, shall desire to have a sidewalk built
along the line of such real estate or lots, they shall
make out in writing and sign an application to the
common council, in which shall be stated the points
where they desire such sidewalk to cominence and
terminate, and request that such sidewalk be ordered
laid; and that a special tax be levied upon the prop-
erty bounded thereby sufficient to build the same.
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SeorioN 9. On the receipt of such application, the How to protesd

common council, if it shall deem the building of such
sidewalk necessary or expedient shall prescribe the
manner of its construction and the materials of which
the same shall be composed, and shall direct the street
commissioner to cause the grade to be established for
such sidewalk, and to report the cost of buildiog the
same along the line of each lot or tract of land
bounded . thereby. Upon the coming in of such re-
port, the common council shall have power to alter or
correct the same, and shall levy such tax and shall
direet the clerk to make out and deliver to the .street
cownmissioner a list or roll of such tax as is required to
build said sidewalk along the line of each lot or tract of
land bounded thereby giving the names of the owners
if known, and a description of each lot or tract of land
so taxed; whereupon the street commissioner shall
notify the persons named in such tax list by delivering
to or leaving at the residence of each such person (if
- residing within said city) a written or printed notice
requiring such persou therein named to build such
sidewalk to the approval of the street commissioner
and in the maoner directed by the common council,
along the line of the lot or land so taxed within thirty
days, or to pay the amcunt of said tax in money. In
cage any person 80 taxed does not reside within said
cisy, such potice may be served by delivering the same
to sach person if to be found, or in lieu of such per-
somal service, such notice may be posted in three pub-
lic places in said city.

SecrioN 10. To every such tax list or roll issued

and highway taxes may be paid inlabor or money, as
is provided herein. The highway tax roll of each year
shall be made out by the clerk and delivered to the
street commissioner of said city on or before the first
Monday in June of each year, and to each such tax
roll a warrant shall be annexed, signed by the mayor
and countersigned by the clerk, commanding the street
commi-sioner to demand the payment of such tax there-
- in levied of the several persons and corporatious therein
named ; and such tax may be paid in labor at such
rate of compensation as shall have been fixed by the

CHAPTER V.

TAXES, REVENUE, ETC.

SecTION 1. All taxes raised and-collected in said
city shall be assessed and collected on the taxable
property thereof. ‘

SectioN 2. The common council shall, between
the second Monday in May and the first Monday in
July in each year, determine the amount of general
tax necessary to be assessed and collected the current
year for corporation purposes, which shall in no case
exceed one anl one-balf mills on the dollar of the as-
sessed valuation of said city, except as hereinafter pro-
vided for in the levy and collection ot special taxes.
The maximum rate of taxation fixed in this and the
ensuing section shall not be changed during the life of
this charter except upon petition of one-balf of all the
legal voters in said city.

SecTION 8. The common council of said city shall
bave no power to borrow money, nor shall said city be
liable to pay money borrowed oo its account or ad-
vanced on its behalf by any of its officers, nor sball any
of its money or property be applied to any such pur-
pose, nor shall the common council have power to is-
sue any bonds or other evidence of debt payable at a
day subsequent to the day of theissue thereof, norshall
the common council issue in any one year orders upon
the city treasurer greater in amount than the amount
of taxes which may be levied and collected under this
act for such year; provided. that when it shall be ne-
cessary to build or repair bridges in said city, or to
provide for other matters of necessity for the bevefit of
said city, 8 special tax may be levied for such purpose
by the common council, not exceeding five: hundred
dollars in any one year ; if asum exceeding five hand-
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red dollars may' be required, such special tax may be
voted by the qualified voters of said city, but no such
vote shall be taken unless such special tax shall be firat
recommended by the common council, nor unless a
majority of the votes cast at such election of said city
shall be in favor of such special tax, sor unless a no-
tice of the same specifying the purpose for which said
tax is to be raised, aod the time and place ot voting be
published in the manner in this act providing for giv-
ing notice of city elections, which elections shall be
conducted in the manner provided for municipal elec-
tions under this act.

SEcTION 4. No account or claim against said city
shall be paid until it shall have been preseated to the
common council thereof for their allowance, and au-
dited and allotted by it, and whea any such account
-shall be so audited, the ccmmon couuncil soauditing the
eame shall endorse thereon or annex thereto a certifi-
cate subscribed by it of such.auditing, and allowing or
-disal'owing the same in which the sum allowed, if any,
aod the charges for which the same was allowed, shall
be specified.

