AN ACT to provide for laying out a state road from Westboro
in Tayl 'r county, through Price county, to Glidden in the
county of Ashland.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented wn senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SectioN 1. E. T. Wheelock of Taylor county, N.
Auly, Willis Hand and J. Tarr, of Price county, and
George Grant and Heory Spille ot Ashland county, are
hereby appointed commissioners to lay out or cause to
be laid out and establish a state road from Westboro in
Taylor county, by the most feasible and desirable
route, through Price county to Glidden 1o Ashland
county.

SecTioN 2. Said commissioners shall proceed in
said matter in all respects as provided by law io such
cases, except a8 herein otherwise expre:sly provided,
and shall receive as full compensation for their services,
the sum of two dollars per day, and one dollar for each
half day, for the time actually and necessarily spent
by them in said matter, to be paid by the counties of

aylor, Price and Ashlaod respectively, in proportion
to1he number of miles of said road n each county,
and said counties shall pay proportionately in the same
manner, such reasonable and necessary expense for ser-
vices of a surveyor and bis necedsary help, as shall be
necessarily incurred by sa'd commissioners in surveying
and platting said road. No claim or demand for such
gervices shall be paid uotl the completed survey and
plat of said road shall be filed in the secretary of
state’s office, and a copy thereof ia the office of the
county clerk of each of said counties. The original
survey and plat shall be certified by a majority of said
commissioners and the surveyor employed, and attested
by a notary public.
