CHAPTER 89.

AN ACT to amend secti'ns 3 and 4 of chapter 161 of the gene-.
ral lawe of the year 1881, eutitled an * act to authorize Jumes
Hewett and his assigns to build and maintain a dam across
‘Wedges’ creek in the county of Clark, Wiscoasin.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecTION 1. Section 8 of chapter 161 of the gereral
lawe ot the state of Wisconsin for the year A. D., 1881,
is hereby amended by ingerting after the word dam,
in the eighth line of said sestion, the words ‘ and also
upon all logs cut in said township and hanked upon
said Wedges’ creek below said dam, and driven by the
aid thereo!,” 8- that sai< section 8, when amended, will
read a8 follows: Section3. When said dam shall bave
been constructed, as before provided, so as to render
the floating of logs down and ont of said creek, from
ahove said dam, reasonably c:-rtain, the said James
Hewett, in consideration of the building of said dam
shall be entitled to charge, sue for and c>llect tolls on
all logs cut and bankad in township numbar twenty-
five (25) nor:h of range number three (3) west, and
drivon through said dam, and also upon all logs cut
in said townsh'p and banked upon sard Wedges' creek
below said dam, and driven by the aid thereot, the sum
of ten cents per thousand feet, board measure,

SectioN 2. Section 4 of said chapter 161 is hereby
amended by striking out the word ¢ through,” where 1t
appears in the second line of said gection 4, and insert-
ing in lieu thereof the words, “by the aid of,” so that
said section 4, when 0 amended will read as follows:
Section 4. The t»lls authoriz>d by this act shall be
a lien on all logs driven by the aid of said dam for the
arcount thereof at the rate aforesaid, and shall be ea-
forced in the same manner as liens for labor oo logs
under the general stututes,

where such cause or matters are or may be pending,
and no notice of the holding of such special term
shall be required other than the passage and publi-
cation of this act. :
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" SEcrioN 8. All writs, indictments, summons, re-
cognizances, proce:scs, informaticns, mntions and other
proceedings 1n any of said courts, and all jururs sum-
moned and all notices of trial, and every and all pro-
ceedings pending or to be heard oo the days heretofore
fixed as the first day of said courts, shall be held re-
turnable, cited to sppear, and noticed for hearing on
the days herein fixed for the Grst day of said several
courts, and shall be heard and disposed of a3 il
noticed for heating on the days herein fixed.

SecTioN 4. All acts or parts of acts conflicting
with this act are hereby repealed so far as they couflict
with the provisions of this act.

Skctiox 5. Tnis act shall rake effect and bzin force
from and after its passage and publication.

CHOAPTER 91.

AN ACT to amend chapter 195 of the laws of 1378, entitled
“an act to incorporate the city of Waupun,” as amended by
chapter 180 of the laws of 1879,

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

SecTION 1. Section 1 of chapter 3 of chapter 195
of the laws of 1878, entitled ‘“an act to incorporate the
city of Waupun,” is amended 8o a3 to read us lollows:
Szction 1. The elective officers ot said city shall be a
mayor, marshal and tressurer for the city at large, and
three aldermen, une justice of the pzace, cne assessor
and one supervisor for each ward of said city.

SEcTiON 2. Section 1 of chapter 4 of ~aid act is
amended so as t> read as follows: Section 1. The mu-
nicipal election for said city shall be held in each ward
thereof, at sach place as the common council shall di-
rect, on the first Tuesday in Apnl in each year, at
which election the several e ective city and ward of-
ficers provided for in this act ehall be vo'ed for by the
resident electors of such ward; provided, that at the
mucicipal elcction for 1832 there shall be elected in

‘each ward of said city one alderman for the term of

two years, and two aldermen each for the term of one
year, and annually thereafier there shall be elected in
each ward of said city one alderman for the term of
iwo years, one alderman for the term of oue year: and
provided {further, that at least one alderman in
each ward shall, when elected and during his
