SECTION 80. No general law of this state, con-
travening the provisions of this act, shall be con-
sidered or construed as repealing, amending or modi-
fying the same, unless such purpase be expressly set 
forth in such law. 

SECTION 81. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent 
or conflicting with the provisions of this act, are 
hereby repealed. But the repeal of said acts or parts 
of acts shall not in any manner affect, injure or in-
validate any contract, act, suit, claim, penalty, for-
feiture or demand that may have been catered into, 
performed, commenced or may exist under or by 
virtue of, or in pursuance of the said acts or parts of 
acts, or any of them ; but the same shall exist, be pro-
secuted and enforced and carried out, as fully and 
efftctually, to all intents and purposes, as if this act 
had not been passed. 

SECTION 82. This act is hereby declared to be a 
public act, and shall be liberally and favorably con-
strued in all the courts of this state, and shall take 
effect and be in force from and after its passage and 
publication.
