The said bridge shall be constructed How tobe
in a good, workmanlike manner, and of such sub- “*"°
stantial materials as will render it safe and per-
manent, and of a sufficient height as not to interfere
with the running and handling of rafts of laumber,
timber or logs, the open spaces between the sup-
ports to be free from obstruction, and the piles,
piers and crib work to be so constructed as not
to unnecessarily impede navigation for logs, or ob-
struct the free passage of rafts of lumber, logs
or timber. The legislature reserves the right to
alter, amend or repeal this act at any future ses-
sion thereof.

AN ACT to authorize Thomas Kerns and his assigns to build.
maintain and keep in repair, a certain dam upon Pine creek,

in Taylor county, Wisconsin.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senafe and assembly, do enact as follows:
SectioN 1. Thomas Kerns and his assigns, are May builda

hereby authorized to build, construct, repair and
maintain a dam across Pine creek, in the county
of Taylor, Wisconsin, upon land owned by the
said Thomas Kerns, on section fifteen (15), in
township number thirty (30) north, of range num-
ber one (1) west, and to ‘otherwise improve said
Pine creek by clearing and straightening its chan-
nel, so as to facilitate the driving of logs down
and out of said Pine creek.

The said Thomas Kerns and his
assigns, shall build a suitable slide and gate in sides
said dam for the purpose of sluicing logs through
said dam, and shall keep the same in good repair,
and operate the same for the purpose of facilitat-
ing the driving of logs down and out of said creek.

SEcTION 3. When said dam shall have been rees for hana-
constructed, as before provided, so as to render nglos
the floating of logs down and out of said creek
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from above said dam, reasonably certain, the said
Thomas Kerns and his assigns, in consideration
of the building and operating of said dam, shall
be entitled to charge, sue for and collect tolls on
all logs so driven down and out of said creek by
the aid of said dam, the sum of ten cents per
thousand feet board measure.

The tolls authorized by the provis-
ions of this act shall be a lien on all logs driven
through said dam for the amount thereof, at the
rate aforesaid, and such lien shall be enforced, in
the sanie manner as liens for labor on logs under
the general statutes.

AN ACT to authorize the county of Chippewa to build and
maintain a free bridge across the Chippewa river in said
county, and to issue bonds for the payment of the construc-
tion of said bridge.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
wn senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. The county of Chippewa is hereby
authorized and empowered to build and maintain
a free bridge, across the Chippewa river in said
county, at the point designated as follows: Com-
mencing at a point on the north bank of the river
bearing north seventy-one (71) degrees, east four
hundred and ninety-five (495) feet, from a point on
the section line between sections five (5) and six
(), fifty (50) feet north of the meander post on said
section Jine, in the city of Chippewa Falls, thence
crossing the Chippewa river in a southerly direc-
tion to the south bank of said river in the town
of LaFayette, or as near said site as practicable:
