Authorized to 	SECTION 1. The county of Chippewa is hereby 
erect a bridge, authorized and empowered to build and maintain 

a free bridge, across the Chippewa river in said 
county, at the point designated as follows: Com-
mencing at a point on the north bank of the river 
bearing north seventy-one (71) degrees, east four 
hundred and ninety-five (495) feet, from a point on 
the section line between sections five (5) and six 
(6), fifty (50) feet north of the meander post on said 
section line, in the city of Chippewa Falls, thence 
crossing the Chippewa river in a southerly direc-
tion to the south bank of said river in the town 
of LaFayette, or as near said site as practicable:
