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as to authorize the maintenance of said dam at a 
greater height than the same has heretofore been, 
and is now, maintained.

CHAPTER 151. 
AN ACT to re\·ise, conROlidate and amend the charU>r of the 

city of Wausau. 

The people of the state of "'Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly do enact as follows: 

TITLE I. 

CITY AXD \V ARD BOUXDARIES. 

SECTIO~ 1. All that district of conntrv included 
in sections twent.y-three (23), twenty:four (24), 
twenty-five (25), twenty-six (2G). thirty-five (35), 
and thirty-six (3G), of township number twenty­
nine (29) north, of range number seven (7) east. of 
the fourth principal meridian, and the north half 
(t) of section one (1 ), in township number twenty­
eight (28) north. of range number seven (7) east, 
of the fourth principal meridian, in the county of 
Marathon, and state of Wisconsin, shall be known 
and designated as the city of Wausau. 

SECTION 2. The said city of vVausau shall bf., 
and is hereby divided into seven wards, as follows, 
t-0 wit: 

FIRST WARD. 

Ward bound- All that territory within said city, lyin~ east of 
&11e11.. the center of the main channel of the "'\\ isconsin 

river, and south of a line known as the center of 
Forest street, as far east as the west line of the 
right of way and depot g:rounds of the Chicago, 
Milwaukee and St. Paul Railroad Company; thence 
running southerly, along said west boundary line 
to the north line of the southwest quarter (i) of 
the northeast quarter(}) of section thirty-six (36), 
in township number twenty-nine (2tl) north, of 
range seven (7) east; thence running east on said 
north line, and continuing the same to the east 
boundary line of said city: excepting, however, 
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that portion of the island known as the Stewart 
and Plumer island, included within said territory, 
shall constitute and be designated as the first ward. 

SECOND WARD. 

A.ll that territory within said city, lying east of 
the main channel of the Wisconsin river and north 
of the first ward, lying south of the center of 
Washington street and west of the west line of 
the Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul right of 
way and depot ground, and that portion of the 
northwest quarter(!) of the northeast quarter (l1 
of section thirty-six (36) in township number 
twenty-nine (29), uorth, of range seven (7), east, 
not included in the first ward, and the northeast 
quarter (t) of the northeast quarter (t) of section 
thirty-six (36), in township number twenty-nine 
t.29), north, of range seven (7), east, and all the 
island known as the Stewart and Plumer island, 
shall constitute and be designated as the second 
ward. 

THIRD "\YARD. 

All that territory within sa.id city, lyin~ east of 
the center of the main cha.noel of the Wisconsin 
river, and between the center of Washington 
street, on the south, and Scott street, on the north, 
and west of the right of way and depot ground of 
the Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul Railroad 
Company, and all that territory lying east of the 
west line of the right of way and depot ground 
of said railroad company, and north of the second 
ward, and south of the cent~r of Franklin street, 
including the whole of the island known as the 
J. C. Clarke island, shall constitute and be desig­
nated as the third ward. 

FOURTH WARD. 

AH that territory within said city, lying east of 
the main channel of the \Visconsin river, and 
west of the right of way and depot grounds of the 
Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul Railroad Com­
pany, and between the center of Scott street on 
the south, and Franklin street on the north, in­
cluding the whole of the Clarke. Johnson & Co. 
island, shall constitute and be designated as the 
fourth ward. 

FIFTH WARD. 

All that te1Titory within said city, lying east of 
the main channel of the \\'isconsin river, and 
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north of the center of Franklin street, and the 
extension thereof, to the east line of said city, shall 
constitute and be designated as the fifth ward. 

SIXTH WARD. 

All that territory within said city, lying west 
of the main channel of the "Wisconsin river, and 
north of a line commencing on the center of the 
main bridge across the Wisconsin ri'Ver, thence 
running west along the center of Clinton street, to 
the center of Pine street, thence north to the cen­
ter of Callen street, thence west to the center of 
Third street, thence north to the center of Elm 
street, thence west to the west line of the city, 
shall constitute and be designated as the sixth ward. 

SEVE1'--rH WARD. 

All that territory within said city, lying west of 
the main channel of the Wisconsin river, and 
south of the south boundary line of the sixth ward, 
shall constitute and be designated as the seventh 
ward; provided, however, that the common coun­
cil of said city of Wausau, shall have the power 
to change, alter and define the boundaries of the 
w;:i.rds in said city, by ordinance, as it shall, from 
time to time, deem expedient. 

TITLE IL 

CORPORATE NAME AND POWERS. 

