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of indebtedness of said county of Burnett upon 
payments as above provided. All actions now 
pending in Burnett county, that originated in the 
territory detached, shall be tried in said county at 
the expense of the new county. 

SECTION 10: On or before the first day of May, Governor ,hall 
1883, the governor shall appoint the county offi- appoint officers. 
cers required by law for said county, except chair- 
man and members of the board of supervisors. 
Said officers so appointed shall qualify as such on 
or before May 15, 1883, and shall hold their offices 
till the first Monday of January, 1885, except the 
county judge, who shall hold his office till the first 
Monday of January, 1886. The salaries of said 
officers shall be as follows; Treasurer, three hun-
dred dollars ($300); county clerk, three hundred 
dollars ($300); district attorney, four hundred dol-
lars ($400); county judge, two hundred dollars 
($200); county superintendent of schools, one hun-
dred dollars ($100). 

SECTION 11. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 173. 

AN ACT to appropriate to George 0. Spear a certain sum of 
money therein named, for expenses incurred in contesting 
the seat of Chris. Leonhardt. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated t o Appropriation 

George 0. Spear, out of any funds in the treasury 
not otherwise appropriated, the, sum of three 
hundred dollars ($300), for expenses actually in-
curred by him in contesting the seat, in the as-
sembly, of Chris. Leonhardt. 

SECTION 2. This act shall be in force from and 
after its passage and publication.
