be a resident of the town to which the board be-
longs. Such secretary shall receive a compensa-
tion for services rendered, at not less than two 
nor more than three dollars per day, and he shall 
present a statement of his services rendered at 
the annual meeting of the board. Vacancies in 
either of the offices herein provided for, may be 
filled at any special meeting of the board, the no-
tice for which shall state the object of the meet-
ing to be to fill the vacancy existing, and persons 
elected to fill any vacancy shall hold the office for 
the remainder of the unexpired term. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication.
