The general terms of the circuit court for the 
tenth judicial circuit, shall be held as follows: In 
the county of Shawano on Tuesday after the 
second Monday in January, and Tuesday after the 
first Monday in July. In the county of Door on 
Tuesday after the third Monday in February, and 
Tuesday after the third Monday in July. In the 
county of Marinette on the second Monday in 
March, and the second Monday in November. In 
the county of Langlade on the last Monday in 
March, and Tuesday after the first Monday in Sep-
tember. In the county of Brown on the second 
Monday in April, and the first Monday in October. 
In the county of Oconto on the second Monday in 
May, and the third Monday in September. In the 
county of Outagamie on the first Monday in June, 
and the first Monday in December. In the county 
of Florence the fourth Monday of May, and the 
fourth Monday of November. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 88.
