CHAPTER 163.

AN ACT to amend chapter 4, of the laws of Wis-
consin for the year 1883, entitled, “An act to
incorporate the city of Black River Falls.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented

in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. That the act entitled, “An act to in- Actamended.
corporate the city of Black River Falls, approved
February 20, 1883, is herebv amended so as to read
as follows: Section 1. Thatall that district of coun- corporate
try in the county of Jackson, and state of Wiscon- name.
sin, hereinafter described, shall be and remain a city
by the name of Black River Falls, and they who
now or may hereafter inhabit said district, shall
be a municipal corporation by the name of the
city of Black River Falls, and shall have the gen-
eral powers possessed by municipal corporations
at common law, and under the revised statutes of
this state, and the laws amendatory thereof, and
in addition thereto, shall have and possess the
powers hereinafter granted, and the authorities
thereof shall be capable of contracting and being
contracted with; suing or being sued; pleadin
or being impleaded in all courts of law an
equity; and shall have a common seal, and may
change and alter the same at pleasure.
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CHAPTER IIL
BOUNDARIES AND WARDS.

SeEcTION 1. All of section fifteen, the east half
of the east half of section sixteen, the east half of
the northeast quarter of section twenty-one, all
that part of section twenty-two lying and being
north and west of the east and south bank of
Black river; the west half of section fourteen (14).
and all of section eleven (11) except the east half
of the east half thereof, and all in township num-
ber twenty-one north, of range number four west,
in Jackson county, Wisconsin, shall be included
within and constitute the territory comprising
the city of Black River Falls.

SectioN 2. The said city shall be divided into
four wards, viz.: The east half of the northeast
quarter, and the northeast quarter of southeast
quarter of section sixteen, and all that portion of
section fifteen lying north of what is now known
as Jefferson and Main streets in Black River Falls
and west of a straight line passing through the
centre of what is now known as Bluff street in
Black River Falls, north and south, and from
thence to the north line of section iifteen shall
constitute and be the first ward. The southeast
quarter of thesoutheast quarter of section sixteen,
the northeast quarter of the northeast quarter of
section twenty-one, and all that portion of section
fifteen south of Jefferson street aforesaid and
west of the centre of what is known as J street,
in Black River Falls, and continued south to the
section line shall constitute the second ward. The
southeast quarter of the northeast quarter of sec-
tion twenty-one, and all that portion of section
twenty-two lying north and west of the south and
east banks of Black River, and all that portion of
section fifteen lying west of Black River and south
of Main street aforesaid, and the east of the centre
of J street continued south to the section line
shall constitute the third ward. All the rest of
the territory in said city of Black River Falls shall
constitute the fourth ward.

SeEcTtioN 8. The corporate authority of said city
shall be vested in one municipal officer, styled the
mayor, and in one board of aldermen, consisting
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of one alderman from each ward, who with the
mayor, shall be denominated the common council,
together with such other officers as are hereaf-
ter mentioned or may be created under this act.

CHAPTER IIL

ELECTIONS.

SecTiON 1. The annual election for city and

ward officers shall be held on the first Tuesday -

after the first Monday of March in each year, at
such place as the common council shall designate
and provide, and the poll shall be kept open from
nine o'clock A. M,, until twelve o’clock noon, and
from one o'clock P. M. until five o’clock P. M.
The city clerk shall give at least ten days’ notice
of_such election, stating time and place of holding
the same, the officers elected thereat, and also of
any special action to be taken or asked at such
meeting, by causing the same to be printed in one
or more newspapers ({)ub]ished in said city of
Black River Falls, and by posting the same in
one or more public places in each ward of said
city, and the city clerk shall file copies of the
newspapers containing such notice, together
with his affidavit of the publishing and post-
ing of the same, but a failure to give the no-
tice as above specified shall not invalidate the
election.

SECTION 2. The elective officers of said city
shall be a mayor, clerk, treasurer, an assessor, two
justices of the peace and two constables, elected
by and for the city at large, and an alderman
from each ward; three supervisors at large, to be
elected in the year 1885, at the April judicial elec-
tion without further notice and to enter upon
their duties immediately after their election and
qualification, and hold their offices until their suc-
cessors are elected and qualified; said supervisors
shall thereafter be elected annually at the regular
charter election and who shall represent the city
on the county board of Jackson county. Allother
officers of said city shall be elected or appointed
by the common council.

SecrioN 3. The mayor, treasurer, assessor, clerk
and aldermen shall be freeholders in said city, and
all city and ward officers shall be qualified voters
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and residents of the city,and in the ward for
which they were elected or appointed. All elect-
ive officers shall, unless otherwise provided, hold
their respective offices for one year, and until
their successors are elected and qualified, except
justices of the peace, who shall hold their respect-
ive offices for two years,and until their successors
are elected and qualified; grovided, however, the
common council shall have the power, for
cause, to expel any of their own number, and
to remove from office any officer or agent un-
der the city government, notice being first given
to the officer complained of. The mayor shall
have power to suspend any officer of said city
who has been appointed or elected by the council
when complained of, until the council shall take
up his case and dispose of it. He shall also have
power to fill any vacancy thus created for the
time being.

SectioN 4. Whenever a vacancy shall occur in
the office of mmayor, such vacancy shall be filled
by a new election, which shall be ordered by the
common council, within twenty days after such
vacancy shall occur; any vacancy happening in
any other office shall be filled by the common
council; the person elected or appointed to fill any
vacancy shall hold his office and discharge the
duties thereof for the unexpired term except in
case of justice of the peace, whose appointment
shall continue only until the next charter election,
when the vacancy shall be filled for the remainder
of the term by an election.

SecTioN 5. All elections by the people shall be
by ballot, and a plurality of votes shall constitute
an election. When two or more candidates for an
elective office shall receive an equal number of
votes for the same office, the election shall be de-
terinined by the casting of lots in presence of
the common council, at such time and in such
manner as they shall direct.

SEcTiON 6.  All persons entitled to vote for coun-
ty and state officers, and who shall be actual resi-
dents and inhabitants of the city for thirty days
next preceding the election, and actual residents
and inhabitants for ten days in the ward for which
he offers his vote, next preceding said election,
shall be entitled to vote for any city officer to be
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elected, or other question that may be submitted
to the people for their vote.

SkectioN 7. The inspectors for city elections Inspectors of
shall be as follows: The four aldermen and four '
clerks, one of which shall be the city clerk, and
he shall be the clerk for the ward in which he
lives; the other thrée clerks shall be one from
each ward, to be appointed by the mayor at the
first annual meeting or as soon thereafter as
may be, and which shall be confirmed by the
common council, each of said clerks so appointed
and confirmed to be the clerk of city elections for
the ward in which he resides, and each of said
aldermen shall be the inspector of city elections
for the ward in which he lives.

