duced from pure, unadulterated milk, or cream
of the same; or whoever shall knowingly sell, or
offer for sale, the same as an article of food, shall,
on conviction thereof, be confined in1 the county
jail not exceeding one year or fined not exceeding
one thousand dollars, or both.

SEctION 2. Sections 1 and 3, of chapter 40, of
the laws of 1881, are hereby repealed.

SectioN 3. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
