It is hereby made unlawful for the 
secretary of state to draw any warrants for the 
payment of moneys appropriated to the various 
agricultural societies of the state, except upon the 
presentation of the sworn statement of the presi-
dent and secretary of each society, that said soci-
ety, at its annual fair held during the year for 
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which its appropriation was made, has prohibited 
and excluded from its fair grounds all gambling 
and gambling devices whatsoever.
