CHAPTER 4.

AN ACT to authorize and empower the city of
Neenah to construct new bridges, and to borrow
money and levy a tax or taxes, to aid in the con-
struction of the same.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTioN 1. The common council of the city of common coun-

Neenah, is hereby authorized to construct, or cause
to be constructed, new bridges across the Fox
river, and north and south races or canals on Cedar
street, in said city of Neenah, Winnebago county,
in such manner and of such materials as it may
determine, at a cost of not more than thirty thou-
sand dollars.

SecTIoN 2. For the purpose of constructing said
bridges the common council of said city of Neenah
is hereby authorized and empowered to borrow
from any person, persons or corporation, any sum
or sums of money not to exceed in all thirty thou-
sand dollars, for a termx of years not exceeding
five, and at a rate of interest not exceeding s=ven
per cent. per annum.

SectioN 3. For the purpose of securing the may tseue

est thereon, the common council of said city is
hereby authorized to issue bonds in such sums as
the common council may prescribe, not to exceed
in all said sum of thirty thousand dollars, to bear
interest at a rate not exceeding seven per cent. per
annum, and to be made payable at the ottice of the
city treasurer of said city of Neenah, Wisconsin,
within four years from the 1st day of July, A. D.
1885. Said bonds shall be signed in behalf of said
city of Neenah, by the mayor, and countersigned
by the city clerk of said city, and shall be sealed
with the corporate seal of said city, and the faith
and credit of said city shall stand pledged for the
payment of said bonds and interest.

ECTION 4. In addition to all other taxes au- Tax levy.

thorized to be levied, the common council of said
city is hereby authorized and empowered to levy
and collect annually, for a period of not more than
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four years, a tax of not more than seven mills on
the dollar, upon all the taxable propert?' of said
city, which tax shall be levied and collected as
general citi taxes of said city are, and shall be
applied to the payment of said bonds and the ac-
crued interest thereon.

SEcTION 5. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
