CHAPTER 124. 

AN ACT to revise, consolidatp, and amend the act 
to incorporate the city of Sheboygan, and the 
several acts amendatory thereof . 

. 
The people of the state of Wiscon.,in, represented 

in senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

TITLE I. 

CITY AND WARD BOm."DARlES. 

SECTION]. An that district of country in the 
county of Sheboygan, contained with~n the Hmits 
and boundaries hereinafter described, shall be a 
city by the name of Sheboygan; and thf'! peo:ple 
now inhabiting, and those who shall hereafter 10-
habit the district of country so described, shaH be 
a municipal corporation by the name of "The 
City of Sheboygan" and shall have the general 
powers possessed by municipal corporations at 
common law. and in addition thereto, shaH pos­
sess the powers hereinafter specifically granted; 
and the authorities thereof shall have perpetual 
succession, shall he capable of contracting aDd 
being contracted with. of suing and being sued, 
.of pleading and being impleaded in all the courts 
of law and equity; and shall hdve a common seal, 
and may changA and alter the same at pleasure. 
SECTION~. The territory included within the 

following limits and boundaries shall constitute 
the city of Sheboygan. t-o wit: Beginning on the 
shore of lake Michigan where it is intersected by 
the east and west quarter line of section fourteen • 
(H) of township fifteen (H;) north. of range twenty­
three (23) east, in said county of Sheboygan, 
running thence west along said quarter section 
line and the continuation thereof, to the center of 
section fifteen (15), of the township aforesaid; 
thence south on the north and south quarter line 
of section fifteen (15). twenty-two (22) and twenty-
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seven (27). in the same to\,\rnship, to the south 
line of section tweuty-seven (~7); thence east 
along the south line of sections twenty-seven (27) 
and twenty-six (26) and the continuation thel'(of, 
to the east boundary of said county; thence north 
on said east boundary of said county to a point due 
east of the place of beginning, and thence west to 
the pJace of bep;inning. 

SECTION 3. The said city shall be divided into Ward bowl­

eight (8) wards numbered and bounded as fol- dartes. 

lows, to-wit: The Firet ward shan embrace all 
that part of said district, which lies north of the 
center of the alley betwt!en Niagara and Ontario 
streets, and east of the center of Eighth street. 
The Second ward shall embrace all that part of 
sajd district between the channel of the Sheboy-
gan river on the south and the southern boundary 
of the First ward on the north, which lies east of 
the center of Eighth street. The Third ward shall 
embrace all that part of said dit;trict which lies 
within the following boundaries, to-wit: Com­
mencing at the point of intersection· of the center 
of Eighth street with the center of the alley 
between Niap;ara and Ontario streets, running 
thence west along the center of said alley and the 
continuation tl)ereof to the channel' of the She-
boygan river; thence down the channel of said 
river to a point opposite to the center of Eighth 
street and thence north along the center o~ 
Eighth street to the place of beginning. The 
Fourth ward shall embrace all that J>art of said 
district which lies within the followmg bounda-
ries. to-wit: Bpginning at the mouth of the She-
boygan river, running thence up the channel of 
eaid river to a point opposite the center of Wal-
nut street; thence south on the center o~ Walnut 
street to the center of the right-of-way of the 
Chicago & Northwestern Railway Company; 
thence west along the center of said right-of-way 
to the center of Spruce street; thence south to 
the southern boundary of said city; thence east 

. along said southern boundary to the east boundary 
line of said city, and thence north to the place of 
beginning_ The Fifth ward shall embrace all that 
part of said district which lies west of the center 
of Spruce street, and south of th9 center of the 
right-of-way of the Chicago & Northwestern Rail­
way Company. The Sixth ward shall embrace 
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all that part of said district west of the center of 
Walnut street, which lies between the channel of 
the Sheboygan river and the center of the" right. 
of-way of the Chicago & Northwestern Railway 
Company. The Seventh ward shall embrace all 
that part of said district which lies west of the 
Eighth ward and north of the chaunel of the 
~heboygan river. The Eighth ward shall embrace 
all tha.t part of said district which lies within the 
following boundarie~, to-wit: Beginning at a 
point in the north line of said city, due north of 
the center of Eighth street, running thence due 
south to the intersection of the cenLer of Eighth 
street with the center of the alley between Ni­
agara &.lld Ontario streets; thence west along the 
center of said alley, and the continuation thereof, 
to the channel of the Sheboygan river; thence 
up the channel of sain river to a point due south 
of the center of Thirteenth street; thence north 
along the centel' of Thirteenth street to its inter­
section with the center of the Calumet plank 
road; thence northwest along the center of said 
plank road to its intersection with the center of 
Kinzie street; thence north along the center of 
Kinzie street to the north boundarv line of said 
city, and thence east along said north-boundary line 
to the place of beginning. 

TITLE II. 

OFFICERS AND ELECTIONS. 

E1eot1Y8 &lid SECTION 1. The elective officers of said city :=.tfYe shall be a mayor, a supervisor, and two aldermen 
from each ward, a city treasurer, a city comp­
troller, a city clerk, a city attorney, a city asses­
sor, a municipal judge, three justices of the peace, 
and one school commissioner from each ward, 
constituting the school board for said city. The 
appointive officers of said city shall be a city engi­
neer, a superintend~nt of poor, a city physician, a 
sealer of weights and mp 8sures. a board of ceme­
tery commissioners, a board of public works, a 
harbor-master, and as many bridge tenders, fire­
men, policemen and such other officers and agents 
as may be provided for by this act, or as the com­
mon council may deem necessary. 
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SECTION 2. The municipal elections in said city Annual eIeo­
shall be beld on the first Tuesday in April, 1887, tIOD.wh8llheid. 

and on the first Tuesday iu April annually there-
after, at such place or places in each ward as the 
common council shall desig-nate, at which time 
shal1 be elected by the qualified electors of said 
city, in the manner hereinafter provided, all city 
officers required to be elected at a general muni-
cipal election. The polls of said election shall be 
opened and closed at the eame hours which are or 
may be prescribed by law for openinJ!; and do~ing 
the polls at general elections in the state of Wis-
consin. Ten days' previous public notice of the 
time and place of such election, and of the officers 
to be elected, shall be gi\"en by th~ city clerk by 
publication in the official papers of said city. 

SECTION 3. The mayor, treasurer, clerk, attor- F.rst election. 
ney, comptroller, assessor and justice of the 
peace shall be elected on the first Tuesday in 
April, 1~87, being the first municipal election un-
der this act, and biennially thereafter. The offi-
CE'rs so elect.ed shall enter upon the duties of their 
respective offices on the third Tuesday of April 
in the year of their election, and shall hold their 
offices for .the term of two years, and until their 
successors shall be elected and qualified_ 

SECTION 4. Each ward in said city, created bv Rep'--DtatIOil 
this act, shall be represented in the common of warda . 

