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CHAPTER 127. 
AN ACT to incorporate the city of Ashland. 

'IJte people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact asfollows: 

CHAPTER 1. 

SECTION i. All that district of conntry in the Corporate 
county of Ashland, hereinafter described, shall be name. 
'and remain a city by the name of Ashland, and 
the people who now or may hereafter inhabit 
said district, shall be a municipal corporation by 
the namEl of the city of Ashland, and shall have 
the general power~ possessed by municipal cor­
porations at common law, and also the powers 
hereinafter specially granted, and the authorities 
thereof shaU have perpetual succes~ion, and shaH 
be capable of contracting and bein~ contracted 
with, suing and being sned, pleading and being 
impleaded with, in aU courts of law and equity, 
and shall have a common seal, and may change 
and alter the same at pleasure. 

CHAPTER II.

SECTION 1. AU of sections twenty-three, twen- CIt7 

ty-six. twenty-seven, twenty-eight, thirty-two, boUDdarlee. 

thirty-three, thirty-four and thirty-five. in town-
ship forty· eight, range four west, and aU of sec-
tions two, three, four, five, six, seven, eight, nine 
and ten, in township forty-seven, range four west. 
in Ashland county, Wisconsin, shall be included 
within and constitut.e the territory comprising 
the city of Ashland. 

SECTION 2. The city is hereby divided into five Ward 
wards, as follows: AU that part of the territory boUDdaries. 

lying and being northwest of the center line of 
Delaware street and of said center line extended 
to the south boundary line of said city, shall con-
stitute and is hereby established as the first 
ward. AU that part of the territory lying and be-
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ing between the east boundary line of said first 
ward and the center line of Lake avenue, and said 
Center line extended to the south boundary line 
of said territOl·Y, shall constitute and is herebyes· 
tablished as the second ward. AIHhat part of the 
territory lying and being bet ween the east bound­
ary line of said second ward and the center line of 
Ellis avenu~ and said center line extended to the 
south boundary line of said territory, shall consti­
tute and is herehy established as the third ward. 
All that part of the territory lying and being be­
tween the east boundary line of said third ward 
and the center line of Jefferson avenue, and said 
center line extended to the south boundary line 

. of said territory, Ehall const.itute and is hereby es­
. tabliRhed as the fourth ward. All that part of the 

territo'y lying and heing between the east 
boundary line of said fourth ward and the west 
boundary line or said territory, shall constitute 
and is hereby established as the fifth ward. It 
shall be the duty of the clerk to prepare a book 
for use at· the election in each ward, in which 
shall be entered in orderly and convenient form 
all lots and subdivisions of land in the ward. The 
descriptions shaH be as platted when the territory 
has been platted, otherwise by government de­
scription. The council may require also that all 
lots and parcels of land be designated as occupied 
or vacant, as the case may be. The books so pre­
pared shall be delivered to the inspectors of elec­
tion for the respective wards before the polls are 
opened, and be return~d by them with the other 
returns as hereinafter provided. 

CHAPTER III. 

..\1lII1I&1 SECl'ION 1. The annual election for ward and 
~~e:~lhen city officers shaH be held on the second Tuesday 

of Mar('h of each year except as hereinafter men· 
tioned, at such place in each ward as the common 
council shaH designate; and the polls shaH '?e 
kept open from nine o'clock in the forenoon till 
five o'clock in the afternoon, and ten days' pre· 
vious notice except the first election after ~he 
passage of this act, shall be given by the CIty 
clerk, in such manner as the common council 
shall ~irect, of the time and place of holding such

elections, and of t.he city and ward officers to be 
ejected; provided. however, that no election shall 
be invalidated because of failure to yive said 
notice; and provided further, that no election 
shaH be held in any building where intoxicating 
liquors are kept; provided further, that after the 
election of 18~7. the annual election in said city 
for city and ward. officers shall be on the first 
Tuesday of March In each year. 

SECTION 2. The elective officers of said city ElecUYe &Del 

shall be a mayor, one alderman from each ward, ~=Ye 
a city treasurer, city clerk. one justice of the peace 
and one supervisor from each ward. The appoint-
ive officers shall be a city assessor, city attorney, 
city auditor, city physician. street commissioner 
and city &urveyor, and such other officers as are 
necessary to the proper management of the affairs 
of the city; which officers shall be appointed by 
the mayor. The term of office of all elective offi-
cers~ except justices of the peace shall commence • 
on the second Tuesday of April after their elec· 
tion, and continue for one year, or until their suc-
cessors are elected and qualified. The term of 
office of all appointed offict.>rs shall commence on 
the first Tuesday after their appointment, and 
expire with the term of . office of the mayor who 
appoints them, except city auditor, city attorney, 
city surveyor, city physician and street commis· 
sioner, and the term of office of the said auditor, 
physician. attorney, surveyor and street commis-
sioner shall expire when their successors are 
appointed and qualified. 

SECTION 3. Whenever a vacancy shall occur V_elea.how 
in the office of mayor. alderman, supervisor or Allee!. 

justice of the peace, such vacancy shall be filled 
by a new election, which shall be ordered by the 
common council within ten days after such va-
cancy shall occur. Any vat:ancy happening i[l 
any other office shaH be filled by the mayor. 
The person elected or appointed to fill any va· 
cancy shall hold his office and discharge the duo 
ties thereof for the unexpired term, and shall be 
subject to the same liabihties as the person whose 
office he flhall be elected or appointed to fill. 

