CHAPTER 128 . 
.AN ACT to incorporate the city of Reedsburg. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SlCCTION 1. From and after the adoption of Corporate 

this charter as hereafter provided, the following b~~3':t:t~ 
described district of country, to-wit: The south-
west quarter of the southwel>t quarter of section I 

two, the south half of the southeast quarter and 
the south half of the south west quarter of section 
three, the east half of 8ection nine, all of section 
ten, the west half of the southwest quarter, and 
the west half of the northwest quarter of section 
eleven, all in township number twelve north, of 
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range four east. Jyin?: and being in the county of 
Sauk and state of Wisconsin shaH he a citv,· the 
name of which shaH be Reedsburg. and the peo. 
pIe inhabiting said territory shall be a municipal 
corporawon, to be known as the city of Reeds­
burg. Said corporation shall have all the powers 
possessed by the general statutes of the state of 
Wisconsin, and in addition thereto the powers 
hereinaftur granted, and shall be capable of con­
tracting and being coQtracted with, of suing and 
being sued, pleading and being impleaded in all 
the courts. of purchasing and holding and convey­
in?: real estate; and shall have a common seal and 
may alter the same at pleasure. 

SECTION 2. Said city shall be divided into two 
wards the boundaries of which shall be as fol­
lows: All that territory lying and being west of 
Market street shall be known as the first ward, 
and all that territory lying and being east of Mar­
ket street shall be known as the second ward, until 
the boundade:3 thereof shall be changed. 

SECTION 3. The corporate authority of said city 
shall be vested III .me principal officer, styled the 
mayor; and three aldermen from each ward. 
who, with the mayor, shall be denominated the 
common council; and in such other officers as are 
hereinafter provided for, or may be created under 
this act. 

ELEC!TIONS. 

SECTION 4. The annual election for city and 
ward officers shall be held on the first Tuesday 
in April in each year, at such place in each ward 
as the council shall designate; not less than five 
days' notice shall be given of the time and place 
of holding all elections and of the officers to be 
elected, by publication in some newspaper pub­
lished in said city. The aldermen of each ward 
shall be the inspectors of election for their re­
spective wards, and may ap:point clerks of elec-

\ tion for such wards. All eJectionR under this 
charter shall be eonducted in the same manner as 
the general elections for state and county officers, 
and the qualifications of voter~ shall be the same 
as at such general election a'nd that each elector 
shall reside in said ward at least ten daYR prior to 
such election. In case a special election is to be 
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held in the city other than a ward election, the 
council may order a single poll for the entire city, 
and appoint a place where the election is to be 
held, and appoint inspectors of election and clerks 
therefor. Each ward officer shall be a qualified 
elector in .the ward in which he is elected, and 
each city officer shall be a qualified elector in the 
city. 

SECTION 5. The officers to be elected by the Oftlcento be 
people shall be a mayor, treasurer, assessor, elected. 

clerk, two justict:s of the peace and two con-
stables for the city at large and three aldermen, 
and one supervisor from each ward. All of said 
elective officers except jU!~tices and constables 
shall be freeholders in said city. 

SECTION 6. The president and trustees of the Placea for 

vi1lage of Reedsburg shall appoint the places for ~C::l:!1.. ftnt 
holding the first election in the several wards of 
said city, and shall appoint inspectors and clerks 
for such election, and at least five days prior to 
such election they shall' publish in a newspaper 
printed in such village, a notice specifyin~ the 
several places in the wards where such electIon is 
to be held. The general laws of this state on the 
subjt>ct of elections and prescribing punishment 
for illegal voting, so far as they are consistent 
with this charter, shall apply to said election and 
to all elections her~after held in said city. .No 
spirituous or ma.lt liquors shall be sold within said 
city upon the day of any election held therein 
until after the polls of the elect.ion are closed, and 
any pl'l·son offending against this provision of this 
section shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and on 
conviction thereof be punished by a finA of fifty 
dollars or by imprisonment in the county jail for 
sixty days, or by both such fine and imprjl3on-
ment, and the city council shall -have power to 
create and prohibit the same offence by ordinance 
and to punish it by penalties not exceeding the 
penalties above prescribed. 

