CHAPTER 291.

AN ACT to amend chapter 167, of the laws of
1883, entitled, “an act for the better prutection
of the public health.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senale and assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. Section 1, of chapter 167, of the laws Amending <h.
of 1883, entitled, “an act for the better protection public © health,
of the pubhc health,” is hereby amended so that

"the same shall read as follows, to-wit: Section 1.
The town board, village board or common council
of every town, village or city in this state shall
hereafter, Wlthln thirty days after each annual

election organize as a board of health or shall
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appoint wholly or partially from.its own members
a suitable number of competent persons who shall
organize as a board of health for such town, vil-
lage or city. Such organization shall include the
election of achairman and a clerk, and every board
of health organized as provided in this act shall
immediately after its organization appoint a health
officer for the town, village or city, who shall be,
ex-officto, a member of the board of health and
its executive officer; and the board of health as
thus constituted shall, until their successors, in
office are duly organized, perform all the duties
and have all the powers that are given to boards
of health Ly the general statutes of the state.
Every health officer appointed under the provis-
ions of this act shall be, whenever the same is
practicable a reputable physician, and shall hold
office during the pleasure of the board, and
until his successor shall have been duly appointed
and qualified; and in case of the occurrence of a
vacancy in his office, the board of health shall imi-
mediately fill the same by a new appointment;
provided, that the foregoing provisions shall not
apply to any town, city or village in which a
health board is organized and a health officer ap-
pointed under the provisions of a special charter,
but every local board of health, whetherorganized
under the provisions of this act or otherwise, shall
immediately after each annual or other organiza-
tion report to the State Board of Health the names,
postoffice addresses and occupations of the chair-
man, clerk and health officer thereof, and shall
make a similar report whenever, for any reason, a
new health officer is appointed.

SEcTioN 2. Section 2, of chapter 167, of the laws
of 1883, is hereby amended, by adding at the end
thereof, the words following, to-wit: The term
dangerous, contagious diseases as used in this act
shall be construed and understood to mean such
diseases as the State Board of Health shall desig-
nate as contagious and dangerous to the public
health; and health officers shall make report to
the State Board of Health concerning the pro-
gress of such diseases and concerning the meas-
ures used for their prevention and control with
such frequency as to keep the said board fully in-
formed with regard thereto, or at such intervals
as the said boarg may direct.
