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him to the officer or board having charge of or
authorized to purchase such horses, and no horse
shall be purchased for the city without the cer-
tificate of such surgeon that iu his opinion the
ho1se is fit for the service intended. No compen-
sation beyond the salary fixed by this act shall be
allowed or paid to such surgeon for any services
which he shall perform under this act.

SectioN 6. This act is to be taken as an amend-
ment to the charter of the city of Milwaukee, and
any provisions thereof, which are inconsistent
herewith, are declared to be hereby modified,
amended, superseded or repealed, as the intention
herein declared may require. .

SeorioN 7. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 356.

AN ACT to amend chapter 162, of the laws of
1887, entitled, *“ an act to revise, consolidate and
amend the charter of the city of La Crosse, and
the several acts amendatory thereof.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SkorioN 1. Section 3, of chapter 2, of chapter
162, of the laws of 1887, is hereby amended so as
to read as follows: Section 3. The terms of of-
fice of the tax commissioner, justice of the peace
for the city at large, now in office, and of all jus-
tices of the peace now in office whose terms ex-
tend beyond the third Tuesday of April, 1887, are
hereby extended to the third Tuesday of April,
1889. The terms of office of all persons now serv-
- ing as aldermen in said city shall cease and deter-
mine on the third Tuesday of April, 1887. At the
charter election to be held in said city on the third
Tuesday of April, 1887, there shall be elected by the
people a mayor, city clerk, city attorney, comp-
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troller for the city at large, three commissioners
of public works for the city at large, and treas-
urer for the city, one supervisor, one constable,
one alderman to serve for two years and one
alderman to serve for four years for and in each
ward; and in each ward where, as constituted by
this act, there shall be no justice of the
then resident whose term of office extends beyond
the third Tuesday of April, 1887, one justice of the
peace. All officers heretofore elected with terms
to expire on the second Tuesday of April, 1»87,
(except treasurer), shall continue to hold and ex-
ercise their several offices until the fourth Tues-
day of April, 1887, notwithstanding any change of
ward boundaries in this act. After said charter
election of 1887, all city and ward officers shall be
elected biennially at the charter elections as their
terms expire, and for the full terms prescribed by
this act.

SecrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage.
