in said city sufficient to identify the same, and as
provided by the general laws of this state in rela-
tion to the assessment of taxes; and also of all
persons or bodies politic or corporate, liable to pay
taxes on personal property, and opposite to such
Jot or parcel of land shall be affixed the value
thereof, and opposite the name of each person,
body politic or corporate shall be affixed the value
of the personal property for which such person,
body politic or corporate shall be assessed. The
value of such property shall be assessed as the
laws of the state prescribe. Sections 2, 3, 4, 5, 6,
7, 8 and 9, of chapter 6, of chapter 56, of the laws
of 1832, are hereby repealed.

SEcTION 8.  Section 3, of chapter 4, of chapter
56, of the laws of 1882, is hereby amended by add-
ing thereto a new subdivision, to be called 35th,
as follows: 35th. ‘I'o control and regulate the con-
struction of buildings, chimneys and stacks, and
to prohibit the erection or maintenance of any
insecure or unsafe building, stack, wall or chim-
ney in said city, and to declare them to be nuis-
ances, and to provide for their summary abate-
ment,

SecTIoN 9. This act shall take effect from and
after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 356.

AN ACT to amend chapter 271, of the laws of
188, entitled, ““ an act to incorporate the city of
Neillsville,” and chapter 312, of the laws of 1383,
and chapter 360, of the laws of 1885, being
amendatory to said chapter 271, of the laws of
1882.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, re{rresented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTION 1. Section 19, of chapter 360, of the
laws of Wisconsin for the year 1885, is hereby
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amended so as to read as follows: Section 19. The
sheriff or keeper of the common jail of Clark
county shall receive and commit to said jail, and
there keep pursuant to the terms of the commit-
ment, or until discharged by due course of law,
any person committed for a violation of the char-
ter, or any ordinance of the city, at the expense
of the said city of Neillsville, and said city shall be
liable to the county of Clark for such expenses as
may be reasonably incurred in maintaining and
keeping prisoners so committed to said jail.
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SkcTioN 2. The officers and members of the Exempt from

Neillsville shall be and they are hereby exempted
from the payment of poll tax.

SectTiON 3. All acts and parts of acts in con- Repealed.
