on the Peshtigo River. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. George R. Hall, his heirs or assigns, 
are hereby authorized to construct and maintain 
a dam across the Peshtigo River in Forest county, 
Wisconsin, on section twenty-eight or section 
thirty-three, in township thirty-seven, range 
fifteen, for manufacturing and other purposes, 
and to erect and maintain such piers, booms and 
other improvements as may be necessary or con-
venient for holding, storing and assorting logs, 
timber or ties; said dams, booms and piers shall 
be so constructed, maintained and operated as to 
obstruct as little as possible the free navigation 
of said river for log driving purposes. 

SECTION 2. The said Geo. R. Hall, his heirs and 
assigns, for the purpose of acquiring the land nec-
essary for flowage rights to successfully carry out 
the provisions of this act, may exercise all the 
powers granted to corporations by section 1777, of 
the revised statutes, and the acts of the legislature 
amendatory thereto.

building and repairing highways. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

tax levied according to law, has voted to make or 
repair any road or roads wholly or partly within 
such town, designating as near as may be the lo-
cation of such road or roads, and further stating 
that such town has provided for the payment of 
one-half of the cost of the construction or repairs, 
the said county board may appropriate the other 
half of such cost, and cause such sum to be lev-
ied upon the taxable property of the county as 
will, with the amount provided by said town, 
be sufficient to defray the expense of making or 
repairing such road or roads so petitioned for; 
and such money, when collected, shall be paid 
out on the order of the chairman of the county 
board and county clerk, whenever the said town 
shall notify them that the work has been com-
pleted and accepted.
