situated in any village or city of this state, insured Barefor es.
in any fire insurance company not authorized by
the laws of this state to do business therein, shall
be liable to the fire department of the city or vil-
lage in which such preperty is or may be situated,
for the two per cent. tax required by law to be
paid to such fire department by such insurance
company; and such tax may be recovered in a
civil action brought in the name of the city or
village, the fire department of which is entitled
to said tax.

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CHAPTER 487.

AN ACT to amend section 1799, chapter 87, of the
revised statutes of 1878, entitled, * of railroads.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. Section 1799, chapter 87, of the
revised statutes of 1878, is hereby amended by
adding thereto next after section 1799, a new sec-
tion to be designated as section 1799a, and which
shall read as follows: Section 1799a. Every rail-
road corporation operating a road in this state
shall receive any and all live stock offered to it or
to any agent or employe of it during the months
of February, March, April, May, June, July, Au-
gust and September, for transportation, in mixed
car-loads containing different kinds of live stock,
and shall make and deliver to the shipper or con-
signor the usual bill of lading or live-stock con-
tract for the same; provided always: First, that
each kind of live stock so to be shipped shall be
properly and securely separated from the other
or othersby a good and sufficient partition or par-
titions to be placed in the car by the shipper of
such live stock at his expense, which said parti-
tion or partitions shall not be fastened to-the car
by nails, spikes, screws or other device that will
mar, deface or injure the car: Second, thatif the
partition or partitions shall become loose or broken
80 as to allow such live stock to become mixed in
the car during the course of transportation and
thereby they shall be injured, the corporation so
transporting the same shall not be liable for the
