out requiring the removal of any such indigent 
person or persons to any poor or almshouse, but 
such temporary aid and assistance shall not con- 
tinue longer than three months at any one time, 
or in any one year, unless the town board of su- 
pervisors, the trustees of the village, the common 
council or poor commissioners of the city, or the 
county board of supervisors, or superintendent of 
the poor of the county, as the case may be, shall 
determine otherwise; and the provisions of this 
act shall apply as well to the relief and support of 
the poor by towns, cities and villages where the 
distinction between town poor and county poor 
shall exist, as to counties wherein such distinction 
shall have been abolished. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication.
