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CHAPTER 80. 
AN ACT authorizing county superintendents of 

schools to reside at the county seat and to keep 
an office in the court-house or other building 
provided by the county in certain cases. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented - 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SEarios 1. Whenever the county seat of any County super-

county in this state is located in an independent  
city, with a separate superintendent of schools soeft:Inegty  
having jurisdiction only in such city, it shall be building. 

lawful for the county superintendent of schools 
to reside in such city and to keep an office in the 
public building or other place provided for that 
purpose by the county, notwithstanding such 
county seat may not be under the jurisdiction of 
the county superintendent of schools. 

SEcrioN 2. Whenever any county in this state When county 

shall be divided into two superintendent districts, aVdei:1,Xias, 
and two county superintendents of schools shall :f==i 
be elected in and for said county, it shall be law- res:de at county 

ful for such county superintendents of schools to 
reside at the county seat of the county in and for 
which they were elected, and keep an office in 
the public building belonging to the county, or 
other place provided for that purpose by the 
county, nothwithstanding such county seat may 
not be within the jurisdiction of either of such 
county superintendents of schools. 

SECTION 3. This act shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication. 

NOTE BY THE SECRETARY OF STATE.--T110 fore- 
going act having been presented to the governor 
for his approval, and not having been returned 
by him to the house of the legislature in which it 
originated, withip the time prescribed by the con-
stitution of the state, has become a law without 
his approval.
