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judge thereof, may grant an order that notice of
an application for the appointment of a guardian
for the infant be served upon such infant, if over
fourteen years of age, by mailing a copy of said
notice and order to such infant, directed to him at
his place of residence; if under fourteen years of
age, by mailing a copy of said notice and order to
the person with whom such infant resides. If the
residence of the infant be unknown, the court, or
a judge thereof, may grant an order that the ser-
vice of said notice be made by publication thereof
in a newspaper to be designated in such order, as
most likely to give notice to such infant, and for
such length of time as shall be deemed reasonable,
not less than once a week, for four weeks suc-
cessively.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 143.
