1. The whole number of school districts sepa-
rately set off within the town, and the number of
g:rts of joint districts in which the school houses

longing thereto are located in his town.

2. Thedistricts and partsof districts from which
reports shall have been made within the time lim-
ited for that purpose. ‘

8. The length of time a school shall have been
taught in each such district or parts. of districts.

é.h The amount of public money received in
each.
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5. The number of children taught in each,and
the number of children over the age of four and
under the age of twenty years residing in each.

6. The whole amount of money received in the
town for school purposes since the date of the
last preceding report, setting forth, separately,
the amount received from the state through the
county treasurer, the amount levied by the county
board, the amount raised by the town at its an-
nual meeting, in towns where the township system
of school government has been adopted.

7. The amount of money raised by district tax
for school purposes.

8. The manner in which said moneys have
been expended, and whether any and what part
remains unexpended, with such other information
as the state superintendent may require, and as
may be reporte(‘{) to him by the district clerks.

CHAPTER 157.

AN ACT to provide foradditional clerical foice in
the office of state superintendeat.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
tn senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. The state superintendent may em-
ploy such additional clerks in his office as shall be
necessary to the correct, prompt and efficient dis-
charge of the duties imposed upon him by law,
and fix their compensation, which shall be paid
out of the state treasury; provided, that the salary
of no clerk hereby aulhorized shall exceed the sum
of one thousand dollars per annum, and that the
aggregate amount annually expended for such
additional clerical force shall not exceed the sum
of sixteen hundred dollars per annum.
