Section 14, of chapter 4, of the 
charter of the city of New London is hereby 
amended to read as follows: Section 14. The 
common council shall annually provide that all 
printing authorized or required by said common 
council to be done for the use or official benefit of 
said city, shall be let by contract to the low-
est bidder for the term of one year. beginning 
April 1st of each year, but no bid shall be con-
sidered unless made by the resident publisher of 
a weekly newspaper devoted to New London and 
vicinity and having a list of at least one hundred 
and fifty bona fide subscribers, who receive their

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mail at the New London post-office; and it shall 
be the duty of the city clerk to furnish the official 
paper a copy of the proceedings of the common
