decided prior to March 4, 11)89. shall be heard and 
determined hy the jud~e of saia court at any 
time prior to said fil'st Monday in May, 18S9, in 
the same manDer and with the samfl force and 
effect as thongh done at the said J nnnary, 18R9, 
term; and any and all exCt'ptions to the judge's 
charge in any such action, filed in the office of 
the clerk of said court after the second day of 
March, H!S9, and hefore the firs~ Monday in May, 
1~H9, shall have the same force and effect as 
though filed during the said January term of said 
court; and for the purposes of making any snch 
motion or filing such exceptions or taking any 
such proceeding, and of the' hearing and determi­
nation of such motions, the saId circuit court shall 
he deemed open at all times until said first Mon­
day in May, 1~89, as of the said January term of 
said conrt, chapter 50, of the laws of 18811, to the 
contrary notwithstanding. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take affect and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication.
