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CHAPTER 27. o 345

AN ACT to revise, consolidate and amend chapter
127, of the laws of 1887, entitled, “an act to in-
corporate the city of Ashland and the several
acts amendatory thereof.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
tn senate and assembly, do enact as follows :

CHAPTER I

SecrioN 1.  All that district of country in the amendment to
county of Ashland, hereinafter describad, shall be fhapter U7
and remain a city by the name of Ashland, and
the people who now or may hereafter inhabit said
district, shall be a municipal corporation by the
name of the city of Ashland, and shall have the Corporate
general powers possessed by municipal corpora- "
tions at common law, and also the powers herein-
after specially granted, and the authorities thereof
shall have perpetual succession, and shall be capa-
ble of contracting and being contracted with,
suing and being susd, pleading and being im-
pleaded with, in all courts of law'and equity, and
shall have a common seal, and may change and
alter the same at pleasure. The corporate author-
ity of said city shall be vested in one principal
o&ioer styled the mayor, in one board, which shall
be known as and styled, the common counci! of
Ashland, consisting of one alderman and one
supervisor from each ward, together with such
other officers as may be created under this act.

CHAPTER IIL

Beorrox 1. All of sections twenty-three, twen- City bound-
tz 8ix, twentg-seven, twenty-eight, thirty-two, *"
thirty-three, thivty-four and thirty-five, in towa-
ship forty-eight, range four west, and all of sec-
tions two, thres, four, five, six, seven, eight, nine
and ten, in township forty-seven, range four west,
in Ashland county, Wisconsin, shall be included
within and constitute the territory comprising the
city of Ashland.
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SeotioN 2. The city is hereby divided into five
wards, as follows: Allthat part of the territory
lying and being northwest of the 'center
line of Delaware street extended to the
south boundary line of said city, shall con-
stitute and is hereby established as the First
ward. All that part of the territory lying
and being between the east boundary line of said
first ward and the center line of Lake avenue,
and said center line extended to the south bound-
ary line of said territory, shall constitute and is
hereby established as the Second ward. All that
part of the territory lying and being between the
east boundary line of said second ward and the
center line of Ellis avenue and said center line ex-
tended to the south boundary line of said terri-
tory, shall constitute and is hereby estatlished as
the Third ward. All that part of the territory
lying and being between the east boundary line
of said third ward and the center line of Jeffer-
son avenue, and said center line extended to the
south boundary line of said territory, shall con-
stitute and is hereby established as the Fourth
ward. All that part of the territory lying and
being between the east boundary line of said
fourth ward and the west boundary line of said
territory, shall constitute and is hereby established
as the Fifth ward. It shall be the duty of the
clerk to prepare a book for use at the election in
each ward, in which shall be entered in orderly
and convenient forrn all lot¢ and subdivisions of
land in the ward. The descriptions shall be as
platted when the territory has been platted, oth-
erwise by government description. The council
may require also that all lots and parcels of land
be designated as occupied or vacant, as the case
may be. The books so prepared shall be delivered
to the inspectors of election for the respective
wards before the polls are opened, and be returned
by them with the other returns as hereinafter
provided.

CHAPTER III.
ANNEXATION OF ADJACENT TERRITORY.

SkorioN 1. Territory lying adjacent to said city
may be annexed to such city in the manner here-
after set forth.
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Seorion 2. Three-fourths of the electors, and guy territory
the owners of at least one-third of the taxable maybean-
property according to the last tax roll, in the ter-
ritory adjacent to such city, may present a peti-
tion to the common council of such city, asking
for annexation thereto; provided, that if no elect-
ors reside therein such petition must be signed by
the owners of at least three-fourths of the land
desired to be annexed before the common conncil
shall have power to act thereon.

SeorioN 8. At any regular meeting of the com- Erocedurein
mon council after the filing of said petition with territory.
the city clerk, an ordinance may be introduced
providing for the annexation of such adjacent ter-
ritory. Final action on said ordinance shall not
be taken except at a regular meeting of the coun-
cil, and not earlier than thirty days after the
same is introduced; and in the meantime the
same shall be published at least once in each week
for four successive weeks in some newspaper
printed and published in said city, if there be one;
otherwise, in some newspaper to be designated by
the council.

SECTION 4. - A vote of three-fourths of all the Threefourtns
members of said council in favor of said ordi- Jogansow !
nance, taken by ayes and noes, and recorded, shall
be necessary for its adoption.

SecrioN 5. The adoption of said ordinance shall Territery so
operate to annex such territory to said city, and *"***
the ward or wurds designated therein. The val-
idity of the proceedings annexing such territory,
shall not be called in question collaterally in any
of the courts of this state; nor shall the validity of
any such proceeding be called into question in any
other manner, in the courts of this state, unless
the action or proceeding therefor be commenced
within ninety days after such ordinance is adopted.

CHAPTER 1IV.

OFFICERS, THEIR ELECTION, APPOINTMENT, QUALIFI-
OATIONS, COMPENSATION, VACANOIES.

SectioN 1. The officers of the city shall be the city ofcers.
mayor, one alderman from each ward, a city
treasurer, citf' clerk, city attorney, city assessor,
city comptroller, city engineer, city marshal, one
justice of the peace and one supervisor from each
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ward, one city physician, a street commissioner,
a ha.bor master, a sealer of weights and meas-
ures, a chief of the fire department, a board of
public works, a board of school commissioners,
one or more policemen, and such ather officers as
the common council may deem necessary.
SectioN 2. The annual municipal election shall
be held on the first Tuesday in April of each year,
at such place or places in each election precinct
as the common council shall designate, The polls
of such election shall be opened at 8 o’clock A. M.,
and close at 5 P. M.; ten days’ previous notice of
the time and place of such election and of the
officers to be elected, shall be given by the city clerk
by publication in the official newspaper of such
city; and by posting a written or . printed notice
in a public place in each ward. In all other re-
spects, such election shall be conducted as is pre-
scribed by the general laws of the state. Pro-
vided, however, that the failure to give such notice
shall in no way invalidate said election. The com-
mon council may, when they shall deem it more

-convenient for the electors, at any general or

special election, by ordinance, divide any ward
into two or more election districts, specifying the
boundaries of such districts and the place or places
where the polls shall be held therein; such ordi-
nance shall be published in the official paper at
least four weeks prior to the succeeding election,
and a copy thereof shall be posted up in at least
five of the most public places in such ward for
the same length of time. Within five days after
the passage of such ordinance, the city clerk shall
file a certified copy thereof with the county clerk,
and such ordinance shall continue in full force
and effect as to all succeeding elections until re-
scinded by the common council of said city.

SectioN 3. The mayor, city treasurer, super-
visors, aldermen and justices of the peace shall be
elected by the people. The otber officers shall be
appointed by the mayor and confirmed by a ma-
jority of the members of the common council
voting in favor of such confirmation.

SecrioN 4. All of the officers above named,
except justices of the peace, aldermen and super-
visors, shall be elected for one year; justices of the
peace, aldermen and supervisors shall be elected
for two years, except as hereinafter specifically
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Erovided. All supervisors hereafter elected shall
old their respective offices as members of the
county board for two years, any other law of this
state to the contrary notwithstanding. The alder-
men elected in 1589 shall hold their office for the
term of one year, and until their successors are
elected or appointed and have qualified. All
aldermen elected subsequent to the year 1889,
shall hold their office for the term of two years,
and until their successors are elected or appointed
and have qualified.

SeEcTOoN 5. No person shall be eligible to an Eugibiity to
office created by the provisions of this act, who is *®°*
not at the time of his election a citizen of the
United States and of this state, and a resident:
elector of the city; nor shall any person be eligible
to any ward office, unless he shall be at the time
a resident elector of the ward in which such office
exists.

SectioN 6. The term of officers elected or ap- commence-
pointed under the provisions of this act, shall com- 5i7gof term
mence on the last Tuesday of April succeeding
their election or appointment, and shall hold their
offices for one, two or three years, respectively, as
herein provided, and until their respective succes-
sors are elected or appointed and qualified.

Secrion 7. All elections shall be by ballot, and Elections to be
a plurality of votes cast shall constitute an elec- ’
tion. When two or more candidates for an office
shall receive an equal number of votfes for the
same office, the election shall be determined by
the casting of lots in the presence of the common
council, at such time and in such manner as such
common council shall direct.

SecrioN 8. The city treasurer, clerk, comptroller, saary of city
attorney and all other city officers, except the oficers.
mayor, supervisors, aldermen and justices of the
peace, shall be paid a salary, which shall be fixed
annually. The common council, at their first regu-
lar meeting in February, shall fix the amount of
salary which shall be received by every city offi-
cer entitled to a salary who raay be elected or ap-
pointed in the city during the ensuing year,
which salary shall not be increased or diminished
duriug the term of office for which such officer
may be elected or appointed; the salary shall be
paid out of the city treasury monthly at the end
of each month. All salaries,the amount whereof
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have heretofore been fixed by the common coun-
cil or heretofore established by law, shall be and
remain the salaries of such officers until the com-
mon council shall fix the amounts thereof in ac-
cordance with the provisions of this section; and
when so fixed, they shail so remain until changed
as herein provided.

In case of SeorioN 9. When any officer elected or ap-

) pointed shall remove from the city, or when any
officer elected or appointed in any ward of the
. city shall remove from such ward, or when any
such officer shall refuse or neglect for ten days
after official notification of his election or appoint-
ment, to qualify and enter upon the discharge of
the duties of his office, the office shall be deemed
vacant; and whenever a vacancy shall occur in
any office except that of mayor, the same pro-
ceedings shall be had to fill such vacancy as are
provided for in case of an appointment.

Spectal SeorioN 10. Special elections for any purpose

ections. ghall be held and conducted by the inspectors and
clerks of election of the several election precincts
in the same manner, and the returns thereof shall
be made in the same form and manner as of the
general municipal elections, and within such time
as prescribed by law.

Unexpired SectioN 11. Every person appointed to fill a
vacancy, shall hold his office and discharge the
duties thereof for the unexpired term.

