CHAPTER 398.

AN ACT to authorize John Woodlock to build
and maintain a dam and lock in and across the
Little Somo river, in Lincoln county, Wisconsin.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senale and assembly, do enact as follows:

SecrtioN 1. . John Woodlock, his heirs and as-
signs, are hereby authorized and empowered to
erect, keep up, and maintain a dam and lock in
and across the Little Somo river on section twen-
ty-seven (27), in township thirty- five (35) north, of
range five (5) east, in the county of Lincoln, on
lands owned by the said John Woodlock, said
dam not to exceed nine feet in-heighth and lock
for the purpose of passing through steamer forty
feet in length.

SEctION 2. The aforesaid John Woodlock, his
associates, heirs and assigns, shall build suitable
slides in said dam for the running of logs and
timter over the same, and shall keep the same in
repair. The same shall be kept open at all times
when said river is at a driving stage and there
are logs or timber to be run over said dam.

SectIOoN 8. The right to alter, amend or repeal
this act is hereby reserved.

SectioN 4. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
