"CHAPTER 444.

AN ACT to amend chapter 257, of the laws of
1887, entitled, **An act to incorporate the city of
Rice Lake, and to amend assembly bill No. 122,
A., entitled, “An act to amend chapter 257, of
the laws of 1887, entitled, “‘an act to incorporate
the city of Rice Lake.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTiON 1. Secticn 2, of chapter 1, of said chap-
ter 257, is hereby ameuded so as to read as fol-
lows: Section 2. All of sections sixteen, seven-
teen, twenty, the north half of section twenty-
nine, all of sections twenty-one and twenty-
eight, and the west half of the northeast quarter
government lot tbree and the west half of sec-
tion twenty-seven, all in township thirty-five, of
range eleven west, and the waters of Rice Lake
to the east shores thereof at high-water mark as
now flowed from the north line of the south half
of said section sixteen to the north line of section
twenty-seven shall be included within and con-
stitute the territory comprising the city of Rice
Lake. Provided, however, that nothing herein
contained shall in any manner affect or inter-
fere with the rights, powers, privileges and fran-
chises heretofore granted and used by any per-
son or corporation in, upon or across Rice Lake,
the waters or shores thereof, or the free and full
occupation and use thereof.

SecTION 2. Section 1, of said bill No. 122, A., is
hereby amended so as to read as follows: Section 1.
The city ehall be divided into four wards. All
that portion of the city lying north of the center
line of Marshsall street and east of the Chippewa
Falls and Northern railway and all of sections six-
teen and seventeen shall constitute the First ward.
All that portion of the city lying scuth of the
center line of Marshall street and north of a cer-
tain line running east and west twenty-two rods
south of and parallel with the south eighth line
of said section twenty-one and east of said rail-
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way shall constitute the Second ward. All that
portion of the city lying south of said parallel
line and east of the Menomonie river shall consti-
tute the Third ward. The remaining portion of
the city shall constitute the Fourth ward.

SEOTION 3. Section 2, of chapter 4, of said chap-
ter 257, iz hereby amended by striking out the
word, “ fourth ” where it occurs in the second line
of said section and inserting in place thereof the
word, “second,” and the remainder of said section
shall remain unchanged.

SecTiON 4. The common council shall hold
their first regular meeting in each year on the
second Tuesday in April. :

SectioN 5. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its publication.

CHAPTER 487,

AN ACT to amend chapter 164, of the laws of
1873, entitled, “An act to incorporate the city of
Fort Howard.” ‘

The people of the state of Wisconsin represented
tn senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SecrioN 1. Chapter 7, of said chapter 164, of the
laws of 1873, is hereby amended by adding there-
to the following: Section 10. The common
council may order the construction or reconatruc-
tion of a sewer or sewers in said city, the expense
of which shall be chargeable to the lots or parts
of lots abutting thereon whenever one-half or
more of the owners of the land liable therefor
shall petition in writing for the same or on an af-
firmative vote of three.fourths of the members of
the common council; and in case a sewer shall be
Jaid along the center of a street the property on
each side of said street shall bear its portion of
one-half of said expense, and unless otherwise
provided sewers shall be laid along the center of
