CHAPTER 502,

AN ACT to amend section 3841, of the revised
statutes of Wisconsin.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SeEcTiON 1. Section 3841, of the revised statutes
of the state of Wisconsin, is hereby amended by
adding to said section the following clause: * And
no claim shall be allowed by said court or com-
missioners against said estate as a set-off or
otherwise, the consideration for which shall be
the sale at retail under license issued after the en-
actment of this amendment of any ardent, malf,
spirituous or intoxicating liquors,” so that when
amended said section shall read as follows: Sec-
tion 3341. When a creditor against whom the de-
ceased had claims shall present a claim to the
county court or commissioners, the executor or
administrator shall exhibit the claims of the de-
ceased in off-set to the claims of the creditor and
the court or commissioners shall ascertain and al-
Jow the balance against or in favor of the estate,
as the same shall be found. but no claim barred
by the statute of limitations shall be allowed by the
court or commissioners in favor of oragainst the
estate, as a set-off or otherwise, and no claim shall
be allowed by said court or commissioners against
said estate as a set-off or otherwise, the consider-
ation of which shall bu the sale at retail under
license issued after the enactment of this amend-
ment, of any ardent, malt, spirituous or intoxi-
cating liquors

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
