County judge SECTION 9. The county judge of the county may grant per- 
mit fur child wherein any child 11 sides may, by order of record, 
over twelve, 
when, 	grant a permit and deliver a copy thereof ur der 

seal, to any child over twelve years of age ex-
empting such child from thP operation of this act 
as to employment. Every such permit shall 
specify the conditions and the time during which 
such child may be employed, fixing such limita-
tions as to said judge shall seem proper; and in 
determining whether such permit shall be granted, 
the said county judge shall consider the moral and 
physical condition of the child, his state of educa-
tion, the necessities of the family to which such 
child belongs, and such other circumstances as in 
the discretion of the judge ought to affect the 
question of exemption. No charge or fee shall be 
required in any matter under this section; pro-
vided, that where such child resides at a distance 
of more than ten miles from the county seat, the 
power to grant permits herein conferred upon 
thP county judge may. under the same limitations 
and with the same conditions he exercised by the 
mayor of the city or the president of the incorpor- 
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ated village in which or nearest to which said 
child or its parent resides.
