Said dam shall be erected and con- siides and
structed for manufacturing and boomage pur- Ut
poses; provided, that said dam shali be provided
and furnished with suitable slides or chutes so as
to allow the free and unobstructed passage of saw-
logs and timber through the same, and, provided
further, that no charge for toll upon logs passing
through said dam or said boom shall ever be col-
lected or received by said parties aforesaid, their
asgociates or assigns.
