CHAPTER 295.

AN ACT to amend chapter 381, of the laws of
the state of Wiscousin for the year 1885, relat-
irg to the municipal court for the county of
Chippewa. :

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTION 1. Sub-sections 2 and 3, of chapter 381,
of the laws of 1885, relating to the municipal
court of the cuunty of Chippewa, is hereby
amended so as to read as follows: Sub-section
2. On the first Tuesday of April, 1684, and every
four years thereafter, there shall be elected in
the county of Chippewa, in the same manner as
county judges are elected, one municipal judge
who shall hold his office for the term of four years
from the first day of January next succeeding his
election, and until his successor is elected aud
qualitied, and in case of a vacancy occurring in
the office of muni.ipal judge, the vacancy
shall be filled by appointment by the gov-
ernor, and the person appointed to fill such va-
cancy shall continue in office for the residue of
the term. Sub section 3. The municipal judge
of the county of Chippewa, shall have jurisdic-
tion to try and determine all actions at law,
wherein the amount claimed shall uot exceed the
sum of five hundred dollars, and to try and de
termine all criminal actions, when the crime
