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CHAPTER 65. 
AN ACT to legalize the acts and proceedings of 

the electors and board of supervisors of the 
town of Stockbridge, in Calumet county, and 
to authorize the board of supervisors of said 
town to maint.ain a peor farm in the said town 
of Stockbridge. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

WHEREAS, The duly qualified electors of the 
town of Stockbridge, in Calumet county, did, by 
the majority vote of such electors at a regular 
town meeting of said town, held on the fourth day 
of April, A. D. 1882. direct the board of super­
visors of said town to purchase a certain tract of 
land in said town for the purpose of a poor farm 
for the use of said town, and did also then and 
there, by their votes, authorize the assessing and 
levying of a tax sufficient to pay for said tract of 
land; 

AND WHEREAS, The board of supervisors of ths 
said town of Stockbridge, pursuant to such direc­
tions of the said elEctors of said town, did pur­
chase such tract of land for the purposes of a poor 
farm. which said poor farm is now owned hy the 
said town of Stockbridge, therefore: 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

=~r:r SECTION 1. All the acts and proceedings of the 
~r. electors of the town of Stockbridge, in Calumt·t 
Je&aU-L county, in voting a sum of money for the pur-

chase of a certain tract of land to be used as a 
poor farm for said town, at therf'gular town meet­
ing of Eaid town, held on the fourth day of April, 
A. D. 1882, and in directing the hoard of super­
visors of the said town of Stockbridge to pur­
chase said tract of land for such purpose, and all 
the acts and proceedings of the board of supervis­
ors of said town of Stockbridge in the purchase 
of eaid tract of land for the purpose of a poor 
farm ror the the use of said town, in compliance 
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with such directions of !;uch electors of said town 
are hereby as full y Ipgalized as though such acts 
and pTocet>diogs bad been done legally, and in ac­
cordance with the statutes and laws of the state 
of WiscoD~in. 

SICTION 2. Such' tract of laLd so heretofort> bPoor f&trm, led to 
b f · econro purchased by the oaed 0 supervisors of th e by supen I8ora.. 

town of Stockbridge as a pour farm for said town, 
shan be known as the poor farm of the tl wn of 
Stockbridge, and shall Le under the control of 
said hoard of supervisors of said town, and may 
be used by them for the support and maiLteD-
ance of the poor of ~aid town and in such man-
Der as may be considered by said board of su-
perviscrs as most advantageous for t1:e said 
town; and such board of 6upervis(;rs are hereby 
authorized to employ a SUitable person or per-
SODS to tak£: charge of such poor farm, and sucb 
board of supervisors may provide for the poor 
persons resident in said town within the ages 
allowed by la w to be so provided for at such 
falID. Providt d, howc;:ver, that whenever Eaid 
county of Calumet decides to adopt the county 
poor system, then in such case said town of Stock-
bridge is hereby authorized to sell or dispose of 
the poor farm created and established by this act 
as to them seems best. 

SlC'lION 3. This 8.ct shall take effed and be 
in fcrce from and after its passage and publica­
tion.
