AN ACT relating to superior court of Milwaukee
county, and to amend chapter 125, laws of 1887,
and acts amendatory thereof.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

fmends s r . SECTION 1. Section 1, of chapter 123, of the
1%, laws o laws of Wisconsin for 1887, is hereby amended by
’ striking out the words at the end of said section,
viz.: *“ by a judge to be elected for that purpose,”
and inserting in place thereof the following words,
viz.: *“by one of two judges elected for that pur-
pose, as hereinafter provided,” so that said section
when so amended shall read as follows: Section 1.
Superior court There is hereby constituted and establisned in and
createc: for the county of Milwaukee, a court to be known
as the superior court of Milw aukee county, which
court shall be held at the city of Milwaukee, in
said county, by one of two judges elected for that

purpose, as hereinafter provided.
Powers of SecTiON 2. Each of said judges of said superior
Judges. court shall have and exercise the powers of the
court as now prescribed by law relative to the
present judge of said court, except as otherwise
provided by this act, and all laws now in force,
whether general or special, as to the qualifications,
election, canvass of votes, oath and term of office,
and commencement of such term, compensation,
jurisdiction, duties, authority and powers of the
present judge of said superior court, shall apply
to each of the judges of said court, except as oth-
erwise provided by this act; and their successors
shall be elected and vacancies in their offices filled
as now provided in relation to the s1id judge of
Judgestobe . said court. KEach of said judges shall also have
sloners all the powers and authority of a commissioner
of the circuit court for Milwaukee county. Process
may be tested in the name of either or both of

Within ten days after the passage
and publication of this act, the county cleik of
the county of Milwaukee shail give notice of the
election of the additional judge for said superior
court provided by this act, at the election to be
held on the first Tuesday of April, A. D. 1891, in
the same manner as provided for notice of election
of justices of the supreme court, and circuit and
county judges, so far as such provisions are appli-
cable and no other or further notice of such
election chall be neces:ary.

States, of any tract or tracts of land in the city Sheboygan.

of Sheboygan, for the erection thereon of a
building under the provisions of an act of con-
gress, approved Decemtbter 24th, 1890, entitled,
* An act for a public buildirg at Shehoygan, Wis-
consin,” and the state of Wisconsin hereby cedes
to the United States, exclusive jurisdiction over
such tract or tracts of land as shall be purchased
for the purposes aforesaid, so long as they shall

or remain the owner thereof, for all purposes
except the administration of the criminal laws of
said state and the service of civil process therein.

Secrion 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
