CHAPTER 207. 

AN ACT to confer limited, particular rights 
upon a certain class of towns. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in 
senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. In any case where a town con- Waterworks 
tamed an unincorporated village with a popu- 
lation of not less than one thousand inhabit- LTeuonntsin 
ants, and the qualified electors of the town, °AveetVoTirwii  

legal ized at any annual town meeting or at any special  
town meeting called for that purpose, have 
adopted a resolution providing for a system of 
waterworks for the extinguishment of fires and 
other purposes, and the town board of that 
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town, in accordance with the resolution so di-
rected by the qualified electors of the town, 
have entered into a contract, by ordinance or 
otherwise, with a corporation created under the 
laws of the state of Wisconsin, among other 
purposes, for building, constructing, maintain-
ing and operating waterworks for the purpose 
of providing water for protection against fire 
and for domestic and other purposes, for the 
purpose of providing such unincorporated vil-
lage and. its additions and divisions with water 
for protection against fire and for domestic and 
other purposes, and the franchise conferred by 
the town has been accepted and substantially 
performed by said corporation, all of the same 
shall be in all things valid as though at the 
time of the making thereof, said town, through 
its town board, had a right to make the same, 
and all things done by the town or the town 
board and the qualified electors of the town 
for the purpose of obtaining water for said unin-
corporated village, its additions and divisions, 
for protection against fire and for domestic and 
other purposes, and all ordinances, by-laws, 
rules and resolutions made and entered into by 
said town and the town board thereof, or the 
qualified electors of the town in regard to such 
matters, are hereby declared lawful and valid 
as though the town, or the town board thereof, 
or the qualified electors of the town, had the 
right to make the same at the time of, sthe mak-
ing thereof. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and 
be in force from and after its passage and 
publication.
