CHAPTER 209.

AN ACT to protect fish in Lake de Neveu, m the
county of Fond du Lae¢, Wisconsin.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represcuted in
scnale and assembly, do cnact as follows:

SecrioN 1. It shall be unlawful to fish for,
catch, take or kill any fish in the waters of Lake
de Neveu, in Fond du Lac county, by the use of
any trap, spear, net or other device, except fish-
ing from a boat, with hook and line or angling.

SEcTIoN 2. No person shall take or kill any
black or ()swogo bass, pickerel or perch in said
waters from the first day of September in each
Year to the first day of June following, and it
shall be unlawful for any person to have in
their possession at said lake any black or Os-
wego bass, or pickerel, less than eight inches
in length.

SECTION 3. Any person who shall violate any
of the provisions of this act, shall upon convic-
tion thereof be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor,
and shall be fined not less than five, or more
than ten dollars, with costs of prosecution, and
in default of payment of said fine and costs,
shall be committed to the county jail not to ex-
ceed twenty days.

SECTION 4, This act shall take effect and be
in force from and after its passage and publi-

cation
