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SECTION 2. For purchasing and mailing the $appropria-

beet seed herein named and carrying out the
purposes of this act, there is hereby appropri-
ated to the board of regents of the state uni-
versity, out of funds in the treasury not other-
wise appropriated, the sum of five hundred dol-
lars, or so much thereof as may be necessary;

CHAPTER 231.