SkectioN §. No account or claim shall be allowed
by the common council until it shall be made out in
items, and shall be accompanied by an affidavit of the
person claiming to have done the service or made the
disbursements therein charged, that the several items
of the account or claims are correct, and that the ser-
vices therein charged have been rendered, and the dis-
bureements therein charged have beea made, and that
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no part thereof bas been paid. Such affidavit shall he .

endorsed on or annexed to such account or claim, and
presented therewith. Aoy memberof the common coun-
cil, when such account or claim shall be presented to it,
may administer the oath required in this section, and
said common council may examine the claimant on
oath as to the items in such account or claim,
SEecTioN 6. Notbing in the last preceding section
shall be construed to prevent the common council from
allowing any claim or account, in whoule or in part,
when so made out and verified, nor frowm requiringother
and further proof of the correctness and reasonableness
thereof.
SkcrioN 7. Every account or claim agaiost said
city presented fto the common council in any year,
_shall be numbered from one upwards, in ihe order in
.which it sbhall be -presented, and a memorandum of
the time of presenting the same, the name of the
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person in whose favor it shall be mada out, shall be en-
tered in the record of the proceelings of the common
council.

But nothing herein shall be
construed to prohibit or prevent the common council

SecTioN 16. The treasurer of said city shall re. Dullesoftreas.
ceive all moneys which may or shall be collected for
the use of the corporation by virtue of this act or by
virtae of any by-law or ordinance of the corporation,
and give the persons paying the same his receipt there-
for. Al moneys shall be drawn from the treasury by
warrant under the corporate seal, signed by tbe mayor
by order of the aldermen, and countersigned by.the
clerk, who shall keep a record thereof, and any such
warrant shall set forth for what purpose the amouant
specified therein is to be paid; ami) the said treasurer
shall pay out the funds ot the corporation in no other
way whatever. Ile shall keep a just and accurate ac-
count of all moneys and other things coming into
his bands as treasurer in a book to be provided by the
corpuration for that purpose, which bouk shall be and
remnin the property of the corporation, and in said
book he shall note the time when the persons from
whom the amount of the several sums was received and
the source whence the said sums arose respectively;
and in the same book he shall duly enteran ac-
count of sl sums paid out; and said hook shall at all
reascnuble times be opened to the inspection of the
voters of said city; and the said treasurer xhall an-
nually, and as often as they shall require, render to the
b.ar.t of vldermen a minute account of all his receipts
and disbursements; and the said treasurershall be collect-
or of taxes within the corporation, and he shall possess
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allthe powers and perform the duties as stich aollector

as is or may hereafter be conferred upoa town treasur-
ers. Ile shall in the same man ner, before receiving the
tax rolls of the respective wards, exscute his bond to
the treasurer of the county of Clark, which bond shall
be approved by the mayor of said city, and upon fling
the same the treasurer of gaid county shall give him a
& receips therefor, and upon filing the receipt with the
clerk of said city, the said clerk shall deliver the tax
roli of each ward to him, and the said treasurer shall
proceed and collect the taxes in the manner as is by law
provided for town treasurers, and shall duly make his
return to the county treasurer of hissaid cou nty, receiv-
ing the same compsasation for his services allowed 1o
town treasurers, )

SECTION 17, The assessor shall asseds all the rop-

) the duties of his office, and within six days after his

election or appointment, shall execute an instrument in
writing, with two or more sufficient sureties, to be ap-
proved by the mayor, conditioned to pay to each and
any person who may be entitled thereto, all such sums
of money as the said marshal may become lable to
pay lor, or on accouns of any money which may come
nto his bands by virtue of his office, or for the ne-
glect of any official duty, which writing shall be filed
with the clerk of said city, and the said marshal shall
possess all the powers and enjoy all the rights of a
_constable in the county of Clark, and shall be subject
to the same liabilities; he shall have power to serve
and return summons, atlaehments, replevins, execu-
tions and all other writs issued by any justice of the
peace in the county of Clark, and hig return, properly
certified thereon, shall be evidence of the service there-
of. It shal! be his duty to execute and return all
writs and process iy criminal cases, or for the violation
of any ordibance of said city, and he may serve the
same in any part of the stafe of Wisconsin, It shall
be his duty to suppress all riots, disturbances and
breaches. of the peacs; to apprebend all dizorderly
persons in said city, and pursue and arrest any person
fleeing from justice in any part of the state’; to ap-
prehend any person in the act of committing any of-
fense against the laws of this state of ordinance of ‘the
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city, and forthwith to bring such person or persons be:
fore competent authority for examination, and for all
services he shall receive like fees as are allowed to con-
stables; he shall do and perform all such duties as
may lawfully be required of him by the ordinances ot
said city, and he shall have power and authority to ap-
point one or more deputies, to be approved by the
mayor, for whose official acts the said marshal shall be
responsible, and of whom he may require a bond for
the faithful discharge of their duties.