SECTION 3. The inhabitants residing in said city, 
shall be a municipal corporation, under the name 
and style of the city of Wausau, and shall he so 
known and designated, in all courts and places, and 
said city shall have and possess all the general 
powers and priveleges had and possessed by muni­
cipal corporations at common law, and in addition 
thereto, shall have and possess the powers and 
privileges hereinafter set forth and granted by this 
act, and said city may acquire, hold, possess and 
enjoy, convey or dispose of, personal and real 
property, and shall be capable of contracting and 
being contracted 'jith, sumg and being sued, plead­
ing and being impleaded, answering and being 
answered unto, in any, tH' all comts of law or 
equity, and to do and perform all acts in its cor­
porate capacity, necessary for its maintenance in 
its general or special powers and privileges, and 
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may have a common seal, and alter and change 
the same at pleasure. 

SECTION .f.. The corporate authority of said city, co~rate 
shall be vested in one chief officer, styled the au ority. 

mayor, one board of aldermen, consisting of one 
alderman and one supervisor from each ward, 
w-ho, with the mayor, shall constitute the common 
council, and shall be so known and designated, 
together with such other officers~ as are nwntioned 
and created by this act.

SECTION i"i. The annual election for city and a..gan11og 

ward officers, shall be on the first Tuesday in elections.

OFFICERS, THEIR POWERS AXD DUTIES. 

SECTION 15. Every person elected or appointed Duties requfr­

under the provisions of this act, shall, before he ~ :&a~:e"' 
enters upon the duties of his office, take and sub-
scribe an oath of office, and file the same, duly 
certified by the officers taking the same, together 
with their official bond, with the clerk of the city; 
and the treasurer, clerk, chief of police, and such 
other officers a'3 the common council may direct, 
shall severally, before they enter upon the duties 
of their respective offices, execute to the city of 
Wausau a bond, with at least two sureties, who 
shall swear that they are worth. in the aggregate 
the penalty specified in said bond, over and above 
all debts, exemptions or liabilities, and said bonds 
shall contain such penal sum and such conditions, 
as the common council may deem proper; and it 
may, from time to time, require new additional 
bonds, and remove from office any officer refusing 
or neglecting to give the same. 
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SECTION 16. The mayor shall, when present, 
preside over the meetings of the common council, 
and take care that the laws of the state and 
the ordinances of the city, are duly observed and 
enforced, and that all other officers of the city 
discharge their respective duties. He shall. from 
time to time, give the common council sur.h infor­
mation, and recommend such measures, as he mav 
deem advantageous to the city. The mayor shah 
be the chief executive officer, and the head of the 
police of the city. He shall appoint a chief of 
police and other policemen, which appointments 
shall be approved by the common council, before 
they shall enter upon the duties of their office; 
and the compensat10n of said chief of police and 
policemen, as well as of such temporary police­
men and watchmen as may be appointed, shall be 
fixed by the common council; and when, in bi<> 
judgment, occasion requires, he may appoint as 
many special or temporary policemen as he may 
deem necessary; but their appointment shall not 
continue beyond the next meeting of the common 
council thereafter, unless approved by said coun­
cil. The mayor shall, at the first regular meeting 
of the common council in each year, make out 
and announce such standing committees of the 
year, and on such subjects as may be, by ordinance 
or resolution of the common council, required. 

SECTION 17. Atthe firstmeetingof thecommon 
council in each year, after the charter election, it 
shall proceed to elect, and elect by ballot, one of 
its members president; and in the absence of the 
mayor.? the president shall ereside over the meet. 
ings or the common council, and durin~ the ab­
sence of the mayor from the city, or his mability, 
for any reason, or in case of vacancy of the office, 
to discharge the duties of his office, the president 
shal 1 exercise all the powers and dischar~ all the 
duties of the mayor. In case the mayor and pres­
ident shall be absent at any meeing of the com­
mon council, it shall proceed to elect a temporary 
presiding officer, who, for the time being, shall 
discharge all the duties of mayor. The president 
or temporary presiding officer, while performing 
the duties of mayor, shall be styled acting mayor, 
and all acts performed by either, in such case or 
cases, shall have the same force and validity as if 
performed by the mayor. 
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SECTION 18. The city clerk shalJ keep his office Clerk. 