SecTION 8. All city elections for city officers city etections,
shall te held at one p'ace as shall be designated where beld.
by the common council, and there shall be four
ballot boxes, one for each ward, and on each box
shall be printed in red the number of the ward for
which said ballot box is to be used; each of said
ballot boxes shall be divided into two separate
divisions, in one of which divisions shall be de-
posited the votes for city officers for that ward
and in the other division to be deposited the votes
on the license question; each division shall be dis-
tinctly lettered.

SecrioN 9. All general elections shall be held Place where
at such place in said city as the common council fions shail ve
may direct, and the city shall constitute but one ¢
election precinct, and the board of inspectors of
all elections except city elecvions shall consist of
three inspectors and two clerks, two of which
shall be the mayor as one inspector, and the city
clerk as one of the clerks, and the other two in-
spectors and one clerk shall be chosen by the com-
mon council from the electors of said city, at the
annual meeting, one of which inspectors to be
chosen shall not belong to the same political party
as the mayor, and the clerk so chosen shall not
belong to the same political party as the clerk of
the city, and in case any inspector or clerk shall
for any cause, fail to appear at the time for open-
ing the polls, such vacancy shall be filled by the
remaining board of inspectors so present.

SectioN 10. If any vote be challenged. or if Fraudulen
the inspectors or any of them, of any election, *!"¢
shall have reason to believe when any person
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presents himself to give his vote, that he does not
possess the qualifications of an elector, the same
oath as it required by law at -general elections
shall be administered to the person offering to
vote, with the further statement in city elections
that the deponent has, for thirty days next pre-
ceding the election at which he offers his vote,
resided in the city, and has for ten days next pre-
ceding said election resided in the ward for which
he offers his vote. All persons illegally voting,
and all fraud, deceit or corruption at any election
held under this act, shall be punished according
to the laws of this state, made and prcvided for
the punishment of illegal voting, fraud, deceit or
corruption of any election.

SectioN 11. No person shall be eligible to any
office under this act unless he is at the time a
resident elector of the city.

SeEcCTION 12. When the election shall be closed
the inspectors shall proceed to count the votes
cast for each and every candidate voted for, and
shall make a return of the votes cast in their elec-
tion precinct for each and every officer, and the
number of votes cast for each and every person.
for each and every office, which shall be sub-
scribed by the inspectors, and shall be forthwith
delivered to the city clerk, and within one week
after such election the council shall meet and
canvass said returns and declare the result as it
shall appear from the same. The clerk shall
thereupon immediately give notice to the per-
sons elected of their election; as soon as the votes
are counted and canvassed by the inspectors they
shall be destroyed, except as otherwise provided
for in section 45, of the revised statutes.

SEcTiON 13. Special elections to fill vacancies
shall be held and conducted in the same manner.
and the same returns thereof shall be made in the
same form and manner as general or annual elec-
tions, and within such times as shall be pre-
scribed by the common council. ‘

SECTION 14. Any officer removing from the
city, or any alderman removing from the ward for
which he was elected, or any officer who shall
neglect or refuse one week after notice of his
election or appointment to qualify, and shall neg-
lect or refuse to enter upon the duties of his office
at the commencement of his terni of office, shall
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be deemed to have - vacated his office; and when
any officer from sickness or any other cause shall
be unable to attend to the duties of his office, ex-
cept such as shall by the constitution be required
to be elected, said office may be filled by appoint-
ment during the time of such disability, but no
longer; and the common council shall proceed to
fill any such vacancy as herein provide£

SEecTION 15. The votes for mayor, and all elect-
ive officers shall be on one ballot, and shall be
deposited in one box, and all other ques-
tions submitted to the people at the city election
shall be on separate ballots and deposited in sep-
arate ballot-boxes.

SEcrioN 16. The term of every officer elected
under this act, except to fill a vacancy, shall com-
mence on the first Monday of April of the year
for which and in which he was elected, and shall,
except justices of the peace, continue for one
year and until his successor is elected or appointed
and qualified; and justices of the peace shall hold
their offices for two years and until their success-
crs are elected and qualified.

is office, take and subscribe the constitutional
oath of office, and file the same, duly certified by
the officer taking the same, with the clerk of the
city, and the clerk, marshal, constable and such
other officers as the common council may direct,
shall severally, before they enter upon the duties
of their respective offices execute to the city of
Black River Falls, a bond, with at least two sure-
ties, who shall each justify in the amount men-
tioned in said bond, and the conditions of said
bond shall be that the party who is elected or
appointed to such office, will faithfully discharge
his duties as such officer, and will obey all rules,
regulations and ordinances of said city, and will
an over to the city all moneys that shall come to

is hands by virtue of said office, belonging to
said city, and that at the expiration of his office
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he will turn over to the city all property in his
hands belonging to said city. The treasurer shall,
before entering on the duties of his office, execute
to the city of Black River Falls a bond with at
least two and not more than ten sureties, in the
penal sum of not less than the amount.of the last
annual city and school tax, and each surety shall
swear that he is worth a certain amount over and
above his debts, liabilities and exemptions in
property in this state and the aggregate of such

amounts shall exceed the penal sum specified in

the bond. The council may, from time to time.
require new or additional bonds from the treas-
urer or other officers of the city, and the council
may remove from office any officer refusing or
neglecting to give the same. Justices of the peace
shall qualify in the same manner as in towns, ex-
cept their bonds shall be approved by the common
council of the city. All other bonds shall be
approved by the common council, and when ap-
proved, filed with the city clerk.

SecrioN 2. The mayor shall, when present.
glx'eside over the meetings of the common council.

e shall take care that the laws of the state and
the ordinances of the city are duly observed and
enforced, and that all other executive officers of
the city discharge their respective duties. He
shall from time to time, give the common council
such information and recommend such measures
as he may deem advantageous to the city, and in
case of a riot or other disturbance, or whenever
he may deem it expedient, he may appoint as
many special or temporary police and constables
as he may deem necessary. The mayor shall be
the chief executive officer and head of the police
of the city. The mayor shall have a vote only
in case of a tie, or when the council shall be en-
gaged in the election or removal of an officer, or
the levying of taxes.

SEcTION 3. At the first meeting of the common
council after their election in each year, they shall
proceed to elect by ballot one of their number as
president, and in the absence of the mayor the
said president shall preside over the meetings of
the common council, and during the absence or
inability of the mayor, for any cause whatever, to
discharge the duties of his office, the said presi-
dent shall exercise all the powers and discharge
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all the duties of his office as mayor, and in case
both the mayor and president shall be absent from
any meeting of the common council, they shall
elect a temporary presiding officer, who, for the
time being, shall dischargeall the duties of mayor,
and while acting he shall be styled acting mayor,
and his acts while so acting shall have the same
force as if performed by the mayor.