. council by two aldermen, who shall be residents 
of the ward which they represent, and shall hold 
their office, except as in this section otherwise 
provided, for the term of two years from and 
after the third Tuesday in April in the year of 
their election. The first common council under 
this act shall be orJ!;anized and enter upon its 
dutie~ on the third Tuesday of April, 1881, and 
shall be composed 85 follows, to-wit: The present 
aldermen, whose term of office expires on the 
third Tuesday of April, 1888, shall represent the 
wards in which they respectively reside, and at 
the said first municipal election, the qualified elec­
tors of each of the remaining wards of said city, 
created by this act, shall elect one alderman for 
the term of one year, and at said first municipal 
election, and annually thereafter, the qualified 
electors of each ward of said city shall elect one 
a1derman for the term of two years. 

SECTION 5. If any alderman shall remove from 
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WbatOODSt{· the ward represented by him, or shall engage in 
tutea a va' • 1 b oaDcy. any serVlCe, emp oyment or usiness causing a. 

continuous ab~ence from the city of more than 
two months, his office shall therehy become va­
cant, and when any vacancy shall in any manner 
occur, in the office of alderman, the common coun­
cil shall within ten days after the occnrrence 
thereof, order a new election to fill such vacancy, 
of which due notice shall be given as hereinbe­
fore provided; provided, that more than three 
mo~ths of the term of office shall remain unex­
pired. 

~OD 0: h SECTION 6. At the said first municipal election, =: 0 t e and biennially thereafter, there shall be elected 
by the qualified electors of the first and second 
wards ot said city, one justice of the peace, who 
shall be a resident of and hold his office in one of 
said wards. At ~aid first municipal election, and 
biennially thereafter, there shaH be elected by the 
quaHfied electors or the Fourth, Fifth and Sixth 
wards of said city one justice of the peace, who 
shall be a resident of and hold his office in one of 
said wards. And at said first municipal election 
and biennially thereafter, there shall be elected 
by the qualified electors of the Third, Seventh and 
Eighth wards of said city, one justice of th~ peace, 
who shall be a resident of and hold his office in 
one of said wards. The term of office of all the 
justiceR of the peace so elected shall be two years. 
The justices of the pea(:e now in office shall con­
tinue in office until the expiration of his term of 
office. 

School com· SECTION 7. At said first municipal election, the 
:t:'te'r.". hoW' qualified electors of each of the ev~n numbered 

wards of said city, shall elect one school commis" 
sionE'r. whose term of office shall expire on the 
third Tuesday of April, 18j;.9. and at the municipal 
election to be held on the first Tuesday in April, 
1889. and every fourth year thereafter the quali­
fied electors of each of said even numbered wardg 
shall elect one ~chool commissioner, and at said 
first municipal election, and every fourth year 
thereafter, the qualified electors of each of the odd 
numbered wards of said citv shall elect one school 
commissioner. The term o"f office of each of said 
school commiRSioners sha11, except as above pro­
vided in this section, ~ for fonr years from and 
after the third Tuesday in April in the year of

their election. The school commissioners shall be 
residents of the ward from which they are elected, 
and freeholders of said city. 

SECTION 8. All office!'S of said city not declared AppoIDted 0lil­
elective by this act, ana all other officers neces- cel"ll. 

sary for the proper management of the city affairs, 
shall be appointed by the mayor, subject to con· 
fimation by the common council. All appoint-
ments made by the mayor shall be in writing and 
filed in the office of the city clerk. 

SXOTION If. All elections by the people shall be KlectiODB to be 
by ballot, and a plurality of votes shall constitute by ballot. 

an election. Whenever two or more candidates 
for an elective office shall receive an equal num-
ber of Yotes for the same office, the eJection shall 
be determined by casting lots in the presence of 
the common council, at such time and in such 
manner as the common council shall direct. All 
persons entitled to vote for county and state of-
ficers shall be entitled to vote in the ward in 
which they reside for any officer to be elected 
under this act, and, except as herein otherwise 
provided, shall be entitled to hold any office here-
by created, and all officers shall hold their office 
until their successors are elected and qualified. 

SECTION 10. Whenever the total number of ElecUOIl 
votes polled at any election shall exceed five hun- preclDotl. 

dred (600) in any ward created by this act, the 
common council may t by ordinance, divide such 
ward into two eJectIon precincts, by such geo­
graphical boundaries and divisions 8S they may 
think proper, and each voter shall deposit his 
ballot in the election precinct wherein he resides, 

SECTION 11. The inspectors of election shall be lD8peoton. 

appointed by the mayor at the time and in the 
manner prelicribed by the general laws of the 
state of Wisconsin. 

SECTION 12. When the election shllll be closed OouatlDcot 
and the number of votes for each candidate or per- wt.eB. 

son 'tot8d for shall be counted and ascertained, 
the said inspectors chall make returns thereof, 
stating therein the number of votes cast for each 
person for each and every office, and shall deliver 
or cause to be delIvered, such returns to the city 
clerk, with the ballots cast at such election. 
Within one week after any election, the common 
council shall meet and canvass such returns, and 
declare the result as it appears from the same, and 
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the clerk shall -forthwith give notice of his elec­
tion to each officer elE-ctE-d. 

~~IIDbe SECTION 13. In case of the dismissal of any 
olllce. officer or in case of the removal of any officer 

from the city, or when any officer elected or ap­
pointed in and for or from any ward or division 
of the-city shall remove his residence without the 
limits of such ward or division, or when any offi­
cer shall refuse or neglect for twenty days after 
notice of his election or appointment, to qualify 
and enter upon the discharge of his duties of office, 
his office shall be deemed vaeant, and whenever a 
vacancy shall occnr in such manner or in any 
other manner, in any office to be filled by an elec­
tion by the people, the com mon council sball order 
a new election, upon a public notice, as required 
in section 2. of this title, and when any vacancy 
sha,ll occur in any office to be filled by-the com­
mon council, the same proceedings shall be had to 
fill snch vacancy as are required for the elect~on 
in the first instance_ When any vacancy shall 
occur in any appointive office the same shall be 
filled by nomination by the mayor, and confirma­
tion by the council, in the same manner as re­
quired bv section 8, of this title. 

:~ ~JT'~.... SECTION H_ Special elections by the people to 
caDeles. fill vacancies, or for any other purpose, shall be 

held and conducted by the inspectors and clerks 
of election (If the several wards in the same 
manner, and the retU1'IIS t.hereof sh!lll be made 
in the same fOl'm and manner as of general muni­
cipal elections, and within such time as is pre­
scribed for the annual municipal elections. 

TITLE III. 

GENERAL POWERS AND DUTIES OF OFFICERS. 