SECTION 4. All the elective officers of said city Election. ud 
and all the appointive officers hE>rein specially :::'8801 
mentioned, shall he qualified voters of said . 
city, and the mayor, aldermen, supervisors, 
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street commissioners and assessors shall, as a 
qualificat.ion for the office, be the owners in fee 
of one or more parcels of real estate Rituate 
within said city. All ward officers, including al­
dermen and supervisors, shall be qualified voters' 
of the ward in which they are elpcted, and shall 
possess the same qua1ifications as to property as 
elective city officers. All appoint.ive officers, ex­
c.ept as heretofore provided, shall be qualified voters 
of said city. When an election shall be closed the 
ca.nvassers shall proceed to count the votes cast 
for each aud every IE:gal eandidate voted for, and 
shall make a return thereof to the city clerk; on 
the day following the election they shall return 
the ballot box sealed, with the ballots therein that 
have been canvassed by them. If any contest js 
commenced over the result within ten days they 
shall be preserved, otherwise they shall be de­
stroyed in the presence of the council, and on the 
second day after the election, the city clerk, city 
attorney and tha mayor shall proceed to canvass 
the said votes by said returns, ann shall file in the 
office of the city clerk a written statement of the 
whole number of votes cast for each office, and 
the number cast for each candidate therefor, duly 
subscribed by a majority or all of the 88.id board 
of canvassers, and the clerk shall, within three 
days thereafter, give notice tc) each person elected 
of his election. tipecial elect.ions to fill vacancies, 
or for any other purpose, shall be heM and con­
ducted in the same manner, and returns shall be 
made in the same form and manner ns of annual 
elections, and within such time as may be pre­
scribed by ordinance. Any officer removing from 
the city, or any ward officer removing from the 
ward for which he is elected, or any officer who 
shall neglect or refuse for ten days after notice of 
his election or appointment to qualify and en~r 
upon the discharge of the duties of his offir.e, shall 
be deemed to have vacated his office, and the com­
mon council shall proceed to fill such vacancy as 
herein prescribed. The clerk of the circuit court, 
county treasurer and county clerk shall canvass 
the votes by said returns of the first election held 
under this act. 

SEC1'ION 5. If at any special or general election 
the inspectors shall suspect that any person offer­
ing to vote is not a qualified elector, or if any vote 
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be chaUenged by an elector, such vote shall not 
be received unless the person offering to vote shall 
make the following oath: "You do solemnly swear 
{or affirm, as the case may be) that you are twen­
ty-one years of age, and that you are a citizeu of 
the United States (or have declared your intention 
to become a citizen conformably with the laws of 
the United States on the subject of naturalization); 
that you have been an actual resident within the 
city of Ashland for one year, and within this ward 
for thirty days immediately preceding this elec­
tion, and that you have not voted at this election, 
and that you have made no bet or wagflr, or be­
come directly or indirectly interested in any bet 
or wager depending on the result of this election, 
and that you have correctly stated where you re­
side;" which oath any member of thp board of in­
spectors is bereby authorized and empowered to 
administer, and if the person offering to vote shall 
take such oath falsely, he shall be deemed guilty 
of wilful and corrupt perjury, and upon convic­
tion thereof, upon indictmAnt or information, shall 
suffer the punishment provided by law for persons 
guilty of perjury. If any person who is not a 
qualified voter shall vote at any plection. or if any 
person duly qua1ified shall vote in any other ward 
than in the one in which he resides, or shall vote 
more than once at anyone election, he shall for­
feit and pay a sum not exceeding one hundred 
dollars nOlO less than twenty dollars_ It shall he 
the duty of the inspectors of election to keep a 
list of all the names of all 'iha persons \VhosA votes 
may be challenged as afore~aid, aud who shall 
swear in their votes, and hefOl'e any such vote 
shall be put in the box it shall be numbered on the 
back corresponding to the number of the voter's 
Dame on the list of vote", and if any inspector 
shall knowingly and corruplty receive the vote of 
any person not authorized to vote, or shall make 
out false returns of an election, or if any clerk 
shall wHfuJly omit to write down the name of 
every voter as he votes, or shall wilfully make un­
true and incorrect counts or tallies of votes, such 
inspector or (:lerk shall be liable to indictlUt'nt or 
punishment by information, and 011 conviction 
thereof shall forfeit and pay a sum not exceeding . 
five hundred dollars nor less than one hundred 
dollars.

The first election under this act 
wheD beld. hall b h I see d on the second Tuesday in April, 1887. 

and elections shaH be held annually thereafter on 
the first Tuesday of March. The present city 
officers of said city shall hold their offices for the 
time they were elected, and until their successors 
are elected an~ qualified. 

Whtl0,aedre t SECl'ION 7. All persons entitled to vote on a 
f'D t tovo e. 1 ttl t· d h h 'd d . genera s a .e e ec lon, an w 0 ave reSI e In 

the city six month~, and in the ward thirty 
days next preceding the time of holding said elec­
tion, and who shall state the lot or parcel of land 
on which they reside, shall be entitled to vote at 
aU city and warli elections; provided, however, 
that. at the election in April, 1887, all persons 
otherwise qualified shall have the right to vote ib 
the wards in which they reside at the time of the 
passage of this act. 

How elections SECTION 8. All the elections shall be conducted 
sball be 
CODducted. by the mem bers of the council from each ward, 

and a third person to be appointed hy them, and 
by two clerks to be appointed by the by.standers 
on the morning of election; and if the memhers 
of the commou council, or either of them, are not 
present. their places may be filled by election 
from the persous present who shall proceed to 
discharge the duties of clerks and inspectors in 
the same manner as is provided by statnte for 
town meetings, so far as not otherwise provided 
herein; provided, however, at the election in 
April, 1887, the town board of the town of Ash­
land, prior to the election, shall procure a proper 
place for holding the election in each ward. and a 
residence shall be construed to mean the pJace 
where such elector lodges. No vote shall be re­
ceived unless the perSOll offering to vote states 
the lot or parcel of land on which he resides, and 
in all cases, before the vote shall be placed in the 
box, the number shall be marked opposite the lot 
or parcel of land on which such persons claims to 
reside, in the book prepared by the clerk under 
section 2, of chapter 2, of this act. 