SECTION 7. At such first election t.he clerks and C'anvalllof 

inspectors ill.the several wards shall canvass the =v:~. 
votes in their respective wards, in the manner 
provided by the general statutes of this state, and 
shall forthwith make returns of said votes to the 
president and trustees of the village of Reeds· 
burg, who shall on the day succeeding said elec-
tion canvass said returns and declare the result of 

-
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the elf>ction and give certificates of election to 
the several persons elected to office. Such re­
turns, including the returns of the said president 
and trustees, shall be reduced to writing and shall 
be filed in the office of the city clArk as soon as 
said clerk shall qualify and euter upon the duties 
of his office. . 

SECTJON 8. The mayor and common council at 
the first meeting after the annual election, shall 
appoint a superintendent of schools and a street 
commissioner, and may appoint a surveyor, 
pound master, policeman, marshal. fire wa.rdens, 
night watchmen. and such other offiCt'rs or agents 
as may be necessary to carry into effect the pro· 
visions of this act, or any ordinance made in pur­
suance thereof. 

=~n. SECTION~. All officers elected, exC'.ept justices 
of the peace, shaH, unless elected to fill a vacancy, 
hold their respective offices for one year and until 
. their successors are elected and qualified; provided, 
however, that the council shall have power, for 
due cause satisfactory to them, to expel any of 
their own number and to remove from office any 
officer or agent of the city, except justices of the 
peaC'.e, due notice and an opportunity for hearing 
having been first given to the officer proposed to 
be removed. Justices of the peaceshaU hold their 
offices for two years and until their successors are 
elected and qualified. The te'rm of office of every 
officer ejected or appointed under this act, shall 
commence on the second Tuesday ill April of the 
year for which such officer is elected or appoint. 
ed, exCt'pt that the superintendent (If schools, 
which shall commence on the second Tuesday of 
July, next succeedin~ the appointment. 

~:rc\es. how SECTION 10. Whenever a vacancy shall occur 
. in the office of mavor, aldermen, or supervisor, the 

council may order" a new election, and shall give 
five days notice thereof. Vacancies in other 
offices sllall be filled by the council. The person 
elected or appoint.ed to fill a vacancy, shall hold 
his office and dis~hargH the duties thereof, for the 
unexpired term, with the same right:s and subject 
to the same liabilitip~, aR t.he person whose office

he may be ejected or appoiuted to fill. 
SECTION 11. I n all electious by the people a 

plurality of votes cast shall constitute an eJer.tion. 
In case two or more ca.ndidates shall receive an 
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~qual number of votes for the same office, the 
.election shall be determined by the ca.Qting of 
lots in the presence of the council, at such time 
and in such manner as it may direct. 
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SEC nON 12. Whenever any offic3r shall cease Vacatedoftlcel. 

to possess the qualifications necessary to his elec-
tion, his office shall be deemed vacant; and any 
officer who shall neglect or refuse to qualify within 
ten days from tbe time of his notification of his 
appointment or election, shaH be deemed to have 
vacated the office. 

SECTION 13. Whenever an election sha.ll be held ReturM IIf 

under this charter, the inspectors Shall forthwith IDS~Ctors. 
make their returns, stating the number of' votes 
cast for each person for each and every office, to 
the city clerk. Within one week after said. elec· 
tion the council shaH meet and canvass said reo 
turns and declare the result as it shall appear from 
the same. The clerk shall thereupon notify the 
persons elected of their election. 

SECTION 14-. Immediately after the charter Member of 

election in each year, the supervisor and aldermen count,. board. 

of each ward shall meet in their respecti ve wards 
and dcs.signate one of the aldermen to attend the 
meetings of the county board, and act as a mem-
ber of the county board to represent his ward, in 
case of the inability of the supervisor of the ward 
from any cause to act. 

OFFICERS -THEIR POWERS AND DUTIES. 

SECTION 15. Every person elected or appointed Oftl:l8l'll, th~lr 
to any office under the city charter except justices g~u~ and 

of the peace, shall, before he enters upon the 
duties of his office, take and subscribe an oath of 
office and file the same with the city clerk, and 
the treasurer, marshal and constable and street 
commissioner and such other officer as the coun-
cil may direct, shall severally before they enter 
upon th~ duties of their office, execute to thA city 
of Reedsburg a bond, with at It:'ast two sufficient 
sureties, who shaH swear that they are worth at 
least, each of them, the amount of the penalty of 
the bond over and above all debts and exem ptions 
and liabilities. and such bonds shall count in such 
penal sums and such conditions as the council 
shall deem proper and direct. The council may

from time to time requirA new bonds from the 
treasurer or other offiCt!rof thecity,and the coun­
cil may remove from office any officer for refusing 
or neglecting to give the same. The jnsticea of the 
peace shall qualify in the same manner as in tOWDS 
except that their bond shall be approved by the 
council. And no member of the council shall be Ee­
curity on any bond which the comicil is required 
to approve. 