Oathof ofice.  SROTION 12. Every person elected or appointed
to any office shall, before he enters upon the dis-
charge of the duties thereof, take and subscribe
the oath of office provided for by the constitution,
and file the same with the city clerk within ten
days after notice of his election; and in case of
his failure to file the same within the time indi-
cated, the office shall be deemed vacant.

Gertatn oficers SectioN 13. The city treasurer, comptroller,

" justices of the peace and such other officers as the
common council may direct, shall, before enter-
ing upon the discharge of the duties of their
respective offices, execute and deliver to the city a
bond in such sum as the common council may
determine, with two or more sureties conditioned
for the faithful discharge of the duties of their
respective offices, and with such other conditions
as the common council may prescribe. The com-
mon council may at any time require new and

additional bonds of any city officer. All bonds
must be approved by the mayor, and when so ap-
proved, they shall be filed in the office of the city
clerk within ten days after the officer executing
the same shall have been notified of his election;
and when so approved and filed shall be recorded
by the city clerk in a book to be kept for that pur-
pose; such clerk shall annex to each record a cer-
tificate that the same is a true copy of the original,
and such record shall be prima facie evidence of
the contents of such bond; and in the absence of
the original may be used as evidence ia all courts
of this state. Justices of the peace shall also give
a bond as required by statute.

SecrioN 14. Every officer elected or appointed omcer maybe
to any office may be removed from such office by famere® ©
a vote of three-fourths of all the members of the
common council; but nosuch officer shall be re-
moved except for cause, nor unless charges are

ferred against him and an opportunity given

im to be heard in his own defense. The common
council shall have power to compel the atiend-
ance of witnesses and the production of papers,
wien necessary for the purpose of such trial, and
shall proceed within ten days to hear and deter-
mine the cas2upon the merits thereof. The mayor
may suspend any officer against whom charges
have been preferred, until the disposition of the
same. ,

SecmionN 15  Sections 20, 21, 22, 23 and 24 of General laws
chapter 5, revised statutes of 1878, and the acts cechoms.
amendatory thereof, are hereby made to apply to

all of the wards and election precincts of the city

of Ashland, at all municipal and other elections.

CHAPTER V.
OFFICERS — THEIR POWERS AND DUTIES.

SecrioN 1.  The mayor shall be thie chief execu- omcers, their
tive officer, the head of the fire department, and Sutice. and
the chief of police of the city. He shall take care
that the laws of the state and the ordinances of
the city are observed and enforced; and that all
of the officers of the city discharge their respective
duties. He shall from time to time give the com-
mon council such information and recommend
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such measures as he may deem advantageous to
the city. When present, he shall preside at
meetings of the common council; he shall sign
all agreements, contracts, licenses and permits
granted hy such common council and approve or
otherwise act upon all claims allowed by such
council; he shall appoint all policemen and may,
in case of a riot or other disturbance, appoint ag
many policemen as may be necestary. o shall
have and possess the veto powér. Should he
refuse to approve any ordinance, rule, regulation,
claim or resolution appropriating money, or creat-
ing a debt or liability, he shall communicate his
objections in writing to the common council
within six days (Sundays and legal holidays ex-
cepted) after such ordinance, rule, regulation,
claim or resolution is submitted to him for his
approval. If, upon the return of such veto mes-
sage, three-fourths of all the members of the com-
mon council vote for the passage of such ordi-
nance, rule, regulation, claim or resolution, the

. same shall be considered legally passed, notwith-

standing the objections of the mayor.

SEcTiON 2. The common council, at its first
meeting after organization in each year, shall
choose from its number a president; and in the
absence of the mayor the said president shall pre-
side at all the meetings of such common council;
and during the absence or inability of the mayor
to discharge the duties of his office the presi-
dent shall exerciseall the powers and discharge all
the duties of the mayor. The president, while
presiding at meetings of the common council or
performing the duties of the mayor, shall be styled
“acting mayor,” and any act performed by him in
such capacity shall have the same force and effect
as if performed by the mayor; but the president
of the common council as acting mayor shall have
no authority to sign or approve any ordinance,
rule, 1egulation, claim, resolution, warrant, or other
proceeding whatever, which the mayor has re-
fused to sign and communicated such refusal to
the common council. In case of a vacancy in the
office of mayor the powers and duties of the office
shall devolve upon the president of the common
council for the residue of the term.

SectioN 3. The city clerk shall be appointed
by the mayor and confirmed by the common
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council, and shall hold his office for a term of one
year. He shall have the care and custody of the
corporate seal and all papers and records of the
city. It shall be his duty to attend all meetings
of the common council, and to keep a full record
of their proceedings; to record all ordinances and
bonds in a book to be kept for that gurpose; to
keep a record of all licenses granted, which record
shall at all reasonable times be open to inspection
by the public; and draw and sign all orders ué)on
the treasury, except as otherwise herein provided,
in pursuance of an orderor resolution of the com-
mon council, and shall keep a full and correct
account thereof in books provided for that purpose.
He shall have and possess the powers and author-
ity, and perform such duties as clerks of cities and
villages may be required to perform under the gen-
eral laws of the state. He shall keep an accurate
account with the treasurer, and shall charge him
with all tax lists presented to him for collection,
and all sums of money paid into the treasury. He
shall be ex-officio secretary of the board of public
works. Within thirty days after the close of each
fiscal year he shall make and cause to be pub-
lished in the official papers of the city, a financial
statement showing the receipts and disbursements
on account of each fund during the last preceding
financial year. Copies of any and all books, pa-
Eers, documents or instruments duly filed and

ept in his office, and transcripts from the records
of the proceedings of the common council, certi-
fied by him under the corporate seal of the city,
shall be evidence in all courts and places, in like
manner and with the same force and effect as if the
originals were produced. He shall also have
power to administer oaths and affirmations, au-
thorized to be taken by and under the laws of the
state; and shall perform such other duties as may
be required of him by the common council. He
shall appoint a deputy, who shall act in the ab-
seuce of the clerk and for whose acts and com-
pensation the clerk shall be responsible.

SecTioN 4. The city attorney shall conduct all
the law business of the city and of departments
thereof, and all other law business in which the
city shall be interested; he shall, when requested,
furnish written opinions upon subjects submitted
to him in writing by the mayor or common coun-
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cil or any of its committees, or any other depart-
ment of the municipal government. He shall
keep a docket of all the cases to which the cit
may be a party in any court of record, in whic
shall be briefly entered all steps taken in each
cause, whichshall at all reasonable hours be open
to inspection by any of the officers or electors of
such city. It shall also be the duty of the city at-
torney to draft all ordinances, bonds, contracts,
leases, conveyances, and such other instruments
in writing as may be required by the officers of the
city; to examine and inspect tax and assessment
rolls,and all other proceedings in reference to the
levging and collection of taxes and assessments;
and to perform such other duties as may be pre-
scribed by the charter and ordinances of the city,
and shall be a member of the board of public works.
Heshall have authority to agpoint an assistant who
shall have power to do all the acts required by law
of the city attorney; provided, that the city attor-
ney shall be responsible to the city for the acts of
such assistant, and that the city shall not be liable
for, nor bave any authority to pay compensation
to such assistant.

SeorioN 5. The city treasurer shall collect all
city, county and state taxes; and shall receive all
moneys belonging to the city, keep an accurate
account of the same in suitable books prepared
for that purpose, and shall pay over the money
in his hands according to law. He shall keep a
detailed account of the money received and dis-
bursed by him in such manner as the common
council shall direct; his books shall be at all reason-
able times open to inspection by any voter of the
city. He shall make a report to the common coun-
cil each month, and as much oftener as required,
which report shall embrace a statement of the
receipts and disbursements in his office; and ten
days preceding each annual election, he shall
make out and file in the city clerk’s office, a full
and minute report of all moneys received and dis-
bursed by him; of all tax certificates, vouchers,
and other effects of pecuniary value in his posses-
sion, and of all other transactions relating to his
office, necessary to show the actual financial con-
dition of the city; which report shall embrace all
the transactions of his office from the date of the
like report of his predecessor, to the date of the

report required to be made out by him. He shall
keep an accurate account of each of the separate
funds in his custody. He shall receive no fees or
per diem or other compensation for his services
except the salary fixed by the common council
prior to his election. Except as herein otherwise
provided, he shall have and possess the power
and authority and perform such duties as
treasurers in vilages and towns are required to
perform under the general laws of the state.