- SeEcTION 19. It shall be the duty of the street com- Dat'es of street
missioner, within ten days after his appointment and ™missioner:
qualification to inspect all the streets in the city, all
sidewalks, crosswalks, ditches, gutters, calverts and all
bridges and approaches thereto, and all matters and
things appertaining to the streets, and to report to the
commou council, recommending what in his opinion is
necessary and ought to be done thereto. On the re-
oeipt thereupon, the common council shall consider the
same, and may adopt the whole or any part thereof,
add-to,.strike out, amend or cbange any part thereof,
and as soon as they have passed upon said report and
recommendations, the street commissioner shall be in-
formed of the actinn. had thereon, whereupon. said
street eommissioner shall cause such wotk to be done
in accordance to the common- council’s amendments to
his report, and -according to the orders and directions
of said common council. Auy party or parties may
petition the common council for any work or improve-
ment they.may particularly desire to be done, and said ~ *
cemmonr council may act therenpon as they may deem
fiing and proper, and said street commissioner may at
ather times, make such other reports as the necessities
of the case may require. :

. SeerioN 20. It shall be the further duty of the Partherdaties
stiveet comanissioner to employ-men, and procuse uten missioner.

in performing the street work in said city, and all
this he shall do under the direction and advice of the
cominon council, and he shall superintend all such
work.when directed by the commor council se to do,
and shall keep an accurate account of all material pro- -
onred, aud all teams, utensils and men employed by
him, and be able to certify to the account therefor, and
sball do and perform, or cause to be performed, any
and all other duties pertaining to his office, ‘that may
be prescribed from time to time by the common coun.
cil ; provided, however, that no street commissioner
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shall contract nor create any greater expense to the city
in any one year than the amountraised by the common
council for highway purposes.

SecrioN 21. All accounts against the said city
foreither work, hirc or materials for street purposes,
including street commissioner’s services, shall be paid
out ot the highway tax of said city; provided, how-
ever, that the expense of building and maintaining any
bridge in =aid city may be paid out of the general
fund. All such accounts for street commizsioner pur-
poses shall be duly verified, and when they arose or
were created under the direction of the street commis-
sioner, shall be certiied by bim to be true and cor-
rect in all particulara, The street commissioner shall
be paid for his services, and for every day's service
actually and vecessarily rendered, such compen=zation
as the common council and street commissioner shall
agree upon at the commencement of his official year,
which shall not exceed two dollars per day, and such
account for services shall be rendered under oath, as
other accountsare. The common council mav at any
tilne remove such street commissioner from office by a
majority vote of the common council.

SECTION 22. It shall be the further duty of the
street commissioner to collect all bighway taxcs and
superintend the laying out of the same under the di-
rection of the common couneil. IIe shall poassess all
the powers and have all the rights in the col'ection of
such taxes a8 i3 by law conferred upon road overseers.
He shall, before he enters upon the duties of his office,
execute to the common council a bond, in such sum,
with such suret:es and conditions as the said common
council shall direct, for the faithful discharge of his
official duties,

SecTioN 23. It shall be the further duty of the

tireel pommie- gireat commissioner to sce that all the ordinances of
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the city relating to the obstructing and cleaning of side-
walks, streets, alleys, public grounds, gutters and sew-
ers within #aid city, are duly kept and observed, and
direet and control the persons emnployed thereia.
SecrioN 24 It sball be the further duty of the
street commissioner to report to the common council,
in writing, when required, the amount o! labor, mater-
ials or money expended in each ward eeparately, and
also the amount expended on the street running be-
tween and dividing the three wards, and shall at the
close of his official year, make an annual report in
writing to the common council, which shall set forth
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theamount of highway tax paid in money, and the
amount paid in labor, also the amount of poll tax col-
lected, the mauuner in which such moneys have been
disbursed aod the particular items of such disburse-
ment. -

SectioN 25. The city clerk shall keep the corpor-
ate seal, and all the papers and records of the city, and
sball attend the meetings of the common council, and
keep full minutes of its proceedings, and enter the same
on record ; and shall keep a faithful record ofall dcings
and votes of the inhabitants of said city, attheir anoual
and otber legal meetinge. The records kept by the
clerk shuall be evidence in all legal proceedings, and
copies of any and all books, papers, instruments or doc-
uments, and all indorsements thereon, filed and kept in
his office, and transcripts Irom the records in his office
daly certified by him under the corporate seal of the
city, shall be evidence in all courts of the contents of
the same, in like manner as the originals; and abstracts
from any such records or papers so certified, shall in
like maoner be evidence of the particalar
matter to which they relate The oclerk shall
draw and countersign all orders on the treas-
ury, in pursuance of any order cr resolution of the
common council, and keep an accurate account thereof
in & book providod for that purpose; he shall also
keep an account with the treasurer, and charge him
with all moneys paid into the treasary. He shall draw
and countersign all licenses granted by the common
council. He shall be the custodian of all election re-
turns, and of the oaths and bonds of such officers asare
required to fi'e the same in his office, and irnmediately
upoan the electivn or appointment and qualifying of any
officer elected or appointed in said city, he shall certify
‘the same to the clerk of the circuit court of Clark
oounty, under his hand and the corporate seal of said city,
and in like manoer shall certify to the county clerk of
Clark county the election and qualifying of the super-
vieor or supervisors that may be elected to represent
said city in the county board of supervisors, such cer-
tificates sball be filed by the clerk of the court and
county clerk respectively, and shall be evidence of the
election and qua'ifying of such officers. He shall per-
form such other duties a3 are incident to his office, or as
may be required of him by the common council, or
provided by the statute. H e shall receive such com