at some convenient place within said city, and 
shall be in attendance thereat, at such reasonable 
time as the common council shall prescribe. He 
shall attend the regular and special meetings of• 
the common council, and keep a record of its pro­
ceedings, and shall have the custody of the cor­
porate seal, and shall keep all papers that, by any 
provision ot law, or by the direction of the com-
mon council, are required to he kept in his office, 
or filed by him; and copies, printed or written, or 
partly printed and partly written, of all papers 
filed in his office, and transcripts from the records 
of the proceedings of the common council, and 
copies of the ordinances, by-laws, resolutions and 
regulations of the city, shall be evidence in all 
courts, and in all places, in like manner as if the 
originals were produced, and proved. He shall 
see that all ordinances, orders, resolutions, notices, 
and other matters, requiring !.ublication, are 
promptly and correctly publishe , in such paper 
as the council may have directed, and that the 
proof thereof be made and recorded. He shall re-
cord all papers and proceedings, required hy any 
of the provisions of this act, to be recorded in his 
office. He shall attest all orders drawn upon the 
treasury, and keep a full and accurate account of 
the same, and of the fund to which chargeable. 
He shall have power to administer oaths and 
affirmations, and take the acknowledgments of 
deeds, or other instruments, and certify the same. 
He shall serve, or cause to be served, all notices 
required to be given under this act, except when 
otherwise especially provided; · he shall counter-
sign all licenses granted by the common council, 
and enter, in an appropriate book, the name of 
every person to whom a license shall be granted, 
the date thereof, the time during which it shall be 
in force, and the sum paid therefor; he shall per­
form such other duties, not here enumerated, as 
may he required of him, in his said capacity, bl the 
common council, or by the general laws o the 
state of Wisconsin, in relation to the asse"sment 
and collection of taxes in said citv. In case of 
sickness, absence, or dis~bility of said city clerk to 
act, the common council may supply the vacancy 
by an appointment, pro tempore; in which case, 
such appointee shall have all the powers and dis­
charge all the duties of city clerk.

Jurisdiction ot SECTION HI. The justices of the peace elected 
l=~sor under this act, shall have the same jurisdiction 

and perform all the duties of justice of the peace, 
and shall qualify in the same manuer as provided 
by the general laws of this state, except that their 
official bonds shall be approved by the mayor. 
and may hold their offices and courts in any part 
of the city. All constables elected by virtue of 
this act, shall have and exercise the same powers 
and duties, and be subject to the same liabilities as 
constables of towns. 

'n'easurer. SECTION 20. The treasurer of said city shall 
perform such duties and exercise such power8, as 
may be lawfully required of him by the ordinances 
of said city, or the laws of this state. AU moneys 
raised, received, recovered or collected by means 
of any tax, license, penalty, fine, forfeiture or 
otherwise, under the authority of this act, or 
which may belong to the said city, shall be paid 
into the city treasury, and shall not be drawn 
therefrom except br, an order issued by order of 
the common council, and signed by the mayor, 
and countersigned or attested by the clerk, except 
school moneys, which shall be drawn as herein 
otherwise provided. He shall keep an accurate 
account of all moneys or other things coming 
into his hands as treasurer, and shall keep each 
fund separate in a book to be provided for that 
purpose, which shall remain the property of the 
city, wherein he shall note the timA when, and 
the person from whom the amount of the several 
sums was received, and which book shall, at all 
reasonable times, be open to the inspection of any 
perimn. He shall, every three months, and as 
often as the common council require, render to 
such council a mhJute account of the receipts and 
expenditures of his office, and at the expiration 
of his office, he shall hand over to his successor, all 
moneys, books, papers and property in his posses­
sion belonging to said city. The said treasurer 
shall also be a collector of taxes. and for his ser­
vices receive the compensation as hereinafter pro· 
vided, and he shall have the same powers and be 
subject to the same liabilities, and be governed by 
the same laws as treasurer of towns; provided, 
that he shall receive no other fees except the 
compenflation hereinafter provided. 

ehletot_pollce. SECTION 21. The chief of police shall attend all 
meetings of the common council, and shall per-
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form such duties as shall be prescribed by the 
council, for the preservation of the public peace 
and collection of license moneys and fines, and 
shall receive such compensation as the council 
may determine. He shall possess an:the powers 
of constables of towns, and be subject to the same 
liabilities. He shall execute and return all writs 
and processes to him directed, aud when necessary 
in c:riminal cases, or for the violation of any ordi­
nance of said city, or law of the state, may pur­
sue and serve the same in any part of the state. 
He shall suppress all riots, disturbances and 
breaches of the peace, and abate all nuisances 
therein.

Wausau. 
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SECTION 22. The city attorney shall conduct all city attorney. 
the law business of the corporation. He shall, 
when required, furnish opinions upon subjects 
connected with the welfare of the corporation, 
submitted to him by the .council, or any of its 
committees. He shall keep a docket of. all cases 
to which the city may be a party, in any court of 
record, in which shall be briefly entered all steps 
taken-in each cause, which docket shall be the 
property of the city, and shall, at all times, be open 
to the inspection of the mayor, or any committee 
of the common council. It shall also be the duty 
of the city attorney to draft all general ordi-
nances, all bonds, contracts, leases, conveyances, 
anil other instruments of writing, that may be re-
quired by the business of the city, and to perform 
such other duties as may be prescribed by the 
charter and ordinances. He shall receive an an-
nual salary, to be fixed by the council. 