SceTioN 4. The common council may, at their
first annual meeting or as soon thereafter as may
be, appoint the following officers: City marshal,
city attorney, street commissioner and such other
officers or agents of the city as they may deem
for the best interests of the city, all of said officers
to hold their offices for the term for which the
council were elected unless they be sooner dis-
charged for cause by the council. The said coun-
cil shall, at the time of appointing any officer or
agent of the city, fix the compensation or salary
and may prescribe the duties of said office and
which duties may be increased or modified from
time to time by the council as they may deem ex-
pedient.

SectioN 5. The clerk shall keep the corporate
seal and all the papers and records of the city, and
keep a record of the proceedings of the common
council, at whose meetings it shall be his duty to
attend, and copies of all papers filed in his office,
and transcripts from the records .of the common
council certified to have been compared by him
by the orifinal, and to be a correct transcript there-
from, under the corporate seal, shall be evidence
in all courts in like manner as if the originals were
produced. He shall draw and countersign all
orders on the treasury in pursuance of any order
or resolution of the common council, and keep full
and accurate account thereof in books provided
for that purpose; he shall file in his office all chat-
tel mortgages presented to him for that purpose,
and the renewals thereof, and safely keep the
same, receiving therefor the same compensation
as clerks of towns; and chattel mortgages so filed
and the renewals thereof, shall be as valid and
legal as if the same had been filed in the town
clerk’s office of any town. The clerk shall have
power and authority to administer oaths or
affirmations.

SEcTION 6. The justices of the peace elected un-
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der this act shall have the same jurisdiction in
civil and criminal cases, and perform all duties of
justices of the peace as provided by the general
laws of the state, and in addition thereto shall
have exclusive jurisdiction of all cases arising un-
der the ordinances heretofore or hereafter passed
by said city, unless therein otherwise expressly
provided, and said justices may hold their offices
anywhere in said city not otherwise prohibited
by the laws of this state; that changes of venue
shall be granted in the same manner as provided
by the general laws of the state, and either party
shglhhave the right to appeal as hereinafter pro-
vided.

SEcTIiON 7. The constables elected under this
act shall have the same jurisdiction as other con-
stables, and shall qualify in the same manner as
constables elected in organized towns, except the
official bond of such constables shall be approved
by the mayor and filed with his oath of office, in
the office of the city clerk.

SEcTION 8. The treasurer of said city shall re-
ceive all moneys which may or shall be collected
for the use of the corporation, by virtue of this
act, or by virtue of any by-law or ordinance of the
corporation, and giving the person paying the
same his receipt therefor. All moneys shall be
drawn from the treasury by warrant, signed by
the mayor, by order of the common council, and
countersigned by the clerk, who shall keep a rec-
ord thereof, and any such warrant shall set forth
for what purpose the amount specified therein is
to be paid; and the said treasurer shall pay out
of the funds of the corporation in no other way
whatever. He shall keep a just and accurate ac-
count of all moneys and other things coming into
his hands as treasurer, in a book to be provided
by the corporation for that purpose, which shall
be and remair the pro?erty of the corporation,
and in said book he shall note the time when the
persons from whom the amount of the several
sums was received, and the source whence the
said sums arose respectively, and in the same
book he shall duly enter an account of all sums
paid out; and said bhook shall at all reasonable
times be opened to the inspection of the voters of
said city; and the said treasurer shall annually,
and as often as they shall require, render to the
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common council a minute account of all his re-
ceipts and disbursements; said annual report shall
be made and filed with the city clerk at least ten
days before his term expires. The said treasurer
shall be collector of taxes within the corporation,
and in addition to the powers and duties already
specified, shall have the same powers and duties,
and be subject to the same liabilities as treas-
urers in towns. He shall, in the same manner,
before receiving the tax roll of the city, execute
his bond to the treasurer of the county of Jackson,
which bLond shall be approved by thecounty treas-
urer, and upon filing the same the treasurer of
said county shall give him a receipt therefor,
and upon filing the receipt with the clerk of
said city, the said clerk shall deliver the tax roll
of the city to him; and he shall proceed to collect
the taxes as hereinafter provided. No person
having been city treasurer for two years in suc-
cession shall be eligible to a re-election until one

ear shall have elapsed, nor shall any person who

as been city treasurer be appointed deputy
treasurer for the term immediately succeeding his
term of office. The salary of the treasurer shall
not exceed four hundred dollars per annum, and
shall be payable quarterly.

SEcTION 9. The assessor shall assess all the tax-
able property of the city of Black River Falls as
required by law, and shall complete and return
his assessment roll to the common council on the
day fixed by the general laws of this state. The
assessor shall receive for his services such com-
pensation as the common council shall determine,
not exceeding two hundred dollars, for the term
for which he was elected, and which shall be pay-
able when the assessment roll is completed.
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SecTioN 10. The marshal shall possess all the Duties of mar.

powers of constables in towns, and be subject to
the same liabilities. It shall be his duty to exe-
cute and return all writs and processes to him
directed by the mayor, and when necessary, in
criminal cases, or for the violation of any ordi-
nance of said city, or laws of this state, may pur-
sue and serve the same in any part of the state of
Wisconsin. It shall be his duty to suppress all
riots, disturbances and breaches of the peace, and
with or without a warrant to apprehend any per-
son in the act of committing any offense against

shal.
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any ordinance of said city or laws of this state
and forthwith bring such person before competent
authority for examination; and for such service
he shall receive such fees as are allowed to con-
stables for like service. He shall do and perform
all such duties as may lawfully be enjoined on
him by the ordinances of said city. He shall have
the power to appoint one or more deputies, to be
approved by the council, but for whose official
acts he shall be responsible, and of whom he may
require a bond for the faithful discharge of their
duties.

SeEctioN 11. The city attorney shall be a per-
son duly admitted to practice in the courts of rec-
ord, conformably to the laws of this state.

SectioN 12. 1t shall be the duty of the street
commissioner, within five days after his appoint-
ment and qualification, to inspect all the streets
in the city, all sidewalks, cross walks, ditches,
gutters, culverts, and all bridges and approaches
thereto, and all matters and things appertaining
to the streets, and report to the common council
recommending what in his opinion, is necessary
and ought to be done thereto. On the receipt
thereof the common council shall consider the
same and may adopt the whole or any part there-
of, add to, strike out, amend or change any part
thereof, and as soon as they have passed upon
said report and recommendations, the street com-
missioner shall be informed of the action had
thereon, whereupon said street commissioner
shall cause such work to be done in accordance
with the common council’s amendments to his
report and according to the orders and directions
of said common council. Any party or parties
may petition the common council for any work
or improvement that they may particularly desire
to be done, and said council may act thereupon as
they may deem fitting and proper,and said street
commissioner may, at other times, make such
other reports as the necessities of the case may
require.