:::,:{~r.':r SECTION 1. _ Every person elected or appointed 
olllcel'll. to any office under thIS act., shall, before he enters 

upon the duties of his office, take aud suhscribe 
the oath of office prescribed in the constitution of 
this state, and fil." in the same, duly certified by 
the officer administering the oath, with the city 
clerk; and the treasurer, clerk, chief of police, and 
such other officers as the common council may 
require, shall each, before entering upon the du-
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ties of his office, execute to the city of Sheboygan 
a bond with two or more suretip.s, who shall make 
affidavit that they are worth in the ag~regate 
double the sum named in such bond as the pen­
alty, ov~r and above all their debts, exemptions 
and liabilities; and such bond shall contain such 
penal 8um and conditions as the common council 
shall deem proper! and shall be subject to the ap­
proTa} of saId council. And the common cuuncil 
may, from time to time, require new or additional 
bonds, and remove from office any officer refusing 
ornpglecting to give the same. The bonds of the 
city treasurer and clerk, and aU other officers who 
may be charged with the collection, safe-keepinR' 
disposition or distribution o~ any funds of said 
city. or may have the control of the same at any 
time, shaH be duly witnessed and acknowledged, 
and rcorded in the office of register of deeds of 
Sheboygan county. The bond of the city clerk 
shall be filed with the city treasurer. 
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SECTION 2. The mayor shail, when present, Duties of the 
preside over the meetings of the common council, 1D&70r de8ned. 

and take care that the laws of the state and the 
ordinances of the city are duly observed and en-
forced and that aJl the officers of the city discharge 
their respective duties. H~ shall from time to 
time give the common council, in writing, such 
information and recommend such measures as he 
m8.¥ deem advantageouA to the city. He'shall be 
the chief executive officer of the city, and the 
head of the police and fire departments, and when 
in his judgment occasion requires, he may appoint 
as many special or temporary poHcemen as he 
may jeem necessary; but the appointments shall 
not continue beyond the next meeting of the com-
mon council. unless authorized by the council 
The mayor, at the first regular meeting of the 
common council in each year, shall appoint all 
officers required by this act to be appointed, and 
announce aH standing committees required by this 
act or by ordinances, rules or regulations of the 
common council. The mayorshall decide all mat-
ters upon which the common council iR equally 
divided. 

SltOTION 3. The common council shall, at their Eit'Ctlon of 

first !Beeting for organization, after. each charter f~~:~i~t 
election, choose by ballot one of their number as 
president, who shall, in the absence of the mayor, 