:~C;:h:all SEC'TION 9. All elections by the people shall be 
. by ballot, on which the names of all officers voted 

for shall be writteu or printed, A plurality of 
votes shall constitute an election. When two or 
more candidates for an elective office shall receive 
an equal number of votes for the same office, the 
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election shall be determined 'by the casting of lots 
in the presence of the common council at such 
time and manner as they shall direct. 

CHAPTER IV.

SEm'ION '. Every person elected or appointed Oathofoftlce, 
to any office under this act shaH, before he enters !U!*,J~~~ by 

upon the duties of his offic~, take and subscribe 
the oath of office pre~cribed in the constitution of 
t;his state; and shaH file the same dnly certified 
by the officer administering the same with the 
city clerk; and the treasurer, clerk and auditor 
and such ot,her officers as the common council 
may direct, shall each, before entering upon the 
duties of his office, execute to the city a bond 
with two or more sureties, the aggregate amount 
of whose property within the state, over and 
above their respective debts, exemptions and 
liabilities, shaH be shown to be rio able the amount 
of such bonds by their several and respective 
affidavits attached to or endorsed on such bonds; 
and such bonds shall respectively contain such 
penal sums and such conditions as the common 
council may deem proper; provided, howevt-r, the 
bond of the city treasurer shall not be less than 
thirty thousand dollars and the bond of the city 
auditor shall not be less than five thousand dol-
1ars; said bond shall be approved by the com-
mon Council, and the common council may from 
time to time require new and additional bonds and 
remove from office any officer refusing or neg-
lecting to give the same. All official bonds exe-
cuted to the city of Ashland shall be filed with 
and safely preserved by the city clerk in his office, 
unless the common c()uncil shall otherwise dirAct. 
The bonds of the city treasurer and of the city 
cl£frk, and of all officers who may be charged 
with the collection or safe keeping or the dispo-
sJtion or disbursement of any of the funds of said 
city, or may have any control over such funds at 
any time, shall be duly witnessed and acknowl-
edged, and recorded in the office of the register of 
deeds of AEJhland county. A transcript from the 
records of such bonds in the office of the register 
of deeds or clerk, duly certified by such register 
01" clerk, shall be evidence of the due execution 
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and contents of the bonds so recorded in case of 
the loss of the originals. 

Duties of ftned SECTION 2. The mayor shall t~ke care that the 
mayor de • laws of this state and the ordinances of the city 

are duly observed and enforced, and that all offi· 
eel'S of the city diHcharge their respective duties; 
he shall from time to time give the common coun· 
cil such information and recommend such meas· 
ures as he may deem advantageous to the city; 
when present, he shall preside at the meetings of 
the common council, and shall only vote therein 
on an equal division of the members present. The 
mayor shall be the chief executive officer of the 
city, and the head of the fire Jepartment and of 
the police, and in case on any oc(:asion the mayor 
shall deem it prudent or necessary, he may ap' 
point temporary policemen, within and subject to 
the restrictions of this charter; but in such c,ase 
he shall report the same to the next regular meet· 
ing of the common council. The term of service 
of all specials ·shall expire at said m~ting, and 
shall not he reappoiuted except as provided in the 
chapter relating to police department. Any ordi· 
nance, resolution or appropriation which shall 
have been duly passed by the council, shall be in 
furce, unless disapproved by the mayor, within 
three days, who shall state his objections thereto 
in writing. to the common council at its next reg· 
ular meeting. The council shall thereupon recon· 
sider the vote passing such ordinance, resolution 
or appropriation. and if, after such reconsidera· 
tion, two· thirds of all the memhers of the com· 
mon council elected, shall vote for the passage of 
such ordinance, resolution or appropriation, the 
same shall be in force; otherwise it shall be null 
and void. All such votes on the passage of any such 
ordinance, resolution or appropriation, after the 
objections of the mayor are read, shall be taken 
by yeas and nays, and entered upon the journal 
of the common counciL 

Election of SECTiON 3. At the first meeting of the com· 
president. mon council in each year aUer the annual city 

election, or as soon thereafter as may be, they 
shall proceed to elect by a ballot, one of their 
number president, and in the absence of the 
mayor the president shall preside over the meet· 
ings of the common council; and during the ab­
sence of the mayor from the city, or his inability 
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from any cause to discharge the duties of his 
office, the president shall execnte all the powers 
and discharge fill the duties of the mayor. In 
case the mayor and president shall he absel'tfl'om 
any meeting of th~ common council, the members 
present shall proceed to elect a temporal'y pre' 
siding officer, who, for the time being shall dis­
charge the duties of the mayor; shall be styled 
acting mayor, and all acts performed hy him shall 
have the same force and validity as if performed 
by the mayor. 