~~: ~~:!L SECTION 16. The mayor shall, when present, 
preside over the meetings of the common council. 
He shall take care that the laws of th~ state! and 
the ordinances of the city are duly enforced and. 
that all the officers of the city discharge thpir re­
spective duties. The mayor shall be the chief ex­
ecuti:ve of the city and head of the police force 
therein, and in case of a riot or other disturbance 
he may appoint as many special or temporary 
constables a.q he shall deem necessary. He shall 
have the anthority to remove the marshal for insuf­
ficiency or neglect of duty, and to appoint a mar­
shal in place of the one removed, but the term of 
office of a marshal who may be appointed by the 
mayor shall not commence until his nomination 
shall be approved by a majority of the council. 
The mayor shall have a vote in the council only in 
case of a tie, except when the council shaH be en­
gap:ed in t.he election of any officer, in which pro­
ceeding he shall have a vote the' same as an al­
derman. When presidinp: over the council his 
st.yle shall be, "Mr. President."

POWERS OF THE MAYOR. 

SECTION 17. The mayor shall have power to 
veto any ordinance, act or resolution passed by 
the council, or the allowance of any claim by noti­
fying the council of his objection thereto, at any 
time within seven days after the passage of such 
ordinance or resolut.ion. or the allowance of such 
claim. In case no session of the council, on any 
of the days after the passage of the same and be­
fore the expiration of the said seven days, such 
notification shall be made by filing with the clerk 
a copy of his objections, and the clerk shall there­
upon call a tipecial meeting of the council. by giv­
ing notice in the same manner as other special 
meetings are called, to consider such veto and ob-
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jections, and in case the council shall not within 
one week after receipt of such objections 01' such 
filing with clerk, re-enact such ordinance or pass 
such resolution by a vote of two-thirds of all 
members of the council elect, the same shall 00 
null and void. If the mayor shall not return any 
ordinance, act, resolution or claim within seven 
days after the passage or allowance thereof, it 
shall take effect in the same manner as if he had 
signed it. 
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8ECTION 18. At the first meeting of the com - Election of 

mon council after its election in each year, it shall r~:C:;;~~~iff 
proceed to elect by ballot, one of its number presi-
dE-nt, and in the absence of the mayor, the said 
president shall preside over the meetings of the 
council; and dnring the absence of the mayor 
from the city or his inability for any reason to 
discharge the duties of his office the said president 
shall exercise all the powers and discharge all the 
duties of mayor. In case both the mayor and presi-
dent shall be absent at any meeting of the council it 
shall proceed to elect a temporary presiding officer, 
who, for the time being, shall discharge all the du-
ties of mayor. The president, or tern porary presid-
ing officer, while presiding over the council, or per· 
forming the duties of mayor, shall be styled" act-
ing mayor, " and any acts performed by him shall 
have the same force and validity ~ is performed 
by the mayor. 

DUTIES OF"l'BE CLERK. 

SECTION 19. There shall be a city clerk who Duties of the 
shall keE:'p the corporate seal, and all papers and ~~~~lerlr de­

records of the proceedings of the city, and keep a 
record of the proceedings of the council, at whose 
meetings it shall be his duty to attend, and copies 
of all paperA filed in his office. and transcripts 
from the records of the council, certified by him 
under the corporate seal shall be evidence in all 
courts! in like manner as if the original were pro-
duced. He shall draw and countersign all orders 
on the treasury in pursuance of any order or res-
olut.ion of the council, and keep a fu]] and accur-
ate account thereof in books provided for that 
purpose_ Whenever the clerk shall be absent 
from any meeting, the council may appoint a 
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clerk pro tern. The city clerk shall have power 
to administer oaths and affirmations. 

DuriES OF TRKAbURER. 