SecrioN 6. In said city the comptroller shall, on Duties of comp-

or before the first day of November of each year,
file with the city clerk, a detailed statement of
the expenses of the city and of the wards thereof,
during the fiscal year, and such statement shall
also contain a statement of the estimated expen-
ses of the fiscal year, as provided in section 7,
of chapter 15, of this act, entitled, “assessment and
collection of taxes,” and the income of the city
for that year from sources other than taxation.
He shall countersign all contracts made with the
citiy, if the necessary funds shall have been pro-
vided to pay the liability that may be incurred
against the city under such contracts, and no such
contract shall be valid until so countersigned. He
shall make a list of all certificates for the pay-
ment of which special taxes are to be levied in
each year, in time for the same to be inserted in
the tax roll, in the form of a schedule of special
taxes, and shall certify the correctness of the
seme, and such certified schedule shall be prima
facie evidence of the legality and regularity of
the special taxes levied in pursuance thereof; but
no irregularity in the making of such list, shall in-
validate such special tax. He shall report month-
ly to the common council in writing, the condition
of the several funds of the city, and of the condi-
tion of all outstanding contracts and claims which
may be payable out of each fund. He shall ex-
amive and countersign all city’orders before the
same shall be valid, but shall not countersign
such orders before the money is in the treasury
to pay thesame. He shall examine all claims pre-
sented against the city, whether founded oun con-
tract or otherwise, and determine as to each claim
whether the same is properly itemized and sworn
to, if on contract whether the items charged are
correct, whether such claim was incurred by
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proper authority, and generally determine the cor-
rectness of such claim. For the above purposes he
shall have power to swear witnesses and take tes-
timony. If he does not find any objection to the
claim, he shall mark his approval thereon; if he
disapproves, or approves in part and disapproves
in part, he ahall report his reason therefor, and in
all cases he shall report the evidence taken by
him. No claim shall be considered by the council
or reported to a committee till it shall have
been thus examined and reported on by the
comptroller. He shall examine each month the
treasurer’s account as reported by him and kept
by such treasurer, and report as to the correct-
ness of the same, and also any violation by the
treasurer of his duties in the manner of keeping
his accounts or disbursing the moneys of the city.
The comptroller shall procure a ‘“‘claim book” at
the expense of the city,in which all claims against
the city shall be entered as fast as the same are
filed. Baid claim book shall be provided with an
index, and shall be in such form as to provide for
the entry of the name of the claimant, number of
claim, when filed, amount claimed, date of report
of the comptroller, whethér approved and for how
much, date of allowance or disallowance by the
council, amount allowed, date of the order issued
to pay the same, number of such order and the
date of cancellation of the same. . The comptrol-
ler shall also perform the duties of a member of
the board of public works, such other duties as
are required of him under the provisions of this
act, and shall make such examinations as to the
official conduct of the officers of the city not here-
in specifically provided for, as may be from time
to time required of him by the common council
SecrioN 7. The common council, at its first
meeting, or as soon thereafter as may be, shall
designate some newspaper printed in the city, in
which shall be plblished all ordinances, notices
and other proceedings required by law to be pub-
lished, and said common council shall have power
and authority to establish by ordinance such rates
for such printing and publishing as to them may
seem just and proper; provided, that the price
for such printing shall not exceed the legal rate
for like work as the same now is or hereafter ma
be established by law. The common council sha
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have power to contract with the publishers of two
leading newspapers in the city, for the publication
therein of the proceedings of the common council
and the annual reports of such city officers as the
common council may order to be published; pro-
vided, that the expense thereof shall not exceed
the sum of twenty-five cents per folio for the pub-
lication of such ﬁroceedings, nor forty cents per
folio for the publication of such reports. It is
hereby made the duty of the city clerk to furnish
said newspaper with a copy of the minutes of said
proceedings immediately after their occurrence.
The common council shall also let by contract to
the lowest responsible bidder all other printing
which may be required by the city.
SECTION 8. When any ordinance, notice, reso- smdavit ot
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lution or other proceeding shall have been pub- publicationto

lished, a copy of such publication, together with city clerk.
the affidavit of the printer or his foreman, stating

the length of time the same has been published,

shall be filed with the city clerk, and such affida-

vit shall be conclusive evidence of the publication

of such ordinance, notice, resolution or other pro-
ceedings, and the bill for such publication shall

not be audited until such affidavit is so filed.

SeorioN 9. All other officers elected or ap- Dutiesot
pointed under and by virtue of the authority of Sifam"
this act, shall perform such duties as are required
to be performed by like officers under the general
laws of the state, and also such as are prescribed
by the common council.

CHAPTER VL
THE COMMON COUNCIL — ITS POWERS.

SecrioN 1. In said cityof Ashland, the mayor, gommon
aldermen and supervisors shall constitute the counci.
common council, and the style of all ordinances
shall be: “the mayor and common council of the
city of Ashland do ordain,” as follows:

SeorioN 2. The common council shall hold its mestings.
meeting in each year on the last Tuesday of April,
and shall thereafter hold a regular meeting on the
second Tuesday of each month, and at such other
times as the council may direct. The mayor ma
call a special meeting by a written notice to eac
of the members, to be served personally or left at
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their several places of abode at least six hours
prior to the time for such meeting, and shall do so
when requested in writing by at least one-third of
the members of the council.

SeEcTioN 3. The common council shall deter-
mine the rules of its own proceedings. Two-thirds
of the members shall constitute a quorum for the
transaction of business, but a smaller number may
adjourn; their sessions shail be open to the public;
the ayes and noes may be required by uny mem-
ber; and on the adoption of any ordinance or res-
olution assessing or levying taxes, or for the appro-
priation or disbursement of money, or creating
any liability or charge against the city, or any
fund therenf, the vote shall be taken by ayes and
noes, and every such vote shall be entered at
length upon the journal. The common council
shall be the judges of the election and the qualifi-
cations of its members, and may punish its mem-
bers or other persons present by fine for disorderly
behavior, may compel the attendance of its mem-
bers upon its meetings and employ the police of
the city for that purpose, may fine or expel any
member for neglect of duty as such member or
for unnecessary absence from sessions of the coun-
cil. At all confirmations by the city council the
vote shall be taken by ayes and noes, and such
vote shall be recorded by the clerk in the journal;
a concurrence of a majority of all the members
:_ﬁ the council shall be necessary to a confirma-

ion.

SecTiON 4. The common council shall have the
management and control of the finances and all of
the property of the city, except as herein other-
wise provided, and shall likewise in addition to all
other powers herein vested in them, have full
power and authority t6 make, enact, ordain, es-
tablish, Fublish, enforce, alter, modify, amend and
repeal all such rules, by-laws and re%ulationa for
the government and good order of the city. For
the benefit of the trade and commerce of the city,
and health of the inhabitants thereof; for the pre-

Upon the return of the warrant the court may
proceed summarily with the case, unless it be
continued by consent, or for cause, or by order of
the court. If the case be adjourned, the defend-
ant, if required by the court so to do, shall recog-
nize in sufficient sureties for his appearance, in
such sum as the court shall direct, or in default
thereof may be put in charge of the officer who
made the arrest, or be committed to the common
jail of Ashland county, or to such other place of
confinement as may be provided by the common
council. The complaint made as aforesaid shall
stand in lieu of a declaration, and the plea of
“not guilty,” shall put at issue all subject matter
of the complaint.

SectioN 2. A printed copy of an ordinance, by- ‘
law or regulation passed by the common council,
and published in an official newspaper, or in a
{)amphlet or book form, purporting to be pub-

ished by authority of the common council, shall
be prima facie evidence of its due passage and
publication, and shall be received in evidence on
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the trial of all cases recognizable before the courts
of this state.

SecrioN 8. The municiﬁal judge of the city and jurisdiction of
county of Ashland, shall have jurisdiction to try munlipal
and determine all actions to recover penalties, and
of offenses against the charter, ordinances and
regulations lawfully imposed by the city of Ash-
land. He shall keep a record book in which shall
be recorded the proceedings with reference to each
such case. In case of conviction in any such case,
the sentence, in addition to the fine, shall require
as part of the punishment, the payment of the
costs of prosecution, and in all such cases the
following costs only 3hall be taxed or charged:
Judge’s charges, four dollars; for making arrest,
one dollar; one dollar per day for board and keep-
ing, but no fractions of a day shall be charged,
any damages to the city property while in con-
finement, caused by the accused, and the witness
fees prescribed by law in cases before justices of
the peace. All sums for fines and costs so cal-
lected, exclusive of witness fees, shall be paid
over to the city treasurer, as hereinafter provid-
ed. At the end of each month the municipal
judge shall make and file in the office of the city
clerk a report, in a form to be prescribed by
the auditor, showing each case presented durin
the preceding month, the amount of fines an
costs recovered in each case in detail; the amount
to which any officer is entitled, and such other
matters as may be required by the form prescribed.
The report shall have attached thereto the receipt
of the treasurer, showing payment to him of the
amount collected, exclusive of witness fees. If
the judge neglects to file said report for ten days
after the close of the month, he shall forfeit the
sum of five dollars to be retained out of his com-
pensation. The report shall be examined by the
auditor, and otherwise be treated as other accounts
are against the city, and when final action is had
thereon by the council, an order shall be drawn
in favor of each person entitled to any sum as
determined by the council on said report. Said
order shall be paid by the treasurer on presenta-
tion. Any person feeling himself aggrieved by
the action of the council may appeal to the circuit
court as in other cases of claims against the city.

Seorion 4. In the December report of each
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Paymentof  year, such judge shall report all witnesses’ fees un-
os 7% claimed, and shall pay the same to the city treas-
urer, and attach the treasurer’s receipt, showing

such payment, to his report.

SectiON 5. Witnesses shall attend before such
without fees in judge in all actions for the violation of any ordi-
advance. nance, by-law or regulation of said city, without

the payment of fees in advance or a tender there-
of, upon process duly served, and in default thereof
their attendance may be compelled by attachment.
In civil prosecutions for the violation of any pro-
vigions of this charter or any ordinance, by-law
or regulation of said city, no jury shall be allowed
either party, and the finding of the court shall be
“guilty ” or “not guilty;” if guilty, the court
shall render judgment thereon against the defend-
ant, and adjudge that the defendant pay the fine,
penalty or forfeiture, contained in the ordinance,
by-law, resolution or regulation for the violation
of which the defendant shall have been found
guilty, and for the costs of the suit, upon such
conviction, and in default of payment of such
judgment, fine, penalty or forfeiture ard the costs,
the court shall adjudge and determine and enter
upon the docket that such defendant be impris-
oned in the county jail within and for the county
of Ashland, or such other place as the common
council of said city shall, by ordinance designate,
for a term which in no case shall exceed six
months, in the discretion of the court render-
ing judgment, and such court shall further ad-
Ll; ge, determine and sentence such defendant to
kept at hard labor during the term of his or
her commitment, either within or without said
jail or place of imprisonment, and the suid court
shall thereupon issue a commitment, inserting
therein such time of imprisonment, and every per-
son convicted and committed shall be kept at hard

o convietot - pealed from shall be affirmed, or if upon the trial,
the defendant shall be convicted, the court shall
inflict the fine, penalty or forfeiture provided by
this act, or the ordinances, by-laws, resolutions or
regulations under which he or they are prosecuted,
and enter judgment against him or them for such
fine, penalty or forfeiture, together with the costs
in the appellate’s court; and in default of pay-
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ment of such fine, penalty or forfeiture and costs,
to be committed as provided in section 5, of this
chapter.

SkctioN 10. In case of the breach of the condi-
tions of the recognizance hereinbefore mentioned
by the escape or non-appearance of the defendant
at the circuit court as hereinbefore provided, the
same shall be prosecuted in the name of the city
of Ashland as plaintiff, in the circuit court for
Ashland county; and the measurement or recov-
ery shall be twice the amount of the fine, penalty
or forfeiture imposed, together with the costs and
fees that accrued in the case subsequent to the
appeal, all of which shall be paid to the clerk of
the said circuit court, and bﬁ im paid over to the
treasurer of the city. Such judgment shall be
enforced by execution as in action of (tort).