' pensation for his services as shall be fixed by the com-
mon council, or a3may be agreed upon. The clerk sha'l

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bave authority to administer oaths and affirmationa.
Whenever he shall be absent, or from any cause be ua-
able to perform the duties of his office, the common
council may appoint a clerk pro tem., who for the time
being shall be vested with the power: and duties of the
clerk.

SEcTION 26. The supervisor shall represent his
ward on the count, boarS:a and perform the duties re-
quired of him by law as a member thereof.

SecrioN 27. The city attorney shall conduct the
law business of the corporation, but the council may,
when necessary, provide assistance or employ such
counsel a8 it may deem expedient. He shall when re-
quired furnish opinions upon subjects connected with
the welfare of the corporation, submitted to him by
the common council or any of its committees. He
sball keep a docket of all the cases to which the city
may be a party, in any court of record, in which shall
be briefly entered all steps taken in each cause, which
docket shall be the property ot the city and shall at
all times be ofen to the inspection of the mayor, or any
member or committee of the commou council. It
shall also be the duty of the city attorney when re-

" quired by the common couancil, to draft all ordinances,

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bonds, contracts, leases, conveyances and other instra-
meuts in writing, necessary to the business of the city
government, and to perform such other duties as may
be prescribed by the charter and ordinances of said
city. He shall receive such reasonable compensation
as may be agreed upon for services rendered.

SkctioN 28. The town business of the present
town of Pine Valley up to the time of the taking of
effect of this act, shall be eettled by the town of

., Pine Valley as it now stands, and the amount of funds

remaining, and the indebtedness of the town sball be
apportioned between the town of Pine Valley and the
city of Neillsville according to the amount of taxable
property belonging to each, as taken fromn the assess-
meat roll of the year of 1881, and the r-cords of the

_ present town of Pine Valley shall remain with the

clerk of said town, and the eity of Neillsville shall be .
entitled to take copies of said records, and such copies
shall hive the same effect when certified to by the
clerk having the custody of the same as the original
records would bave; and the dockets of the jus-
tices of the peace now residing or hclding these of-
fices in said city shall deliver the same to the police
justice at the expiration of their offices Tbhe police
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justice may make transcripts therefrom and issue exe-
cations and enforce judgments thereon the same as if
such judgment was obtained in his court.

SecrioN 29. From and after the taking effect of Connection be.
this act, the connection between the town of Pine Val- jna vhiage.
ley and that part of said town included within the city br-ken-
limits for all town purposes shall be dissolved. All
that part of the town of Pine Valley not included
withia the city limits shall constitate the town of Pine
Valley, and the first town meeting shall be held on the
day now fixed by law at such place as the supervisors
of said town may direct.

SectioN 30. The city shall own and be entitled to City entitted to
collect, and shall be liable for its portion of the moneys tesmoraes ta
in the town treasury, and any claims or demands the 'r*»°17-
town may have against any person, or the county of
Clark, for money due orto become due, or other
claims; and shall pay its portion of all indebiedness
due, or claims contracted, or demand. accruing, before
the passage of this act, in proportion to the assessed
valuation of the property in the territory comprising
the city as appears from the assessment roll for 188L.

SecrioN 3Ll. This act shall be considered a public Pablic set.
act, and shall be construed favorably in all courts and
places.

SectION 32. This act shall take effect and be in
force trom and after its passage and publication in the
state paper, and all acts or of parts of acts conflicting or Repested.

CHAPTER 272.

AN ACT to submit to the people an amendment of section 1 of
article 8 of the constitution of this state.
The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows:

Whereas, at the annual session of the legislature of amendment.
this state for the year 1881 an amendment to the con-
stitation of this state was proposed and agreed to by a
majority of the members elected to each of the two
houses, which amendment was in the following lan-
guage: Resolved by the assembly, the senate concur-
ring, that section 1 of article 3 of the constitution of this
state, be amended by inserting after the word “elec-