SEm'ION 23. The common council shall also, at street superln­
its first meeting for organization. each year, dant.

superintendent. The street superintendent shall 
see that all ordinances of the city, relating to the

duly oLserved and kept, and to control the persons 
employed therein. He shall have the general 
supervision over all work let by contract, for the 
making, grading. paving, grawling, planking, 
repairing and cleaning of streets, bndges, alleys, 
public grounds. reservoirs and gutters, unless the 
common council shall otherwise direct. He shall 
receive such compensation as the council may 
determine. The common rnuncil may, in its 
discretion, choose a street superintendent for each 
ward in said city, and when so chosen, such 
superintendents shall perform the duties, and 
have the power herein before conferred, in their 
respective wards. 
SECTIO~ 2!. The common council may also, at 

its first meeting for organization, after the annual 
election, or as soon thereafter as convenient, elect 
a city surveyor, who shall be a practical surveyor 
and engineer. He shall keep his office at some 
convenient place within said city, and the common 
council shall prescribe his duties, and fix the fees 
and compensation for any service performed by 
him. AU surveys, profiles, plans, or estimates, 
made by him, for the city, or either of the wards, 
shall he the property of said city, and shall he 
carefully preserved in the office of the surveyor, 
open to the inspection of parties interested. 

SECTI0:-1 2!l. The common council shall, at its 
first regular meeting in each year, appoint a suit­
able person, as chief engineer of the fire depart­
ment, who shall have charge and supervision, 
under the mayor, of all fire apparatus owned by 
the city, aud shall have control and supervision of 
all employes of the city, connected with the fire 
department, and shall have such further authoritv 
and perform such duties as the common council 
may by resolution prescribe. He shall receive 
such compi:.·nsation for his sC'rvic1.•s as the common 
council may determine. 

SECTIOX 26. The common council shall, at its 
fir~t rPg'l1lar meeting in each year, elect a sealer 
of weights and measures for said city, who shall 
be governed by the general laws of the state ap­
pertaining to sealer of weights and measures, and 
as the common council shall, from time to time, 
order and determine, and shall receive such com-
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pensation for his services as the common council 
shall prescribe. 

SECTION 27. The city of Wausau is hereby Aese8t\lllent

The first, second and third wards shall constitute 
the first assessment district; the fourth and fifth 
wards shall constitute the second assessment dis-
trict, and the sixth and seventh wards shall 
constitute the third assessment district. And 
for each of said districts the electors of the city 
of Wausau, at large~ shall elect one assessor, who 
shall be a resident of the district for which he 
is elected.

into effect the provisions of this act, and to pre-
scribe their duties and fix the compensation of 
all officers elected or appointed by it. Such 
compensation shall be fixed, by resolution, at the 
time the office is created, or at the first regular 
meeting in the month of March, and shall not be 
increased or diminished during the term such of-
ficer shall remain in office, or for which he is 
elected or appointed.

SECTION 30. The city printer or printers, im- certiftedcopies. 

mediately after the .Publication of any notice, or 
ordinance, or resolution, or by-law, which by this 
act; is required to be published, shall file with the 
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clerk of the city, a copy of such publication, with 
his or their affidavit, or the affidavit of his or 
their foreman, of the length of time the same has 
been published, and such affidavit shall be con­
clusive evidence of the publication of such notice, 
ordinance, by-law or resolution, and the clerk 
shall' file the same in his office. 

SECTION 31. If any person, having been an of­
ficer in said city, shall not, within ten days after 
notification and request, deliver to his successor 
in office, all property, books, papers and effects 
belonging to said city or pertaining to the oftict> 
he may have held, he shall forfeit and pay to the 
use of the city, one hundred dollars ~$100), be­
sides all damages caused by his neglect or re­
fusal so to deliver; and such successor may recover 
the possession of such books, papers and effects 
in the manner prescribed by the laws of this 
state. 

SECTION 32. No city officer shall be a party to, 
or interested in, any job or contract with the city,

To make contracts for fuel, statio'nery and 
articles of furniture required for the use of the 
schools; to make all necessary repairs in school 
houses, lighting fires, sweeping school rooms, etc .. 
and such contracts when executed, shall be paid 
by orders drawn on the city treasurer, payable 
out of the school fund. which orders shall be 
signed by the president of the board of education, 
and countersigned by the secretary of said board. 

6th. The said board shall, annually, on or before 
the first day of October in each year, submit a 
statement to t3e mayor and council, showing the 
amount of teachers' wages that have accrued and 
become due <luring the year, and the amount of all 
other indebtedness accruing on contract or other­
wise, that have been ma1le by order of the board, 
and for that purpose it shall cause entries to he 
n;iade, in a book or books, to be provided by the 
city, of all contraets made by the tt'achers, and 
the amount of salary to be paid, and of all other 
expenditures made or authorized by said board, at