SecrioN 13. It shall be the further duty of the
street commissioner to employ men and procure
uteunsils, implements, teams, materials and what-
ever may be needful in performing such street and
city work, and all this he shall do under the di-
rection and advice of the common council; and
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he shall superintend all such work when directed
by the council so to do, and shall keep an
accurate account of all materials procured, and
of all teams and utensils, and men employed by
him, and be able to certify to the account there-
for, and shall do and perform, or cause to be done,
any and =11 other duties pertaining to his office
that may be prescribed from time to time by the
common council.

SecTioN 14. All accounts against the city for
either work, hire or materials for street purposes,
including street commissioner’s services, shall be
paid out of the general fund, by orders drawn and
1ssued by the common council. All such accounts
for street purposes, except for work and hire,
shall be duly verified, and when they arose or
were created under the direction of said street
commissioner, shall be certified by him to be true
and correct in all particulars. The common coun-
cil may, at its option,let all or any of such street
work, by contract, to the lowest bidder. The
street commissioner shall be paid for his services,
and for every day’s service actually rendered,
shall receive such compensation as the common
council and said commissioner shall ee upon,
at the beginning of the official year, or he shall be
paid such sum per annum, in lieu thereof, for the
services required to be performed by him, as he
and the common council can agree upon at the
beginning of his official year.

SecTION 15. The common council shall have
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further duties to be performed by any officer
whose duties are herein prescribed, and to ap-
point such other officers as may be necessary to
carry into effect the provisions of this act, and to
prescribe their duties, and fix the compensation of
all officers elected or appointed by them; such
compensation shall be fixed by resolution at the
time the office is created, or at the commencement
of the year, and shall not be increased or dimin-
inished during the term such officer shall remain
in office, or for which he is elected or appointed.
SEcTION 16. The common council, at its first
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meeting in each year, or as soon thereafter as bidder.

He shall keep his
office at some convenient place within said city,
and the common council shall prescribe his duties
and fix the fees and compensation for any services
performed by him. All surveys, profiles, plans or
estimates made by him for the city or either of
the wards shall be the property of said city, and
shall be carefully preserved i the office of the
surveyor, open to the inspection of parties inter-
ested; and the same, together with all books and
papers appertaining to said office, shall be deliv-
ered over by the surveyor at the expiration of
his term of office to his successor or the common
council.

SecrioN 22. The justices of the peace shall, as
often as the common council may require, report
to the common council all the proceedings insti-
tuted before them in which the city is interested,
and shall at the same tinie account for and pay
over to the city treasurer all fines and penalties
collected by them and belonging to said city; and
said justices shall be entitled to receive from the
couutr of Jackson such fees in similar cases as
are allowed to other justices in the county for
similar services.

CHAPTER V.
POWERS AND DUTIES OF COUNCIL.

SEcTION 1. The mayor and aldermen shall con-
stitute the common council, and shall receive no
compensation for their services, as such, except
when acting as a board of equalization or as in-
spectors of election. The common council shall
meet at such time and place as it by resolution
shall direct. A majority of the council shall
constitute a quorum. The style of all ordinances
passed by the council shall be, *“The mayor and
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common council of the city of Black River Falls
do ordain,” etc.

SectioN 2. The common council shall hold its
first annual meeting in each year on the first
Monday in April, and thercafter stated meetings
at such times as it shall appoint, and the mayor
may call special meetings by notice to each of the
members, to be served personally or left at their
places of abode. The common council shall deter-
mine the rules of its own proceedings and be the
judge of the election and qualifications of its own
members, and have the power to compel the at-
tendance of absent members.

SecTtION 3. The common council shall have the
management and control of the finances, except
school moneys, and of all the other public prop-
erty in the city; and shall likewise, in addition to
the power herein vested in it, have full power
and authority to make, enact, ordain, establish,
publish, enforce, alter, modify, amend and repeal
all such ordinances, rules, resolutions and by-laws,
for the government and good order of the city.
for the suppression of vice, for the prevention of
crime, and for the benefit of trade, commerce and
health thereof; and so enforce as it shall deem
expedient, declaring and imposing penalties, and
so enforce the same against any person or per-
sons who may violate any of the provisions of
such ordinances, rules and by-laws, are hereby
declared to be, and have the force of law; pro-
vided, that they be not repugnant to the constitu-
tion and laws of the United States or of this state,
and for these purposes shall have authority by
ordinance, reso{)ution or by-laws.

1st. To license, regulate, suppress and prohibit
the exhibition of common showmen, or shows of
any kind, or the exhibition of caravans, circuses
or theatrical performances, billiard tables, pool
tables, bowling saloons, nine or ten pin al-
leys; to provide for the abatement and removal
of all nuisances under the ordinances of said city,
the laws of the state or at common law, and shall
grant or refuse to grant, licenses to persons to sell,
vend, deal or traffic in spiritvous, vinous, malt or
intoxicating liquors or drinks, within said city as
shall be directed by the voters of said city at their
annual election, and the question of granting or

refusing to grant licenses in said city, to sell in-
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toxicating liquors and drinks therein shall only
bLe submitted to the voters of said city at its an-
ual election, and at no other time, and in case the
(question is not submitted to the voters at the
annual election, the common council shall have no
power or authority to grant any license to sell in-
toxicating liquors and drinks in said city. The
auestion when submitted to the voters shall be
upon a separate ballot, and the ballots on the li-
cense question shall be in the following form:
Those in favor, “ For license;” those against, ** No
license,” and they shall be deposited in a separate
ballot box provided for that purpose, and when-
ever a majority of the voters shall declare by their
votes as aforesaid in favor of license, then the
common council shall grant licenses according to
the provision of the laws of the state of Wiscon-
sin on that subject; provided, they shall charge not
less than three hundred dollars for retail license
in said city; and in case the majority of the voters
should declare for no license, or fail to submit the
uestion as aforesaid, then, and every such case,
the common council shall have no power or au-
thority to grant licenses for the sale of intoxica-
ting liquors and drinks in said city, except to drug-
gists tosell for medicinal and mechanical purposes,
and said council are hereby authorized in any case to
grant licenses to druggists to sell intoxicating liq-
uors and drinks for medicinal and mechanical pur-
poses on suchterms as the council inay direct; and all
such licenses granted shall run from the tirst Mon-
day in Aprilin each year to the first Monday in April
following; provided, however, that when any such
license shall be applied for after that date, the
same may be granted to expire on the first Mon-
day in April following, and provided further, that
no license shall be granted to run or eéxtend be-
vond the time for which the cominon council shall
be elected.

occupants to remove from the lot owned or occu-
pied by him all such substances as the board of
health shall direct; and in his default, to author-

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officers of the city, at the expense of such owners
or occupant.

To regulate the place and manner of
weighing and selling hay, and nieasuring and
selling fuel and lime, and to appeint suitable per-
sons to superintend and conduct the same.