-
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preside over their meetings for the ensuing yea.r. 
In case or a vacancy in the office of mayor. or his 
being unable to perform the duties of the office, by 
reason of sickness or absence, the president of the 
council shall have and exercise all the powers and 
discharge all the duties of mayor, until the maYl>r 
shall resume his office Qr the vacancy shall be 
filled; provided, that the president or other pre­
sidmg officer of the council shall do or perforlD. 
no act which the mayor shall have refused to do 
or perform. In case the mayor and president shall 
be absent from any meeting of the common coun­
cil, the council shall proceed to elect a temporary 
presiding offi~r, who for the time being, shall 
have all the powers and perform all the duties of 
the mayor. Tho president or temporary presiding 
officer, while performing the duties of mayor, 
shall be styled acting mayor, and all acts per­
formed by the ~\cting mayor shall have the same 
force and validity as if performed by the mayor. 

~~~~ ~t: SECTION 4. The city clerk shall keep his office 
ftIIecL at the place designated by the common council, 

where he shall be In attendance during such rea­
sonable hours as the common council may re­
Quire. He shall keep the corporate seal, and all 
papers and records of the city. He shall attend 
all meetings of the common council, and keep a 
full record of its proceedings. He shall draw and 
sign all orders on the treasury, exCt'pt as other­
wise provided in this act, in pursuance of an 
order or resolution of the common council, and 
shall keep a full and accurate account thereof, in 
books provided for that purpose. Copies of any 
and all books, papers, instruments or documents, 
duly filed and kept in his office. and copies of the 
endorsements thereon and transcripts from the 
records and proceedings of the common council, 
certified by him under the corporate seal (}f the 
city, shall be evidence in all courts and places, of 
the contents thereof, and of such endorsements, 
in like manner and of the same force and effect as 
if the originals were produced. He shall have 
power to administer oaths and affirmations author· 
ized by law to be taken. He shall take care that 
all ordinances, orders, resolutions, regulations no­
tices and other matters, requiring publication, are 
promptly and correctly published in the proper 
papers, and that proof thereof be made and re-

corded. And he shall perform such other duties 
as may be required of him by the common coun­
cil and by the general laws of the Rtate and the 
provisions of this act, aU without extra compen­
sation. 
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SECTION b. It shan be the duty of th9 city Duti.s ot tbe 

comptroller to make out and report to the common ~:!t:'~~Ded. 
council, at its first regular m~eting in the month ' 
of September, in each year, a statement in detail 
of all the expenses of the city and the condition 
of its funds and revenues for the precedin~ year, 
and an estimate of the citr. expenses, the amounts 
required for the several cIty and ward funds, and 
the revenue necessary for the current year. He 
shall make out a list of all the outstanding bonds 
and coupons, the date of issue and maturity there-
of, where and to whom payable, the rate of inter· 
est, and the purposes for which they were issued, 
and recommend to the common council such 
action as will best secure the punctual payment 
of the principal and interest of such bonds. He 
shall make out or cause to be made out estimates 
of the expenses of any work to be done by the city 
and shall examine all estimates of work to be 
done by the board of public works, and counter­
sign all contracts entered into by the city, or any 
ward thereof,and countersign aU orders, contracts 
and certificates of work entered into by the board 
of publi~ works, and unless they be so counter' 
signed they shall have no validity. And no money 
shall be drawn from the city treasury for work 
done on any contract before it 'Was countersigned 
by him. He shall countersign aU orders drawn 
upon the city treasury and keep a correct record 
thereof. He shall, in no case countersign con­
tracts for the expenditure of money by the city, 
until the means of paying for the same shall 
have been provided by the common council and 
for a violation of his duty in this respect he and 
his bail shall be liable for all damages resulting to 
the city or any individual. Duplicate receipts 
shall be given by the treasurer for all moneys re­
cei ved into the treasury, one of which shall be de­
posited with the comptroller, and the other 
countE>rsigned by him. He shall kef'p a full ac­
count of all the separate funels of the city and 
the wards thereof, and the several amounts re­
ceived to the credit of the same respectively, and 
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the amounts severally paid from the same. He 
shall countersign no draft or order on the treas­
ury 1lnless the same shall specify the particular 
fund from which it shall be paid, and the fund SO 
specified shall be good for the amount of such 
draft or order. He shall make copies of the as­
sessments of the property of the city, when re­
quired, and make and complete all tax rolls. He 
shall audit all claims and demands against the 
city before the same are acted upon by the com­
mon council, and keep a fuli account thereof. He 
shall keep a full account of all receipts into the 
treasury, and the disbursements therefrom, 
and of all contracts countersigned by him, and 
claims for dama~es against the city. He shall 
report to the common council, at its first meeting 
in each month, the amount of all contracts which 
have been entered into chargeable to the general 
fund of said city, the bills, claims and demands 
that have been audited, and againRt what fund, 
and the balance in each fund. He shall kP.ep a 
record of his acts and doings, which shall be 
open to the inspection of all parties interested. 
He shall not bA directly or indirectly interested in 
any contract or job to which the city or any ward 
thereof shall be a party. He shall perform such 
other duties as the -common counciJ, byordin­
ance or resolution, may direct. 

SECTION 6. The treasurer sha1I receive all mon­
eys belonging to the city, and keep a detailed and 
accurate account thereof, together with an account 
of all disbursements, in such books and in such 
manner as the (:ommon council may direct; he 
shaJI collect all licenses, duties and moneys, all 
taxes and assessments which may be levied or 
assessed upon the real and personal property in 
the city, and exercise the same powers, when not 
otherwise prescribed by this act, as control and 
govern town treasurers. and shall be subject to 
the same liabilities; provided, that he shall receive 
no fees for his services except such salary as he 
shall be paid by the city. He shall pay all orders, 
which specify the fund out of which they are to 
be paid, drawn upon the treasury, by order of the 
common council, or as may be otherwise directed 
and authorized by this act, out of the proper fund; 
he shall report quarterly to the comptroller. a full 
and detailed account of all receipts and expendi-
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tures since the date of his last quarterly report, 
and he shall at the same time report as to the con­
dition and balances of the separate funds thereof, 
which reports shall be filed with the city clerk. 
He shall at the end of each month depo!'it at the 
bank or places of deposit selected by the common 
counciJ, the balance in the treasury over fifteen 
hundred (1,500) dollars.

SECTION 7. The city attorney shall conduct all Dutt. of oiv 

the law business of the city, and of the depart- :'re7 • 
ments thereof, and all other law business in 
which the city shall be interested, when so or-
dered by the common council. He shall when 
required~ furnish written opinions upon subjects 
submitted to him by the mayor, or the common 
council, or any of its committees, or any of the 
departments of the municipal government. He 
shall keep a docket of all the cases in which the 
city is a party, in any court of record, in whi('h 
he shall briefly enter all steps taken in each case I 
and t.he date thereof, which docket shall, at al 
times, be open to the inspection of the mayor, 
comptroller or Rny committee of the common 
council. He shaH draft all ordinances, bonds, 
contracts, leases, conveyances, and such other 
writin~s and written instruments as the common 
council may require. He shall perform such 
other duties as may be required of him by ordi-
nance or resolution of the common council. He ' 
shall be the attorney of record in all cases for 
and against the city; provided that the common 
council shall have power to appoint any other at-
torney to transact any business or to assist the 
city attorney in the transaction of 9.ny business. 

SlCTION 8. The city engineer shan be a practi- Dutleeot oity 
cal surveyor and engineer. He shall keep his eQ~lbeer de­

office at some convenient place within the city. fined. 

He shall perform all duties required of him bV 
this act and by resolution or ordinance of the 
common council. He shall, when required, make 