SECTION 4. The clerk shall keep the corporate Dutiesotclerk 
seal, and all papers and records of the city, ex. defined. 

cept as otherwise herein provided, and shall keep a 
record of the prot;eeding,; of the common council, 
whose meetings it shall be his duty to attend; he 
shaH also keep a record of the official bonds of all 
officers required by this act or the ordinances of 
the common council, and shall record all contracts 
m~de by or with the city, in a book to be kept for 
that purpose, and such record and copies of all 
papers filed and recorded in his office, and trans· 
scripts from the records of the common council 
and the records of the official bonds, certified by 
him under the corporate seal, and from contracts 
with the city recorded by him as provided by this 
section. shall be evidence ill all courts to the same 
extent that the originals would be if produced; 
he shall draw and countersign all orders on the 
city trel1Mury, in pursuance of any order or reso-
lution of the common council, and keep a full 
and accuratA account thereuf in books provided 
for that purpose. He shall file in his office all 
chattel mortgages or copies thereof presented to 
hi~ for that purpose, and safely keep and record 
the same lilS proviaert in the general laws of this 
state for filling and recording chattel mortgages in 
town clerk's offices, receiving the same fees as 
allowed by law to town clerks; and all chattel 
mortgages or copies thereof so filed and recorded 
shall be valid, and have the same efff'ct as is 
given by law to chattel mortgages filed in tbe 
office of a town clerk; he shall keep an accurate 
aCCollnt with the treasurer, and ch!l.rge him with 
all tax lists delivered to hini for collection, and 
all moneys paid into the treasury. It shall also 
be his duty to do and perform any act required to 
be done by clerks of towns, not inconsistent with 
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the provisions of this act, and he shall have pow­
er to administer oaths and affirmations. When­
ever the clerk shall be absent from any meeting 
of the common council, the council shall appoint 
a clerk pro tempore. The clerk shall also keep 
the claims book under the direction of the audi­
tor 

Duties of city SECTION 5. The city attorney shall conduct all 
~~::~ the law business of the corporation and of all de­

partments thereof, and all other law business in 
which the city shall be interested when so directed 
by the common council. He shall, when re­
quested, furnish written opinions on subjects sub­
mitted to him by the mayor, or by the common 
council, or by any of its committees, or by any 
any other department of the municipal govern­
ment. He shall keep a docket of all the cases in 
which the city may be a party in any court of 
record, iu which shall be briefly entered all steps 
taken in such tases, and said docket shall at all 
times be open to the inspection of the mayor or 
any member of the common council, or any· city 
officer. It shall also be the duty of the citya.ttor­
ney to draft all indentures, bonds, contracts, leases, 
conveyances and such other instruments in writ­
ing as may be required by the businebs of the city, 
to examine and inspect ta.x and assessment rolls, 
and all proceedings in respect to the levy and col­
lection of taxes and assessments; al&o to draft all 
ordinances, and to revise the ordinances of said 
city, whenever required by the common council, 
and to perform such other duties as may be pro· 
vided by the charter and ordinances of the city. 
He shall have power to appoint an assistant who 
shall be authorized to do all acts required by law 
to be done by the city attorney; provided, that 
the city attorney shall be responsible to the city 
for all the acts of sucb assistan t, and that the city 
shall not be liable for the compensation of such 
assistant, nor have any power to pay the same. 
The city attorney shall receive for his services an 
annual salary to be fixed by the city council, pay-
able monthly. . 

Dutlee of;clty SECTION 6. The city treasurer shall perform all 
~-:s~r. the duties required Of him bylaw; collect all city, 

cOl1nty and state taxes, anti pay over the money 
in his hands according to law. He shall keep in 
the proper books an account of all moneys 
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received and of all moneys paid out, and the same 
shall at all times be open to the inspection of the 
voters of saH city. He shall make reports 
monthly, and render an itemized account to the 
common council of all sum:3 received. when and 
by whom the same was paid, and also' of all mon­
eys by him paid out, which shall be published in 
the city paper; such' reports to state the amount 
of money on hand. The treasurer of the city of 
Ashland in no case shall receive more than three 
per cent. on the sums by him collected, and shall 
be ineligible .for re-election for one year next suc­
<~eeding the termination of his office. 

SECTION 7. The assessor shall assess all the tax- Duties of 
able property of the city of Ashland as required::::r. 
by law, without regard to wards, and shall com-
plete and return his assessment roll in the manner 
hereinafter provided, and receive such compensa-
tion as the council may determine.

SE('TION 8. The city physician shaH have Db"~clt.Y' 
charge of all the sick uuder the care of the city, and ~eC 
render for them such medical and surgical aid as 
their condItion requires, and in hi8 judgment be-
comes necessary for their restoration to health. 
He shall use reasonable diligence to discover any 
nuisances, or anything existing in the streets, 
alleys or public places or uptln grounds adjoining 
the same in said city, that may endanger the 
health of the people residing therein, or in the vi-
cinity of any such nuisances; and once in each 
month, from the month of March to the month of 
November in each yeal', he shall tile with the city 
clerk a report, stating the facts with reference to 
any such nuisance known to him, and such rec­
ommendations with reference to the same as he 
may think will best subserve the public interest. 
He may at the ~ame time report anything else 
known to him relating to the health of the peopJe of 
said city, which in his opinion should be remedied 
by the city authorities. For failure to make any 
such report. he shall forfeit the sum of ten dollars, 
to be deducted from his salary. Each said report 
shaH at the next ensuing meeting of the council, 
be presented to them for their consideration. 
Said physician shall discharge such other and 
further duties c.:>ncerning the sanitary condition 
of the city as the mayor and aldermen may im-
pose.

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Dutlp 80tclty SECTION 9. It shall be the duty of the auditor 
~~=. to carefully examine any claim presented against 