Dutlee of the SECTION 20. The treasurer shall perform such 
~=~rerde- dutIes and exercise such powers as may be Jaw­

fully required of him uy t.he ordinances of the 
city and Jaws of the state, and shall receive all 
moneys belonging to the city, and keep an accu­
rate account thereof, together with all disburse­
ments in such manner as the council may direct. 
He shall report to the council a3 often as is re­
quired, and annually at least, as is required, at 
least ten days before the annual election, a full 
and detailed account of all receipts and expendi­
tures since the date of the last annual report; and 
also the state of the treasury, which statement 
shall be filed with the clerk. The city treasurer 
shall be collector of taxes in said city, and in addi­
tion to the powers and duties already specified, 
shall have all the powers and duties, and be sub­
ject to all the liabilities as treasurers in towns. 
No person having been city treasurer for two 
years in succession, shall be eligible to re-eJection 
until one year shall have elapsed, nor shall any 
person, who has been city treasurer be appointed 
deputy treasurer for the term immediately suc­
ceeding his term of office. 

]){TTIES OF lIARSHAL. 

Duties of mar- Section 21. The marshal shall possess all the 
.haI. powers of a constable in towns, and be subject to 

all the same liabilities. It shall be his duty to ex­
ecute and return all writs and processes to him 
directed and dHlivered for that purpose, and 
wh{'n necessary, in Cl'imillal cases, or in case of 
the violation of any ordjnan~e of this City or laws 
of this state, may pursue and serve the Rame in 
any part of the state of Wis~onsin. It shall be 
his duty to suppress all riots, disturbances and 
breaches of the peace, to apprehend any person 
in the act of committing any offense against any 
ordinance of said city or the laws of this state 
all~ forth with bring such persons before compe­
tent authority for examination; and for such serv­
ices he shall receive such fees as are allowed to 
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constables for like services, but he shall receive 
no feE's for services performed in behalf of the 
city. He shall do and perform all such duties as 
may be lawfully enjoined on him by the ordi­
nances of said city. He shall have power to ap' 
point one or mOl'e deputies to be approved by the 
council, but for whose acts he shall be responsible, 
and of whom he may require a bond for the faith­
ful discharge of their duties.

time to time to require other and further duties ~~~hb:dutles. 
to be performed by any officer whose duties are requireJ. 

herein prescribed, and to appoint such other offi-
eers as may be necessary to carry into effect the 
provisions of the city charter, and to prescribe 
their duties and to fix the compensation of all 
officers of said city where the sa me is not fixed 
by statute. The council shall at the last regular 
meeting before the annual election. in each year, 
fix, by resolution, the salary of the clerk, treas-
urer, marshal, assessor and school superintendent 
for the ensuing year, and such salary shall not be 
increased or diminished during the term of the 
offlcer elected, neither shall extra compensation 
be granted except by unanimous consent of the 
council, which vote shall be approved by the 
mayor; provided, that the salaries of the officers 
elected·at the first charter election shall be fixed 
by the common council at its first meeting; all 
salaries to be paid quarterly.

OFFICERS OF THE PEACE. 

SECTION 27. The mayor, acting mayor, the 
sheriff of Sauk county and his deputies, and each 
and every memher of the common council, jus­
tice of the peace, marshal, constable and watch· 
man of said city shall be pea<.'.e officers, and may 
command the peace and suppress in a summary 
mannpr all rioting and disorderly behavior with­
in the limits of said city, and for such purpose may 
command the assistance of all by-standers, and if 
need be all citizens; and if any person shall refuse to 
aid in maintaining the peace when so required, 
every Ruch person shall pay a forfeiture of not more 
than fifty dollars; and in case where the civii 
power may be required to suppress riotous or dis­
orderly behavior. the superior or senior officer 
present in the order "above mentioned in this sec-
tion shall direct the proceedings. . 

SECTION 28. All actions to recover any penalty 
or forfeiture under the city charter, or the ordi­
nances, by-laws, police or;health regulations, made 
in pursuance thereof, shaH be brought in the cor­
porate name of the city, and may be heard and de­
termined by, or before any of the justices of the 
peace of the city. All iorf~itures and penalties 
collected by a.ny justice in such cases shall be 
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paid ovel" to the city treasurer. Each justice shall 
report to the council on the second Monday in 
March, Juna, September and December, in t'.ach 
year, a statement of all such forfeitures and pen­
alties collected by him, ant! at the same time pay 
over the amuunt to the city treasurer. ~o person 
shall be incapacitated or excu~ed from testifying 
in any such action by reason of being implicnted 
in the offense or act charged; but t·he. testimony 
of such witness shall in no case be used against 
himself.

cil of the city of Reedsburg do ordain." They shall 
meet at such time and place as they shall fix upon. 
A majority shall constitute a quorum.

notice to each of the members, to be served per-
sonally or left at their usual places of business or 
abode. 