SecricN 11.  No persons shal be an incompetent
judge, juror or witness by reason of his being an
inhabitant of said city, in any proceeding or ac-
tion in which the city shall te a party in interest.

SectioN 12. All rights, actions and penalties,
fines and forfeitures, in suit or otherwise, which
have arisen or accumulated under the several acts
consolidated herein, shall be vested in and prose-
cuted by the corporation hereby created.

SecTiON 13. No suit of any kind or any claim
of any character shall be brought against said city,
but the claimant shall file his claim with the city
clerk for the action of the council thereon, and if
he feels aggrieved by their determination, he may
appeal to the circuit court in the manner herein-
before provided. If the council neglects to take
final action within sixty days after the claim is
filed, the same for the purpose of an appeal by the
claimant may be taken as disallowed. In case an
appeal is taken, the city clerk shall immediately
notify the city attorney, and he shall make and
deliver to him a copy of all papers and proceed -
ings relating to the matter in his possession. He
shall also notify the common council of such ap-
peal at its next meeting.

SecrioN 14. All fines, penalties and forfeitures
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recovered and collected under and by virtue of
this act, not hereinbefore provided for, shall be
paid into the city treasury for the use and benefit
of said city.

SkorioN 15. No execution shall at any time be
issued on any judgment against the city, but the
judgment shall be levied on the taxable Propert
of the city and placed in the next tax roll for col-
lection, and on or before the first day of May
thereafter, the amount of such judgment shall be
paid to the judgment creditor.

SeotioN 16. The mayor shall have power to
grant pardons or commutations after conviction,
for all offenses against the ordinances, by-laws,
resolutions or regulations of the city, upon such
conditions as he may deem proper, but he shall
not have the power to pardon any person convict-
ed of violating any provisions of this charter. He
shall communicate any such actions to the common
council at ite next meeting, with the reason there-
for.

SectioN 17. The jurisdiction and procedure of
justices of the peace shall continue unaffected by
this chapter until 4 municipal judge shall be elect-
ed or appointed and qualified, and chapter 10, of
chapter 127, of the laws of Wisconsin for 1887,
shall remain in full force and effect until such
g%nicipal judge is elected or appointed and quali-

ed.

CHAPTER IX.
FIRE DEPARTMENT.

SectioN 1. It shall be competent for the com-
mon council to provide by ordinance, for the
organization and management of volunteer fire
companies, and to appropriate from the general
fund such sums as shall be deemed requisite for
the aid of such companies in procuring apparatus
and outfit, and for maintaining and housing the
same, and to provide by ordinance for the appoint-
ment of a chief engineer, to fix his term of office,
designate his authority, and to provide suitable
penaliies for the violation of any of the provisions
of the ordinances passed under this section.

SEcTION 2. It shall be competent for the com-
mon council to fix and designate fire limits within
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which no buildings having wooden outside walls
shall be coastructed, or repaired so as to increase
their value beyond the percentage to be fixed in
the ordinance, and the council may, by ordinance,
lJrescribe special fire limits within the general fire
imits within which special fire limits they may
require such building material to be used, and
such additional precautions to be observed, both
in the construction of new buildings and the re-
pairing and maintenance of’ existing buildings as
they may from time to time designate, for the
prevention of fires and the spread and comwuni-
cation thereof; and to provide any proper remedy
for the enforcement of such ordinances as may be
passed in relation to fire limits, or any particular
provision thereof; and to that end they may pro-
vide for the appointment of the building inspector,
designate his authority, fix his term of office and
provide for his compensation, but the common
council shall possess no power to contract or di-
minish the fire limits once established, except the
fire limits heretofore established may be altered at
any time prior to September 1st, 1889.

BCTION 3. If shall be competent for the com-
mon council to provide by ordinance for the estab-
lishment or continuance of a paid fire department
to be entirely under the control of the city gov-
ernment, and maintain it at the sole expense of
the city; to provide for the appointment of the
chief engineer of the fire department, and as many
assistants as may be deemed necessary, and fix
their salaries; and to provide for the appointment
and compensation of as many firemen as shall
from time to time be necessary.

SectioN 4. It shall be competent for the com-
mon council to provide for the purchase, hiring
or leasing and maintenance of all .necessary fire
engines and apparatus for the extinguishing or
prevention of fires, for the construction and main-
tenance of all necessary engine houses and fire
stations, fire alarms, fire signals, telegraphs or tel-
epbones, and for the use of all known means of
extinguishing and preventing fires. And the
common council may appropriate the necessary
sums for carrying the foregoing provisions into
effect.

SecrioN 5. In case of a paid fire department
the city treasurer shall keep a separate account
with the general fund, to be called the fire account,

fund for the relief of the fireman injured in the dis-

and may require all active firemen to contribute
not to exceed two per cent. of their wages to said

All public works may be let by
contract to the lowest responsible bidder. When
the work is directed to be let to the lowest re-
sponsible bidder, the board of public works shall
advertise for proposals by publishing a notice in
the official newspaper of the city, at least once in
each week, for at least three successive weeks be-
fore such proposals are advertised, a profile of
the work to be done, together with the specitica-
tions, shall be placed on file with the city engineer
for the inspection of bidders, and a contract, with
sureties, as the same will be required to be exe-
cuted by bidders, shall be prepared, and the copy
of the same furnished to any person desiring to
bid on the work. No bids shall be received when
not accompanied by a contract, with sureties, ex-
ecuted on the part of the bidder, and such sure-
ties, which sureties shall justify as to their re-
sgousibi]ity, and by their several affidavits show
that they are worth in the aggregate at least the
amount mentioned in the contract, in property
situated in the state of Wisconsin, not by law ex-
empt from execution.

SeorioN 12.  Whenever any bidder shall be, in
the judgment of said board, incompetent or other-
wise unreliable for the performance of the work
on which he bias, the board shall report to the
common council of the city a schedule of all the
bids for such work, together with the recommen-
dation to accept the bid of the lowest responsible
bidder for such work, with their reason for such
recommendations; and thereupon it shall be lawful
for the said common council to direct the said
board either to let the work to such competent
and reliable bidder, or to re-advertise the same,
and the failure to let such contract to the lowest
bidder, in compliance with this provisicn, shall
not invalidate such contract or any special assess-
ment made to pay the liability incurred under
such contract.

The said board of public works
shall file reports of such assessments with the
city clerk who shall record the same in a book to
be kept for that purpose, and give notice thereof
to the parties interested by publishing the same
once in each week for three successive weeks in
the official papers.

It shall be the duty of the mayor, Healtn
once in three years, to nominate a regularly *
licensed physician as commissioner of public
health, who shall be confirmed by the common
council, and who shall hold his office for the term
of three years, and until his successor shall be
appointed and qualified.

the preservation of the health of the people of the
city, to prevent the spread of contagious diseases,
and to cause the removal of all objects detriment-
al to the health of the people of the city, and to
enforce such rules and regulations as hereinafter
provided. .

common council shall confirm the same by a vote
of a majority of the members thereof, such rules
and regulations shall have the force and effect of
ordinances, and the violation thereof may be
prosecuted and punished as in the case of
ordinances.

SecTioN 4. The commissioner of public health sanitary
shall also, from time to time, recommend to the ™***™
common council such sanitary measures to be ex-
ecuted at the public expense, as shall seem to him
to be necessary for the preservation of the public
health,

Secrion 5. It shall bethe duty of the common salary of
council to provide an office for the commissioner commissicner.
of public health, and to fix his salary, which shall
be paid out of the city treasury, as the salaries of
the other city officers are fixed and paid, and to
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provide for him such assistants as may be neces-
sary, and to fix their salaries.

Seorion 6. The commissioner of public health
shall also discharge such duties, not herein enu-
merated, a3 may from time to time be imposed
upon him by the common council by ordinance or
resolution; and he shall make such reports to the
state board of health, and generally perform such
duties as are or may be required of health officers
by the general laws of the state.

CHAPTER XIIIL
SOHOOLS.

Secrion 1.  The board of education shall consist
of one commissioner from each ward, and one
from the city at large, to be appointed by the
mayor and confirmed by the common council.
The mayor in appointing the first board under
this act shall divide the members into three classes
as nearly equal as may be, and shall appoint those
of cne class for one year, those of another class
for two years, and those of the remaining class for
three years. Each commissioner shall hold his
office for the term desdignated in such classifica-
tion, and until his successor shall have been ap-
pointed aund qualified.

It shall be the duty of the board of genoot buna-
education under the direction of the common ires
council to erect and keep in repair all school build-
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ings, and to provide suitable offices for the board
of education. Whenever repairs to a larger
amount than four hundred dollars shall, in the
opinion of the board, be required by any one
school-house, they shall cause a statement to be
made, showing the repairs required, and an esti-
mate of the cost, to be laid before the mayor and
council, and whenever in their opinion, another
school-house shall be necessary, they shall cause
estjmates of a site for such school-house or houses,
and a plan of the proposed building or buildings,
together with an estimate cost of the same to be
made, and shall submit the same for the consider-
ation of the mayor and council, who shall forth-
with take measures to raise a tax to defray the
costs of such repairs, or the erection of such build-
ing or buildings, and the purchase of a site or
sites unless there shall be a vote of two-thirds of
the members of the common council of the city
against the same, in waich case said proposed
repairs shall not be made, nor shall such a site or
sites be purchased, or building or buildings erected;
and it shall be the duty of said board to enter
into contracts for making such repairs, or for the
erection of such buildings, or the purchase of such
sites, whenever it shall be made to appear that
the necessary tax for the same has been levied or
authorized by the mayor and council.