92d. To regulate the time, place and manner of
holding of public auctions or vendues.

23d. To appoint watchmen and prescribe their
duties.

24th. To provide by ordinance for a standard of
weights ancg) measures, and for the punishment of
the use of false weights and measures.

25th. To protect trees and monuments in said
city.

26th. To lay out, make, open, keep in repair,
alter or discontinue any highways, streets, lanes
and alleys, and to keep them free from incum-
brances, and to protect them from injury.

27th. To alter orchange the name of any street
in the city.

28th. To make, ordain, amend and repeal all
such ordinances, by-laws and police regulations,
not contrary to the constitution of this state, for
the good order and government of the city, and
which may be necessary or expedient to carry into
effect the powers vestea' in the mayor and com-
mon council or any officer of said city by this act.
or which may be vested in any officer of said city,
by any ordinance thereof.

29th. To direct the location and regulate and
license breweries, tanneries and packing-houses.

>f a majority of the common council, and shall
he signed by the mayor, and shall, within fifteen
Jdays after their passage, respectivley, be published
in the official paper, or papers of said city once,
before the same shall be in force, and within fif-
teen days thereafter they shall be recorded by the
said clerk in books to be provided for that gur-
pose; but before any of the said laws, ordinances.
regulations or by-laws shall be recorded, the pub-
lication thereof, respectively, within the said
time, shall be proved by the affidavit of the fore-
man or publisher of such newspaper, and said affi-
davit shall be recorded therewith, and at all times
shall be deemed and taken as sufficient evidence
of the time and manner of such publication; and
such record of such law, ordinance, regulation or
by-law and the proof of such record certified by
the clerk under the seal of the city, or any printed
book containing the same, purporting to have
been published under the sanction of the mayor
and council, shall be prima facie evidence of the
due passage and publication of such law, ordi-
nance, regulation or by-law. No appropriation
shall be made without a vote of a majority of the
members of the common council in its favor.

SecTION 5. The powers conferred upon the said Shall not bar or
council, to provide for the abatement of nuisances ™" *"**
shall not bar or hinder suits, prosecutions or pro-
ceedings in the courts according to law. Depots,
houses or buildings of any kind wherein more
than twenty-five pounds of gunpowder are depos-
ited, stored or kept at any one time, gambling
houses, houses of 1ll-fame, disorderly taverns and
houses or places where spirituous, vinous or fer-
mented liquors are sold without the license re-
quired therefor, within the limts of said city, are
hereby declared and shall be deemed public or
common nuisances.

SecTION 6. The common council shall examine, Examine,
audit and adjust the accounts of the clerk, treas- fus'tsnd ad:
urer, marshal and all other officers or agents of
the city, at such time as they may deem proper,
and also at the end of each year and before the
time for which the officers of said city are elected
or appointed, shall have expired. And the com-
mon council shall require each and every such
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officer and agent to exhibit his books, funds and
moneys, accounts and vouchers for such exami-
nation and settlement; and if any such officer or
agent shall refuse to comply with the orders of
said council in the discharge of his said duties, in
pursuance of this section, or shall neglect or re-
fuse to render his accounts or present his books
funds, moneys and vouchers to said council, it
shall be the duty of the common council to de-
clare the office of such person vacant; and the
common council shall order suits and proceedings
at law against any officer or agent of said city,
who may be found delinquent or defaulting in his
accounts, or in the discharge of his official duties,
and shall make a full record of all adjustments
and settlements.

CHAPTER VL
FINANCE AND TAXATION.

SecrioN 1. All funds in the treasury, except
school, state and county funds, shall be under the
control of the common council, and shall be drawn
out upon the order of the mayor and clerk, duly
authorized by a vote of the common council; and
all orders upon the treasury shall specify the pur-
pose for which they were drawn, and shall be
payable out of any funds in the treasury belong-
Ing to the city. City orders shall be receivable for
all city taxes except school and special taxes for
bridges and school purposes, and except taxes lev-
ied for the payment of the principal or interest of
any outstanding indebtedness of said city, which
shall be collected in money or in orders drawn
upon such fund respectively, and all orders shall
be payable to the persons or to the order of the
person in whose favor they may be drawn.

SecTION 2. The common council of said city
shall annually levy upon the taxable property of
said city, to defray the current expenses of said
city, its schools, its streets and sidewalks, and for
fair grounds within the city, a tax sufficient for
said purposes.

SectioN 3. The common council of said city
shall have power to issue bonds or other evidence
of debt, payable at a day subsequent to the date
of the issue thereof, for any purpose authorized by
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law, in any case when the electors of said city
shall, by a majority vote thereof, authorize the
issuing of the same; provided, that said city shall
not in any event, or for any purpose, ever be
bonded to exceed five per cent, of the taxable
property of said city, as equalized by the equaliz-
ing board of said city.

SEcTION 4. The common council may, when-
ever it shall become necessary to build or repair any
bridge in said city, or in case of floods or other
causes, it shall become necessary to build or re-
pair any public street or highway in said city,
they may levy a tax for such purpose or
purposes, not exceeding two thousand dollars
1n any one year, and said taxes, when so levied,
shall be collected at the same time as other city
taxes are collected.

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SEcTION 5. Taxes may belevied by the common Taxes for out-

SectioN 8. The city clerk, upon such appeal Duty of clerk
being taken, shall immediately give notice thereof °**PP*"

to the mayor and common council or shall take
such measures as by ordinance or resolution of
said common council he may be required to do
and shall make out a brief return of the proceed-
ings in the case before said council with the de-
cision thereon and file the same together with
the bond and all papers in the case in his posses-
sion with the clerk of the circuit court for the
county of Jackson and such appeal shall be en-
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tered, tried and determined in the same manner
as appeals from justices of the peace and costs
shall thereupon be awarded in like manner; pro-
vided, however, that whenever an appeal is taken
from the allowance made by the cornmon council
upon any claim and the recovery upon such ap-
peal shall not exceed the amount allowed by said
council exclusive of interest upon such allowance
the appellant shall pay the cost of appeal which
shall be deducted from the amount of the re-
covery, and when the amount of costs exceeds the
sum recovered, judgment shall be rendered against
the appellant for the amount of such excess.

SectiON 9. No action upon any claim or cause
of action for which a money judgment only is de-
mandable, except upon city orders, bonds, cou-
pons or written promises to pay any sum of
money, shall be maintained against the city, un-
less a statement or bill of such claim shall have
been filed with the city clerk, to be laid before
the common council of said city, not until ten
days after the next annual city election there-
after.

SectioN 10. The determination of the com-
mon council disallowing in whole or in part any
claim of any person shall be final and conclusive
and a perpetual bar to any action in any court,
founded on such claim, unless an appeal shall be
taken fromn the decision and determination of
such common council, as hereinbefore provided;
provided, however, that when the common coun-
cil shall refuse or neglect to act upon any claim
duly presented to them, this chapter shall not
be construed as to prevent the institution and
maintenance of any action by said claimant
against said city.