surveys, profiles, plans. specifications and esti-
mates for the gradmgof any street, alley or public 
grounds, for the building and construction of 
reservoirs, sewers and public drains, and for the 
establishment of dock and wharf lines. He shall 
makA such written recommendations to the com-
mon council, to the aldermen of any ward, and to 
any committee of said city, as he may deem 

21-1.. 
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proper. He shaU, when requested, examine any 
public work or improvement, done under any 
contract with the city or any ward thereof, and 
make true rpports of such examination to the 
common cvuncil. He shaH, when requested, at­
tend any meetings of the common council, or any 
committee thereof, or of the city. He shall sit 
with the board of public works. when requested 
so to do by any member of said board. All sur­
veys, profiles, plans and estimates for the city. or 
any ward thereof, shall be the propert.y of the city 
and safely kept and preserved in his office, open 
to the inspection of all parties interested. He 
shall, when required by the common council, file 
with the city clerk duly certified copies of any 
plans, surveys, profiles and estimates. He shall 
deliver to his successor in office all books and 
papers appertaining to his office. All surveys, 
profiles, plans and estimates made by him by 
order of the cummon council or any committee 
of the city shall be prima facie evidence in all 
courts in this state. His compensation shall he 
fixed by the common counCIl. and may be allowed 
either in the form of a per diem, fees, or a stated 
salary. :ard of ~e- SECTION 9. The board of cemetery commission­

aI:rae~~m' ers shall consist of thtee commission~rs, to be ap­
pointed by the mayor, at the time and in the man­
ner prescribed in section 8, of title 2, of this act. 
The term of office of cemetery commissioners

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comptroller, shall be paid out of that fund by the 
city treasurer. The common council shall, by 
ordinance establish such rules and regulations in 
relation to their duties and supervision as said 
council shall from time to {iime deem proper. 
They shall have the power to appoint a sexton 
and employ such assistance and workmen as they 
shall deem necessary, subject to the approval of 
the common council. The executive powers and 
duties of said board may be performed by any 
member thereof, to be designated by the board, 
who shall receive such compensation, to be paid 
out of the cemetery fund, as said board shall pre­
S('ribe, when approved by the common council. 
Each of said commissioners and the sexton shall 
have full police powers within all cemetery 
grounds of said city, to :preserve the peace and 
protect the property thermn, and it shall be their 
duty to arrest any person or persons found in said . 
grounds in a state of intoxication or acting in a 
boisterous and indecent manner, and for such pur­
poses all cemetery grounds shall be deemed and 
taken to be a part of said city. 

SECTION 10. The chief of police shall attend all DuLles of chief 

meetings of the common council, and shall per- of police. 

form sllch other duties as shall be prescribed by 
the council, for t.he preservation of the public 
peace, and the collection of licenses and fines, 
and he shall receIVe such compensation as the 
council may prescribe. He shall possess all the 
powers of constables of towns, and be subjeCt to 
the same liabilities. He shall execute and return 
a11 writs and processes to him directed, and, when 
necessary in criminal cases, or for the violation of 
any ordinance of said city or law of the state, 
may pursue and serve the same in any part of 
the state. He shall su ppress all riots, disturb· 
ances and breaches of the peace, and abate all nui-
sances in said city. He shall apprehend all per-
80ns in the act of committing any offense against 
any ordinance of said city or law of this state, 
and within a reasonable time bring such persons 
before the municipal judge or other competent 
authority for examination or trial. He shall, un-
der t.he supervision of the mayor, have the con-
trol and supervision of all policemen of said city, 
and he shall from time to time make a report to 
the common council as to the efficiency of the po-
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lice force of said city, and the number of arrests 
made by the police department, and the occasion 
therefor, and he shall make such other reports 
and perform such other duties as the common 
council may require.

.be recorded, and all their papers and recor(is, and 
all election returns shall be deposited with the 
city clerk, and each member of the common coun­
cil shall be entitled to one vote and no more, on 
°any one question. The ayes and noes may be re­
quired by any member, and on a11 questions, or­
dinances or resolutions for assessing and levying 
taxes, or for the appropriation or disbursement of 
moneY', or creating any liability or charge against 
the diy, or any ward thereof, the vote shall be 
taken by ayes and noes, and every vote by ayes 
and noes shall be entered uron the journal at 
length. The common coonci shall be the judge 
of the electiun and qualification of its own mem­
bers, and may punish its members or other per­
sons present, by fine, for disorderly behavior, and 
may compel the attendance of its members upon 
its sessions, and employ the police of said city for 
that purpose, and may fine or expel any member 
for neglecting his duty as such member, or for 
unnecessary absence from the sessions of the 
council.

There shall be in the city of She- C~UU:~OD8 
boygan an executive de~artment, to Le known ~o~:.. c 
as the board of public works, to consist of three 
members, who shall be styled the commissioners 
of public works. They shall annually elect from 
their own nnmber a president and a clerk, who 
are severally hereby authorized to administer all 
oaths required by thi'il act. The members of said 
board shall be appointed by the mayor of said 
city, by and with the approval of the comn.1on 
council. Their term of office shall he three years, 
and shall commence on the third Tuesday of 
April. On the third Tuesday of April, 1887, tbe 
mayor sball appoint three commissioners; one 
for the term of three years, one for the term of 
two years and the other for the term of one year, 
and annually tbereafter tbe mayor shall appoint 
one commissioner for the full term of three years 
to succeed the commissioner whose term of office 
then expires, and as often as a vacancy shall oc-
cur in said board, whether by death, resignation 
or otherwise, such vacancy shall be filled by the 
mayor in the manner above provided, for the un-
expired term. The members of said board shall 
be residents of said city as follows, to-wit: One 
shall be appointed from and be a resident free-
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holder of that part of the city south of the She­
boygan river; one shall be appointed from and be 
a resident freeholder of that part of said city 
north of said river and east of Eighth street, and 
the other shall be appointed from and be a resi, 
dent freeholder of that part of said city north of 
said river and west of Eighth street. 

SECTION 2. The said board of public works are 
authorized to employ, from time to time, such 
superintendents, clerks. agents, assistants and 
workmen as they may deem necessary in the dis' 
charge of their duties; and Illay adopt by-laws 
for t he regulation and conduct of all persons in 
their employ or under their supervision, suhject, 
however. to such regulations respecting the num· 
ber of persons employed and their compensation 
and duties, as the common council may prescribe 
by ordinance or resolution. 'I'he said commission· 
ers of public works shaH receive such salary, per 
diem or fees, as the common council may fix, and 
the same may be increased, diminished or changed 
at any time by said council. 

SECTION 3. . Each .of the members of the board 
of puhli<: works shall, upon entering upon the du­
ties of his office, take and subscribe the oath of 
office prescribed by the constitution of this sta~, 
and shall give a bond to the city, with two or 
more sureties to be approved by the common 
council, in such penal sum, not less than two 
thousand dollars. as said council may requir€l. 
conditioned for the faithful discharge of his du­
ties. Said hoard shall keep their office at some 
place to be fixed by the common council, and shall 
fix certain days and hours when they, or a major­
ity of them will be in attendance, to hear CODl­

plaints and transact business. No estimate, con­
tract or other official paper shall he signed or 
executed by said board (except) at the office so 
designated by the common council. 

SECTION 4. A majority of said board shall be 
a quorum to do business. They shall keep a rec· 
ord of all their acts and doings, and keep and 
preserve all contracts, plans. estimates and pro­
files, which at. all times shall be open ~o the in­
spection of the common council or any member 
thereof, or of any committee appointed by said 
council. They shall "eport their acts 'and doings 
to the common council on or before the first day