the city, and determine whether the claim is prop· 
erly itemized and sworn to, whether the items 
charged are correct. and th~ debt or claim incur­
red by pwper authority, and generally to examine 
and determine upon the correctness of the claim, 
item by item. For that purpose he shall have 
power to swear witnesses and take testimony. If 
the auditor finds no objection to the claim he shall 
mark his approval then-on; if he disapproves, or 
approves in part and disapproves in part, he shall 
attach to the claim on file a report of his rea.<;()ns, 
and in all cases he shall file with the claim all evi­
dence taken by him. No claim shall be consider­
ed by the council or referred to the committee 
until it has thus been examiued by the auditor, 
but such examination shall in all cases be marle 
as soon as practicable after the claim is filed with 
the city clerk. and in all cases the examination 
shall be conclud(:d within thirty days after such 
filing. The auditor shall also once in each month 
examine the treasurer's accounts as reported by 
him and as kept by said treasurer, and make re­
port as to the corlectness of said accounts, and 
also any violation of the duties of the treasurer 
in the manner of keeping his accounts or disburs­
ing the moneys of the city. If on such examinil­
tion the auditor finds the monthly report of the 
treasurer correct, he shall mark his approval 
thereon; if incorrect, he shall report the facts. 
For any failure on the part of the auditor to make 
such examination and report. he shall forfeit the 
-sum of ten dollars, t.o be retained out of his sal­
ary. For any month the treasurer shaH refuse to 
submit his accounts and vouchers to the examin· 
ation, he shall forfeit the sum of twenty-five dol­
lars, to be charged to him in his settlement with 
the city. The said auditor shall, at th~ expense of 
the city, provide a proper book. and enter thereon 
all uncancel1ed city orders, and all bonds, coupons, 
and obligations of the city. outstanding, and there· I 
after such record shall be kept by the clerk in 
such a way as to show all outstanding obligations 
of the city, and the date of cancellation or each . 
such obligation. The auditor shall also, at the ex­
pense of the city, procure a claim hook. on which 
thereafter all claims against the city shall be en-
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tered as fast as the same are filed. Said claim 
book shall be provided with an index, and shaH be 
in such form M to require the entry of the name 
of claimant, number of claim, when filen, amount 
clai mt:d, date of report by auditor, whether ap­
proved, and for how much, date of allowance or 
disallowance by the council, amount allowed, date 
of issue of order on same, number of the order, 
and date of payment of the order. The deter­
mination of the auditor on any claim presented, 
or on the state of the treasurer's account shall be 
ad visory only to the common council. The audi­
tor shall m·ake such other examinations as to the 
conduct of any of the officers of the city as the 
council shall from time to time require. 

SECT:ON 10. The justices of the peace, author· JurlldlcUOD of 

ized by this act, flhall have and exercise all the =:.-otthe 
powers and be subject to the same liabilities as 
justices of the peace in towns, and their jurisdic-
tion shall be co-extensive with the limits of Ash-
land countv, and they shall have jurisdiction over 
and cognizance of all actions and p,·oceedings the 
same as other justices of the peace in the said 
county of Ashland, and all proceedings before 
them shall be governed and regulated by the gen-
eral provisions of law now in force in regard to 
actions and proceedm~s before all courts held by 
justices of the peace; provided, that no two of 
them ~hall hold their offices iu the same room; 
and provided, further, that their official bonds 
be approved by the mayor and city clerk. The 
common council of said city may require a bond 
from each and a11 of said justices, to pay over all 
moneys belonging to the city which may come 
into their hands; and they shall report monthly 
to the common council the amount of money in 
their hands belonging to the city, and shall pay 
the same to the city treasurer, taking his receipt 
therefor, which receipts shall be attached to their 
reports. 

SECTION 11. The common council shall have (lther dutleeof 

power from time to time to require other and fur- ::;~cer 
ther duties to be performed by any officer whose n:qulred_ 

duties are herein prescribed, and to prescribe and 
fix the compensation of all officers elected or ap-
pointed. Such compensation shall be fixed by res-
olution at the time the office is created, or at the 
commencement of the corporate year. The com-
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mon council shall by resolution fix tho salary or 
fees of all other officers of said city, who are to 
be elected for the ellsuing corporate year, entitled 
to compensation for their services, at their first 
regular meeting in March of each year; provided, 
that the present common council may fix the sal­
aries of officers for the coming corporate year at 
any meeting held during-the month of Apt'i1, 18,,7, 
and the compensation of the officers so fixed shall 
not be increased or diminished during the corpo­
rate year for which such resolution may be 
adopted. In case the common council shall fail 
to fix the compensation of any city officer as afore· 
said, then every such officer shall receive the same 
compensation I:lS that received by his immediate 
predecessor in office. 

SECTION 12. The common council, at their first 
meeting in each year, or as soon thereafter as 
may be, shall designate one 01' more newspapers 
printed in said city, in which shall be published 
all ordinances and proceedings and matters re· 
quired by this act, or by the by·laws or ordinances 
of the common council, to be published in a pub­
lic newspaper, which printing shR,lI be let by con­
tract to the lowest bidder or bidders. The city 
printer or printers, immediately after the publi. 
cation of any notice or ordiuance or resolution, or 
by-law, which by this act is required to be pub­
lished, shall file with the clprk a copy of such pub· 
lication with his or their affidavit, or the affidavit 
of his or their foreman, of the length of time the 
same has been publ ished, and such affidavit shall be 
conclusive evidence of the publication of such no­
tice, ordinance, by.lawor resolution, and the clerk 
shall file and record the same in his office 

CHAPTER V. 

THE COMMON COUNCIL AND lT8 POWERS. 

SECTJON 1. The mayor, aldermen and super­
visors shall constitute the common council, and 
the style of all ordinances shall be: The mayor 
and common council of the city of Ashland do or­
dain, etc. The common council shall meet at 
such times and places as they by resolution shall 
direct. A majority of the common council shall 
constitute a quorum.

persons who may violate any of the provisions 
of such ordinances. rules and by. laws; and such 
ordinaD<:es. rules and by·laws are· hereby declared 
to be and have the force of law; provided, that they 
he not repugnant to the constitution and laws of the 
United Stated or this state, and for these pur-
poses they shall have authority by ordinance, 
resolution or by· laws, within the restrictions 
herein provided:

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CHAPTER VIII. 

FINANCE AND TAXATION. 