SECTION 34. The council shall determine the ~r.cI\ to I 
rules of its own proceedings; shall be the judge of (\== CII 

the ejection and qualification of its own members, 
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and a less number than a quorum shall, at any 
regular or special meeting, havA power to adjourn 
or compel the attendance of absent members. 

SECTION 35. The council shall have the manage­
ment and control of the finances of the city and of 
aU its property, and shall likewise, in addition to 
the power hernin vested in it, have full power 
and authority to make, enact, ordain, establish, 
publish and enforce, alter, modify, am~nd and 
repeal all such. ordinances. rules and by·laws for 
the government and good ordel' of the city, for 
the suppression of vice, for the prevention of 
crime, ,and for the benefit of the trade, commerce 
and health thereof as it shall deem expedient; 
declaring lond imposing penalties, and to enforce 
the same against any person or persons who may 
violate any of the provisions of said ordinances, 
rules or by-laws, and such ordinances, rules and 
by·laws are hereby declared to be and have the 
full force of law; provided. that they are not 
repugnant to the constitution and laws of the 
United States, or of this state, and for these pur­
poses shall have authority, by ordinance, resolu­
tion 01' by-laws! 

1. To license and regulate the exhibitions of 
common showmen, or dhows of any kind, or the 
exhibitions of caravans, circuses, or theatrical per­
formances, billiard tables, pool tables, bowling 
saloons, and for the abatement and removal of 
all nuisances under the ordinances or at common 
law; and to grant licenses and regulate groceries, 
taverns, victualling houses, and aU persons vend­
ing or dealing in spirituous, vinous or fermented 
liquors. 

2. To restrain and prohibit all descriptions of 
gaming and fraudulent devices and practices, and 
all playing of carda, dice or other games of chance 
for the purpose of gaming in said city, and to re­
strain any and all persons from vending, giving or 
dealing in spirituolls liquors unless duly licenSed . 
by the council. 

8. To prevent riots, noises, disturbances or dis­
orderly assemblages, suppress and restrain disor· 
derly houses or groceries, and houses of ill-fame, 
and to authorize the destruction of all instruments 
used for the purpose of gaming. 

4. To compel the owner or occupant of any 
grocery, cellar, tallow chandler's shop, soap fac'

tory, tannery, stable, barn, privy, sewer or other 
unwholesome or nauseous house or place, to 
cleanse, remove or abate the same from time to 
time, as often as it may be deemed necessary for 
the health, comfort and convenience of the inqab­
itants of said city. 
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5. To direct the location and management of ~laUghter 
slaughter-houses and markets, and regulate the ~~':r:r.gUD­
storage and safe keeping of gunpowder or other 
combustible material. 

6. To prevent encumbering of the streets, lanes lUllUmberiDg

Whenever the general interedt of In ('ase of deep 
the city requires deep cutting or extraordinary outtlllllt 

filling in any street, or the building of sidewalks

writing to the council; and such proportion as 
shaH be reported as properly chargeable to the 
lots or parcels first mentioned, shall be aosessed 
upon and collected from the same, in the same 
manner as herein provided in case such owner 
shall not do such work, and the remainder shall 
be paid by the city; provided, that should said 
jury find that said petitioners were not entitled to 
any division of the expenses as assessed upon 
their lots or parcels of land, then the expense of 
all proceedings under this section shall be paid by 
said petitioners, and the council may require a 
bond for the payment of the same on the filing of 
the petition; provided also, that the petition of no 
owner feeling himself aggrieved, shall be received

sidewalk shall be out of repair or in a dangerous 
condition, to serve a written notice upon the 
owner or occupant of the lot adjacent to which 
such defe~tive sidewalk shall be, if a resident of said 
city, to immediately repair thd same: and if said 
owner or occupant shall fail to repair the same 
forthwith, then in that case the same may be re­
paired by thtl street commissioner at the expense 
of the lot adjoining said defective sidewalk; pro' 
vided, however, that the expense Bhall in no case 
exceed the sum of ten dollars, unless such reo 
pairs shall be made according to the provisions of 
the city charter.

burg as is provided in and by section 140 of this 
act, except when'special provision as to such own­
ership is made by this act. And the said city of 
Reedsburg may, as soon as organized, or at any 
time thereafter, present a claim in the usual form, 
verified by its mayor or clerk, to the county board 
of Sauk county, for its proportion of any indebt­
edness that may upon any account be due, or 
claimed as due, from said county to the town of 
Reedsburg, and such claim shall be audited by 
said board of county supervisors as other claims 
presented against counties. 