SecTiON 7. The board of education shall, as
early as the first day of November each year,
make an estimate of the expense of the public
schools in the city, for the ensuing year, including
all necessary incidental expenses, and the amount
thereof which it will be necessary to raise by city
taxation, and certify the same to the city clerk,
who shall lay the same before the commou coun-
cil, who shall include the same, or as much there-
of as they shall approve, in the annual budget, to
be raised by a tax called the city school tax, which
shall be collected the same as other taxes. It
shall be the duty of the city treasurer to set aside
and keep all moneys raised in any way for school
purposes, whether by the state, the county or the
city, coming into his hands, in a separate fund, to
be called the school fund, and to pay out the same
upon the orders of the board of education, signed
by the president and certified by the secretary of
that board; provided, that teachers’ and janitors’
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salaries may be included in a single order each
month, in the form of a pay roll, to be signed by
the president and certified by the secretary of the
board of -education.

SectioN 8. The city superintendent of schools Power of city
is hereby vested with the same power to examine tendent
and license teachers and superviss and manage
the schools in said city as a county superintendent
has by general law in his county.

‘CHAPTER XIV.
FINANCE AND EXPENDITURES. -

SecrioN 1. The fiscal year shall commence on Fiscal year.
the first day of October in each year and close
on the thirtieth day of September next succeed-
ing.
Secrion 2. All funds in the city treasury, ex- city tunds.
cept school funds, funds created and set apart for
the Ea.yment of interest and principal of the debt
of the city, and funds collected on special assess-
ments, shall be under the control of the common
council, and shall be drawn out upon the order of
the mayor and clerk, duly countersigned by the
comptroller and authorized by a vote of the com-
mon council. All orders drawn upon the treas-
urer shall specify the purposes for which they are
drawn, and shall be payable out of any fund in
the city treasury not otherwise appropriated. All
orders shall be g:yable to the persons in whose
favor they may be drawn or to the bearer thereof.
SecrioN 8. The city treasurer shall not pay speetal funda.
out any of the funds in his hands which shall be
appropriated by law for any special purpose, ex-
cept for the purposes for which said funds are
specially appropriated, any direction of the city
council to the contrary notwithstanding.
SecrioN 4. No debt shall be contracted against Indebtedoess.
the city, or certificate of indebtedness drawn upon
the city treasurer, unless the same shall have been
authorized by a vote of a majority of all the mem-
bers of the common council, and no money shall
be appropriated for any purpose whatever, except
such as is expressly authorized by this act.
SecrioN 5. The common council shall not au- Money orders.
thorize the issue of orders upon the city treasurer
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unless the money to gay the same is in the hands
of the treasurer to the credit of the fund upom
which the orders are drawn.

SecTiON 6. The treasurer shall, on the first day
of each month, deliver to the city clerk a state-
ment showing the condition of the treasury at the
close of the preceding month, and a statement of
all disbursements since the last report. The
comptroller shall examine said report and the
vouchers for the disbursements referred to, and
shall attach thereto a report of his examination
thereof, and the city clerk shall place the same
before the common council for its consideration
at its next meeting. When said report shall have
been approved, the city clerk shall preserve the
same with the vouchers referred to thereim, in
his office.

SecrioX 7. The common council may borrow
money to pay the ordinary expenses of the city,
not exceeding twenty per cent. of the tax levy for
the same purpose the preceding year. Certificates
of indebtedness may be issued therefor, signed by
the mayor and clerk, bearing interest not exceed-
ing seven per ¢ent. per annum, and payable not
later than the 15th day of January after the same
are issued. Provided, however, that no such lean
shall be made unless authorized by a vote of at
least three-fourths of all the members of the com-
mon council at a regular meeting thereof.

SectioN 8. The city council may designate by
resolution the bank or banks in the city where
the money belonging to the city shall be depesited
and the security to be given by such bank or
banks in the city, and when the money is so de-

osited, the treasurer and his bondsmen shall not
liable for the loss of such money by reason of
the failure of such banks.

The common council may contract
with a bank receiving the city deposits for the
payment of interest thereon.

aside for that purpose and placed in a special fund
on the first day of June in each year. And said
funds shall be deposited with such bank or banks
as the common council shall contract with, the
bank receiving such deposit for the payment of
interest thereon at a rate not less than four per
cent. per annum payable serni-annually, and by
such coetract further provide that the principal
shall not bo paysble by the bank until the bonds
for which such sinking fund ié provided become
due, and that all moneys belonging to such sink-
ing fund shall be paid into such bank as fast as
collected, and also that the bank shall pay the in-
terest upon the bonds as fast as such interest shall
become due and payable, out of the sinking fund
moneys so received, and the semi-annual interest
upon such depesit shall be added to the principal of
such sinking fund as fast as such interest becomes
due.

Provided, that no such bonds ehall be issued un-
less authorized by ordinance adopted by a vote in
favor of the same of at least three-fourths of all
the members of the common council elect. Said
vote to be at a regular meeting not less than one -
week after the proposed ordinance shall have been
published in the official paﬂer of the city; and pro-
vided, further, that no such bonds shall be issued,
so that the amount thereof, together with all the
other indebtedness of the city, less sinking funds
on haud, shall exceed five per cent of the assessed
valuation of such city at the assessment preced-
ing the issue of such bonds.

issue his warraut directed to the chief of the po-
lice of the city, requiring him, within a time
specified in such warrant, to collect the taxes on
personal property as shall then remain unpaid;
and the chief of police receivin% such warrant
shall possess all the powers given by law to town
treasurers for collection of such taxes, and be
subject to the liabilities of town treasurers, and
entitled to the same fees as town treasurers in
such cases.

SecrioN 16. Out of the taxes collected the treas-
urer shall first pay the state tax to the county
treasurer, and shall then set aside all sums of
money levied for school taxes; then nioneys levied
for the payment of judgments, then all sums
raised as special taxes in the order in which they
are levied, then taxes for the payment of principal
and interest on the public debt, then the taxes for
bridge purposes, then for fire purposes, then for
streets and other public improvements, and lastly
county taxes. Delinquent returns shall be made
to the county treasurer, the same in all respects
as required by the general laws of this state, and
thereafter such Froceedings shall be had with ref-
erence to the delinquent taxes so returned to the
county treasurer, as are provided for in cases of
delinquent returns from towns.

SecrioN 17. The directions hereby given for the
assessing of lands and personal property, and
levying and collecting taxes, shall be deemed di-
rectory only, and no error or informality in the
proceedings of any of the officers entrusted with
the same, not affecting the substantial justice of
the tax, shall vitiate or in anywise affect the val-
idity of such tax or assessment.

CHAPTER XVL
KMINENT DOMAIN.

SecrioN 1. The city of Ashland shall have the
power to condemn lands for streets, alleys, pub-
lic grounds, parks, cemeteries, sites for school
builﬁings and other public buildings, and lands to
be used for purposes of drainage and water dis-
tribution and other public municipal purposes,
not here enumerated, by the following proceed-
ings:

SECTION 2. As to streets it shall be competent
for any ten resident freeholders in any ward to
petition the common council for the opening,
widening, extension or change of any street in
such ward, and if the land proposed to be taken
for that purpose shali lie in two or more wards,
then ten resident freeholders of each of the wards
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shall be required to join in the petition. Such
petition shall be addressed to the common council
and shall designate in general terms the location,
extent of the proposed laying out, widening, ex-
tension or change, but need not contain a particu-
lar description of the land proposed to be taken.
For the purpose of such petition a person in pos-
session of land under a contract of purchase and
sale, or a bond for a deed, shall be deemed a free-
holder.

SEctioNr 3. When such petition shall be pre-
sented to the common council it shall prior to
the adoption of apy resoluiion thereon be refer-
red to the board of public works, and said board
shall make a report to the common council, stat-
ing whether or not such petition is sufficiently
signed, and if so, giving a particular description
of each lot, parcel, or subdivision of land pro-
posed to be taken, and a plat of the proposed
street, widening, extension or chauge. Upon the
coming in of such report the common council
may, if the petition be reported sufficiently
gigned, by a vote of a majority of its members,
adopt a resolution declaring that it is necessary
to condemn the land designated in such petition
and report, referring to them, for the purpose
named in the petition, and direct the city attorne
to commence and prosecute the proper proceed-
ingg for the condemnation and acquisition of said
land.

SEcTiON 4. As to alleys, a petition for the
opening, widening, extension or change of an
alley, may be made to the common council, by
owner or owners of one-third or more of the land
in the tlock in which the alley or proposed alley
is situated, whether such owner or owners shall
be residents of the city, or not.

by damages or an excess of benefits over damages
shall have been assessed, the amount of such ben-
efits or excess, which amount shall be levied upon
the land described as a special tax and shall be
collected the same as other taxes.

The common council may, from
sidewalls.  time to time, by resolution, establish the width,
determine the material, and prescribe the
method of construction of standard sidewalks,
and the standard so fixed may be different for
different streets.

Whenever a street shall be im-
proved for the first time, or the grade thereof
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changed and the street improved so as to conform g of
to the new grade, the grading of the sidewalk belechy "~
shall be considered a papt of the improvement, contract.

sidewalk shall be done by the owaers of the abut-

ting lots or parcels of land,or at their expense as
hereinafter provided.

SEcTION 4. It shall be the duty of the owner of Qwnerof lot
every lot or parcel of land abutting upon an im- saewalx.
proved street, or a street ordered to be improved,
whereon the sidewalk has been graded for tem
days or more, to lay at his own expense a stand-
ard sidewalk in front of the same, or one as good
as the standard, to be approved by the boaru of
public works.

SeorioN 5. Whenever the owner of any lot or When owner
any parcel of land so abutting upon any improved sidewaik.
street whereon the space for the sidewalk shall
have been graded for tem days or more, shall
neglect to lay a standard sidewalk, or one as good
as the standard fixed by the common council, ap-
proved by the board of public works, it shall be
the duty of the board of public works to cause a
standard sidewalk to be laid in front of such lot
or parcel of land. Such work shall be let by con-
tract in all cases where the estimated cost shall
exceed one hundred dollars, and in all other cases
it may be done without the intervention of a con-
tract; and in all cases where the sidewalk shall
be out of repair for more than ten days, it shall
be the duty of the board of public works to repair
the same. The board of public works shall keep
an accurate account of the expense of laying and
repajring sidewalks in front of each lot, subdivis-
ion or parcel of land, whether the work be done
by contract or without the intervention of a con-
tract, and report the same to the city auditor,
who shall annually prepare a statement of the
expenses so incurred in front of each lot or parcel
of land, and report the same to the city clerk, and
the amount therein -charged to each lot or parcel
of land shall be by the city clerk entered in the
tax roll, as a special tax against said lot, sub-
division or parcel of land, and the same shall be
collected in all respects like other city taxes upon
real estate.