CHAPTER VIL
OPENING OF STRELTS, ALLEYS, ETC.

SectioN 1. The common council shall have
power to take, for the use of the city,in the man-
ner hereinafter provided, any lots or any land for
public squares, grounds, streets and alleys, and to
widen or straighten the same, or for the purpose
of erecting a public hall, market house, fire-engine
house or any building in the construction of
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water-works, or for flowing the same, for supply-
ing the city with water, or any other lawful
municipal purpose, or for erecting hospitals or
pest-houses, for the prevention of contagious or
infectious diseases within the city, for any need-
ful or convenient purpose in connection with or
to execute and accomplish any other power, right
or privilege conferred on or granted to the city by
its charter or any act amendatory thereof, or by
any act of the legislature, and may take the same,
and whether within or without the city, by con-
veyance from the owner upon a bargain or upon
a donation thereof, or in manner as follows:
Whenever it shall, in the option of the common
council, be necessary, said council shall declare,
by resolution, that it is necessary to take any
such lots or lands for any of the purposes above
set forth, giving description of the premises, de-
fining separately each parcel thereof separately
owned and the purposes for which-they are to be
taken. The common council shall thereupon
cause a written notice, as prescribed in the next
section, to be served upon the occupant or occu-
pants of such lands, and the owners or owners of
the same, if the place of residence of such owner
or owners is known, or can be ascertained by rea-
sonable diligence, when such residence is within
the state, and in case such owner or owners are
non-residents of the state, or their place of resi-
dence, after due diligence by the city attorney of
said city, cannot be ascertained, which fact shall
be made to appear by his affidavit, then the com-
mon council shall cause service of such notice to
bhe made on such non-resident owner or owners,
or the owner or owners, the residence of whom
cannot be ascertained by causing the same to be
published for six weeks in the official paper of
the city, at least once each week, and by causing
such notice to be mailed, postpaid, to the address
of such owners, within five days from the time
of the first publication of such notice, when the
postoffice address of such owner is known.
SECTION 2. Such notice shall be signed by the Whattheno

city clerk or city attorney, and shall state the "™
adoption of the resolution, and embrace a copy
thereof, and further that at a time and place
therein named. not less than ten days after the
service of such notice, or the expiration of such
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publication, as the case may be, application will
be made to the county judge of the said county
of Jackson, for 3 jury to inquire and determine
whether it is necessary to take the land or any
part thereot, described in such resolution, for the
purposes therein specified. Such notice shall
further state the time and place at which such
jury will be applied for to meet to discharge
such duty; and the judge aforesaid shall fix the
time and place so named in the precept herein-
after mentioned, and no other notice thereof shall
be necessary.

SECTION 3. At the time fixed in said notice for
the appointment of such jurors, the judge named
in sald notice, upon proof of the service of the
same on the owner or owners of the premises de-
scribed in such notice, which proof shall be in the
same manner as is now required to make proof of
the service of-asummons in civil actions in courts
of records in this state, shall appoint six compe-
tent persons, having the qualification of jurors in
and for the county of Jackson and not residents
of the ward in which such premises are situated,
not interested in such application, but residents ot
the city shall not be disqualified. The same
rights of challenge peremptorily, or for favor or
cause, may be exercised by the city attorney and
by such land owner whose land is sought to be
taken, or by his agent or attorney, as a party toa
civil action in the circuit court is entitled to have:

manner, and replace the name of any juror suc-
cessfully challenged, by the name of some other
competent person, until a jury of six be chosen.
The said judge shall thereupon issue his precept,
directed to such jurors, requiring them and each
of them to appear before him, on the day named
in the notice for such jurors to meet for the dis-
charge of their duties under such appointment.
The precept so issued may be served by the sheriff
of said county, or by any public officer of said
cily. The jurors so chosen shall, before entering
upon the performance of their duty, take an oath
before such judge, faithfully and impartially to
discharge their duty as such jurors, and a true
verdict give, whether it is necessary to take such
land, or any part thereof, mentioned in such reso-
lution for the purpose therein specified.

deliberate apart and return their unanimous ver-
dict in writing, signed by them, in which they
shall find and state whether it is necessary to take
the whole of the lands described in such resolu-
tion for the purpose therei specified, or any part
thereof, describing particularly the part to be
taken, if they find only a part thereof so neces-
sary. Such verdict, with all the papers, proceed-
ings and testimony had before him and said jury,
shall then be forthwith filed by said judge with
the clerk of the circuit court for Jackson county,
together with a certificate by said judge that the
same are the originals and the whole thereof.
The clerk shall on application furnish a certified
copy of the same, or any part thereof, which shall
have the same force and effect as the originals.
In case any jury called under the provisions of
this charter shall disagree, another jury shall be
forthwith selected in like manner, and all the like
proceedings thereafter had as herein provided for
the first jury, except that the said judge shall fix
a reasonable time for the assembling of such jury
in the precept therefor, but no other notice thereof
shall be necessary toany party; and the like steps
shall be taken in the case of any further disa-
greement, until a verdict shall be found.

At the expiration of the time now
or hereafter designated by the general laws of
this state for the collection of personal taxes, the
treasurer shall proceed to enforce the collection
thereof, in the same manner as now is or may
hereafter be prescribed by such law.

SECTION 22. Every male inhabitant of the citv
of Black River Falls over twenty-one years of age
and under fifty, except .active members of the
fire department, shall pay into the city treasury
annually, the sum of one dollar and fifty cents
each as a poll tax. It shall be the duty of the as-
sessor in thecity of Black River Falls to make out
duplicate lists of all persons liable to said tax in
the city, and said assessor shall, on or before the
first Monday of July in each year, deliver one of
said lists to the city clerk and one to the treasurer
of the city of Black River Falls.

CHAPTER X.
FIRE DEPARTMENT.

SeEcTION 1. The common council, for the pur- rire aepart-
pose of guarding against the calamities of fire, me*
shall have the power to prescribe the limits within
which wooden buildings or buildings of other
material that shall not be considered fire-prcof,
shall not be erected or repaired, and to direct that
all and every building within the limits prescribed
shall be made and constructed of fire-proof mate-
rials, and to prohibit the repairing or rebuilding
of wooden buildings within the fire limits, where
the same shall have been damaged to the extent
of fifty l;])er cent. of the value thereof, and to pre-
scribe the manner of ascertaining such damage,
and to prescribe the penalties for the violation of
any resolution or ordinance passed under this
section.