city or any ward thereof, except as otherwise 
especially provided in this act; and also of all 
work for the deepening, widening or dredging of 
the rivers in said city, of all se.wers and the works 
pertaining thereto, and of all public works com' 
menced or undertaken by the city or any ward 
thereof, except as otherwise provided in this act. 
They bhall have power to make contracts in the 
name and on behalf of the city for the purpose 
and in the manner and under the limitations pre-
scribed by this act. Th~y shall perform all the 
duties required by this act, and such other duties 
as the common council may from ti~e to time 
require.

SECTION 7. The said board of public works Power tograa 
shall have exclusive power to grant permits, sub- ~~ltII_Ola. 
ject to such regulations and restrictIOns as may 
be prescribed by the ordinances of the city, for 
the moving of houses along or across street!!, al-
leys. or walks, and to regulate the building of 
vaults under streets, alleys or sidewalks. No 
building material or obstruction of any kind shall 
be placed on the streets, walks or other grounds 
of the city without the written consent or permit 
of said board. They shall have power to regulate 
and control the manner of using streets, alleys or 
walks, for laying down gas or water pipes and 
sewers, and to determine the location and depth 
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thereof, and to cause the prompt repair, in such 
time and manner as they shall direct. of streets, 
alleys or walks, whenever I:uch pipes or sewers 
may be taken up or altered, and in case any cor­
poration. company or individual shall neglect to 
repair or restore to its former condition, any 
street, alley or sidewalk so excavated, taken up 
or altered, within the time and in the manner di­
rected by said board, the said board shall cause 
the sam~ to be done at the expense of such cor­
poration, conlpany or individual. 

Whenever any pu blic work or im-
r , provement shall be ordered by the common coun-

cil, the said bo~rd shall advertise for proposals 
for doing the same. A plan or profile of the 
work to be done, accompanied with specifications 
for doing the same, or other appropriate and suf­
ficient description of the work required to be 
done, and of the kinds and quality of materials to 
be used, being first placed on file in the office of 
said board for the information of bidders and 
others. Such advertisement shall be published 
for at least one week in the official papers of said 
city, and shall state the work to be done and the 
time for doing the same, which shall in all cases 
be such reasonable time as may be necessary to 
enable a contractor with due diligence to perform 
and complete the work. All prop03als shall be 
in writing and sealed and directed to said 
board, and tlhall be accompanied with a 
bond to said city of Sheboygan in such 
penal sum not less than thirty per cent.

and secure materials for the .completion f)f the 
same, and charge the expense thereof to the coo­
tractor. And the power is hereby given to said 
board to adjust anll determine all questions as to 
the amount earned under any contract according 
to the true intent and meaning of the contract; and

such adjustment and determination by said board 
shall be final between the parties and bIDding upon 
them. If the :amount of damages to be paid to 
the city exceed the amount due from the city to 
such contractor or contractors, according to such 
determination or adjustment then the ,difference 
or balance in favor of the city, according to such 
determination or adjustment, shaH be recoverable 
at .la w in an action in the name of the city, against 
such contractor or contractors and their sureties, 
in any court having jurisdiction. Every contract 
made with the city shall be made expressly sub· 
ject to the powers given to said board by this sec­
tion, and shall also contain a covenant or an agree­
ment on the part of a contractor and his sureties 
that in case such contractor shall fail to fully and 
completely perform his contract within the time 
therein limited for the {>erformance thereof. such 
contractor and his suretIes shall pay to the city of 
Sheboygan, as liqUidated damages for such de­
fault, a certain fixed sum to be named in the con­
tract, which shall not in any case be less than ten 
per cent. nor more than twenty-five per cent. of 
the aggregate <!Ost of the work embraced in the 
contract.

. contractors shall proceed properly and with due ::::.-:J,:e. 

diligence to perform his or their contract, the said tract. 

board may, in their discretion, from time to time,

fifteen per cent. thereon) which shall entitle the 
holder to the amount due thereon, when the 
amount applicable to the payment of such work

ortall& the default of any contractor, it shall be the duty 

of the board of public works to rpport that fact 
immediately to the common council, with a stau,­
ment of the condition of the work. and an esti· 
mate of the prohable cost of completing the same, 
in the manner required by the contract. 

TITLE VI. 

PUBLIC IMPROVEllENTS AND TAKING PRIVATE PKOP­
ERTY THEREFOR. 

Power to lay SECTION 1. The common council shall have ::l:':::. the right to layout public parks, squares, grounds. 
st,reets and alleys, and to widen, change and ex­
tend the same as follows: Any twenty· five or 
more freeholders residing in any ward may, by 
petition, represent to the common council, that it 
is necessary to take certain lands, within the 
ward where sllch petitioners reside, for public 
use, for the purpose of laying out public parks, 
squares, grounds, streets and alleys, or to widen, 
change, extend or enlarge the same, setting forth 
in such petition the courses and distances of the 
same, and the metes and bounds of the lands pro· 
posed to be taken, together with the names and 
residences of the owners of such lands. if the 
same shall be known to the petitioners; and pray· 
ing that such lands may be taken for such pur· 
poses, as authorized by law. Every 'Person sign­
ing such petition shall write after hIS signature 
thereto, a brief description of his real estate 
which makes him such freeholder, or of some 
part thereof, and of his place of residence in the 
city and shall make and annex to such petition his 
affirlavit that he is a resident and freeholder of the 
said ward; and such signer making such affida· 
it shall thereupon be taken to be such residant 
and freeholder, although it should afterwards ap­
pear that in fact he was not such resident or free· 
holder. Persons in alltual possession of real 
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estate under a valid contract for the purchase 
thereof from the owner, shall be deemed to btl 
freeholders within the meaning and for the pur­
pose of this section before such petition shall he 
actOO upon by the common council. The petition­
ers shall cause to be executed to the city of She­
boygan, and delivered to the treasurer thereof. for 
the use of said city, a bond in the penal sum of 
one thousand doJIant, with sureties to be ap­
proved by the comptroller, conditioned that they 
will prosecute theil' petition to effect, and pay all 
costs and charges which the city or any ward 
thereof, may sustain in consequence of such ap­
plication_

council shall thereupon causa notice of such ap­
plication to be given to t.hp. occupant or occupants 
of such lands, if any there be. by publishing a 
notice thef<'!Of, in the official papers, once in each 
week, for four successive weeks. which notice 
shall state that, on a certain day therein named~ 
nut less than fi ve weeks from the first day of pub­
lication, application will be made to the judge of 
the county court of Sheboygan county. for the ap­
pointment of twelve jurors to view said premil'les~ 
and to determine whether it will be necessary to-
take said landA for the purposes specified in said 
petition, at which time and place any person in­
terested in the lands propOl'wd to be taken may 
appear before said judge and state the p:round of 
his objections. Upon the presentat.ion of such ap­
plication, and the proof of the pUblication of the 
notice herein required, the said judge shall ap-
point twelve reputable freeholders. residents of 
the city, and not interested in the result of such 
application. The said judp:e shall thereupon is-
sue his -precept, directed to said juror8. requiring 
them WIthin thirty days to view said premises, 
which shall be described in said precept, and to 
make return thereon under their names to the 
common council, whether in their judgment it is 
np,cessary to take said lands for the purposes spec-
ified in said appJic'.ation. If any of the jurors so 
appointed shall be disqualified to act, or shall re-
fuse to act, the said judge shall appoint others in 
their places, and a memorandum of such suhsti­
tutition shall be endorsed by him on the precept. 
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SEOTION 3. The jurors so appointed shall, 'be­
fore they proceed to view the premises in question, 
severally take and subscribe the oath or affirma· 
tion, which shall be filed with the city clerk, that 
they will faithfully and honestly dischargE: the 
duty imposed upon them, and determine whether 