All funds in the city treasury ex-
cept school, state, and county funds, shall be un­
der the control of the common council and shall 
be drawn out upon the order of the mayor, coun­
tersigned by the clerk duly authorized by a vote 
of the common council and in no other manner, 
and all orders drawn upon the treasurer shall 
specify the purpose for which they are drawn and 
shall be payable generally out of any funds in the 
treasury belonging to the city not otherwise ap­
propriated. All orders shall be payable to the 
person in whose favor they may be drawn or to the 
bearer thereof. The city treasurer shall not pay 
out any of the funds in his hands which shall be 
appropriated by law for any special purpose except 
for the purpose for which such funds ar(\ speciaUy 
appropriated, any requirement of the city council 
to the contrary notwithstanding, and any treas­
urer who shall violate this provision shall be pun­
ished therefor hy fine of not less than five hundred 
dollars nor more t han one thousand dollars and 
costs of prosecution, and any member of the com­
mon council who shall knowingly vote to misap­
propriate any of said funds or to require the city 
treasurer to pay the same or any part thereof for 
any purpose other than that for which the said­
funds were specially appropriated shall be pun­
ished therefor by a fine of not less than one hun­
dred dollars nor more t.han two hundroo dollars 
and costs of prosecution. 

AnDual tuto SECTION 2. The common council shall annually 
be leYied. levy upon the taxable property of said city a tax 

sufficient to defray the current and lawful ex­
penses of the same.

come due, issued by the city of Ashland, or which 
may be hereafter issued by said city, by authority 
of law; provided, however, no greater tax shall 
in anyone year be levied than shall be necessary 
to pay the amount which will be due on said 
bonds at the time such tax shall be collected, by 
virtue of this act, or shall become due before the 
time appointtld by law for assessing and levying 
the annual taxes.

The said assessor sball make a careful canvass of 
the city for the purpose of obtaining a correct 
statement and assessment of all articles of per­
sonal property in said city subjected to taxatIon, 
and for the purpose of such canvass, said assess()r 
may appoint an assistant for each ward, subject 
to the approval of the common council, and for 
such time as they shall designate in their resolu­
tion of approval to assist him in such ward in 
making said canvass. Such assistant shall be en­
titled to receive from the city for his services two 
dollars and fifty cents per day. If any BHsistant 
so appointed shall refuse or neglect to serve 
he shall forfeit therefor the' sum of five dollars 
for each day be so neglects or refuses to serve, 
and the amount of such penalty sball be recov· 
ered for the use of tbe city as in case of other 
penalties. Any neglect on tbe part of the asses­
sor to make such canvass shall not invalidate his 
assessment, but if he wilfully neglects or does 
Dot use reasonable diligence to make the same, he 
sball forfeit the sum of fifty dollars, to be recov­
ered in tbe name of the city the same as other 
penalties are recovered; provided however, that 
in case where an action is brought to recover said 
penalty, the same may be retained out of his 
com~ensation .to await the result of the action, 
and In case judgment is rendered against him, 
the amount so retained shall be applied in pay­
ment of said judgment so far of the same will go 
for that purpose.

SECTION 27. Out of the taxes collected by the 
city treasurer, the state tax shall first be paid; 
then all school taxes; then judgments; then all 
special taxes in the order in which they were 
levied; then taxes for bridge purposes; then for 
fire purposes; then taxes forstreet and other pub­
lie improvements, and lastly, county taxes. De-. 
linquent returns shaH be received by the county 
treasurer in payment of county taxes in the man­
ner prescribed by the general laws of the state. 

SECTION 28. Thtl council shall meet on Tuesday 
evening, two weeks previous to the holding of the 
charter election, for the purpose of disposing of 
its unfinished business, and shall not thereafter, 
during its term of office, allow any biJl against 
the city. but may anticipate and provide for the 
payment of salaries of officers for the balance of 
their terms. 

CHAPTER IX. 

FIRE DEPARTMENT. 

SECl'ION 1. The common council shall have 
power to establish, designate, fix and extend the 
fire limits by resolution 01" ordinance, but the com­
mon council shall possess no power to contract or 
diminish the fire limits so established. 
SECTION~. No buildings shall hereafter be 

erected within the fire limits unless the sanie shall 
be constructed in conformity with the following 
provisions: 

1. All outside and party wans shall be made of 
stone or brick. 

2. Outside or party walls not exceeding thirty­
two feet in height from the level of the establish­
ed grade of the street to the underside of the roof 
joists or rafters, shall not be less that eight inches 
in thickness, if of brick, and not less than sixteen 
inches, if of stone. 

3. Outside or party walls exceeding thirty·two 
feet in height from the l~vel of the established 
~ade of the street to the underside of the roof 
~oists or rafters shall not be less than twelve 
lDches in thickness, if of brick, and not less than 
eighteen inches in thickness, if of stone. 
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4. All joists, beams and other timbers in out­
side and party walls shall be separa ted at least 
four inches from e3ch other, with stone or brick 
laid in mortar, and all wooden Hntels or plate 
pieces in front or rear walls shall recede from the 
outside of the wall at least four inches, except that 
lintels of timber may be used in cornices covered 
with copper, tin, iron or other equally fire-proof 
material, which recede four inches from the out­
side or front as afore3aid. 

5. Roofs, cornices and gutters shall be covered 
on the outside surface with copper, tin, iron or 
other equally fire-proof material; and all build­
ings to be usetl for stores or warehouse purposes 
which exceed twenty· four feet in height from the 
level of the established grade of the street to the 
under side of the roof joists or rafters shall have 
shutters to all outside doors and windows made 
of iron, of not less than one.eighth of an inch in 
thickness; except that such shutters shall not be 
required on the doors and windows of the street 
front of stores. 