SECTION 152. The common council shall have Hlghw.,. tn:­
the power, and it is hereby granted power, to an- how_do 

nually levy a tax of not exceeding five mills upon 
the assessed valuation of all the property in said 
city for a highway tax, and also a tax of one dollar 
and fifty cents upon each male inhabitant of the 
city of Reedsburg, who is over the age of twenty-
one years and under the age of fifty years, ex-
cepting such as are by the laws of this state exempt 
from paying poll tax. Such tax shaJ1 be levied 
by the common council by rp.solution, not later 
than the first Monday jn May, in each year. 
Upon the adoption of such resolution by the coun-
cil, the clerk shall im medJately proceed to make 
out a tax list of all persons and property in the 
same manner, as is now, or may hereafter be re-
quired of town clerks to make out, for the col-
lection of highway taxes, and shall file a dupli-
cate of said tax list in the office of the city clerk, 
and shall attach thereto a warrant directed to the 

... 
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street commissioner of said city, and command­
ing him forthwith to collect such tax either in 
money or in labor, as has been ordered by the 
council, which shall be signed by the mayor and 
countersigned bv the city clerk. The city clerk 
shall deliver such list with the warrant attached. 
to the street commissioner, on or before the first 
day of June in each year. The said street 
commissioner shall proceed to collect the taxes 
charged therein in the same manner as 
overseers of highways in towns are aut.horized to 
collect highway taxes and for that purpose he 
shall have all the powers and authority pos· 
sessed by overseers of high ways in towns, and 
he shall add to said list the names of all persons 
that shall have been omitted. and collect in the 
same man,ner the taxes of the persons so omit· 
ted. The taxes so collected shaH be expended in 
building and repairing roads, streets and high· 
ways, under the direction and by the order of the 
council. The street commissioner shall annually, 
not later than the last Monday of November, 
make a report in writing to the council, giving the 
amount of taxes by him collected, the names of 
the persons paying the same, and the a:nount by 
him expended. and the place and manner of ex' 
penditure, and also the amount of said taxes un' 
collected, with a description of the person and 
property against which such taxes so remained 
unpaid, which report shall be verified by affidavit. 
Upon the receipt of the same, the city clerk shall 
enter upon the tax roll for the year, opposite said 
persons and property, the amount of the taxes so 
remaining unpaid. 

SECTION 153. The justices of t.he peace residing 
within said city shall have and possess all the 
power~, jurisdiction and duties, and shall be sub· 
ject to the same liabilities and regulations as are 
conferred upon and required of justices of the 
peace of the several towns of this state. 

SECTlON 154. This charter shall be submitted 
to the electors residing within the limits of the 
territory heretofore described, and voting at a 
meeting called for that purpo~ by the trustees of 
the village of Reedsburg, in the manner provided 
by chapter 40, revised statutes of Itl78, and held in 
said viUage, and conducted in the same manner as 
special meetings are held in said village. The 
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po!1s of such meeting shall be open from ten 
o'clock A. M. until four o'clock P. M. Every 
elector of this state residing within said territory 
shall be entitled to vote at said meeting. The 
vote upon that question shall be by ballots upon 
which shall be \\<ritten or printed the words, "For 
the charter," or "Against the charter." If a ma­
jority of the ballots cast at such meeting ha'?e 
thereon the words, H Against the charter," then 
this act shall not take effect. If a majority of 
such bal10ts have thereon the words, .. For the 
charter," this act shall have full force and effect. 
The inspectors of said election shall make and 
certi~y returns of the result thereof, and file du­
plicates of the same in the office of the county 
clerk of Sauk county, of the town clerk of the 
town of Reedsburg, and of the village clerk of the 
village of Reedsburg, and such returns shall be 
evidence of the facts therein stated, and the reg­
ularity of all the proceedings in relation to such 
meeting. 

SECTION 155. This act is h~reby declared a pub- Public act. 
lic act. and shall be liberally and favorably con-
strued in all the courts of this state, and shall 
take effect as hereinbefore provided.