SecrioN 6. It shall be the duty of the board of
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public works to keep the sidewalks of the city
clear of snow and ice, in all cases where the own-
ers or occupants of the abutting lots fail to do so,
and the expense of clearing the sidewalk in front
of any lot or parcel of land, shall be included in
the statement to the auditor, required by ths last
section, and in the statement of the auditor to the
city clerk therein required, and in the special tax
to be levied, as therein provided.

SeEctioN 7. The common council may, from
time to time, make all needful rules and regula-
tions, by ordinance, for carrying the aforesaid
provisions into effect, and for regulating the use
of the sidewalks of the city, and preventing their
obstruction.

CHAPTER XIX.
SEWERS.

SecrioN 1. Said city shall have full powers to
construct systems of sewerage, but shall not enter
upon such construction until it shall have been
divided into sewerage districts, and a plan shall
have been adopted in the manner hereinafter
specified; provided, that it shall not be necessary
before any part of the system is constructed that
the plan shall be determined upon in all its details,
but it shall be settled so far as relates to that

rtion of the system upon which the construction
18 commenced.

SecrioN 2. The board of public works shall
cause diagrams of the plans of sewerage for each
district to be prepared showing the lots and par-
cels of land, the main sewers, minor sewers, man
holes, catch basins, and all other matters pertain-
ing to the system.

SectioN 8. On the completion of such diagram,
notice shall be given in the official {paper of the
city, substantially in the following form:

Notice is hereby given that a plan for sewerage
for the district bounded as follows: —— —— has
been prepared and is now opened for inspection
at the office of thecity clerk. All persons owning
or interested in real estate in said district are en-
titled to examine the same at any time within
thirty days after the first publication of this no-
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tice, and file objections to said plan. On the —
day of ——, 18—, this board will be in session to
consider any objections that may have been filed,
and all persons” desiring to be heard before the
board can then bée heard.

SecrioN 5. When the plan for any sewerage piagram of
district is finally determined, complete diagrams gitrice:
of the same shall be prepared in duplicate, and
certified to be correct by the board of public
works; one of which diagrams shall be filed in the
office of the city clerk, and one in the office of
the register of deeds in the county within which
the city is located.

SectiON 6. On or before the first Monday of Boardtoreport
March in each year, the board shall present to 2oouslly tothe
the council a report of the sewers necessary or
advisable to be constructed during the ensuing
year. The council shall, as soon as practicable,
consider said report; they may approve the same
or make such additions or changes as to them
may seem best, and adopt the report as changed
or modified. No sewer shall be constructed dar-
ing the ensuing year, except such as shall have
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been determined upon in the manner aforesaid,
except by a vote of three-fourths of all the mem-
bers of the common council. The board shall
proceed to construct the sewers determined upon,
when, and as ordered to do so by the common

council.
Bidsforthe = SECTION 7. After the common council shall
sewers, have ordered the construction of any sewer, the

board of public works shall advertise for and re-
ceive bids to do the work so ordered, having first
rocured to be carefully prepared and put on file
1n the office of the board for the examination and
guidance of bidders, plans and specifications de-
scribing the particular work to be done and the
kinds and qualities of materials to be used as
directed by the common council, and may let the
contract to the lowest responsible and reliable
bidder. Provided, however, that the board shall
have the right to reject all bids and re-advertise
for proposals if they believe none of the bidders
are responsible, or if they believe any agreement
has been entered into between bidders to prevent
competition; and, provided, further, that the con-
tract shall not be binding until the same shall
have been approved by the common council and
countersigned by the comptroller.
om parr SEcTION 8. Such contract may, at the option of
the city, except as herein otherwise provided,
require the contractor to receive as payment for so
much of the work as has been assessed against
the lots opposite to the front of which any such
sewer shall extend certificates against such lots
respectively or improvement bonds; and the resi-
due of such contract shall be paid out of the pro-
ceeds of the general sewerage tax, to be levied on
real estate and personal property within the sew-
erage districts by the common council on the
recommendation of the board of public works.
Board tomake SECTION 9. After any contract for work under
an amosement. this act to be paid for in whole or in part by such
assessment sEall have been entered into, the
board of public works shall make or cause to he
made an assessment against all lots, parts of lots
and parcels of land, fronting or abutting on the
work 8o contracted to be done on each side of the
same for its whole length, and which bave not
been before so assessed for sewerage purposes,
at the rate of one dollar per lineal foot of the
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whole fron of each lot, part of lot or lots, or
parcel of land fronting or abutting on either side
of said sewer, except corner lots, which shall be
assessed therefor as follows: Corner lots not sub-
divided in ownership, and subdivisions of corner
lots constituting the actual corner of corner lots
subdivided in ownership, shall be entitled to a
deduction in making sub-assessment, of one-third
from the aggregate of the street lines of such
corner lot or corner subdivisions thereof on all
the streets in front thereof; such deduction to be
made in the assessment of the longest street line
of such corner lots or corner subdivisions thereof,
or in case of equal street lines thereof, in the
assessment for the second sewer to which they
are liable; provided, however, that when the
actual cost of any sewer shall be less than two
dollars per lineal foot, then and in that case, the
assessment shall be for the actual cost of such
sewer r lineal foot, one-half thereof to be
chargeable against the property frontin‘%or abut-
ting thereon on each side thereof. ‘henever
any lot which, as originally platted, fronts or abuts
on any sewer is subdivided, and the subdivisions
thereof are owned by different persons, no subdi-
visions of such lots not fronting or abutting on
such sewer, and not owned by the same person
who owns the subdivision fronting or abutting on
such sewer, shall be assessed for the cost of such
sewer; but no corner lot shall be assessed for the
cost of any sewer in an alley when such lot bas
already been assessed for a sewer on two sides
thereof.

SectioN 10. Whenever any lot or parcel of
land shall be subdivided by sale or any other con-
tract, after the assessments of benefits accruing
to it by a system of sewerage, shall have been
made, and before such system shall have been
fully carried out and extended to such lots assese-
ed, and the assessment on such work paid, any
party interested may give notice to the board of
such subdivision, and in such case, or when the
gaid board shall in any other way become cogni-
zant of the fact of such subdivision, they may
make an equitable apportionment of the said ben-
efit tax against any lot between the different
parcels of it; but if by neglect of the owners of
the lot 8o divided, no such apportionment shall be
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made, then the entire lots shall be liable for the
entire tax.

SeoTioN 11. The cost of all sewers in street and
alley crossings, and of all sewers in excess of two
dollars per lineal foot, chargeable to lots and lands
as provided in section ten of this chapter, of all
catch basins for receiving the water from the gut-
ters, and of the overflow pipes connecting them
with the sewers, of all temporary catch basins,
and of the repairing and cieaning of sewers, and
all expenditures for temporary work, necessary to
carry on the system of sewerage herein provided,
and all cost for constructing sewers not provided
for by special assessment shall be paid out of the
fund of the proper sewerage district; and all clean-
ing and repairing of sewers and catch basins, and
all temporary work necessary to be done as above
stated, shall be done by the authority of the board
of public works as may be necessary.

SectioN 12. The board of public works shall
report to the common council on or before the
first day of November of each year as accurately
as may be, the amount of money required for
sewerage purposes for that year in each district,
in addition to the special assessments made; and
the common council are hereby authorized to
direct the levy and collection of a tax for sewerage
purposes in each district for such amount as may
be necessary, not, however, to exceed in any one
vear the sum of two and ore-half mills on the
dollar on all property, real and personal, subject
to taxation in any such sewerage district; which
tax, so levied, shall, when collected, be placed in
the fund of the sewerage district in which the
same has been collected; and the city treasurer
is hereby directed and required to keep a separate
and distinct account of each sewerage district.

SecTiON 13. Any person to whom a contract
is awarded for the construction of a sewer may
receive in payment certificates against the lots,
parts of lots, or parcels of land, so as heretofore
directed Lo be assessed, so far as the same will go,
in liquidation of the amount of such contract, and
shall be entitled to receive city orders for the bal-
ance due, payable only out of the fund of the

roper district; and it shall be the duty of the
goard of public works, after the completion of
any contract, and acceptance of the work, to issue
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such certificates on the request of the person en-
titled to receive them; and where any sum is
found to be due a contractor over and above the
amount of certificates so to be issued and re-
ceived in part payment, to certify the same to the
common council, which may direct an order to
be drawn on the proper fund for the payrent of
the same. All certificates of special assessments
for building sewers, shall be signed by the mayor
and clerk of said city, and countersigned by the
comptroller, and delivered to the persons entitled
to receive the same.

SecrioxN 14. All contracts entered into by the sureties.
board of public works under this chapter shall be
with sureties approved as to the form and execu-
tion by the city attorney, and, before taking effect,
shall be signed by the mayor and city clerk and
countersigned by the comptroller.

SEcTION 15. fn all cases the work shall be sub- g4 to have
ject to the superintendence and direction of the supervison of
i)oard of public works; and no contractor shall
be entitled to recover compensition for any work
executed by him in any form of action, unless
sach work shall have been approved by the said
board; provided, that the said board may from
time to time, as the work progresses, at their dis-
cretion, grant ‘to any contractor for a sewer an
estimate of the amount and proportionate value
of the work already done, withholding in all cases
twenty-five per cent. of said estimate, which ghall
entitle the holder to receive the amount thereof,
}essdsuch twenty-five per cent. from the proper

und.