SectioN 2. The common council shall have the Dangerous con-
power to prevent the dangerous construction and bulidings,
condition of chimneys, fire-places, hearths, stoves, chimoers, ete
stove-pipes, ovens, boilers and apparatus used in
and about any building, and to cause the same to
be removed or placed in a safe condition when
considered dangerous; to prevent the deposit of
ashes in unsafe places; to require the inhabitants
to provide as many fire-buckets, and in such man.
ner and time as they shall prescribe, and to reg-
ulate the use of them in time of fire; to regulate
and prevent the carrying on of manufactures dan-
gerous in causing or promoting fires; to regulate
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and prevent the use of fire-works and fire-arms;
to compel the owners and occupants of buildings
to have scuttles in the roof and stairs or ladders
leading to the same; to authorize the mavor,
aldermen, firewardens and other officers of the
city to keep away from the vicinity of a fire all
idle and suspected persons, and to compel all
by-standers to aid in the extinguishment of fires
and in the preservation of property exposed to
danger thereat, and generally to establish such
regulations for the prevention and extinguish-
ment of fires as the common council may deem
expedient, and to provide penalties for the viola-
tion of any resolution or ordinance passed under
this section.

SkctTioN 3 The common council shail have full
power to purchase fire-engines and other fire ap-
paratus, and tu authorize the formation of fire-
engine, hook and ladder and hose companies, and to
provide for the due and proper support and regu-
lation of the same, and to order such companies
to be disbanded and their meetings to be prohib-
ited and their apparatus to be delivered up. Each
company shall not exceed seventy able bodied
men between the ages of eighteen and fifty years
and may elect its own officers except chief eugi-
neer and assistant engineer, who shall be ap-
pointed by the council, and form its own by-laws,
not inconsistent with the laws of the state or the
ordinances and regulations of said city, and shall
be formed only by voluntary enlistments. Every
member of said company hereby authorized to be
formed shall be exempt from highway work and
goll tax and from serving on juries and military

uty, except in case of war, insurrection or inva-
sion during the continuance of such membership;
and any person having served for the term of ten
years in either of such companies shall be forever
thereafter exempt from poll tax and military and
jury duty, except as in cases before mentioned.

SECTION 4. The mayor shall appoint two fire-
wardens for each ward subject to confirmation
by the common council, who shall perform such
duties as the common council may prescribe, and
they may at any time enter into any building,
house, store, barn or enclosure for the purpose of
inspecting the same.

SECTION 5. When any person shall refuse to
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obey the lawful order of any engineer, firewarden penaity for re-
or alderman of the city, the mayor or city mar- [sipg w0 obey,
shal at any fire, it shall be lawful for the officer proper officers.

SectioN 6. The common council shall have sack com-
power to organize a (sack) company, or to coun- Srgasized’
tenance any such company now organized, which
shall be known by such names as they may select
and shall consist of not more than thirty mem-
bers. Such company shall continue a part of the
fire department, and at fires shall be subject to
the control of the engineer; the members of the
said company, either collectively or individually,
are hereby authorized and empowered to act as
special police in and for the city of Black River
Falls, and are hereby vested with all the power
and authority which now is and may thereafter
be vested in any other police officer of said city,
and shall be entitled toall the rights and immuni-
ties of the fire department, except exemption
from jury duty. At fires they sha?l take charge
of all property which may be exposed or endan-
gered, and shall, as far as may be in their power,
preserve the same from injury or destruction;
such company may from time to time, adopt such
by-laws as they may deem necessary, not incon-
sistent with the laws of this state, or the ordi-
nances of said city. The members thereof shall
not be entitled to any compensation for any serv-
ices rendered in their official capacity. They
shall, in case of riot or other disturbances of the
peace, have access to all licensed places of amuse-
ment in the city, and shall perform such services
as may be necessary for the peace and good order
of the same.

SecrioN 9. The city clerk is hereby required to
keep a record of the members of the several com-
panies organized under this chapter, and such
record shall consist of the returns made by the
several clerks or secretaries as above provided;
and no person shall beexempt from jury duty un-
less his name is entered on such list. In case any
person shall for any cause cease to be a member
of either of said companies the clerk shall note
that fact on the list thereof, and shall return to
the clerk of the board of supervisors of the county
of Jackson, a list of all members who are mem-
bers of either or all of said companies exempt
from jury duty, on or before the day now ap-
pointed or which may hereafter be appointed for
the annual meeting of said board, and said board
shall not place the names of such persons on the
jury list for the ensuing year.

SEcTION 10. The council shall have power to
raise a tax each year, not exceeding five mills on
the dollar of the taxable property within said city
for fire purposes, the same to be assessed and col-
lected in the same manner as the general tax of
said city; and the moneys arising therefrom shall
be expended under the direction of the council of
said city for fire purposes.

SEcTioN 11.  All corporations, companies and
associations not incorporated under the laws of
this state, engaged in said city effecting fire insur-
ance shall pay to the city treasurer at the rate of
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two per cent. upon the amount of all premiums
which shall have been received or shall have been
agreed to be paid for any insurance effected or
agreed to be effected on any property in said city,
by or with such corporation or associations re-
spectively, in manner and at the times as pre-
scribed by the general laws of the state in relation
thereto. The money so received shall go to the
general fund of the city, to be used and paid out
for the purposes of said fire department.

It shall be sufficient to give the
number of the section and chapter of this act, or
the section of the ordinance, by-law or regulation
violated in the foregoing form of complaint, and
said complaint may be sworn to before any offi-
cer authorized to administer oaths: Upon the
filing of such complaint with the justice of the
peace, he shall issue a warrant substantially in
the following form:

SectrioN 3. Upon the return of the warrant,
the court may proceed summarily with the case,
unless it be continued by consent, or for cause. If
the case be adjourned, the defendant, if required
by the court so to do, shall recognize with surety
for his or her appearance, in such sum as the
court may direct, or in default thereof may be
put in the charge of the officer who made the ar-
rest, or be committed to the common jail of Jack-
son county. The complaint made aforesaid shall
stand in lieu of a declaration, and the plea of
“not guilty” shall put at issue all subject matter
which pertains to the defense of the action.

SECTION 4. A printed copy of any ordinance,
by-law or resolution purporting to have been
passed by the common council, and published in
a newspaper, or in pamphlet or book form, shall
be prima facie evidence of its due passage and
publication, and shall be received in evidence
after issue joined and upon trial in any court in
this state.

SectiON 5. Witnesses and jurors shall attend
before the justice court in all city or criminal
prosecutions, without payment of fees in advance,
or a tender thereof, upon the process of the court
duly served, and in default thereof their attend-
ance may be enforced by attachment. In case
the jury, after being kept a reasonable time,
should disagree, they shall be discharged without
the Yayment of fees, and thereupon the court
shall adjourn the cause to a day certain, and issue
a new venire as aforesaid.