it is necessary to take said lands for the public 
use, and it sha.ll be the duty of every person ap­
pointed as such juror to act, unless excused for 
reasonable cause by the judge appointing him, 
and every person so appointed and duly summonoo 
or notified to act as required by law, who shaH, 
without being so excused, neglect or refuse to 
perform his duty as such juror, shall be liable to 
a penalty of fifty dollars, to be recovered in an 
action brought in the name and behalf of the city, 
before any court having jurisdiction, and it shall 
be the duty of the officer summoning such jurors, 
to notify the city attorney of any violation of this 
section, and it shall be the duty of the city attor­
ney to prosecute any person so offending. 

8ECTION 4. The saId jurors, when so appointed 
and sworn, shall immediately pror,eed in a body 
to view the lands proposed to be taken, and for 
their own information as to the value of such 
lands, or the necessity of taking the same, said 
jury orany one of them, may summon, or cause 
to be summoned, such witnesses as he or they 
may desire, to appear before said jury and testify 
as to the facts in the case, and said jury shall also 
hear such testimony as may be offered by any 
party interested, and either of said jurors are 
hereby authorized to administer the necessary 
oaths to witnesses, but it shall not be necessary 
for such juro.rs to reduce the testimony taken be· 
fore them to writing, or to report the flame, and it 
shall not be necessary for said jury to give any 
notice of their meeting, and they may adjourn 
from day to day when necessary. Said jury shaH 
make a report to the common council within the 
time limited in the precept, which report shan be 
signed by them respectively, and shall state 
whether in their judgment, it is necessary to take 
the lands in question for the ppblic use as pro· 
posed in said petition. 

SEOl'ION o. Should the jury report that it is 
necessary to take the lands, the common council 
shall enter an order in their proceedings, confirm 
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ing the whole or any part of said report, and the 
common council shall direct th~ board of public 
works, within one month thereafter, or such fur­
tber time as may be deemed proper, to view said 
land& at such time as the board may agree upon, 
of which at least three days' notice shall be given 
by publication in the official papers, for the pur­
pose of, ascertaining and determining the amount 
of damages to be paid to the owner or owners Qf 
the. lands proposed to be taken, and also what 
lands or premises will be benefited by such taking, 
and to make report of their assessment of such 
damages and benefits to the common council. 
Said board may obtain the testimony of witnesses 
as to the facts in the case, in the same manner as 
provided in section 4, of this title, and shall hear 
such testimony as may be offered by any party 
interested, which testimony shall be reduced to 
writing by one of the members of the board; and 
said board shall determine and assess, and return 
such damages and benefits, in the manner herein­
after directed.

deposit of ashes in dangerous places; to require 
the inhabitants to provide as many fire-buckets 
in such time and manner as they shall prescribe, 
and to regulate the use of them in time of fire; 
to regulate the. carrying on of manufactories 
dangerous in causing or promoting fires; to regu­
late and prevent the use of fire-works or fire-arms; 
to compel the owners and occupants of buildings 
to have scuttles in the roofs, and stairs or ladders 
leading to the same; to authorize the mayor, al­
dermen. and other officers of the city to keep 
away from the vicinity of any fire all idle and sus­
pected persons, and to compel all by-standers to 
aid in the extinguishment of fires, and in the pres­
ervation of property exposed to danger thereat, 
and generally to establish such regulations for the 
extinguishing of and prevention of fires, and for 
the protection of persons and property from injury 
t.hereby, as they may deem expedient.

persons, including the watchman, to care for and

The chief engineer of the fire de- Chief eD«laeer 
partment shall be appointed by the mayor, sub- ~~ ~:~Inted 
Ject to confirmation by the common council, and 
he shall hold his office for two years, subject to 
removal by the mayor with the approval of said 
council. All other members of the fire depart-
ment shall be appointed by the chief engineer, 
subject to the written approval of the mayor, and 
shall hold during the pleasure of such engineer. 
The common council may provide by ordinance 
for the performance of police or other duties by 
the members of the fire department. . 

SECTION 6. Whenever any ~rson shall refuse Pea&'tf tor 
to obey any lawful order of tne mayor, chief en- r:= ~':rJ.:r~7 
gineer, alderman or poli~man at any fire, it shall-
be lawful and the duty of the officer giving such 
order to arrest, or direct orally any policeman, 
constable, watchman or any citizen to arrest such 
person, or to confine him t.emporarily in any safe 
place until the fire shall be extinguished; and in 
the same manner such officers, or any of them, 
mar arrest or direct the confinement of any in-
toXIcated person at such fire; and any person who 

• 
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shall refuse to obey such lawful order, or who shall 
refuse to arrest \lr assist in arresting any Ruch 
person hereby authorized to be arrested, or who 
shall be otherwise disorderly shall be Hable to 
such penalty as the common council m:ly pre­
scribe, not exceeding fifteen dollars. 

TITLE XIV. 

THE POLlCE DEPARTMENT. 

SECTION 1. The police force of the city of She­
boygan shall con'5ist of one chiflf of police, and 
such number of policemen as the common coun­
cil shall from time to time deem necessary, and 
authorize to be appointed. 

SIl:OTION~. The chief of police shall be ap­
pointed by the mayor, and approved by the com­
mon council, on the third Tue~day in April, 1887, 
and bienially thereafter, and he may be removed 
by the mayor by and with the approval of the 
common council. Before entering upon the 
duties of his office, the chief of police shall exe­
cute to the city of Sheboygan a bond in the penal 
sum of two thousand dollars, with two or more 
sureties, to be approved by the common council, 
said bond to be condItioned for the faithful per­
formance of the duties of his office, and the com­
mon council may require all other policemen to 
give a bond in such sum and on such conditions 
and with such sureties as they may deem proper. 
The chief of police, subject to the approval of the 
mayor, shall appoint all other members of the 
pohce force, who shall hold their office until the 
third Tuesday of April following the date of 
their appointment, unless sooner removed in the 
manner in which they were appointed; and all 
appointments in the police department shall be 
reported to the common council annually, and as 
often 8S changE's are made. 

SEC rION 8. The mayor or common council may 
direct the chief of police to detail any of the 
police force to perform such official duties as he 
or they may deflm proper, and no extra compen­
sation shall be allowed thE-refor. 

To have power SECTION 4. 'fhe mayor, aldermen, harbor­
of polloemea. master and bridge tenders of the city shall, sever-
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aUy and respectively have and exercise within said 
city, all the powers of poiicemen of the city, with­
out any extra compensation or claim of extra 
compensation therefor. 

SECTION 5. The members of the police force Dutteaofpolloll 
shall perform such duties as are or shall be pre- force. 

scribed by the common council, for the preserva-
tion of the public peace and the good order and 
health of the city; they shall possess the powers 
of constables at common law, or by the laws of 
this state, but they shall not serve civil plocess 
except where the city is a party. 

SECTION 6. The mayor or acting mayor, the Offtc .... of the 
sheriff of Sheboygan county, and each and every peace. 

alderman, justice of the peace, policeman, con-
stable, watchman, bridge tender, harbor-master, 
membArs of the board of public works and the 
municipal judge, shall be officers of the peace, 
and suppress in a summary manner, all noting 
and disorderly; behavior within the limits of the 
city, and shall command the peace; and for -
such purpose they may command the assistance 
of !ill by·standers, and if need he, of all citizens, 
and if any pt>riJOn or by-stander shaH refuse to aid 
in maintaining the peace when so required, 
each such person shall forfeit and pay a fin~ of 
fifty dollars; and in r..ases where the civil power 
may be required to suppress riotious and disorderly 
behavior, the superior or senior officer present, in' 
the order above mentioned, shall direct the -pro-
ceedings. 

SECTION 7. It shall be the duty of the chief of DutleuUt,e 
police, on or be~ore the first day of May in each obi,f of pollee. 

year, to report to the city clerk and attorney the 
names and places of business of aU the parties 
within said city selling or dealing in spirituous, 
vinous or fermented liquors, and to give notice to 