6. There shall be no more than thirty feet of 
space between the party or outside walls of any 
building, unless such building be supported by 
iron or other columns or supports of fire-proof 
material. 
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7. An front and party and outside walls shall 
extend above the sheeting of the roof at least two 
feet. and in no case shall the planking or sheeting 
of the roof extend throu~h or across any party, 
end or outside wall, and In case of any opening in 
any party, outside or rear end wall, the same 
shall be provided with iron or other equally fire­
proof doors, properly fitted and hung, so as to be 
easily and quickly closed in case of fire. 

SECTION 3. Buildings to be used exclusively as nuIJdlDg In lire 
private dwellings and not exceeding twenty.four Uml .... 

feet in height from the water table to the eaves of 
the building may be erected within the fire limits 
of wood with a shingle roof, and encased with a 
brick wall not less than four inches in thickness 
from the foundation to the roof. But no such 
buildings shall be used for' any other purpose than 
as _private dwellings. 

SJECTION 4. No wooden building or part of :~~en 
buildin6t within the fire limits, except dwelling allow!f 
houses 'encased with brick, as provided in the 
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next preCElding section, shall be raised, repaired~ 
enlarged or removed within, nor shall any such 
building be removed into the fire limits; nor 
shall any such wooden building within such lim­
its, which may hereafter be damaged to the ex­
tent of fifty per cent. of the vaJue thereof, be re­
paired or rebuilt; nor shall any such building.

its value, he so repaired as to be raISed higher 
than the highest point left standing after such

greater space than before the injury thereto. f::--me: be SECTION 5. The amount or extent of damages 

rID • that may be done to any building shall be deter-
mined by three disiuterested persons, residents of 
the city, one of whom shaH be chosen by the 
owner of the building, the second by the mayor, 
and the two 80 chosen shall elect the third, and the 
decision of the persons so chosen shall be conclu­
sive and final; and no damaged building shall be 
repaired until the dam~e thereto shall have been 
determined as provided lD this section. 

=l~ ':n. SECTION 6. Any owner, builder or other person 
traryto who shall add to, build or aid in the erection of 
ordinance. any building or part of a building within the fire 

limits contrary to, or in any way or manner 
other th!:l.n is authorized by the provisions of this 
chapter, or who shall own, remove or assist in re­
moving any such building from without said 
limits into the same, or own, remove, repair or 
assist in repairing any damaged wooden building 
contrary to any provisions of this chapter, shall 
be subject to a penalty of not less than twenty­
five nor exC£'eding one hundred dollars, in the dis­
cretion of the court, for the first offense, and to a 
like penalty for each and every forty-eight hours 
Buch person shall fail to comply with the prons­
ions of this chapter. If any person shall violate 
any other provision of this chapter he shall be 
subject to a like penalty, and if any member of 
the council shall knowingly vote to allow any per­
son to do any of the things herein prohibited, or 
if any police officer shall knowingly allow any 
of the things herein prohibited to be done, he shall

inhabitants to provide as many fire buckets, and 
in such manner and time as they shall prescribe, 
and to regulate the use of them in time of fire; 
to regulate and prevent the carrying on of manu-
factures dangerous in causing or promoting fireR; 
to regulate and prevent the use of fire-works and 
fire-arms; to compel the occupants and owners of 
huildings to have scuttles in the roof, and stairs 
or ladders leading to the same; to authorize the 
mayor or members of the common 'council and 
other officers of the city to keep away from ihe 
vicinity of a fire all iflle and suspected p~rsons, 
and to compt>l all by-standers to aid in the extin­
guishment of fires and in the preservation of 
property exposed to danger thereat, and generally 
to establish such regulationA for the prevention and 
extinguishment of fir.:es as the common council 
may deem expedient, and to provide penalties for 
violation of any resolution or ordinance passed 
under this charter. 

SECTION U. The common council shall have full P=:t:epur-­
power to purchase fire-engines and otht>r fire ~DCiDeII_ -

apparatus, and to authOli~ the formation of fire-
engine. hook and ladder anrl hOed companies. and 
to provide fOl" the due and proper support and 
regUlation of the same, and to order such com-
panies to be disbanded and their meetings to be 
prohibited and their'apparatus to be delivered up. 
Each company shall not exceed seventy able-
bodied men between the ages of eighteen and fifty 
years, and may ele~t its own officers, excppt chief 
engineer and assistant engineers, who shall be ap-
pointed by the council, and form its own by-laws, 
not inconsistent with the laws of this state orthe

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formed only by voluntary enlistments. Every 
member of said company hereby authorized to be 
formed shall be exempt from highway work and 
poll tax and from eerving on juries during the 
continuance of such membership; and any person 
having served for the term of ten years in either 
of said companies shall be forever thereafter 
exempt from poll tax, except as in cases before 
mentioned. 

~~1t!O~~ SECTION 10. When any person .shall refuse to 
lawful order. obey the lawful order of any engmeer or alder­

man of the city, the mayor or any public officer 
at any fire, it shall be lawful for the officer giving 
such order to arrest or direct, orally, any police­
man or watchman, or any citizen, to arrest such 
person, and to confine him temporarily in any 
safe place until such fire be extinguished; and 
in the same manner such officers, or any of 
them, may arrest or direct the arrest and confine­
ment of any person at Ruch fire who shall be in­
toxicated or disorderly, and any person who shall 
refuse to arrest or aid in arrestmg any person so 
refusing shall be liablA to such penalty as the 
common council may prescrioe, not exceeding 
twenty dollars. 