SEoTION 16. Whenever the common council water and gas
shall order the paving or repairing of any street pires
in the city in which water, gas mains and sewers,
or either of them, shall have been previously laid .
and constructed, they may also, by resolution,
retéuire the board of publi¢ works to cause water
an service pipes and house drains ¢o be first
laid in such a strest at the cost of the property
fronting on such street, from the main sewer,
water and gas mains in such street to the curb
line on either side of the street at intervals not
less than twenty feet, along the whole length of
such paved street, except at street and alle
crossings; and the board of public works sh
thereupon give notice to the owners or occupants
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of the property adjoining such paved street, by
publication thereof for six days in the official
paper, requiring them to do such work opposite
their respective lots according to a plun and
specification to be before prepared and on file in

o office of said board showing the location and
size, and the kind and quality of material of such
lateral sewers or drains, and water and gas
service pipes; and if such owners or occupants
shall refuse or neglect to do the same, before the
paving or preparing of said street so ordered, and
within ten days after the publication of such notice,
the said board may procure the same to be done,
and charge and assess the expense thereof to the
lots or parts of lots fronting upon such work ia
the manner provided in and by section 5, of chap-
ter 18, of this act; and the same shall be levied
and collected as other special assessments are
levied and collected in said city; provided, that no
street shall be paved or repaved by order of the
common council unless the water and gas mains
and service pipes, And necessary sewers and their
connections shall, as required by the common
council, be first laid and constructed in that por-
tion of such street so to be paved or repaved.

SectioN 17. 1t shall be the duty of said board
to see that proper drains and sewers are con-
structed from every lot in said city, which in
their judgment requires it; and that such private
drains or gsewers are made é0 communicate with
the public sewers in a proper manner; and they
shall have power to require such number of pri-
vate drains and sewers to be constructed as they
may deem expedient.

SectioN 18. The said board shall desoribe the
location, arrangement, form, materials and con-
struction of every drain and sewer for every lot
in the city emptying into the public sewers, and
shall determine the manner and plan of the con-
nection of the same; the work of construction
shall be in all cases subject to the superintend-
ence and control of said board, and shall be exe-
cutfed strictly in compliance with their orders; but
the cost of such private sewers shall not be in-
cluded in the estimate of the cost of the general
plan of sewerage in any district, and shall be
charged upon the lot or lots for the benefit of
which such private sewer shall be constructed.
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SeorioN 19. The said board shall have at their
office, ready for the examination of the parties
interested, the specifications of any private drains
or sewers 80 ormd to bte comstructed, and they
shall give to the lot owners six days’ notice in the
oﬂicigl papers to construct the same, designating
therein a reasonable time within which the work
shall be completed; and in case any lot owner
neglect: to do the work required of him to be
done, within the time specified in said notice, they
shall advertise for proposals and let the same by
contract; and at the completion of the contract,
shall give to the contractor a certificate or certifi-
cates against such lot or lots which shall be pro-
ceeded with and shall have the like effect as other
certificates given for work chargeable to lots.

SeoTioN 20. Any person who has taken such
contract from said board to consteuct a private
drain or sewer from any lot, shall be authorized
to enter upon such lot and construct thereon such
drain or sewer, and shall have free ingress and
egress upon the same with men for that purpose,
and to deposit all the necessary building materi-
als, and generally to do and perform all things
necessary to a complete execution of the work.

SEcTiON 21. No private drain shall be con-
nected with any public sewer without the said
board first issuing their permit for such connec-
tion; and there shall be paid for such permit into
the general fund of the sewerage district, by the
owner of any lot from which a private drain is
led into a public sewer, an amount to be fixed by
said board, proportioned to the size of such pri-
vate drain, but not less than two and one-half,
and not more than five dollars for every drain
from any lot or parcel of a lot; and in case such
amount is not paid it shall be a lien upon such
lot, and collected as the ofther special assess-
ments, and shall be collected as other taxes on
real estate are collected; provided, that no charge
shall be made for the permit herein referred to,
when the connection for which it is used is made
before the sewer is finiched in front of the prem-
ises to be connected.

Section 22. No person is required to make con-
nection until building, and no person shall break

or make connection with public sewer ex-
cept by the consent and under the direction of
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the board of public works, and any person who
shall ‘'do so, or shall wilfully or maliciously ob-
struct, damage or injure any public or private
sewer or drain in said city, or wiifully injure any
of the materials employed or used in said city for
the purposes of sewerage, shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof
shall be fined not more than five thousand dollars,
or imprisonment in the county jail not to exceed
three months.

Sewers maybe  SECTION 23. Any contractor or other person
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acting under the direction of the board of public
works, may lay sewers in and through any alleys
and streets of said city and through any break-
water into apy lake, and also in any highways of
the county, whether within the limits of said city
or not; provided, that it shall be the duty of such
contractor toe repair such streets, alleys, break-
waters and highways, and to restore the same to
the former condition upoun the completion of such
sewers.

SectioN 24. Either of the duplicate diagrams
filed as the final determination for a plan of sew-
erage for any district after the expiration of nine
months from the date.of such filing shall be con-
clusive proof of the regularity of such proceed-
ings to establish the plan of sewerage shown on
such diagram, and the regularity and legality of
the proceedings to establish such plan of sewer-
age shall not thereafter be called in question in
any court.

SECTION 25. When a plan of sewerage hae been
finally determined upon, it shall not be changed
except by a vote of three-fourths of all the mem-
bers of the common council, in favor of the same,
Such change shall be by ordinance passed at a
regular meeting after the same shall have been
published, at least once in each week for two suc-
cessive weeks in the official paper of the city.

SECTION 26. When such change shall have been
determined upon; duplicate diagrams shall be pre-
pared, certified and filed as before, showing the
plan of sewerage as changed, and after niae
months from the date of such filing, the said du-
plicate shall be conclusive proof ¢f the regularity
and legality of the proceedings to establish such
plan; any change rendering useless any existing

-
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sewer, the expense of change shall be paid by the
general fund.

SECTION 27. Whenever a contract shall have otice of
been let for the construction of any sewer, and impiovement
the amounts have been determined that are severage
chargeable to the lots or parcels of land ahutting ‘
on the street or alley through which said sewer is
to be constructed, if the common council deems
it for the best interest of the property owners af-
fected by the special assessment for the construc-
tion of said sewer, may cause a notice to be pub-
lished in the official paper of the city once in each
week for six successive weeks, substantially in the
following form:

IMPROVEMENT BONDS FOR SEWERAGE ASSESSMENTS.

Notice is hereby given that a contract has been
let for the construction of a sewer as. follows:
(Describe the street or alley) that a statement
showing the amcunt of the special assessment
chargeable to the lots and parcels of real estate
abutting on the street (or alley) through which
said sewer is to be constructed, is now on file with
the city clerk. That all parties who desire to pay
the special assessment on presentation of the
proper certificate are required to file their notice
to that effect with the said clerk before the expi-
ration of thirty days from the date of this notice;
that the city will issue its per cent. semi-annual
interest coupon bonds for an amount sufficient to
cover the special assessments which the parties
owning the property do not elect to pay on the
presentation of the certificates in the manner
stated; that said bonds will be a charge upon the
particular lots only against which said special as-
sessments are claimed.

SecrioN 28. The council shall have power to councit may
issue its coupon bonds for an amount sufficient iue bonds to
to cover all special assessments which the parties assessments.
do not elect to pay in accordance with said notice.

Said bonds shall be payable at the option of the
city after five years from the date of their issue,
and absolutely within seven years from said date;
they shall bear interest at a rate not exceeding
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six per cent. per annum, shall specify on their
face that they are sewerage bonds and chargeable
only to the particular lots and parcels of land
described therein, and such other provisions as the
council may think proper to insert. The bonds
shall be signed by the mayor and clerk, and be
sealed by the official seal of the city.

SectiON 29. Said bonds may be sold by the
common council at not less than par value, and the
proceeds paid to the sewerage contractor, or the
contract may provide that the contractor shall
take the bonds as a payment on his contract at
their par value, with accrued interest.

SectioNn 30. The city shall pay the principal
and interest on said bonds as they fall due and
shall reimburse itself by a tax on the particular
lots mentioned in said bonds in the following
manner: The city clerk shall in each year for
five years succeeding theissue of said bonds, enter
in the tax roll as a special tax upon each of the
parcels of land mentioned in said bonds, one fifth
of the special assessments as to each said parcel
of land with six per cent. interest on the whole
amount of said special assessment on such parcel
of land then unpaid. Said tax shall be treated in
all respects as any other city tax, and when col-
lected shall be credited to the sewerage fund of
said city.

Secrion 31. After the issue of said bonds no
action shall be brought or maintained in any of the
courts of this state to avoid the tax mentioned in
the foregoing section.

CHAPTER XX.
HARBORS AND BRIDGES.

SecrioN 1. The board of public works, under
the direction of the common council, shall have
conarge of the construction, repair and mainte-
nance of all harbors and bridges, or either.

SecrioNn 2. The common council shall have
power to determine, by ordinance or resolution,
the location of harbors or bridges, and the man-
ner of their construction, and by ordinance to
adopt, fix and change from time to time, dock
lines along the water fronts within the bounda-
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ries of such city, conforming as near as practica-
ble to the original meander lines and survey
thereof, and to require the riparian owners to
build and maintain docks for the protection of
the banks; and upon the failure of such owners
to perform such work as directed, the board of
public works may cause such work to be done,
and the expense therefor charged to the abutting
lot or lots. The mode of proceeding shall be sim-
ilar to proceedings as in the case of building side-
walks.

SEcTioN 3. Whenever the common council gstimateof

shall, by resolution, declare it to be necessary to ot of con-
construct or repair any harbor, dock, wharf, break- harbors and
water, channel or bridge, it shall be the duty of sled®
the board of public works to prepare an estimate
of the cost of such work and file it with the city
clerk, who shall submit the same to the common
council; thereupon the common council may, by
resolution, direct the work to be done. It shall be
then the duty of the board of public works to ad-
vertise for bids fordoing the work and furnishing
the material, the same as in the case of work to be
done and materials furnished in the construction
of streets, and they may receive bids and award
contracts to the lowest bidder or bidders, in the
same manner as in the construction of streets.
The work contracted to be done, when finished,
shall be accepted by the board of public works
before final payment shall be made to the contrac-
tor or contractors. The contract may provide for
the payment of not more than eighty per cent. of
the cost of the work, upon estimate of the city
engineer or city surveyor, as the work proceeds,
and at least twenty per cent. of the cost of the
work shall be retained until the work shall have
been accepted by the board of public works.