SectioN 6. In city prosecuiions the finding of
the court shall be “guilty” or “not guilty.” If
guilty the court shall render judgment thereon
against the defendant for the fine, penalty or for-
feiture prescribed in this act or in the ordinance,
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by-law or regulation for which the violation of
which the person or persons shall have been
adjudged guilty, and for costs of suit; but if not
guilty, the costs of suit shall he taxed against the
city; and in all cases of conviction in actions
brought or prosecuted to recover a penalty, a fine
or forfeiture under any of the provisions of this
act, or for the violation of any ordinance of said
city, the court shall enter judgment against the
defeundant for the fine and costs of prosecution,
and if the defendant shall neglect or refuse to pay
such fine and costs the court shall enter a judg-
ment that the defendant be impriconed in the
county jail of Jackson county for such term as
may be prescribed by this act or the ordinance
violated not exceeding three months, and shall
forthwith commit the defendant for the term fixed
by said judgment, or the court may, in its dis-
cretion, in case of the non-payment of such fine
and costs as aforesaid, enter judgment that said
defendant be imprisoned as aforesaid and kept
at hard labor for the benefit of the city of Black
River Falls, in the said jail or upon the public
streets or elsewhere within said city, under the
supervision of the city marshal, or such member
of the police force as may be detailed by the
mayor for that purpose, for the period of time for
which such person or persons shall have been so
committed, unless the judgment and expenses of
imprisonment are sooner paid; and all persons so
committed and kept at labor shall be allowed one
dollar per day for each day’s labor rendered ex-
clusive of bhoard, and the amount so earned shall
be applied in liquidation of the judgment, until
the same shall be fully paid by such labor, at
which time the judgment shall be satisfied and
the defendant discharged from custody. Such
execution may be in the following form:

In all cases where judgment is ren-
dered against a defendant for the recovery of
fines or penalties mentioned in this act, or the
ordinances now in force or hereafter to be or-
dained, the defendant may appeal from such judg-
ment to the circuit court of the county of Jackson
in the same manner as is now provided by law
from judgment of justices of the peace in criminal
cases.

CHAPTER XIIL
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS.

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front of the same, and to protect and preserve
them, and in default, thereof, to cause the same to
be done, and to levy a special tax upon such lot or
grounds to pay the expense of the same. It shall
also have power to determine the lines on which
the trees shall be set, the places where they are
to be set, and the kind and size of the trees to be
set, and the manuner ot protecting them, and for
replanting them when they have died or been so
injured as to fail to answer the purpose for which
they were set out, and to prohibit the setting out
of any trees that may be regarded as nuisances,
and to order their removal when they have hith-
erto been set out. It shall also have power to
provide for and direct the trimming of shade trees
to such proper proportions, and to do all other
needful acts as to them shall seem just and proper
to give this section proper effect.

Whenever the city clerk may be
absent or incapacitated froru performing the duties
of his office, the common council may appoint
some suitable person to perform for the time
being the duties of the office, and the acts of the

Every member of the common
council of the city of Black River Falls who shall,
directly or indirectly vote for himself, or know-
ingly to any other person, any sum of money for
any other purpose whatever, in violation of the

SecrioN 19. The city may have, purchase and
hold real and personal estate sufficient for the con-
venience of the inhabitants thereof, and may sell
and convey the same; and the same while owned.
occupied or held by said city, shall be exempt
from taxation. .

SEcrioN 20. No real or personal property shall
be subject to special taxation for street or side-
walk purposes; but all streets and sidewalks are
to be maintained out of the general funds of the
city.

SecTioN 21. When thecity of Black River Falls
deeds or leases any real estate or any interest
therein, owned by said city, the party of the first
part shall be the city of Black River Falls,and the
person or persons authorized to execute such
deed or lease, need not be named in the body
thereof.

SecTioN 22. The mayor of said city is hereby
authorized, when the common council shall by
ordinance or resolution for that purpose describe
the real estate and interest to be conveyed, order
and direct him so to do, to execute a deed or lease
of such real estate or interest therein belonging
to the said city. The said deed or lease shall be
signed by the mayor of the city and countersigned
by the city clerk and sealed with the corporate
seal of said city, and duly witnessed and acknowl-
ed%ed as is provided for the execution of deeds
and conveyances.

SEcTiON 23. When any such deed or lease is so
executed the city clerk shall attach to such deed
or lease a true copy, by him duly certified, of the
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ordinance or resolution aforesaid, nnd the same
shall be recorded by the register of deeds, which
said deed or lease, and such copy so attached and
record thereof shall be in all courts of this state
prima facie evidence of the authority of the
mayor to make and execute such deed or lease.

SEctiON 24. If any election by the people for
common council shall, for any cause, not be held
at the time or in the manner herein prescribed, or
if the council shall fail to organize as herein pre-
scribed, it shall not be considered reason for ar-
resting, suspending or absolving said corporation,
but such election or organization may be held at
any su uent day, by order of the common
council, and if any of the duties enjoined by this
or the ordinances or by-laws or regulations of
said city, to be done by any officer at any speci-
fied time and the same are not then done or
performed, the common council may appoint an-
other time at which said act may be done or per-
formed.

SectION 25. All moneys paid to the city on ac-
count of any or all licenses whatever, granted or
issued by the common council of said city, shall
be paid into the city treasury and become a part
of the general fund of said city.

SEctioN 26. The use of the jail of Jackson
county, until otherwise provided, shall be granted
to said city, on such terms as may be agreed upon
between the mayor and chairman of the county
boara of supervisors, for the confinement of
offenders; provided, that in all cases of final com-
mitaents on sentence for the violation of any
law or ordinance of said city, the expense of main-
taining said prisoners shall be borne in the same
way as now provided by section 917, revised
statutes of 1878, for prisoners committed from
villages for violation of village ordinances, and
every such offender shall be delivered to the
sheriff of said county, for whose custody, safe
keeping and delivery the sheriff shall be responsi-
ble as in other cases.

SecrioN 27. The city of Black River Falls shall &

be represented in the board of supervisors of
Jackson county by three supervisors from the city
at large.

SecrioN 28. The regular committees of the com-
mon council shall be as follows: On finance,
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streets, ordinances, fire department and licenses,
and shall be appointed by the mayor at the first
meeting after the annual election, or as soon
thereafter as convenient.

CHAPTER 164.

AN ACT to revise the charter of the city of Chip-
pewa Falls.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows :

CHAPTER 1.

Sretion 1. All that district of country in the Corporate
county of Chippewa, hereinafter described, shall be "***
and remain a city by the name of Chippewa Falls,
and the people who now, or who ay hereafter
inhabit said district, shall be a municipal corpora-
tion by the name of the city of Chippewa Falls,
and shall have the general powers possessed by
municipal corporations at common law, and also
the powers hereinafter specially granted, and the
authorities thereof shall have perpetual succes-
sion, and shall be capable of contracting and being
contracted with, suing and being sued. pleading