such parties that they are required to pay the city 
treasurer such license money as may be fixed bv 
law for the seJling or dealing in spirituous, vinous 
or fermented liquors; and, from time to time, the 
chief of police shall report the names and places 
of business of all other parties who, subsequent 
to or who were not embracPd in such report, shall 
be or may have been engaged in selling 01· dealing 
in spiritous, vinous or fermented liquors. Every 
license for the sale of such liquors shall expire on 
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the first day of May following the date of its 
issue. 

SECTION 8. No extra compensation shall be paid 
the chief of police for the performance of the 
services specified in the foregoing section. 

SECTION 9. It shall be the duty of the city at­
torney to prosecute all persons whose names are 
embraced in such annual report, who shall not 
have'taken out their proper license on or before 
the twentieth day of May, and he sball prosecute 
all parties not embraced in such reports, who shall 
not have taken out their license within forty-eight 
hours from the time they shall have been notified 
by the chief of police. 

TITLE XV. 

THE MUNICIPAL COURT. 

SECTION 1. There is hereby established in the 
city of Sheboygan. a municipal court, for the 
transaction of all business that may lawfully come 
before it, and for that purpose the city of Sheboy­
gan is hereby declared a municipality. The qual­
ified electors of the said city of Sheboygan shall, 
on the first Tuesday of April, 1887, and once m 
every four years thereafter, elect a suitable person 
to the office of judge of said municipal court, to 
be called the municipal judge, who shall hold his 
office for the term of four years, and until his 
successor is duly elected and qualified; and the 
said judge shall, before entering upon the duties 
of his office take and subscribe the oath of office 
to support the constitution of the United States 
and the constitution of the state of Wisconsin, 
and to faithfully, honestly and impartially dis­
char~ the duties of his office, which oath may be 
admmistered by any officer authorized by the la W8 
of the state of Wisconsin to administer oaths, and 
shall be filed in the office of the clerk of the circuit 
court of Sheboygan county, together with an 
official bond with two sureties, in the form now 
prescribed by law for justices of the peace of the 
state of Wisconsin. 

SECTION 2. The municipal judge of the city of 
Sheboygan shall have juriSdiction to try and de­
termine all actions at law, where the amount 
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claimed shall not exceed the sum of six hundred 
dollars, and to try and determine all criminal ac­
tions where the crime was committed in said city, 
and that I:tre not punishable by commitment to 
the state prison, and to arrest and examine and 
to hold to bail all parties charged with other of­
fenses against the laws of the state as provided by 
law. And the said court and judge thereof shall 
also have exc1usive original jurisdiction of aU of­
fences and actions under the charter of said city 
and the ordinances, rules and by-laws of said city. 
and exclusive jurisdiction of all criminal trials 
and examinations for offenses committed within 
said city, subject to appeal to the circuit court of 
'Said county, and the statute of removal of causes, 
either civil or criminal, applying to justices of 
the peace, shall not apply to said judge or his 
court and there shall be no removal therefrom 
and the said court and the judge thereof shall have 
all the jurisdiction given by law to justices of the 
peace of said county; and the proceedings and 
practice of said court shall in all rf'spects, as far 
as practicable"comply with the laws of this state 
applicablp to justice's courts, eXCE>pt as otherwise 
provided in this title, and transcripts of the judg­
menti of the said municipal court shall be with 
like effect filed and entered with the clerk of the 
circuit court of said county, and all appeals, civil 
and criminal may be taken in the same manner 
and with like effect as are now provided for courts 
of justices of the peace, and the said judge shall 
have power to sentence and commit an persons 
convicted of any flf the offenses of which he has 
jurisdiction, that the circuit judge and justices of 
the peace may now lawfully do. 

SECTION 3. The provisions of the charter of Provl~loD8 of 

the cit.y of Sheboygan, and all other laws of the ~~~I~[ot~d 
state relating to justices' courtl:l, shan be so con- court. 
struad as to apply to said municipal court. so far 
as the same are not inconsistent with this act;

but the salary of the judge first elected under this 
act shall be five hundred dollars per annum, and 
such salary and the salary fixed by the common 
council shall be neither increased nor diminished 
during the term of office for which the same was 
fixed; such ~lary to he paid quarterly, and the 
said jud,:te shall pay over to the treasurer of the 
city of Sheboygan all fines and penalties imposed 
by virtue of the charter, ordiI\Bnces and regula­
tions of said city.

The judge of said municipal court 
may provide a seal for his said court, and all papers, 
depositions, certificates, acknowledgements, ex­
aminations or other documents, executed or 
signed by said judge, 'When sealed with the seal 
of said court, shall be evidence in all courts and 
places in this state, and shall have the same effect 
as the seal of a coUrt of record. 

~bat ~~~;: SECTION 6. No general or local act of the legis­
aw mua. . lature heretofore passed, or which shall hereatter 

be enacted, shall be construed as to change, alter, 
modify or repeal this act, or any provision of the 
charter, ordinances, rules or regulations of the 
city of Sheboygan thereto relating, unless the pur­
pose so to do be expressly set forth in such gen­
eral or local law, by stating therein that it is the 
intention of the legislature to have the same apply 
to the city of Sheboygan.

TITLE XVII. 

FINANCE AND TAXA.TION. 

SECTION t. All funds in the city treasury, ex­
cept school funds and the funds set apart for the 
payment of the annual rental of hydrants for fire 
protection, Shall be under the control of the com­
mon council, and shall bE" drawn out on the order 
of the mayor and clerk, duly authorized by a vote 
of the common council, and countersigned by the 
city comptroller, except as follow.s, to-wit: The 
common counciJ may provide by ordinance for 
the payment of such persons as may be employed 
by the board of public works, or by the common 
council in the service of the city, upon monthly 
pay rolls, and shall prescribe the form of such pay 
rolls in the manner in which the same shall be 
certified. audited aDd approved; provided, that 
such pay rolls shall, in all cases, be certified by

A &ax not exceeding five mms on each dol-
lar of the taxable property of said city for the 
purpose of paying the annlIal rental of hydrants 
and other expenses connected with the water-
works of said city. For the bridge fund, a tax 
not exceeding ten· mills on each dollar of taxable 
property of said city for the building and repairing 
of bridges. For the bond fund, a tax not exceed-
ing ten mills on each dollar of taxable property of 
said city. to pay the accrued and accruing interest 
on the bonded indebtedness of said city, to pro-
vide a sinking fund to pay the bonds of said city 
when due, and for compromising the bonded in· 
debtedness of said city.

funded debt, and to meet the current expenses of 
the city. All such notes shall be paid out of the 
taxes of the current year, at such time a..q may be 
agreed, not Jater than the first day of February 
next fol1owing their datA.

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mon council in May of each year, the city clerk 
shaH prepare and present to the common council 
a descriptive list, giving the dates, amounts and 
names of payees of all city orders drawn, which 
shall have remained in his office three years un­
called for by such payees.

tory of said chapter 254·, relating to said city of 
Sheboygan, particularly mentioned and described 
as follows, to-wit: Chapter 126, of the private and 
local laws of 1869; chapter 410, of the private and 
local laws of the year 1811; chapter 282. of the 
session' laws of the year 187!-Jj chapters ~03 and 
236, of the session laws of the year 1,.74; chapter 
111, of the session laws of the year 1875; chapters 
56 and 211, of the seMion laws of the year 1876; 
chapter 29, of the session laws of the year 1877; 
and chapter ·305, of the session laws of the year 
1885; these and all other acts and parts of acts, 
inconsistent with or superseded by this act. are 
hereby repealed, but such repeal shall not in any 
manner affect, injure 01' invalidate any contracts, 
acts, suits, proceedings, claims or demands that 
may exist, under, by virtue of 01' in pursuance of 
the said acts or any of them; but the same shall 
remain in full force and effect, and be enforced 
and carried out as fully and effectual1y as if this 
act had not been passed, but in conformity with 
the provisions of this act so far as the same may 
be applicable. 

SECTION 18. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication.