Sack compau.y. SECTION 11. The common council shall have 
power to organize a sa.ck company, or to counten­
ance any such company now organized, which 
shall be known by such name as they may select, 
and shall consist of not more than thirty members. 
Such company shall constitute a part of the fire 
department, and at fires shall be subject to the 
control of the engineers; the members of the said 
company, either collectively or individually, are 
hereby authorized aud empowered to act as a 
special police in and for the city of Ashland, and 
are hereby vested with all the powers and author­
ity which now and may thereafter be vested in 
any other police officers of said city, and shall be 
eutitled to all the rights and immunities of mem­
bers of the fire department, except exemption 
from jury duty. At all fires they shall take 
charge of all property which may be exposed or 
endangered, and bhall, as far as it may be in their 
power, preserve the same from injury or destruc­
tion; such company may from time to time adopt 
such by-laws as they may deem expedient, not 
contrary to the statutes of this state, or the orc!i-
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nances of the said city. The members thereof 
shall not be entitled to any compensation for ser­
vices rendered in their official capacity. They 
shall, in case of riot or other disturbance of the 
peace, have access to all licensed plil.ces of amuse­
ment in the city, and shall perform such services 
as may be necessary for the peace and good order 
of the same.

s~ctive companies; and when any member of 
either of said companies shall ceas~ to he a mem-
her thereof, by resignation, expulsion or otherwise, 
notice thereof shall be given to the city clerk. 

SECTION 14. The city clerk is hereby required City clerk to 
to kdep a record of the members of the several keep reoord. 

companies organized under this chapter, and 
such record shall consist of the returns made by 
the several clerks or secretaries, as above pro-
vided; and no person shall be exempt from jury 
duty unless the namE: is entered on such list. In 
case any person shall for any cause cease to be a 
member of either of said companies, the clerk 
shall note that fact on the list thereof, and shall 
return to the county clerk of Ashland county, a 
list of all persons who are members of either or 
all of said companieH exempt from jury dutv, 
on or before the day now appointed for the annual 
meeting of the county board, and said board shall 
not place the names of such persons on the jury 
list for the ensuing year. 
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CHAPTER X. 

ACTIONS TO RECOVER PENALTIES, ETC. 

SKCTION 1. The city of Ashland, In its corpor· 
ate name, may sue for and recover ~ny and all 
fines, penalties and forfeitures under this act, or 
under the ordinances, by-laws, police or health 
regulations made in pursuance thereof, or now in 
force, and not inconsistent with this act, and such 
action shall be commenced by complaint substan­
tially in the following form:

establish such grades as they shan deem expedient; 
provided, that whenever they shall change or alter 
the grade of any street, any person who shall 
claim to have sustained damages by such change 
or alteration of grade, shall have his right of ac-
tioll against the city for the recovery of such 
damages, but proceedings to recover the same 
shall be had by filing the claim as in cases of 
other claims against the city. 

SECTION 2. The common council of the city of Care of ItreeCII. 

.Ashland shall have the power by an affirmative 
vote of two-thirds of all the members elected, 
to order and contract for the making, grading, 
paving and repairing and cleansing all streets and 
parts of etreets, alleys, public grounds, reservoitB,

gutters and sewers, and to order and contract for 
the construction of gutters and sewers, and to pro­
vide for the construction of sidewalks or the re­
pair of the same, in the manner hereinafter men­
tioned, and direct and control all persons employ­
ed thereon. 

The auditor, city attorney and city 
worlal. surveyor shall constitute a board of public works, 

and the auditor shall be president thereof. Said

CHAPTER XII. 

DfYIeiOD of cltT SECTION 1. After the passage of this act, the 
~s:.erap board of public works may cause the city to be 

divided into sewerage districts, constituting such 
tiers of blocks and such district of territory as by 
nat·ure of the ground and the grade established or 
to be established will most practicably and prop­
erly be drained through one main sewer or sewer· 
age district, and generally to layout and deter·_ 
mine upon a sewerage system for the city. Tliey 
shall make a plat of the same, and deposit the 
same with the city clerk. The city clerk shall 
thereupon give notice of the filing of the same by 
publishing a notice (in) the official paper of the 
city once in each week for three weeks. The no· 
tice shall specify that any objections to the sys­
tem as determined upon, or any part thereof, 
may be filed with the city clE'rk at any time 
within thirty days from the date of the notice. 
The city clerk shall, at the end of the time speci­
fied, place before the board all objections that 
shall have been filed, and the board shall then 
consider the saml:'. They may make any change 
deemed advisable by them, and if any changes 
are made they shall correct the plat accordingly, 
or make a new diagram, if necessary. They shall 
then attach thereto a certificate that the said plat 
exhibits the plan of sewerage as finally agreed 
upon by them. For the purposes of this work 
the board may, at the expense of the city, employ 
a competent engineer to assist the city surveyor 
for not exceeding thirty days. =:r!rbY SECTION 2. The plan shall then be considered 

lhe commOD by the common council, and all the proceedings 
eoaDOlI. up to the time of the considertion by said council 
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shall be advisory only. The council shall, as 
speedily as practicable, conclude the consideration 
of the same, and shall thereupon confirm said 
plan as the same shall be corrected and agreed 
upon by them. Said confirmation may be by 
resolution. They shall cause a careful diagram 
of the plan as so confirmed to be made in dupli­
cate, and certified to be correct by the city sur­
veyor.

It 
shall be the duty of the mayor and council to sup­
ply by appointment any vacancy which may 
occur from time to time in the numOOr of said 
school cflmmissioners, by resignation or other-
wise.

orders drawn on the city treasurer, payable out 
of the school fund, which orders shall he signed by 
the president of the board of education, and 
countersigned by the secretary of said board. The 
board shall select one of their members as pur­
chasing agent, and no purchases shall be made 
except by him, or when ordered by a majority of 
the board. 

5. The board of education shall, on the first 
day of November of ~ach year, submit a state­
ment to the mayor and council of alJ the money 
disbursed by them during the year, and for what 
purposes the same was disbmsed; and they shall 
at the same time submit for the consideration of 
the common council a statement of the estimates