SECTION 4. Where harbors or bridges, or either, griqge and
shall be or shall have been constructed, or vhere barbor
any contract for the construction, repair, or main-
tenance of such harbors or bridges, or either, shall
have been made, it shall be the duty of the city
treasurer to open and keep a separate account of
the receipts and disbursements on accounc of
bridges, and avother, if need be, on account of
harbors, docks, wharfs, and the like, to be called,
respectively, “bridge account,” and *‘ harbor ac-
count;” and where such bridges or harbors, or

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either, are required, it shall be the duty of the
common council to make annual estimates of the
money hecessary to be raised for such work, and
maintenance and repair of the same, and to pro-
vide, by taxation or loan, the necessary funds for
the same, as in case of other public works. The
bridge account and the harbor account shall each
be one of the accounts of the general fund, but
moneys raised on account of- either shall not be
applied, nor be deemed applicable to the payment
of any other expense or expenses, nor shall the
same, ocr any portion thereof, ba credited to any
other account, unless a resoluticn for that pur-
pose shall be passed by th3 common council, by a
mag’ority of two-thirds of all the members thereof,
and approved by the comptroller.

Relatngto  BECTION 5. No special assessments for benefits
menton . shall be made on account of any bridge, harbor,

beitges ¢ dock, or wharf, or any such like improvements,
except as herein otherwise provided, unless the
owners of property benefited thereby shall con-
sent, in advance, to the levying of such assess-
ments to the amount thereof as provided in the
next section.

Whenspecial  SEOTION 6. Whenever the owners of land bene-

levied. fited by any proposed bridge, harbor, dock, or
wharf, shall, by the petition to the common coun-
cil, pray for the construction thereof and shall, in
and by the terms of such petition consent, their
land, describing it, shall be assessed for benefits by
reason of such improvements (the percentage on
the assessed valuation of such land, to be so assess-
ed,being designated in said petition),if the improve-
ment prayed for be made and accepted within the
time designated in such petition, it shall then be
the duty of the city comptroller to prepare a state-
ment of assessments made pursuant to the con-
sent obtained in such petition, and report the same
to the city clerk, and the city clerk shall thereupon
levy said assessments as special taxes upon the
lands designated in said statement, in a separate
column in the city tax roll for the current year;
and such taxes shall be collected and paid into the
city treasury and credited to the account of the
proper fund the same as other taxes.

When bridge SectioN 7. In cases where it should be urgently

maire.  necessary, for the preservation of property, to
make any repairs upon any bridge, dock or wharf,
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not to exceed two hundred dollars in expense, it
shall be the duty of the board of public works,
with the consent of the mayor and comptroller,
to make such repairs without the intervention of
a contract, and report the same as soon as may be
to the common council, whereupon it shall be the
duty of the common council to make provision,
by taxation or loan or by appropriation of funds
available for that purpose, to meet the expense of
such repairs.

Secriox 8. 'Whenever it shall be necessary, for
the construction or maintenance of the harbor,
that any lake, pond, river or creek shall be dredged
or otherwise deepened, the board of public works,
by direction of the common council, may let con-
tracts for such dredging to the lowest bidder, the
same as in case of other public works, or the
city may purchase and maintain for its use the
necessary dredges and other apparatus for such
work, and may provide funds for the purchase,
use and maintenance of such dredges and other
apparatus by appropriations made from the gen-
eral fund, to be charged to the harbor accouut;
the money for that purpose to be raised by taxa-
tion or loan, as other moneys in the general fuud
are raised, and the board of public works, under
the direction of the common council, shall have
the control and management of such dredges and
other apparatus, and shall employ such men and
purchase such supplies as may be necessary in the
management thereof, and the men so employed
shall be paid, and the supplies so procured shall be
paid for, upon certificates of the board of public
works, countersigned by the comptroller, out of
the general fund and charged to the harbor ac-
count.

SecrioN 9. In case it shall be necessary to pro-
tect any land from being washed away by any
lake, river or other water, the common council
may, by ordinance, provide for the protection of
such land by a wall or dock breakwater, to be
constructed as the common council may pre-
scribe; and the council may in such case direct
the board of public works to make an assessment
of the benefits accruing to the land so protected,
and other lands benefited thereby. No lot, sub-

divigion or parcel of land, every part of which is
more than one thousand feet distant from every
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part of the shore line thus protected, shall be so
assessed. Such assessment shall be made, cor-
rected, reported to the common council and
confirmed by the common council the same as
assessments for other public works, and certifi-
cates or improvement bonds may be issued there-
on in the same manner and with like effect as in
the case of other public works. An appeal to the
circuit court may be taken from any such assess-
ment upon like notice and security within the
same time and with like effect as in the case of
other public works, and like proceedings shall be
had thereon.

CHAPTER XXI.
MISCELLANEOUS.

SectiON 1. No member of the common council
shall, during the term for which he is elected, be
eligible to any other municipal office, except the
office of mayor, existing at the time of his elec-
tion, or created at the time of his election.

SeEcTION 2. No person shall be incompetent to
act as judge, justice of the peace, witness or
juror, by reason of his being sn inhabitant of the
city, in any action or proceeding in which the city
ghall be party in interest.

SectioN 3. The general laws of the state for
the government of cities, villages and towns, the
assessment and collection of taxes, the preserva-
tion of public and private property, highways,
roads and bridges, the punishment of offenders,
the collection of penalties, aud the manner of
conducting elections, shall be in force in said city,
except as otherwise hervin provided.

SEcTION 4. The general laws of the state of
Wisconsin for th¢ punishment of bribery, misde-
maanors and corruption in office, shall be in force
and shall apply to all officers elected or appointed
under the provisions of this act.

SectioN 5. No city official shall be interested
directly or indirectly in any contract to which the
city is a party, and whenever it shall appear that
such is the case, such contract shall be absolutely
void, and the city incur no liability thereon what-
ever. No city officer shall be accepted as surety
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on any bond, contract or other obligation made
by the city.

SEcTION 6. No real or personal property of any
inhabitant of the city, or of any corporation
thereof, shall be levied on or sold by virtue of an
attachment or execution issued to satisfy any
contract, debt or obligation of said city, or for any
judgment against said city; nor shall any person
or corporation be held liable as garnishee of said
city.

SEctioN 7. The use of any forms prescribed b
the revised statutes of the state, and acts amend-
atory thereof, as far as the same are applicable,
shall be legal and of the same force and effect, as
the use of the forms prescribed in this act.

SectioN 8. In case any person shall present his
claim or demand against said city, and the com-
mon council of such city shall disallow such claim
in whole or in part, the common council shall not
again consider or allow such claims.

SectioN 9. The city marshal shall be known as

such, or as captain or chief of police, in the dis-

cretion of the common council; and he shall have
command of the police force of the city under the
direction of the mayor.

SecrioN 10. The opinions of the city attorney
shall be filed with the city clerk and recorded in a
book to be kept for that purpose.

SectioN 11. The city clerk shall keep a book
to be known as an *“ ordinance book,” in which he
shall enter at length, in a plain and distinct, hand-
writing, every ordinance adopted by the common
council immediately after its passage, and shall
append thereto a note giving the date of its pass-
age and page of the journal containing the
record of the final vote upon its passage, and also
the name of the newspaper in which said ordi-
nance was published, and the date of such publi-
cation, together with proof cf publication; the
ordinance may be approved by the certificate of
the clerk, under seal of the city, and when printed
or published in pamphlet form, and purporting to
be published by the authority of the city, shall be
read and received in all courts as evidence of their
adoption.

SecrioN 12. No compensation or salary shall

be paid to the mayor or any alderman, supervisor ¢

or school commissioner.
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SecrioNn 13. The ordinances in force in such
city at the time of the passage of this act shall
continue to be in force and be the ordinances
of said city so far as the same are not inconsist-
ent with the provisions of this act, until amended,
altered or repealed.

SEcTION 14. In case of the failure to prescribe
the duties of any officer elected or appointed un-
der the provisions of this act, the provisions of
the revised statutes and acts amendatory thereof
as far as the same are applicable, shall be deemed
and taken to be the guide in determining the du-
ties of such officer.

SecTiON 15. When any heinous offense or crime
has been committed against life or property within
any such city, the mayor, with the consent of a
majority of the council, may offer a reward for
the apprehension of such criminal or perpetrator
of such offense.

SecticN 16. No lot or parcel of land in said
city shall be exempted from the payment of its
portion of any tax for the improvement of streets
or the building or repairing of sidewalks upon
which such lots or parcels of land may border,
excepting only property belonging to the United
States or the state of Wisconsin.

Relatingtosub- SECTION 17. Every individual or company of

individuals or body corporate owning a lot or tract
of land within the corporate limits of the city of
Ashland, who may desire to subdivide or plat such
lot or tract, into city lots, shall, in platting the
same, cause the streets and alleys in such plate to
correspond in width and general direction with
the streets and alleys through the lots and blocks
in said city adjacent to said lot or plat so platted;
and before making such plat, as required by law,
it shall be the duty of such persons, or corpora-
tion, making such plats to submit the same to the
common council of said city for approval; and if
said plat shall be approved by the common coun-
cil, the said person or persons or corporations may
cause said plat or plats to be recorded according
to law; but except such plats be approved by reso-
lution adopted by said council, a copy of which,
duly certified by said clerk, shall be affixed to or
entered on such plat, it shall not be lawtul for the
register of deeds of the county of Ashland to re-
ceive such plats for record or to record the same;
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and the person or persons neglecting or refusing
to comply with the requirements of this act shall
forfeit and pay a sum not less than one hundred
dollars nor more than one thousand dollars, and
the register of deeds who shall record such plat
without a copy of the resolution aforesaid approv-
ing the same being entered on or affixed thereto,
shall forfeit a sum not less than fifty nor more
than one thousand dollars.

SectioN 18. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
