CHAPTER 354.

AN ACT to amend, codify and revise chapter 27,
of the revised statutes of 1878, entitled “Of
common schools;” and chapter 28 revised
statutes, of 1878, entitled “Of the distribution
of the school fund income;” and of laws
amendatory of those chapters, as authorized
and required by section 3, of chapter 253, of
the laws of 1895.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented .4
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SEctioN 1. Chapter 27, of the revised stat-
utes of 1878, is hereby amended so as to read as
follows:

CHAPTER 27.

Town boards SECTION 412, The town board of each town

may formand | .

alterschool  in this state shall have power to form and alter
districts in the manner lhereinafter set forth;
provided, that every school district shall be of
contiguous territory; and shall not embrace
more than thirty-six square miles of land; and
that whenever any school district which has by,
vote contracted a debt, shall be altered by tak-
ing territory from it before such debt is fully
paid, no such alteration shall be made as to
leave to the district from which territory is
taken an indebtedness exceeding five per cen-
tumon thevalue of the taxable property thercin,
to be ascertained by the last assessment for
state and county taxes previous to the incur-
ring of such indebtedness. Two or more ex-
isting districts mav be united to form a single
district, and new districts may be formed from
parts of existing districts,
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SEcTION 413, The formation of any such Howthe =~
school district shall be by written order of the shallbe
town board, describing the territory embraced
in the same, to be filed with the town clerk
within twenty days after the making thereof.
Whenever a new district shall be formed, the
supervisors shall deliver to a taxable inhabitant
of the district, their notice thereof in writing,
describing its boundaries, and appointing a time
and place for the first district meeting, and
shall therein direct such inhabitant to notify
every qualified voter of the district, either per-
sonally or by leaving a written notice at his
place of residence, of the time and place of such
meeting, at least five days before the time ap-
pointed therefor, and said inhabitants shall no-
tify the voters of such district accordingly, and
endorse thereon a return containing the names
of all persons thus notitied, and said notice and
return shall be recorded as a part of the record
of the first meeting in such district.

SECTION 414, In case such notice shall not Another =
be given, or the inhabitants of a district shall fchod
neglect or refuse to assemble and form a dis-
trict meeting when so notified, or in case any
school district, having been formed or organized,
shall afterward be disorganized, so that no ¢om-
petent authority shall exist therein to call a spe-
cial district meeting in the manner herein pro-
vided, notice shall be given by the town board,
and served in the manner prescribed in the pre-
ceding wsection. Whenever a district meeting
shall be called as prescribed in this and the pre-
ceding section, it shall be the duty of the elec-
tors of the district to assemble at the time and
place so directed.

SECTION $15.  Whenever it shall be necessary Formation of

3 : s s joint school
to form a district from two or more adjoining districts.
towns, the town boards of such towns shall meet
together and form such district by their written
order, describing the territorv embraced in such
district, signed byv at least two of the supervisors
of each town;and shall file one such order with

a
istrict.
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the town clerk of each town, and deliver the no-
tice of formmation to a taxable inhabitant of
such district, and cause the same to be served
and returned in the time and manner herein-
before prescribed; and any such district may be
altered only by the joint action of the town
boards of such towns in the same manner that
other districts are altered.

SECTION 416. Every school district shall be
deemed duly organized when any two of the
officers elected at the first legal meeting thereof,
shall have consented to serve in the offices to
which they have been respectively eleeted, by a
written acceptance thereof, filed with the clerk
at the first meeting, and recorded in the min-
utes thereof; and every school district shall be
considered as duly organized, after it shall
have exercised the franchises and privileges of
a district for the term of two years.

SECTION 417. Every school district organized
in pursuance of this chapter, or which has been
organized pursuant to law, shall be a body cor-
porate, and shall possess the usual powers of a
corporation for public purposes, by the name
any style of school district, or joint school dis-
trict, number — of the town (or towns) of —,
(name of the town or towns in which the dis-
trict is situated); such number shall be desig-
nated by the town board or boards in the for-
mation thereof; and in that name shall sue and
be sued, and be capable of contracting and be-
ing contracted with, and of holding such real
and personal estate as is authorized to be pur-
chased by law and of selling the same.

SECTION 417a. 1. Whenever the record of the
formation or establishment of boundaries of
any school district in this state shall be lost or
destroyed, the town board of the town, trust-
ees of the village, or common council of the city
in which such district lies, shall have power to
make a new record of the boundaries of such
school district, by written order made and en-
tered in the records of such town, village or
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ety .
city. Whenever the town board, trustees of the
village, or common council of the city, shall con-
template making such new record, they. shall
give at least five days’ notice in writing to the
clerk of the district to be affected thereby,
stating in such notice the time and the place,
when and where they will be present to decide
upon and make such new record, and such cierk
shall immediately notify the other members of
the board. In all cases where such new record
shall be made, the order constituting the sawme
shall, within three days, be entered in the record
of the proper town, village or city, and the
clerk tunereof shall within the same time file a
copy of such order with the clerk of the school
district affected thereby. Any number of dis-
triets, as to which the records are so lost or de-
stroyed, may be included in one order or notice,
In case of the loss or destruction of the records
pertaining to a joint school district, the clerk
of the town, city or village shall procure and re-
cord a certitied copy of the records of other
towns, cities and villages relating to such joint
district, or the common council of the city,
trustees of the village, or town boards of the
town in which such joint school district lies,
may meet and act together in the making of
any new record of the boundaries of such joint
school district. An order made pursuant to this
section, or the record thereof, shall be presump-
tive evidence of the regularity of the proceedings
prior to the making thereof, of the legality of
the formation of the district affected, of the
boundaries thereof, and of the loss or destruc-
tion of the record of the formation or establish-
ment of the boundaries of such school district.
Parties conceiving themselves aggrieved by any
decision made under the provisions of this act,
may appeal therefrom in the manner provided
by section 497, of this chapter.

2. This act shall be so construed as to apply
to cases of losses or destruction of records
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which have heretofore occurred or may here-
after oceur.

SECTION 418, Whenever the town board shall
contemplate an alteration of the boundaries of
a school district, they shall give at least five
duys’ notice, in writing, to the clerk of the dis-
trict or districts to be affected thereby, stating
in such notice the time and place, when and
where they will be present to decide upon such
proposed alteration; and such clerk or clerks
shall immediately notify the other members of
the boeard; and no territory shall be detached
from any district unless it be by the same order
attached to another; and any district may be
dissolved by attaching all its territory to other
districts,

SEcrioN 419, In all cases where an alteration
of the boundarvies of a school district shall be
made, the town board shall, within three days
thereafter, give notice thereof by filing a copy of
tlie order so altering the same, with the town
clerk and with the clerks of the districts af-
fected by such alteration; and no alteration of
any school district made without the consent of
a majority of the district boards, indorsed on
such ovrder, shall take effect until three months
after notice given as above specified, unless
such alteration is made in compliance with the
order of the state superintendent, given in the
decision of an appeal: nor shall any alteration
of an organized district be made to take effect
Letween the first day of December in any year,
and the first day of April following.

SeerioNn 419a. 1. Whenever an application
in writing for an alteration in the boundaries
of any joint school district, signed by not less
than one-third of the lawful voters residing in
the district, or two-thirds of the lawful voters
reciding in any one of the districts to be af-
fected by the proposed alteration, shall be pre-
sented to the chairman of supervisors of the
town in which the schoolhouse of such joint
district may be situated, such chairman shall
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thereupon fix a time for the joint meeting of
the town boards of the towns in which such
joint school district may be situated, which time
shall not be less than ten, nor more than
twenty days after the day of the presentation to
him of such application. He shall also cause
a notice of the time and place of such meeting
to be given to each supervisor entitled to be
present thereat, which notice shall be served at
least five days prior to the date fixed for such
meeting. Such meeting shall be held at the
schoolhouse in such joint district unless some
other convenient place shall be designated in
the notice therefor.

2. If the chairman of supervisors to whom When the
such application shall be presented, shall neg- not made.
lect or refuse to fix the time, or to give notice
for the meeting of the town boards, as provided
in the first section of this act, or if the said su-
pervisors, or a majority thereof, of any town in
which a part of said joint district may be situ-
ated, shall neglect or refuse to be present at
such meeting; or, being present, shall neglect
or refuse to hear and decide upon such appli-
cation, the application shall be deemed denied,
and an appeal may be had therefrom in the same
manner and with the like effects as in other
cases of denial.”

3. The provisions of sections 418, 419, 422, Sectiousthat |
and 497, of this chapter shall, so far as may be tothis act.
applicable, apply to proceedings under this act.

SECTION 420. When a new district is formed, Division of
in whole or in part, from one or more districts B made.
possessed of a schoolhouse or entitled to other
property. the town board, at the time of form-
ing such new district, shall ascertain and deter-
mine the proportion of the value of the school-
houve and other property, justly due to such
new district, according to the taxable property
of the respective parts of such former district,
at the time of the division, by the best evidence
within their reach; and such amount of any
debt due from the former district which would
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have been a charge upon the new, had it re-
mained in the former district, shall be deducted
from such proportion.

SECTION 421, 'The town board shall certify to
the district clerk of each district retaining a
schoolhouse or other property, the amount as-
certained by them as the proportion to be paid
to the new district, and such amount shall be
embodied in the next statement of taxes to be
made by the district clerk to the town clerk, as
required by section 472, and shall be collected
and paid to the treasurer of the new district, to
be applied toward providing a schoolhouse
therefor; and the money so received shall be al-
lowed to the credit of the taxable property,
taken from the district paying the same, in re-
duction of any tax that may be imposed on said
taxable property in the new district for the
building of the schoolhouse; but in case the new
district shall have raised a tax and provided a
schoolhouse before such money shall have been
received, the treasurer of the new district, who
shall receive, or have the amount so paid him or
his predecessor, shall pay on demand each tax-
payer the amount actually paid by him in
schoolhouse taxes, in excess of the amount he
would have paid, if the money had been received
and credit given before such taxes were col
lected, and the treasurer shall be liable there-
for on his official bond.

SECTION 422, Whenever any school district
shall lie partly in a city, or village incorporated
by special act, and partly in an adjoining town
or towns, the common council of such city, or
trustees of such village, and the town boards of
such towns, may alter or extinguish the same in
the manner in which any other joint school dis-
trict may be altered or extinguished; but no
new joint district shall be formed, which shall
embrace any part of a city.

SECTION 423. Whenever any school district
for two or more successive years, neglects to
maintain a public school as required by law,
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the town board of the town, embracing the dis-
trict, shall attach the same to such other ad-
joining district or districts in the town as they
shall judge proper; and if the district be a joint
district, then the town boards of the several
towns shall attach the respective parts thereof
to other districts in their respective towns.
This section shall not apply to any district
which may provide for the instruction of its pu-
pils in an adjoining or other district or districts,
as provided in subdivision 15, section 430, of
this chapter.

SECTION 424. Iu every case where a district
shall become dissolved by reason of the attach-
ment of all its territory to some other district
or districts, the town boards of the several
towns embracing such district, shall take
charge of the property belonging to the same at
the time of its dissolution, dispose of the same
by grant or otherwise, and apply the proceeds to
the discharge of its debts, paying over the re-
mainder, if any, to the treasurers of the districts
to which the territory has been attached, in
proportion to the valuation of the property at-
tached to each, as appears from the last tax
rolls of the respective towns.

SECTION 425. The annual meeting in all
school districts in this state shall be held on
the first Monday of July in each year. The
hour of such meeting shall be seven o’clock in
the afternoon, unless otherwise provided by a
vote of the district, duly recorded, at the last
previous annual meeting, If the first Monday
in July is a legal holiday, then said annual
meeting shall be held on the day next succeed-
ing the first Monday in July. It shall be the
duty of the district board of each school dis-
trict in this state to meet on the Saturday im-
mediately preceding the first Monday in July,
in each year, and carefully examine the ac-
counts of the treasurer, and make up a full and
itemized report of all receipts and expenditures
gince the last annual meeting; the arount in the
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hands of the treasurer, or the amount of the
deficit for which the district is liable, and the
estimated sum which will be required to be
raised by taxes for the support of the school for
the ensuing year; and the amount required to
pay the interest or principal of any loan due or
to become due during such year; which report
shall be submitted in writing at the annual
meeting and recorded at length, with the action
of the meeting thereon, by the clerk, with the
records of the proceedings of the annual meet-
ing.

SEMION 426.  The clerk shall give at least six
days’ previous notice of every annual district
meeting, by posting notices therefor in four or
more public places in the distriet, one of which
shall be affixed to the outer door of the school-
house, if there be one in the district; and le
shall give like notices for every adjourned dis-
trict meeting, when such meeting shall  have
been adjourned for more than one month; but
no annual meeting shall be deemed illegal for
want of due notice, unless it shall appear that
the omission to give such notice was wilful and
fraudulent.

SECTION 427, Special district meetings shall
be called by the clerk, or, in his absence, by the
director or treasurer, on the written request of
five legal voters of the district, in the manner
prescribed for calling an annual meeting; and
the electors, when lawfully assembled at a spe-
cial meeting, shall have power to transact the
same business as at. the first and each annual
meeting, except the election of officers, voting a
tax to compensate the clerk, and authorizing a
change in text-books. The business to be trans-
acted at any special meeting shall be particu-
larlv specified in the notices calling the same,
and said notices shall be posted six full days
prior to the meeting. No tax or loan or debt
shall be voted at a special meeting, unless
threefourths of the legal voters shall have been
notified, either personally or by a written no-
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tice left at their places of residence, stating the
time, place and objects of the meeting, and spe-
cifying the amount proposed to be voted, at
least six days before the time appointed there-
for, exclusive of the day on which the meeting
is to be held.

SECTION 428, Every person shall be entitled
to vote in any school distriet meeting, who is
qualified to vote at a general election for state
and county officers, and who is a resident of such
school district.

SECTION 428,  Every woman who is a citizen
of this state, of the age of twenty-one years or
upwards, (except paupers, persons under guar-
dianship, and persons otherwise excluded by
section 2, of article 3, of the constitution of Wis-
consin,) who has resided within the state one
vear, and in the election district where she of-

fers to vote, ten days next preceding any election.

pertaining to school matters, shall have a right
to vote at such election.

SecTioN 429. If any person offering to vote
at a school district meeting shall be challenged
as unqualified by any legal voter in such dis-
trict, the chairman presiding at such meeting,
shall declare to the person challenged the qual-
ifications of a voter; and if such person shall
declare that he is a voter, and if such challenge
shall not be withdrawn, the chairman shall ten-
der him the following oath or affirmation: You
do solemnly swear (or affirm, as the case may
be,) that you are an actual resident of this
school district, and that vou are qualified ac-
cording to law to vote at this meeting. And
every person taking such oath or affirmation
shall be permitted to vote on all questions pro-
posed at sueh meeting: and if the person shall
refuge to take such oath or affirmation, his vote
shall be rejected.

SECTION 430, The inhabitants of anv school
district aunalified by law to vote at a school dis-
trict meeting, when as<sembled at the first and
at each annual meeting in their district, or at
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any adjournment thereof, in their district, shall
have power:

1. To appoint a chairman for the time being,
and, in the absence of the clerk, to appoint
some person to act in his stead, and the person
so appointed shall certify the proceedings of
such meeting to the district clerk, who shall en-
ter the same in the records of the district, and
file and preserve the certificate of such tempo-
rary clerk.

2. To adjourn from time to time as occasion
may require,

3. To choose a director, treaqurer and clerk.
The election of all officers shall be by ballot, and
a majority of all the votes cast shall be neces-
sary for a choice.

4. To designate a site for a district school-
house.

5. To vote such tax as the moetmg shall deem
sufficient to purchase or lease a suitable rite for
a schoolhouse, to build, hire, or purchase a
gchoolhowse, and to keep in repair and furnish
the same with the necessary fuel and avpend-
amen: provided, that no distriet containing a pop-
nlation of less than two hundred and fiftv in-
habitants shall have nower to levy and collect

a tax for buildine, hiring or purchasine a

gchoolhouse of more than six hundred deollars
in anv one vear, wnless the town hoard of the
town in which surh sehnolhonse is to he situ-
ated shall certifv, in writine, that in their onin-
ion a lareer sum shonld he raised, snecifvine
aneh sum: in whiech ease an amonnt not exeead.
ine the snm snecified mav he raised: vrovided,
further. that no distriet containine a nonnla-
tion of less than one thonsand inhahitants mav
have nower to rajga and enlleet in anv one veaw,
for the nurnmages ahove snecified. more than ona
thoveand dnllars, nnlaas the town hoard shall
ecertifv aq ahove sef forth.

6. Tovoate such tax acthe mestine shall Aeem
rroner for tha navment of teachars’ waoeg in

the district; provided, that for such purposes, in
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all school districts having an average attend-
ance at school, for the year, of fifteen scholars or
less, not more than three hundred and fifty dol-
lars shall be raised in any one year; in all
school districts having an average attendance
of not more than thirty nor less than fifteen
scholars, not more than four hundred and fifty
dollars shall be raised in any one year; and in
all school districts having an average attend-
ance of not more than forty nor less than thirty
scholars, not more than five hundred and fifty
dollars shall be raised in any one year.

7. To authorize and direct the sale of anv
schoolhouse, site or other property belonging to
the district when the same shall be no longer
needed for the use of the district.

8. To impose such a tax as mav be necessary
to discharge any debts or liabilities of the dis-
triet lawfully incurred.

9. To vote a tax not exceeding seventy-five
dollars in any one year for the purchase of
mans, blackboards and school anparatus.

10. To vote a tax not exceeding one hundred
dollars in anv one vear, for a district library,
consisting of such books as they mav direct
tlieir distriet board, at a district meeting, to
purchase; said books to be selected under the
advice of the state superintendent: nrovided,
that anv school distriet having less than two
hundred children of school age shall not vote a
tax exceeding fiftv dollars in anv one vear, for
snch libraryv: and that ne district containine a
population of less than two hundred and fiftv
inhabitants. shall have power to levy and col-
lect a tax of more than five hundred dollars in
anv one vear, for anv purnose other than for the
purposes prescribed in the fifth subdivision of
this section, and for the pavment of the principal
and interest of anv Inan due the state.

11. To avnthorize the distriet board to borrow
money, as provided elsewhere in these statntes.

12. To anthorize the district beard to admit
to the privileges of the school, persons over

twenty years of age, and persons not residing
in the district, whenever such admission will
not interfere with the accommodation or in-
struction of the scholars residine therein, and
to fix a fee for tuition per term, quarter or vear,
to be charged to the persons thus admitted.

13. To authorize the district board to pur-
chase text books for use in the publie schools,
to be loaned or furnished pupils under such
conditions as, by such vote and regulations of
the board thereunder, may be prescribed.

14. To determine the length of time a school
shall be taught in their distriet the then ensu-
ing year, which shall not be less than six
months; and whether such school shall be taught
by a male or female teacher, or both, and
whether the school money to which the distriet
is entitled from the school fund income, and
from the town, shall be applied to the support
of the snmmer or winter school, or a certain
nortion to each, but if such matters shall not
he determined at the annual meeting, the dis.
trict board shall determine the same.

15. To authorize the district board to sus-
pend the district schaol for such length of time
as thev mav deem exvedient. and to the best ad-
vantage of the district and pupils residine
therein. and to arrange with anv adioining or
other district or districts for the instruction of
rersons of school ame residine in the distriet
during the time when the school mav be sus-
pended, and to provide for the transportation
of pupils residing more than one and a half
miles by the nearest traveled road. from the
schoolhonse of the district with which such an
arrangement may he made, and to inelude in
the tax voted at the annual meetine. the
amonnt of the exnense ineurred in vroviding
for the transnortation and tuition of children
in an adioinine or other district, or distriets.

) 18. To vote a tax_for the nurmose of nrovid-
ne for the free trananortation of a1l children
residing in the district who live more than one
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and a half miles, by the nearest traveled road,
from the schoolhouse of such district.

17. To give such direction and make_ such
provision as may be necessary, in r.elatlon to
the prosecution or defense of any action or pro-
ceeding in which the district may be a party, or
may be interested.

18. At the annual meeting only, to vote a tax
to compensate the clerk, which, in districts sun-
porting graded and high schools, shall be such
sums as may be voted, and in other districts not
more than ten nor less than five dollars.

19. To alter or modify the proceedings, as oc-
casion may require.

SeEcTION 430a. The total amount of school
district tax hereafter levied in any school dis-
trict in this state, in any one year, for build-
ing, hiring, or purchasing any school building,
and for the maintenance of schools, including
teachers’ wages and incidental expenses, shall
not exceed five per cent. of the total assessed
valuation of taxable property in such school dis-
trict for the current year.

SECTION 430b. At the annual meeting of
every school district in the state, the qnestion of
providing free text books for the use of all pu-
pils attending the public schools in the district
and levving a tax sufficient o meet the expense
of furnishing free text books for the use of such
pupils, shall be submitted to the legal voters
present at such meeting, and a vote taken
thereon. The chairman of each meeting shall
direct the vote to be taken hefore entertainine
a motion to adiourn the mesting sine die, and
nnon demand of anv five lecal voters present,
the vote shall be taken by ballot, if a written
regolntion unon the auestion is submitted, and
the ballat ~f those favorine the resolntion sub-
mitted shall have thereon the word “yes.” and
the bhallot of those ormosed to the resolntion
submitted shall have thereon the word “no.”

SECTTION 431. The officers of each schonl dis.
trict shall be a director, treasurer and clerk,
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et om- who shall be residents of the district, and shall
sormer accept- 1,0ld their respective oftices for three years, and
until their successors have been chosen or ap-
pointed, but not beyond ten days beyond the ex-
piration of their term of office, without being
again elected or appointed; provided, that at the
first election of such oflicers, in any newly or-
ganized district, the clerk shall be chosen for
one year, the treasurer for two years, and the di-
rector for three years; and thereafter, each offi-
cer shall be chosen for three years. Any per-
son present at a school district meeting, at
which he shall be c¢lected one of the district
board, shall be deemed to be notified thereof;
and any person so elected and not present, shall
be notified thercof bv the clerk of said meet-
ing, within five days thereafter; and unless cach
person elected and notified shall, within ten days
after his election, file with the clerk his refusal
in writing to accept the office, he shall be
deemed to have accepted the same.
District gr:md SEcTION 432, The director, treasurer and
" clerk shall constitute the district board. Meet-
ings of the board may be called by any two
members thereof, by serving on the other mem-
her a written notice of the time and place of
such meeting, at least twenty-four hours before
such meeting is to take place. No aet author-
ized to be done by the district board shall be
valid, unless voted at a meeting of the board.
No formal notice of a meeting shall be required,
where all members are present and consent to
consider matters relating to the district, but the
clerk shall make a record of all determinations
of the board at all mectings thereof.
Vacancics. SECTION 433, The said board shall have
) power to fill, by anpointment any vacanev that
may occur in their own number, within ten
days after such vacaney shall occur: and if such
vacaney shall not be filled within ten davs as
aforesaid, bv said board, the town or village
elerk shall fill such vacancy by appointment.
In case a vacaney shall occur in a joint dis-
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trict and shall not be filled by the district board,
the clerk of the town or village in which the
schoolhouse is situated shall fill such vacancy.
Any person appointed to fill a vacancy, upon be-
ing notified of such appointment, shall be
deemed to have accepted the same, unless he
shall, within five days thereafter, file with the
clerk or director a written refusal to serve; and
any person appointed to fill a vacancy shall hold
the office until the annual meeting succeeding
such appointment, at which the electors shall fill
such vacancy for the unexpired term.

SECTION 433a. When any school district offi-
cer, either clerk, director or treasurer, shall be
and remain absent from the district for which
he was elected for a period exceeding sixty
days, the office shall be deemed vacant by rea-
son of such absence, and the remainder of the
board shall have the power to appoint a succes-
sor, or in their failure so to do, the town clerk
shall have the same power to fill the vacancy in
said scligol district office as provided by section
433, of this chapter.

SECTION 434, The district board in their cor-
porate name, shall purchase or lease such a
site for a schoolhouse as shall have been desig-
nated by the district, and shall build, hire or
purchase a schoolhouse out of the funds pro-
vided for that purpose,and when required, make
sale of any schoolhouse, site or other property
belongzing to the district, and if necessarv, exe-
cute a conveyance of the same, in their name
of oftice when lawfully directed by the qualified
electors of such district, at any annual or spe-
cial meeting. ‘

SECTION 435. The district board shall have
the care and keening of the schoolhouse, hooks,
apparatus, and all other pronertv whatsoever
belonging to the district. except that esneciallv
confided bv law to the clerk, and thev shall an-
nually make an inventoryv thereof hefore each
annnal district meeting, and denosit the rame
with the clerk of the district; they shall keep
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the schoolhouse in good condition and repair,
and provide all necessary appendages during
the time a school shall be taught therein. They
Dse ofachool may grant leave to any responsible inhabitant
or inhabitants of the district applving therefor,
to occupy the schoollhouse for such public meet-
ings as will, in the judgment of the board, aid
in disseminating intelligence and good morals;
any such licensee, and if the schoolhouse be so
occupied without there being such responsible
licensee answerable, then the district board
shall be personally liable to the district for anv
injury done to any property and for any ex-
pense whatever incurred by, at, or in conse-
quence of any such use of the schoolhouse.

" pochase’  RECTION 436. The said board shail have
Save books,  ower {0 purchase a record book and such other

books, blanks and stationery as mayv be neces-
sary to keep a record of the proceedings of the
district meetings, and the account of the treas-
urer, and for doing the business of the distriet
in an orderly manner, and such maps, charts,
globes and school apparatus as have been or
may be approved as suitable for use in the
schools, hy the state superintendent or bv the
county superintendent of the countyv, not ex-
ceeding seventv-five dollars in valne in any one
vear, and such school books as in their jude-
ment, may be necessary for the use of any chil-
dren attending in their district, whose narents
and grardians mav not be able to furnish the
same. All such purchases shall be apnroved at
a regular meeting of said board, at which all
tbe members thereof shall be present. The dis-
trict. board shall keen an accurate account of all
exnenges incurred by them under the provisions
of this section, and nresent an itemized state-
ment of the nurchases to the annual school dis-
trict meeting.

Flags o 02 SECTION 43Ra.  The school hoard of each citv
and =chool district in the state, is herehv di-
rected and reauired to nurchase at the exnense
of such city or school district, one or more flags
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of the United States, and place and keep one of
them in each schoolroom, or display from flag-
staff on schoolhouse or from flagstaff on the
school grounds in said city or school district,
and also in like manner to purchase such neces-
sary apparatus or appliances as may be neces-
sary for properly preserving such flag or flags.
SECTION 437. If any district shall not, at its

annual meeting, or at a subsequent special 1

weeting, prior to the third Monday of Novem-
ber following, vote a tax sufficient to maintain
a school in said district for the term of 8ix
months during the ensuing year, the district
board shall then, on or before the Wednesday
next following said third Monday of November,
estimate and determine the sum necessary to
be raised to maintain such school, and the dis-
trict clerk shall forthwith certify to the town
clerk, the amount so fixed, who shall assess the
same as other district taxes are assessed, and
all school money received from the school fund
income shall be applied exclusively to the pay-
ment of teachers’ wages.

SECTION 438. The district board shall con-
tract with and hire duly qualified teachers in
the name of the district, and the contract made
shall specify the wages per week, month or year,
to be paid, and when completed, shall be filed
in the office of the district clerk, with a copy of
the certificate of the teacher so employed at-
tached tlereto, and a copy of such contract shall
be furnished by the clerk to the teacher. No
contract with any person not holding a diploma
or certificate then authorizing him to teach
shall be valid; and all such contracts shall ter-
minate if the authority given to teach shall ex-
pire by limitation and shall not be renewed, or
if it shall be revoked.

_ SECTION 439. The board shall have power to
make all needful rules for the government of the
schools established in the district, such rules

with their consent; to expel from school any pu-
pil who shall persistently refuse or neglect to

in the several branches taught in the schools;
they shall make a list of such books and tile one
copy with the clerk, and keep one copy posted
in the schoolhouse., When any such text-
books shall have been adopted, except in dis-
triets furnishing free text-books to all pupils at-
tending school therein, they shall not be
changed for the term of three years, and no
change of text-books shall be made by a school
board, except in districts furnishing free text
books as aforesaid, unless authorized by a ma-
jority vote of the legal voters of a district, at a
regular annual school meeting; and it is
hereby made the duty of the district clerk to em-
body in his notice of such annual meeting, the
fact that the question of a change of text-books
will be submitted to the meeting.

text-books shall be used in the several branches
of study pursued in the schools, and shall make
a list of such books, file a copy with their clerk
or secretary and keep a copy posted in each
school building. When any such text-books
shall have been adopted, except in such city or
cities as furnish to the pupils attending the pub-
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lic schools therein, free text-books, they shall
not be changed for a term of three years. Any
board of education in any city where the district
system isnot in force,may, under the limitations
of this act, order changes in text books, as afore-
said; provided, except as to free text-books, as
aforesaid, that said changes shall be approved
by the common council or board of aldermen of
such city; and the aforesaid boards of education
are hereby authorized to purchase text-books for
use in the public schools, and to loan or furnish
them to pupils under such conditions or regula-
tions as they may prescribe. But no text-books
shall be permitted in any free public schools
which would have a tendency to inculcate sec-
tarian ideas.

SECTION 440b. Every member of a district
board in any school district in this state, every
member of a board of education in any city of
this state, in which a list of text-books has been
adopted according to law, who shall within
three years from the date of such adoption, order
a change of text-books in such district or city,
shall forfeit the sum of fifty dollars.

SECTION 441. The district board shall visit
the school under their care, examine into the
condition thereof, and the progress of the pu-
pils, advise and-consult with the teachers in ref-
erence to the method of instruction, manage-
ment and government, and exercise such gen-
eral super'wsmn as is necessary to carry out the
provisions of this chapter.

SECTION 441a. Any school district board in
the state, insuring in a town insurance company
the school property in its charge, is hereby au-
thorized to execute a note for the premium,

SECTION 442. Tt shall be the du‘r\ of the di-
rector of each district:

1. To countersign all orders legally drawn
by the clerk upon the treasurer of the district.

2. To appear for and on behalf of the district
in all actions brought by and against it, when no
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other direction sball have been lawfully given at
a district meeting. .

5. 'l'o cause an action to be prosecuted in the
name of the district on the treasurer’s bond, in
case of any breach of any condition thereof, and
to apply all money when collected to the use of
e district as the same should have been ap-
plied by the treasurer. o

SECTION 443, The treasurer of each district
shall, within ten days after his election or ap-
pointment, execute to the district, and file with
the clerk a bond with suflicient sureties in dou-
ble the amount, as nearly as can be ascertained,
of ail the money to come into his hands as treas-
urer of the district, conditioned for the faithful
discharge of the duty of his oflice, and approved
by the director and clerk. Such treasurer shall
hold his office until his successor shall be elected
or appoiuted, and his bond shall be executed,
filed and anproved as provided by law. When-
ever the director and clerk shall deem the bond
of any treasurer jusuflicient, they shall demand
an additional bond with the like condition, in
such sum as they shall fix, which shall there-
upon b executed, approved and filed in the
navner aforesaid, within ten days after such de-
mand. The neglect or refusal to file such bond
in either case, shall vacate the office; provided,
that no person employed as school director,
clerk or teacher, shall hold the office of schoul
treasurer in the same district.

SEcTioN 444, The treasurer of each school
district shall apply for and receive from the
town treasurer all school money apportioned to
the district or collected for the same by said
town treasurer, and pay all money received by
him on the order of the clerk, countersigned bv
the director, and not otherwise. He shall keep
a book in which he shall enter all the money re-
ceived and disbursed by him, svecifying particu-
larlv the sources from which the same has been
received,the persons to whom, and the object for
which the same has been paid, and shall afford
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the clerk access thereto, when desired, to en-
able him to make his annual school report. He
shall present at each annual meeting, a report
in writing, containing a statement of all moneys
received by him during the preceding year, and
of each item of disbursement made by him, and
exhibit the voucher therefor. At the close of
his term of oftice, he shall settle with the dis-
trict board, and deliver to his successor said
book and all vouchers, orders and papers com-
ing into his hands as treasurer, together with all
money remaining in his hands as such treas-
urer.

SECTION 445. The treasurer of amny school
district shall prosecute the town treasurer of the
town in which sueh district or any part thereof
is situated, for the recovery of any money be-
longing to such district, in all cases when such
town treasurer shall refuse or neglect, for the
space of ten days from the time fixed by law
therefor, to pay the same to the proper officer of
such district.

SECTION 446. It shall be the duty of each
school district clerk:

1. To report the name and postoffice address
of each officer of his district to the town clerk
and to the town treasurer, or if a joint district,
the town clerk and the town treasurer of each
town in which his district or any part thereof is
situated, within ten days after the election or
appointment of such officer.

2. To act as clerk when present, and record
the proceedings of each district, and minutes of
all meetings, orders, resolutions, and other pro-
ceedings of the district board, in the record book
provided by the board, and to enter therein
copies of all reports made by him to the town
clerk. ?

3. To make in such book, or in some other
suitable one, a record of all orders drawn upon
the treasurer.
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to or raised by the district for that purpose, in
paywment, when due, of the wages of legally
qualitied teachers who have been employed by
the board, and have taught the school of such
district, and also to draw orders on the treasurer
for money in his hands, to be disbursed for any
other purpuse, voted by a district meeting, ac-
cording to the provisions of section 430; and
each order shall designate the object for which
and the fund upon which it is drawn, and shall
be countersigned by the director. No order
shall be drawn, countersigned or paid, which is
in favor of any person who has taught school in
said district when not holding a certificate of
qualification therefor, as provided by law, nor
for the payment of which the money bas not
been appropriated aceording to law, and no or-
der shall be drawn for any money reccived from
the school fund income, for any other purpose
than payment of teachers’ wages.

e paraish ey, 9. To furnish at the expense of the district
for the use of each teacler, a school register in
the form prescribed by the state superintendent,
to procure the same to be returned to him at the
expiration of the teacher’s employment, and to
preserve the same with the records and papers
of the digtrict.

Ta perform 6. To perform such other duties as are or
orer ites  shall be imposed upon him by law.
Compulsoy REcToN H46a. 1. Every parent or other per-

A aencaof gon having under his control, any child between

school. the ages of seven and thirteen years, shall cause
suchehild to attend, for at least twelve weeks,in
each and every school year, some public or pri-
vate school; provided, however, that this act
shall not apply to any child that has been or is
being otherwise instructed for a like period of
time in the elementary branches of learning, or
that has already acquired such knowledge, or
whose mental or physical condition is such as to
render his or her attendance at school and appli-
cation to study inexpedient and impracticable,
or who lives more than two miles from any
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school by the nearest traveled road, or who is
excused for sufficient reasons by any court of
record. Every person who shall violate the pro-
visions of this section, shall, upon conviction
thereof, be fined in any sum not less than three
dollars nor more than twenty dollars, for each
and every offense.

2. It shall be the duty of the director of
any school district, or the president of any board
of education of any incorporated village or city,
or any truant officers appointed by such board
of education, to prosecute any offense occurring
under this act, and such person neglecting to
prosecute for such fine within fifteen days after
a written notice has been served upon him, by
any qualified elector or taxpayer within the dis-
trict, village or city within which the offending
party shall reside, shgll be liable to a fine of not
less than ten nor more than twenty dollars for
each and every offense.

3. The board of education of every city and
incorporated village, and the district school
board in every school district, may appoint one
or more persons, who shall be designated as tru-
ant officers, whose duty it shall be, acting dis-
creetly, to apprehend upon view, all children be-
tween seven and thirteen years of age, who
habitually frequent or loiter about public places,
and have no lawful occupation, and place such
children, when so apprehended, in such schools
as the parent or other person having the control
of such children may designate. And such offi-
cers shall report all cases of truaney to their re-
spectiveboardsof education, within a reasonable
time. The persons appointed such truant offi-
cers shall be entitled to such compensation as
shall be fixed by the boards appointing them,
and such compensation may be paid out of the
school fund.

4. The fines provided for by this act shall.
when collected, be paid over by the officers col-
lecting the same to the proper school treasury of
the city, village or school district in which such
person convicted resides, to be applied and ac-

as other moneys raised for school purposes, and
snall be placed by such treasurers to the credit
of any city or district in which such person re-
sided at the time of conviction.

SECTION 447, Orthography, orthoepy, read-
ing, writing, grammar, geography, arithmetic,
history of the United States, the Constitution of
the United States, and the counstitution of this
state, shall be taught in every district school,
and such other branches as the distriect board
may determine.  All instruction shall be in the
English language, except that the distriet board
or the board of education of any incorporated
villageorcity, may, in their diseretion, cause any
foreign language to be taught by a competent
teacher to such pupils as desive it, not to exceed
one hour each day. Schogl district boards, town
boards of school directors, and boards of educa-
tion, may, in their discretion, provide for kinder-
gartens, for instruction and training of primary
grades, in separate departments or otherwise.

SECTION 447a.  Provision shall be made by
the proper local school authorities for instruct-
ing all pupils in all schools supported by public
money, or under state control, in physiology and
hygiene, with special reference to the effeets of
stimulants and nareoties upon the hiuman sys-
tem. The text-books used in giving the forego-
ing instruction shall receive the joint approval
of the state superintendent of public instruction
and the state board of health.

SECTION 448, Lvery person who shall desire
to teach in any of the common schools, unless
he shall hold a diploma or certificate then au-
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thorizing him to teach, shall procure such cer-
tificate from the proper examining officer, as
hereinafter provided; and no certificate shall
have force, except in the district of the examin-
ing officer who issued the same.

SECTION 449, There are hereby established
three grades of teachers’ certificates, to be
known as certificates of the first, second and
third grades. KEach certificate shall show the
branches in which the holder has been exam-
ined, and his relative attainments in each
branch. No person shall receive any certificate
who is known to the examining officer to be of
immoral character, who is deficient in learning
or ability to teach, or who does not write, and
speak the English language with facility and
correctness,

SECTION 450. Every applicant for a certifi-
cate shall be examined in the subjects herein-
after mentioned for the several grades respec-
tively, as follows: For the third grade, in or-
thoepy, orthography, reading, penmanship,
arithmetic, English grammar, geography, the
history of the United States, the constitution of
the United States, the constitution of the state
of Wisconsin, physiology, and hygiene, with spe-
cial reference to the effects of stimulents and
parcotics upon the human system, and the the-
ory and art of teaching. TFor the second grade,
in all the foregoing, and also in grammatical
analysis, physiology, physical geography and
elementary algebra. For the first grade, in all
the forewoing and also in higher aleebra. nat-
ural philosophv and geometry, and if found
qualified, shall receive the certificate appropri-
ate to his grade. A third erade certificate shall
entitle the holder to teach for such period, not
more than one vear, as mav be specified therein,
in anv tewn in the superintendent district in
whirh he is examined, excent that it mav be lim-
fted by the connty superintendent to anv town
or school district therein. A second grade cer-
tificate shall entitle the holder to teach in any
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town in such superintendent district, and be in
force two years from its date. A first grade cer-
tificate shall entitle the holder to teach in any
town in such superintendent district, and be in
force four yvears from its date; but the county su-
perintendent may limit the same to one year,
and remove the limitation upon satisfactory evi-
dence that the holder has successfully tanght a
public school in this state for at least six
months, Whenever any persom has passed a
satisfactory examination by any county super-
intendent of any county in this state, and ob-
tained a certificate of ecither grade herein pro-
vided for, and shall purpose to teach in any
other county in this state, it shall be lawful for
the superintendent holdine the papers written,
upon the request of any county superintendent,
to transfer to the sunerintendent reqnesting the
same, the papers written at the examination at
which the certificate was obtained, and if found
satisfactory. a certificate thereon, of the proner
grade, mav he issued, to be co-terminus with the
original certificate. in the discretion of the
eounty superintendent, to the same effect as
though the annlicant had been examined by the
' sunerintendent in nerson,

Rights under SeerioN 451, Each county superintendent
shall, under the advice and direction of the state
superintendent, establish for his county the
standard of attainment in each branch of study,
which must be reached by each applicant, before
receiving a certificate of either grade, and the
standard so established shall be uniform in the
snperintendent’s district. He mayv demand an
examination in such additional branches as the
applicant may be required to teach, and when-
ever he shall deem it necessary may require a
re-cxamination of any teacher in his district for
the purpose of ascertaining his qualifications to
continue as snch teacher.

Prmaenaotat SE~TION 452, Any applicant refused a certifi-
cate as teacher by the county superintendent,
may apply to the state superintendent for a -

examination. The superintendent, upon de-
- mand, shall give any applicant refused a certifi-
cate, a written statement of the reasons of such
refusal, which shall be presented to the state su-
perintendent by the person desiring re-examina-
tion. If, upon such re-examination, the state su-
perintendent shall be satisfied that such appli-
cant is legally qualified, he shall issue a certifi-
cate of the proper grade, which shall entitle him
to the same privileges as if it had been issued by
the county superintendent.

SECTION 452a.  The high school board of each
high school district in this state, in which there
is or shall hereafter be maintained, a free high
school; according to the provisions of law, shall
make out and deliver to each graduate of suech
respective high schools at the time of gradua-
tion, a certificate of his standing in the various
branches which he has pursued in such school,
and any such graduate who shall have dulv
passed an examination for and received a first
grade certificate from the county superintendent
of schools of the county where he shall then re-
side, or shall have so graduated, nnon furnishing
to any county superintendent satisfactory proof
of having successfully taught at least one school
vear under such first grade certificate, such
county superintendent may ecountersign  such
certificate of graduation or dinloma, and the
same when so conntersigned shall have the same
force and effect (for all purposes) of a first grade
county certificate for the period of four yvears,
from and after the time when the same is so
countersigned.

SECTION 453. When any charge shall be made
in writing, to any county superintendent, over
the signature of a complainant, against anv
teacher in the superintendent’s district, affect-
ing his moral character, learning or ability to
teach, the connty superintendent shall aive to
such complainant, the teacher and the district
hoard by whom he is employed, at least ten
days’ notice in writing, of the time and place
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when and where he will hear the same, which
shall in all cases contain a statement of such
charges. At the time and place fixed in such
notice, he shall proceed to hear the proofs on
either side, and may administer oaths therefor,
and give the accused a reasonable opportunity
to defend himself, and if he shall find the
charges sustained and sufficient, he may annul
his certificate. Such annulling of a certificate
shall not disqualify a teacher until notice
thereof, comtaining the name, date, and reasons
therefor, shalt be filed in the office of the town
clerk, and a conv thereof delivered to the clerk
of the district. in which such teacher is employed.

SEcTION 454, The state superintendent shalt,
before the second Wednesday of August in each
vear, appoint three competent persons, residents
of this state, who shall constitute a board of ex-
aminers. Said board shall meet at the capitol
once or more each year, at such time, and also
at such other places as the state superintendent
shall prescribe, for the examination of all aopli-
cants for state certificates; provided, the state
suverintendent is hereby authorized to examine
principals of high schools and of free high
schools who shall have been elected superintend-
ents of the city schools, containing such hich
schools, and to grant certificates to successful
candidates, valid for one vear, and in a single
locality. The state superintendent shall pre-
scribe the manner of making annlication, of con-
ducting and managing such examinations, re-
porting the results thereof, and with the advice
of the examiners, in what branches of study, in
addition to those fixed by law, the applicant for
an unlimited state certificate shall be examined.

SECTION 455. To entitle an aoplicant to a
limited state certificate, the examiners shall be
satisfied, and shall renort to the state suverin-
terdent that he possesses the requisite scholar-
ship in all the branches of studv reauired for a
first grade countv certificate, and also in mental
philosophy and English literature. To entitle
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him to an unlimited state certificate they shall
be satisfied and report that he possesses the
requisite scholarship in all the branches above
named, and in all such others as shall have been
prescribed. Each applicant shall furnish to the
state board of examiners such evidence as the
board may require of good moral character, ex-
perience, and success in teaching, and upon the
recommendation of the board the state superin-
tendent shall issue to each successful applicant
such certificate as is awarded by the report of
the examiners. A limited state certificate shall
analifv to teach in anv public school in the state
without further examination. for five vears from
its date. unless sooner annulled. An unlimited
state certificate shall aqualify to teach withount
any further examination. in anv nuhlic school in
the state, until the same is annulled.

SECTION 456. The state sunerintendent shall
record the date of each certificate, and the name,
are and recidence of the nerson to whom jssved:
and he shall nreserve on file in his office. all na-
ners relatine to the examination of annlicants
for otate certificates,

SECTION 457,  Any state certificate may be re-
voked by the state superintendent for incomne-
tency or immoral conduct: but before anv such
revocation, the holder shall be served with a
written statement of the charges against him,
and shall have an opnortunitv for defense,

KRECTION 458. There shall be naid ont of the
state treasvrv to each examiner annointed as
aforeqaid. five dollars per dav for all time antn.
allv and necessarily snent in foine to, holdine
and returnine from, anv such examination. and
all his actual and necessarv exnenses therein, to
be fixed and certified by the state superintend-
ent.

SECTION 458a. 1. The teachers’ certificates
asranted by other states. which are fullv and
fairly equivalent to the Wisconsin unlimited cer-
tificate, may be countersigned bv the state su-
perintendent upon the recommendation of the

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state board of examiners. The holder of such
certificate shall furnish to the board of exam-
iners, such evidence of learning, and good
moral character, experience and success in
teaching, as is required for the unlimited state
certificate.

2. The state superintendent is hereby au-
thorized to countersign diplomas granted upon
the completion of a regular collegiate course of
the univerrity of Wisconsin, or upon the comple-
tion of the full course of any Wisconsin state
normal school. No diploma shall be counter-
signed except the holder thereof shall furnish
evidence satisfactory to the state superintend-
ent of good moral character and one year’s suc-
cessful teaching in a publie school. The certifi-
cate granted unon the completion of the elemen-
tarv course of any Wisconsin state normal
school may be countersigned by the state super-
intendent. When countersigned it shall have
the force and effect of a limited state certificate
in this state: but no such ecertificate shall be
countersigned unless satisfactory evidence be
furnished the state superintendent of good
moral character, and successful exverience in
teaching a public sehool for eirht months after
the date of its issnanece. Provided. that a lim-
ited state certificate and a certificate from the
elementary course of the normal schools shall
not qualify the holder as principal of a free hich
school having a four-vears’ course of study.

3. The holder of a diploma granted by anv
incorporated college, or universitv, whose recu-
lar collegiate courses are fully and fairly equiva-
leut to corresponding courses in the university
of Wisconsin, and the holder of a dinlomn
granted by a state normal school whose course
of study is fully and fairly eauivalent to the
courses of studyv in the Wisconsin normal
schools, mav present such diploma. together
with evidence of the required standing of the
college, university or normal school grantine
the same, to the state board of examiners. The
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applicant shall furnish therewith testimonials
of good moral character and of two years suec-
cessful teaching in a vublic school after the date
of issue of said diploma. The holder of a di-
ploma recommended favorably by the board
shall be entitled to receive an unlimited state
certificate. The holder of a diploma upon which
a state certificate has not been issued, and which
was granted upon the completion of a course of
study accredited as herein provided, may be
given a special license by the state sunerintend-
ent to teach for two years in a public school.
upon the recommendation of the state board of
examiners, made in pursuance of such examina-
tion as to learning, moral character and ability
to teach as said board may require.

4. All diplomas and life certificates provided
for in the three preceding sections, when coun-
tersigned, shall have the force and effect given
by law to the unlimited state certificate.

b. Any state certificate, or its equivalent,
may be revoked bv the state superintendent for
incompetency or immoral conduet: but before
any sich revocation the holder shall be served
with a written statement of the charges against
him, and shall have an opportunity for defense.

SEcTioN 458b.  After any person has gradu-
ated from the Milwaukee high school and nor-
mal devartment thereof, and shall hold a di.
ploma from the school board of Milwaukee, cer-
tifving to these facts, and shall have suecess-
fullv taught five years in a public school in this
state, the state superintendent shall have au-
thoritv to countersign the diploma of such
teacher after such examination as to a moral
character, learning and ability to teach, as to the
said superintendent may seem proper and rea-
sonable.

2. The diploma of such graduate, counter-
signed by the state sunerintendent as aforesaid,
shall be evidence of the qualifications of such
graduate to teach in any common school in this
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state, and shall have the force and effect of an
unlimited state certificate.

SECTION 458c. Any diplomas granted by
the board of regents of normal schools to per-
sons who complete the kindersarten training
course, established by said board in any of the
state normal schools, shall be regarded as cer-
tificates legally qualifying the holders thereof to
teach for one year in any kindergarten forming
a part of the public school system of the state.

2. When any person has, after receiving the
diploma referred to in section 1, of this act,
taught in a public kindergarten in this state one
vear, the state superintendent mayv, after such
examination as to moral character, learning and
ability to teach, as to him may seem proper,
countersign the diploma of such teacher, and
thereafter such countersigned diploma shall
legally qualify the holder thereof to teach with-
out further examination in anv public kinder-
garten in the state, or until the same shall be
annulled.

SECTION 458d. Any person holding a diploma
granted upon the completion of a regular col-
legiate course of the university of Wisconsin, or
upon the completion of the full course of anv
state normal school in this state, upon presen-
tation of the same to the state superintendent.
shall be entitled to receive from that officer a
certificate, which shall authorize the nerson re-
ceiving the same to teach in anv public school
in the state for one vear. In like manner, the
holder of a certificate granted unon the comple-
tion of the elementary course of any Wisconsin
state normal school, not countersigned bv the
state sunerintendent, mav present snch certifi-
cate to the state superintendent. and thereunon
receive a certificate, which shall be a license to
teach in anv public &chonl in the state for the
reriod of one vear.in which such elementarv
certificate would aunthorize the holder to teach it
conntersigned bv the state suverintendent. The
state superintendent is hereby authorized and
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directed to issue the certificates herein provided
for, and when issued the same shall have the
force and effect of a legal license to teach in the
public schools required to be obtained before en-
tering into contract as a teacher with any school
officers in this state.

SECTION 459. In settlement for wages be-
tween teachers and district boards, and other
employers of teachers in the public schools,
twenty days of teaching shall constitute a school
month unless it be otherwise specified in the
contract, and all legal holidays occurring on
school days shall be counted, although no school
be taught; but school taught on a legal holiday
shall not be counted for two school days, and no
Saturdays shall be counted. The district board
may, in their discretion, give to any teacher em-
ployed, without deduction from his wages there-
for, the whole or any part of his time spent by
him in attending the sessions of any institute
held in the county embracing the school distriet
or any part thereof, upon such teachers furnish-
ing to the district clerk, to be filed by him, a cer-
tificate of regular attendance on such institute,
signed by the person conducting the same.

SECTION 460. Every teacher employed by a
district board shall enter in the school register,
the names, ages and studies of all scholars at-
tending school, and daily, their attendance and
absence, and such other facts as the county su-
perintendent or state superintendent may re-
quire; which register the teacher shall deliver to
the clerk at the time he shall cease to be em-
ployed by such district, or at any other time
when the same may be required for the use of
the district board, and the teacher shall make in
writing and transmit to the district board or to
the county superintendent, a report concerning
any matter relating to his school, in such form
and manner as the board or superintendent may
prescribe; and any teacher who shall willfully
neglect or refuse to make the proper entries in
the school register as above required, shall for-
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feit his wages for teaching during the time of
such neglect or refusal.

SECTION 461. It shall be the duty of every
county supermtendent

1. Toexamine and license teachers in his dis-
trict and to annual certificates as provided by
law,

2. To visit and examine each district, and all
the schools in his district, at least once in each
year, and as much oftener as may be necessary;
to inquire into all matters relating to the man-
agement, course of study, mode of instruction,
text-books, and discipline of such schools, and
the condition of the schoolhouse, sites and out-
buildings and appendages, and of the district
generally; to advise with and counsel the dis-
trict boards in relation to their duties, and par-
ticularly in relation to the construction, warm-
ing and ventilation of schoolhouses, and the im-
proving and adorning of the school grounds,
and to recommend to the school officers and
teachers the proper studies, discipline and man-
agement of schools.

3. To direct, after proper examinatiou, the
district board to make any alteration and re-
pairs which shall, in his opinion be necessary to
the health, comfort and progress of the pupils,
and to abate any nuisance in or upon the prem-
ises, provided the same can be done at an ex-
pense not exceeding twenty-five dollars.

4. To make an order in concurrence with the
chairman of the town board in which any school-
house issituated, which they shall deem unfit for
school purposes and not worth repairing, declar-
ing such fact and reciting the reason therefor.
They shall deliver such order to the clerk of the
distriet, and transmit forthwith a copy thereof
to the clerk of the town, and also io the state su-
perintendent. Such order shall take effect from
its date, unless within thirty days after it is de
livered to the district clerk the same shall be re-
versed by the state superintendent for cause
shown; and from the time said order shall take
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effect, the distriet shall not share in any appor-
tionment of the school fund income for any
school kept in any building so declared to be un-
fit for school purposes.

5. To report annually to the board of super-
visors of his county the condition of the schools
under his supervision.

6. To receive from the town, city or village
clerk, the abstracts of the reports of the district
clerks required to be made by law, and to trans-
mit the same to the state superintendent; and
before the first day of May in each year, to trans-
mit to the state superintendent the name and
postoffice address of each town clerk in his dis-
trict, and from time to time such other facts re-
lating to education in his district as the state su-
perintendent shall require.

7. To organize and conduct at least one in-
stitute for the instruction of teachers in each
year, and to advise in all questions arising under
the operations of the school laws in his district.

8. To divide his district into inspection dis-
tricts bounded by town lines, and containing not
more than four towns each, when the number of
schools in his district, including graded schools,
shall exceed one hundred and fifty; but to form
not less than four inspection districts, if the
number of schools is less than one hundred and
fifty; not less than three if the number is less
than one hundred; to hold in each inspection dis-
trict at least two meetings in each year for the
examination of teachers, and to furnish each dis-
trict clerk in the same a written notice of each
meeting, to be posted by him in some conspicu-
ous place in his district. Such notice shall con-
tain the names of the towns embraced in the
inspection district to which it relates, and the
time, place and objects of the meeting, The ex-
amination of the teachers thus held shall be pub-
lie, and shall be conducted by oral and written
questions and answers, which shall be uniform
in his district. Whenever, for anv cause satis-
factory to the county superintendent, any per-
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son desiring a certificate as a teacher shall be
unable to attend upon such examinations, he
may be examined at any time fixed by him, and
if found qualified by law to teach, may receive a
certificate of the proper grade, which shall re-
main in force until the next regular examination
in such inspection district.

Whenever the county seat
of any county in this state is located in an inde-
pendent city, with a separate superintendent of
schools having jurisdiction only in such city, it
shall be lawful for the county superintendent of
schools to reside in such city and to keep an of-
fice in the public building or other place pro-
vided for that purpose by the county, notwith-
standing such county seat may not be under the

No person shall be
employed by any county superintendent of
schools under the provisions of this section, as
institute conductor or lecturer, who is engaged
in publishing text-books or dealing in school
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supplies, or who is an agent or employe of any
individual or company thus engaged, or who is
proprietor or manager of, or in any way pecuni-
arily interested in, any teachers’ employment
agency or bureau; nor shall the committee on
teachery’ institutes of theboard of regentsof nor-
mal schools approve any such person for ser-
vices in institutes provided for in this section;
nor shall any such person be employed as in-
structor or lecturer in any institute supported in
whole or in part by the state,

5. The ecounty superintendent shall annu-

ally make and file with the county clerk of the fo

county within which he resides, a statement,
verified by his affidavit, giving the names of all
persons examined by him since the beginning
of the term he is then serving, or since the date
of his last statement, together with the dates
when such persons were examined. He shall
also embody in the same statement the names

statement a summary, giving the number of per-
sons in each of the three classes herein named,
and of all the persons so reported by him to the
county clerk during his term of office; the
amount of fees received by him during his term
of office, the amount paid out by him, and the
amount remaining in his hands. And he shall
pay over to his successor in office all moneys
thus remaining in his hands at the expiration of
his term of office.
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6. All moneys collected by the county super-
intendent under the provisions of this section
shall be paid out each year for the purposes spe-
citied in subdivision 4, of this section, and for no
other purposes. Kach payment shall be entered
in a book kept by the county superintendent for
that purpose, which shall be open to public in-
spection, and be by him delivered to his succes-
sor in office, and shall be accompanied by a
statement of the name of the person to whom the
payment is made, and the character of the ser-
vice rendered, or material furnished. No money
shall be paid for services rendered as an instruc-
tor in any institute, unless the person rendering
such service shall hold a certificate signed by the
state superintendent, certifying that the commit-
tee on institutes of the board of regents of nor-
mal schools approves of said person as a compe-
tent institute instructor. The said committee
on teachers’ institutes is hereby authorized and
directed to preparve annually and transmit to
each county superintendent in the state, a list
of persons approved by the committee for service
in the institutes herein provided for.

7. The county beard shall require the county
superintendent to give bonds with good and
sufficient sureties, for the proper performance
of the duties preseribed by this section, in an
amount which shall not be less than twice the
amount likely to be collected and disbursed by
him annually under this section.

SecrioN 461f. It shall be the duty of each
county and citv superintendent of schools to
send to the sunerintendent of the state school
for the deaf at Delavan, and to the superintend-
ent of the state school for the blind atJanesville,
the address of parents with the name and age of
each deaf or blind child known to be in his coun-
ty or city, and to inform parents, guardians
and custodians of deaf mutes and blind children
in his countv or citv, respecting the several
schools for deaf mutes and the blind in the state,
and the conditions of admission to them; and for
this purpose, the superintendents of such institu-
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tions shall provide each such superintendent
with sufficient printed information and with the
names and residences of all deaf mutes and
blind children known to be in his county or city.
And each such superintendent shall include in
his annual report to the county board of super-
visors,or the city boardof education,astatement
of the number of deaf mutes and of blind chil-.
dren of school age in such county or city then re-
ceiving an education, or the number of each not
receiving an education, and of the number of
personal visits he has made during the year
upon the parents, guardians or custodians of
such children, to induce them to give such chil-
dren a proper education.

sion, for which no deduction in wages was made
by the district board.

Fifth. The names of all teachers employed
during the vear, the number of days taught by
each, including helidays, and the monthly wages
paid to each; and the time allowed any teacher
for attendance on any institute for which no
wages were deducted.

Sixth. The amount of money received from
the town treasurer during the year, designating
separately the amount received from apportion-
ment of the school fund income, the amount re-
ceived from tax levied by county board of super-
visors, the amount received from tax voted bv
the district, and the amount received from all
other sources during the vear, and the manner
in which the same has been expended, showing
senarately the expenditure of school money re-
ceived from the state.

Seventh. Snch other facts and statistics in re-
lation to the schools, public or private, in such
district, as the state superintendent may, from
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time to time, require. The clerk of each joint
school district shall report to the town clerk of
each town, a part of which is embraced in such
district, the number of children residing in such
part, in the manner set forth in this section, and
the remainder of the items specified in this sec-
tion shall be embraced in the report made to the
town in which the schoolhouse is situated.

SECTION 462a. In addition to the duties of the
clerks of the several school districts of this state,
relating to the taking of the census of the school
children, as now provided by law, the said clerks
shall also report the names of the children in
their respective districts, and the age of each of
them over the age of four and under the age of
twenty years, Such clerks shall also report the
amount of the indebtedness of their respective
districts.

5. To apportion the school meney collected by
the town, and that received from the state for
the several school districts of the town, on the
third Monday of March each year, or as soon
us the same shall be collected or received by the
town treasurer, to the several districts and parts
of districts within the town, as provided in these
statutes.

SECTION 468. It shall be the duty of the town
treasurer: .

1. To apply for and receive from the countv
treasurer all moneys apportioned for the use of
common schools in his town, and to pay the
same, together with all moneys collected in the
town for the support of the schools, to the treas-
urers of the districts entitled to receive them,
upon the order or apportionment of the town
clerk.

2. To pay to the district treasurer, on de-
mand, all school district taxes raised in each dis-
trict and collected by him, and the amount of all
school district taxes returned to the county
treasurer of his county as delinquent, whenever
the same shall have been paid to him by said
county treasurer, or whenever he ghall receive
credit from the eounty treasurer for such delin-
quent tax or any part thereof, on account of any
demand or claim due from such town to such
county.

3. On or before the second Monday of March
in each year, to certify to the town clerk the
amount of school money in his hands to be ap-
portioned by said clerk, and immediately upon
the receipt of any money from the school fund
income, to certify the same to the said clerk for
apportionment.

4. On the last Monday in June in each vear, to
make and forward to the clerk of each school
district in whole or in part inhis town, a certified
statement of the amount of money paid by the
town treasurer during the vear next preceding,
to such district treasurer, specifving the date
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and amount of, and the account upon which each
such payment was made.

5. If the county treasurer shall negleet or re- To prosecute
fuse to pay over the school money which by law treasurer on
should be paid to the town treasurer, he shall bood."
commence and prosecute an action on the official
bond of such county treasurer for the recovery
of such money.

SECTION 469. All school district taxes, unless As:essment
otherwise specially provided by law, shall be as- fases
sessed on the same kinds of property as taxes
for town and county purposes; and all personal
property which, on account of its location or the
residence of its owner is taxable in the town
shall, if such locality or residence be in the
school district, be likewise taxable for school
distriet purposes. .

SECTION 470. Whenever any real estate in Valuation of
any school district shall not have been sepa- reatos
rately valued in the assessment roll of the town,
and the valuation of such real estate cannot be
definitely ascertained from such assessment roll,
the town clerk shall estimate the value of the
same in proportion to the valuation affixed in
said assessment roll to the whole tract of which
such lot or piece of land forms a part.

SECTION 471. In case of a joint district, the fsecesment
town assessors of the towns in part embraced district.
therein, shall meet at the district schoolhouse on -
or before the Saturday next preceding the time
fixed for the return of the assessment rolls, and
shall then compare the valuation of taxable
property in the several parts of such district
separated by town lines, and determine whether
the relative valuation be just or not; if consid-
ered unjust, they shall then determine the rela-
tive proportion of district taxes to be assessed
upon the several parts. If they cannot agree
npon either of said matters, they shall call to
their aid the supervisors of the several towns so
in part embraced; if the assessors and super-
visors cannot determine the question, they shall
call to their aid the chairman of an adjoining
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town, whose vote shall decide the controversy.
The determination when made shall be certified
in writing to the district clerk. 1f any assessor
shall refuse or neglect to act when called on as
above provided, he shall forfeit twenty dollars.
Statementto  S13CTION 472, Bach district clerk shall, on or
district clerk— before the third Monday of November in each
Joiot districts. year, deliver to the town clerk a statement in
writing, verified by his aflidavit, showing the
amount of taxes voted to be raised at the last
annual meeting, or at the iirst meeting after the
organization of the district, or both, as the case
may require, and all of the taxes voted at any
special meeting held during the then next pre-
ceding year, and also the amount of tax there-
for voted to be collected in such year, if any, for
the annual payment of any loan, and also the
amount to be paid by such distriet, if any, under
the provision of section 421, of this chapter. In
case of a joint district, he shall deliver to the
town elerk of each town in which any part of the
district is situated, a statement so verified,
showing the proportion of such taxes to be as-
sessed in that part of the district within such
town. If such proportion shall not have been de-
termined as provided in thie last preceding sec-
tion, it shall be ascertained from the valuation
contained in the last assessment roll of the re-
spective towns: and to that end the town clerk of
each such town, shall, on or before the last Mon-
day in September in each year, deliver to the dis-
trict clerk a certified statement of the valuation
of the real and personal property in that part of
such distriet lying within his town, as the same
apnears from said assessment roll.
How asaas: by SECTION 473.  The town clerk shall assess the
towneclerk. ~ taxes so certified, upon the property liable
thereto, placing the same in a sevarate column,
in the next tax roll of his town. whenever so cer-
tified, before he shall have delivered the roll to
the town treasurer for collection, although after
the third Monday of November; if any such shall
not be assessed in the next tax roll after being
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voted, it shall be assessed in that of the next suc-
ceeding year. Such taxes shall be collected, or
returned delinquent, by the town treasurer and
coltected by the county treasurer, in all respects
like other taxes.

NECTION 474. Whenever upon any unusual
exigency any school distriet shall, before the an-
nual meeting vote a special tax to be collected
with the next levy, the district may by vote au-
thorize the district board to borrow for a period
not exceeding one year, a sum not exceeding the
amount of such tax, and by such vote set apart
such tax when collected to repay such loan; and
thereupon the district board may borrow such
money of any person, and on such terms, and
execute and deliver to the lender such obligation
therefor, and such security for the repayment,
including a mortgage or pledge of any real or
personal property of the district, subject to the
directions contained in the vote of the district,
as may be agreed upon and not prohibited by
law.

SECTION 475. Ifor the purpose of aiding in
the erection of a schoollhiouse, any school district
may, by vote at any annual or lawfully called
special meeting, authorize the district board to
borrow money. The resolution to be voted on
shall be in writing, specifying the amount to be
borrowed, the rate of interest and the time and
manner of payment, which shall be in annual in-
stallments, the last of which shall be payable in
not exceeding ten years from the first day of
February next ensuing. Such resolution shall
be read to the meeting and the vote taken
thereon by ballot. The ballots shall be written
or printed: those in favor, “for the loan;” those
opposed, “against the loan.” The resolution
and the vote shall be recorded, and, if adopted
by a majority, the district board shall be there-
upon authorized to borrow such sum of any per-
son, on such terms, and execute and deliver to
the lender such obligation therefor and such se-
curity for payment, including a mortgage or
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pledge of any real or personal property of the
district, subject to the direction contained in the
resolution voted, as may be agreed upon, not
prohibited by law, and shall also levy a tax to
be annually collected thereafter suflicient to
pay the interest annually on such loan, and the
annual installments of the principal provided
to be paid in each year.
E-penditurcof  SECTION 476, The money borrowed under au-
money. thority of either of the last two preceding sec- -
tions, shall be paid into the district treasury, and
be expended only for the purposes for which it
was voted or borrowed. After any such loan
shall have been made, no power shall exist to re-
scind or reconsider any such vote, or obstruct
the colleetion of sueh tax; and the district treas-
urer shall apply every such tax, when received
by him, exclusively to the payment of such debt,
8o far as necessary to discharge the amount to
which such tax was devoted.
Refunding SECTION 476a.  Any school district may, by
' vote at an annual or lawfully called special
meeting, anthorize the district board to borrow
money for the purpose of refunding its indebt-
edness upon loans previously made. A written
resolution shall be presented and read at such
meeting, specifying the amount to be borrowed,
the rate of interest, and the time when each in-
stallment of principal shall be paid, and the
amount of each installment; the last installment
of principal, however, shall be payable in not
exceeding twenty V(“IH from the time the in-
(ln-bt(-dnms was originally contracted. The vote
on such resolution shall be taken by ballot. The
legal voters favoring the adoption of such reso-
Iution shall cast a ballot on which shall be the
words “for the loan,” those opposed shall cast a
ballot on which shall be the words, “against the
loan.,” 1If a majority of the votes cast are in
favor of the loan, the district board shall be
thereupon authorized to borrow such amount
from any person or persons, on such terms as
may be agreed upon, not in conflict with the di-
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rections contained in such resolution, and not
prohibited by law; and the board shall execute
the bonds or other obligations of the district, in
such sums, not exceeding the amount so voted,

as to the board shall seem best, and deliver the -

same to the person or persons lending such
money. The district shall also levy a tax to be
collected annually thereafter suflicient to pay
the annual interest on such loan, and the install-
ments of the prineipal to be paid in any year.

2.  After any such loan shall have been made,
such vote shall not be rescinded or reconsidered,
~ nor shall the collection of such tax be ob-

structed, and the tax when collected shall be ap-
plied exclusively to the payment of such indebt-
edness.

3. The money borrowed by authority of this
section shall be paid into the district treasury,
and shall be expended solely for the purpose for
which it was borrowed.

SECTION 477. Wlhenever a school distriet
shall have designated by a majority vote of the
electors thereof present at an annual meeting,
or at a special meeting called for that purpose, a
schoolhouse site, or an addition thereto, and
shall be unable to obtain the same on account
of the refusal of the owner to sell or lease the
same for a just and reasonable compensation, or
on account of his being a non-resident, or un-
unknown, the district board, when directed so
to do by a vote of the electors of such district
meeting, shall make application to the town
board of their town to locate and establish the
site or any addition thereto, so designated.

SEcCTION 478. Whenever anv such applica-
tion shall be made to the town board, said board
shall make and rign a notice in writing of such
application, containing a description of the land
upon which it is proposed to locate such a site
or addition, and the time and place when and
where they will meet to decide upon the same.
Such notice shall be served or caused to be
served by the distriet clerk upon all the oec-
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cupants of such land, and all the owners thereof
who are known and are residents of this state, at
least six days previoud to the day fixed for such
meeting. Such notice shall be served by deliver-
ing a copy thereof to each such occupant and
owner, or by leaving the same at their respective
residences, with some person of suitable age and
discretion; and if the owner or owners of said
land be unknown to said board, or shall reside
without this state, then such notice inay be
served by publishing the same in the newspaper
published nearest said land, once in each week
for six successive weeks next before the said
day of meeting.

bow mader ™™ RECTION 479, The town board shall meet at
the time and place tixed in said notice, and upon
due proof of the service of publication of said
notice, they shall locate and establish such site
or addition for said district. They shall cause an
accurate survey and deseription to be made, and
fix and award the compensation to be made to
the respective owners for the same, including
all damages respectively sustained by such own-
ers by reason of such taking of said lands, and
within ten days thereafter make out and sign
duplicate certificates, containing a statement of
their action upon such application, an accurate
description of the land taken, and the amount
of compensation and damage awarded to each of
said owners, one of which shall be delivered to
the occupant or owner of the lands so taken, if
known and a resident of this state, and the
other, together with the proofs of publication or
service of said notice and such survey, to the
clerk of said distriet, who shall cause said cer-
tificate to be recorded in the office of the regis-
ter of deeds of the proper county; provided, that
said board may, in their discreton, before agree-
ing upon their award, adjourn from time to time,
not exceeding in all ten days.

Payment, SECTION 4R80. The sum of money 8o awarded
‘by said board shall be paid to the owner of the
land upon which such site or addition is located,
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or in case the owner is a non-resident or un-
known, or refuses to accept the money, it shall
be deposited with the treasurer of the district to
the order of the owner of said land; said district
shall not occupy said land without the. consent
of the owner thereof, until such money shall be
paid, tendered or deposited as aforesaid.

SECTION 481, Any person aggrieved by the de-
cigion of the town board, in the award of dam-
ages or otherwise, may,within twenty days after
filing their duplicate certiticate with the clerk of
such district, appeal therefrom to the circuit
court of any county in which such site or addi-
tion, or any part thereof, is situated, by filing
with such clerk a notice of appeal, specifying all
the grounds of his appeal, and paying to such
clerk one dollar for state tax and one dollar for
making returns thereto. Within twenty days
thereafter, such district clerk shall deliver to the
clerk of said circuit court a certified copy of such
certificate, together with such notice of appeal,
with the date of service thereof indorsed there-
on, and pay to him one dollar state tax; and
thereupon the clerk of said court shall enter an
action in his court record, in which the said ap-
pellant shall be plaintiff and the school district
defendant. The issue in said action shall be the
legality of all the proceedings taken by the
school district and town board in taking the
lands of the plaintiff for such schoolhouse site or
addition thereto, which are set forth in the no-
tice of appeal as grounds therefor, and the
amount of compensation and damages to which
he is entitled therefor. Such issue shall be tried
without further pleadings, as other issues of fact
are tried, and judgment thereon be rendered and
enforced as in other personal actions in such
court; provided, that when the legality of the
proceedings is not made an issue, or is sustained,
and the plaintiff does not recover a larger sum
for damages than was awarded to him, he shall
not recover, but shall pay costs.
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SECTION 482. No schoolhouse site shall contain
more than one acre, unless with the consent of
the vwner of the land taken therefor. All land
so taken against the will of the owner, when it
shall cease to be used as a schoolhouse site or
addition, shall revert to the original owner, his
heirs or assigns; and no land shall be so taken
that may not be taken for highway purposes,
without the consent of the owner thereof.

SECTION 483. If such application be made by
a joint district, it shall be made to the town
boards of the several towns in which such dis-
trict is situated, and such town boards shall act
together as one board in all proceedings as here-
inbefore prescribed.

SECTION 484. Whenever any school district
shall locate a site for a schoolhouse upon any
land owned by an infant, or in which an infant
has an interest, the circuit or county court of
the county in which the land it situated, may,
upon application of the parent or guardian of
such infant, authorize such parent or guardian
to execute a perpetual lease of such site, not ex-
ceeding one acre in quantity, and when any
such land is held in trust for an infant, his
trustee may in like manner apply for authority
to make such perpetual lease. All such leases
shall vest in the lessee the interest of such in-
fant and of his trustee in such land, so long as
the same is occupied for school purposes.  Such
aunthority shall not be granted unless it shall be
made to appear satisfactorily to said court that
premises are needed for school purposes, that
the said school district is willing to pay therefor
a consideration deemed adequate by the court
and that the interest of such infant will not be
prejudiced by reason of said lease, and before
making such order the court shall require the
person authorized to make such lease to give a
bond to account for and pay over the considera-
tion received therefor, as in cases provided by
law for the sale of the lands of minors.
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SECTION 485. The clerk of the district, or such
other person as the legal voters shall appoint,
shall be the librarian, and have the care and cus-
tody of the district library, under the supervis-
ion of the district board. All actions relating to
such libraries or for the recovery of any penal-
ties lawfully established in relation thereto,
shall be brought in the name of the proper
school district.

SECTION 486. The legal voters of any two or
more adjoining school districts, may, with the
approval of the town board, unite their libraries
and library money and may purchase a joint
library or additions thereto for such districts, to
be selected by the district boards thereof or by
such person as they shall designate, and to be
under charge of librarians to be appointed by
such district boards. Every such joint library
and its appurtenances shall be vested in, and all
actions relating thereto shall be brought in the
names of all the districts owning such joint li-
brary. In case such district shall desire to di-
vide any such joint library, such division shall
be made by the directors of the districts owning
the same, or by the town supervisors if such di-
rectors cannot agree; and any scliool district
may donate and sell any book or books belong-
ing to the district library, to the town in which
it is situated, to form a part of the town library.

SECTION 486a. 1. The treasurer of each town in
this state shall withhold annually from the
money received from the school fund income, for
the several school districts whose schoolhouses
are located in the town of which he is the treas-
urer, an amount equal to ten cents for each per-
gson of school age residing in such school dis-
tricts, for the purchase of books as hereinafter
provided.

2. Between the first day of April and the first
day of July in each year, the town clerk, with
the assistance of the county superintendent of
schools, shall expend all money withheld by the
town treasurer as provided in section 1, of this
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act, in the purchase of books sclected from the
lists prepared by the state superintendent as
hereinafter provided, for the use of the several
school districts from which money has been so
withheld, and he shall distribute the books thus
selected and purchased, among the several
school districts, in proportion to the sums of
moneyv withheld from each.

3. It is hereby made the duty of the state su-
perintendent to prepare annually or biennially,
a8 he may deem necessary, lists of books suita-
ble for use in school distriet libraries, and fur-
nish copies of such list to each town clerk and
each county superintendent, as often as the
same shall be published or revised, from which
lists the several town clerks shall select and pur-
chase books for use in the pubic school libraries
in the several towns of the state as provided
in this act.

4. 1t shall be the duty of each town clerk to
keep a complete record of the books purchased
by him and distribufed to the several school dis-
tricts, in a record book furnished by the state su-
perintendent upon apolication. For such sery-
ices properly rendered, the town clerk shall be
allowed the usual per diem of two dollars for the
time actually and necessarily spent.

5. Unless the school district shall, at the an-
nual meeting, elect some other person to be li-
brarian of the distriet, the distriet clerk shall act
as librarian for the district and shall receive and
have the care and custody of the books distrib-
uted to the district, pursuant to the provisions of
this aet, and shall loan them to teachers, pupils
and other residents of the district, in aceordance
with the rules and reculations prescribed by the
state suverintendent. TTe shall keep a complete
record of the hbooks received from the town clerk
for the district in a record book furnished by the
state superintendent through the town clerk. Tt
is further provided that during the periods that
the school is in session the library shall be placed
in the schoolhouse, and the teacher shall act as
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librarian, under the supervision of the district
clerk, or of the librarian elected at the annual
meeting. The state superintendent shall have
authority to suspend the operation of this act
for any year, in any or every town, by giving due
notice of such suspension to the respective town
clerks on or before the tenth day of June. The
state superintendent is hereby authorized and
required to prepare and furnish to each town
clerk suitable record books for his use, and the
use of the several district clerks in his town.

6. The superintendent of farm institutes shall
deposit, each year, with the state superintendent
of public instruction, a sufficient number of cop-
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ies of the farm institute bulletin, to supply every .

public school library of the state with one copv
of each edition of said bulletin, which bulletins
the state superintendent shall send to the vari-
ous town clerks, who shall distribute them to the
publie school libraries of the schools in their re-
spective towns. from which libraries the said
bulleting shall be 1naned in like manner and un-
der the same regulations nrescribed for the lnan-
ing of books from the public¢ school libraries of
the state.

SECTION 487. No execution shall issue on any
judgment against a school district, except upon
leave of the court upon motion, after the failure
of the remedies provided in these statutes.

SECTION 488. Whenever a final judgment shall
be obtained against any school district, the jude-
ment creditor, hiis assignee or attorney, may file
with the town clerk, a certified transcript
of such judgment, or of the docket there-
of, together with his affidavit, showing
the amount due thereon and all pay-
ments, if any, and that the judgment
has not been appealed from or removed to an-
other court, or if so appealed or removed has
been affirmed; and thereupon the town clerk
shall assess the amount thercof, with interest
from the date of its rendition to the time when
the warrant for the collection thereof will expire,
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upon the taxable property of such district, plac-
ing the same in a separate column on the next
tax roll; and the same shall be collected and re-
turned as town taxes are, and paid to the party
entitled thereto. In case of a judgment against
a joint district, a transcript and affidavit as
aforesaid shall be filed with the clerk of each
town in which any part of the district is situ-
ated, and the town clerk in each town
shall assess on the taxable property of
the part of such district situated in his
town, the same proportion of the whole
amount, with interest as aforesaid as is
assessed on such part for the other district taxes

. in such year. Such proportion may be ascer-

tained by the certificate of the district elerk or
the certificate of the several town clerks inter.
ested to each other, showing the amount of other
district taxes certified by the district clerk to
cach town clerk. ‘Whenever, for any cause, the
amount which ought to be assessed on any such
district, or part of district, as above provided,
shall not be so assessed in the next tax roll after
the filing of such transcrpt and affidavit,
the town clerk shall assess the same on the next
or any subsequent tax roll within two vears
thereafter.

SECTION 489. Whenever an appeal shall be
taken from such judgment against a dis!'rict, and
a transcript thereof and affidavit shall have been
filed as above provided, the director may file a
certificate of such appeal with the town clerk;
and thereupon he shall suspend the assessment
of such judgment until the determination of such
appeal. If such jundgment be thercafter af-
firmed, on proof thereof by certificate of the
clerk of the appellate court, the town clerk shall
assess the same, with interest, in the next tax
roll.

SECTION 490. Any town or incorporated vil-
lage or city, any school district or sub-district
which containg within its limits an incorporated
village, or which has a graded school of not less
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than two departments, may establish and main-
tain not exceeding two high schools in the man-
ner and with the privileges herein provided.
Provided, that no such high school shall be es-
tablished or maintained unless twenty-five pei-
sons of school age, resident of the town, city,
village, school district or districts, sub-district
or sub-districts, pass a satisfactory examination
in the branches required to be taught in the
common schools, and are prepared to begin a
high school course. The question of establishing
such schools may be submitted bv the town,
school district or sub-district, or village board,
or common council, to the legally qualified vot-
ers, at any annual or duly called special meet-
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ing, or election,upon written resolution therefor,

proposed for adoption; provided, notice of such
purpose, embodying such resoluton, be given in
the manner provided for notifying a special dis-
trict meeting, town meeting or charter clection.
In the case of a sub-district, the meeting may be
o112 by the clerk of such sub-district. The vote
shall be taken by ballot, and canvassed accord-
ing to the statntes for conducting elections in
such municipality, those ballots in favor being
written or rrinted, “for high school;” those on-
posed, “acainst high school”  If the resolution
be adopted, such town or towns, sehool distriet
or distrietg, sub-districts. village or ecitv shall
constitute a hich school distriet.,  But no citv,
incorporated. village or school distriet in which
a high school heretofore estahished has heen re-
ported, recognized and ajded as a free high
school, shall be required to take any vote on the
resolution provided for in this section, but mav
continue to report and receive aid on due compli-
ance with the law in other respects.

SEoTIoN 491, Two or more adjoining towns
mav nnite in establishing and maintainine anv
such hich school,  The resolution pronosing the
same shall be approved and submitted, and the
rotice of election signed by at least two suver-
visors of each town, and the election shall he

notified and conducted in each town as nrovided
55
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in the preceding section. Such resolution shall
not be adopted unless a majority of the votes
cast in each town be in favor thereof. The votes
shall be canvassed at the first election and all
subsequent elections in the several towns, as at
town meetings; and the supervisors of the sever-
al towns proposing to unite shall, within one
week after such elections, meet and canvass the
votes and certify the result to the town clerk of
each town. If such resolution be adopted, the
several towns so voting to unite shall constitute
a joint high school district.

SECTION 491a. Whenever any town in which
no graded school exists, or when anv two adjoin-
ing towng,in which no graded school exists,shall
vote to establish and maintaina free highschool,
as provided in sections 490 and 491, of this chap-
ter, and such free high school shall have been
established and maintained in the manner now
provided hy law for establishine and maintain.
ing free high schools, for at least three months,
and when the hich school hoards of such town,
or of two such towns adioining which unite to
maintain sueh s8chool, shall make the report re-
anired hv seetion 496, of this chanter, in nrder to
obtain the aid furnished hyv the state of Wiscon-
sin in maintaining free hich schonlg, thev ghall
aprend thereto a certificate, to the effect that
sueh sehnal iq astablished and maintained in «
town or by towns wherein no graded school
exists. '

SEcTIoN 491h. Upon receivine the reports and
annended certifieate rrovided for in section 496
of this chapter, it shall be the dutv of the state
snnerintendent to make a senarate and distinet
class of the schools thus established and main-
tained in towns where no oraded schaols exist,
and each such sehaol shall he entitled to receive
from the ceneral find of the state annyally, ane
half the amount actually exnended far inatrme.
tion in such school, and the state sunerintendent
chal]l fix the amnnt to he naid to eaeh of eaid
high schools and certify the same to the secre-
tary of state, at the same time and in the same

manner as he is now required to fix the amount
to be paid to high school districts, and certify the
same to the secretary of state. On such certifi-
cate, at any time after the first day of December,
the same shall be paid to the district treasurer
out of the state treasury; but the whole amount
sopaidshallnotexceed twenty-five thousand dol-
lars in any one year to this class of free high
schools, and if more is demanded bv such dis-
tricts, they shall be paid proportionally. The sec-
retary of state shall annually include and appor-
tion in the state tax, all such sums as shall have
been so paid, in addition to the amount author-
ized to be paid in aid of free high schools by sec-
tion 496, of this chapter, and in »ddition to all
other sums to be levied for the vear.

SECTION 492. The officers of each such district
shall be a director, treasurer and clerk, whose

terms of office shall be each three vears, begin- ofi

ning with the annual town meeting and until
his successor shall have been chosen or an-
pointed; provided, that at the first election the
rlerk shall be chosen for one vear, the treasurer
for twn vears and the director for three vears:
and all of said officers mav be chasen first at the
same election at which the question of establish-
ing a high school is submitted. to take their of-
fices, if the resolnton therefor he adonted.
Thereafter such officers shall he elected at the
annual town meeting or charter election. The
votes cast shall be canvassed, and the results de-
clared and certified, as provided in the preced-
ing sections. But in all cities not under a
countv superintendent. which now constitute
free high school districts, or which shall here-
after adopt the resolution provided for in sec-
tion 490, and become free hich school districts,
the board of edneation in each such eity shall be
the high school board, and the city treasurer
shall be ex officio the treasurer of the hich
school district, unless the board of education
embraces a treasurer; and in all districts main-
taining a graded schoo] of not Jess than {wo de-
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partments, which now constitute free high
school districts, or which shall hereafter adopt
said resolution, the district board in each such
district shall be the high school board; and the
district treasurer shall be the treasurer of the
high school district. Whenever a sub-district
under the township system shall vote to estab-
lish and maintain a free hich school, such sub-
district shall constitute a free high school dis-
trict, shall .elect a free high school board, the
clerk for one vear, the treasurer for two vears,
and the director for three vears; thereafter one
officer shall be elected annually, in place of the
one whose term expires, at the annual meeting
of such sub-district, and sueh high school board
shall perform all the duties, and have the same
authority in all respects as the high school
boards in towns or districts. The c¢lerks shall
certify all taxes levied for high school purposes
to the town, city or village clerk or clerks, who
shall assess the same upon the taxable propertv
of the suh-district. and the treasurers of such
municipalities shall collect the taxes thus as-
sessed, and pav over the same to the hieh school
treasurer, and return the delinouent taxes to
the county, as other taxes are collected and paid
over, or are returned as delinquent.

SECTION 493, The officers aforesaid shall con-
stitute the high school board, and as such hoard
and as such officers shall conduct the affairs of
such high school district on the same seneral
nlan provided for a school district, and shall
have and nossess. with resnect to such high
school distriet. all the nowers, and he charged
with all the duties conferred and imvnosed in
these statutes on the district officers and distriet
hoard of a schonl distriet. annlicable to sueh
high schonl distriet: the treasprer shall eive a
Tike hond. ta he apnroved and filed in a similar
manner. Thae hieh schonl district elerk ghall
make o qimilar renart tn that neavided in see.

branches of study to be taught therein, under
the advice of the state superintendent. Every
forfeiture and punishment againstneglector vio-
lation of duty in a school district officer, shall
be held equally to apply to a high school district
officer for like neglect or violation. The reports
of free lLigh schools in cities not under a county
superintendent shall be included in the reports
from such cities to the state superintendent,
made by the city superintendent or clerk of the
board of education.
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SECTION 494. All such high schools shall be School free.

free to all pupils resident in the district. Every

principal of any high school hereafter elected or of principal.

appointed shall, in addition to his qualifications
as teacher of a common school, be a graduate of
some university, college or normal school, or
shall hold a state certificate, or shall pass an ex-
amination in tke studies required to be taught
in any such school; provided, the state certifi-
cates authorized by the laws of Wisconsin, and
the certificates authorized by section 496a, of
this chapter, shall legally qualify their holders,
both as principals and as teachers of common
schools; and each principal and each asgistant
teacher in a free high school shall be eligible to
teach only on approval of hLis certificate by the
state superintendent; and the high school board
or boards of education having charge of such
schools, shall determine, with the advice and
consent of the state superintendent, the course
of study and minimum standard of qualifica-
tion for admission to the same.

SECTION 495. The high school board shall,
annually, on or before the second Monday in
September, meet and determine the amount
necessary to be raised by tax for the support of
such high school, and certify the same to the
proper town, city or village clerk; if a joint high
gchool district, they shall certify to the town
clerk of each town the proportionate amount
thereof to be raised by such town, such propor-
tion to be determined according to the total val-

Course of
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Taxes, how ap-
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uation of all the taxable property in such town
as equalized by tne town boards of review. Sucn
tax shall be assessed on the next tax roll by
such clerk or other otticer making the same, and
collected and returned as other taxes, and paid
to the high school district treasurer. Such
moneys shall be paid out ouly on orders drawn
and countersigned as prescribed in case of
school districts. Any town which is a single
high school district may, by resolution adopted
at the annual town meeting, limit the amount to
be raised for high school purposes in such town
during such year. In case of a joint high school
district, the town boards of the several towns
embraced may, by a joint resolution adopted by
all such town boards before the first day of July,
likewise limit the amount to be raised in such
distriet.

SECTION 496.  Any high school distriet which
shall have established a free high school, accord-
ing to the provisions of these statutes, and shall
have maintained the same for not less than
three months in any school year, shall be en-
titled to receive from the general fund of the
state, annually, one-half the amount actually
expended for instruction in the high school of
such district, during such school year, over and
above the amount required by law to be ex-
pended for common school purposes, but not to
exceed in one yvear five hundred dollars to one
district; provided, this limitation shall not ap-
ply to the class of high schools designated in
section 491a, of this chapter. Mo obtain such
aid, the high school board, or, in cities not under
a county superintendent, the president and sec-
retary of the board of education, and the treas-
urer, shall, on or before the first day of Novem-
ber, report in duplicate to the state superintend-
ent, under their oaths, the amount actually ex-
pended for instruction during the previous
school vear, specifying the several items thereof,
with the date and the object of each, fully.
Thereupon the state superintendent shall fix the
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amount to be paid such high school district, and
certify the same to the secretary of state, with
one of such reports annexed; provided, the state
superintendent shall be authorized to withhold
the certificate from any free high school district
for reasons based upon failure to comply with
the laws relating to free high schools, which
reasons he shall have transmitted in writing to
the free high school board thereof, on or before
the thirtieth day of the preceding June. On
such certificate, at any time after the first day of
December, the certified amounts shall be paid
to the district treasurer out of the state treas-
ury. The secretary of state shall annually in-
clude and apportion in the state tax all such
sums as shall have been so paid, in addition to
all other sums to be levied for the year. Here-
after, when by any neglect or omission, any free
high school shall fail to have apportioned to it
its share of state aid under this act, the state su-
perintendent may, after the time hereinbefore
fixed for such apportionment bv him, fix an
amount ten per centum less than the amount
which such free high school would have been en-
titled to, had it complied with the provisions of
this act, and certify the same to the secretary of
state, with the report of such distriet or dis-
tricts annexed thereto, and the secretary of
state shall thereupon draw his warrant for such
amount or amounts in favor of such district or
districts. The whole amount annually paid un-
der the provisions of this section shall not ex-
ceed the sum of twenty-five thousand dollars,
and if more be demanded by such districts, they
shall be paid proportionally; provided, however,
that if the whole amount authorized to be paid
annually in aid of free high schools in towns
having no gradedschools, by section 491b,of this
chapter, is not demanded or expended under the
provisions of that section, then the unexpended
balance of the amount therein annually author-
ized to be paid in aid of free high schools in
towns having no graded schools, inay be added
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to and apportioned among the free high schools
provideda tor in sections 490 and 491, of this
chapter; but no more than tifty thousand dol-
Jars shall be apportioned to both ciasses of free
high schools in any one year as now provided
by law,

SECTION 496a. 1. The state superintendent
shall prepare a course or courses of study suit-
able to be pursued in free high schools, publish
the same, and furnish them upon application
for the information of localities contemplating
the maintenance of free high schools.  He shall
exervise such personal supervision and make
such personal inspection of the work of all free
high schools organized under the provisions of
the statutes of this state as they seem to require,
and other duties of his oftice may warrant; he
shall examine or cause to be examined, all
teachers of high schools, required by law to pass
spevial examinations to qualify them for teach-
ing in high schools, and grant certficates to
sich as pass examinations satisfactorily, which
certificate shall be in sueh form and for such
time ax he_may prescribe, and shall anthorize
the holders to teaech in suceh special place or
places, or in the whole state, as the qualifica-
tions of the candidate may warrant. The course
of study herein authorized to be prepared shall
include instruetion in the theorv and art of
teaching, and organization, management and
course of study of ungraded schools, and all ex-
aminations of teachers shall include examina-
tions upon these subjects.

2. The state snperintendemt -shall furnish
suitable blanks for annual and special reports
for all free high sehools, which shall include the
number, age and sex of all pupils enrolled, the
number in each ¢lass or vear of the course of
study, the number pursuing English branches
only, the number completing the course of study
each vear, and such other statistics as may be
deemed necessary.
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SECTION 496b. 1. It shall be lawful for any
high school board of education in this state hav-
ing charge of a free high schoovl, or of a high
scnool having a course of study equivalent to
the course or courses prescribed by the state su-
perintendent for free high schools, to establish
and maintain a department of manual training
in connection with the schools under its control
and management.

2. The expense of maintaining such manual
training department shall be provided for in the
same manner as other expenses of maintaining
Ligh schools are provided for, by taxes assessed
upon the taxable property of the territory in-
cluded in the corporation, district or districts
maintaining the high school in connection with
which the manual training department is estab-
lished, and such department shall be under the
management, direction and control of the board
having the management and control of the high
school.

3. It shall be the duty of the state super-
intendent, as far as the other duties of his office
may warrant, to give such information and as-
sistance as may seem necessary in organizing
and maintaining manual training departments,
and in arranging schemes and outlines of work.
The state superintendent, with the aid of the
supervisor of high schools, shall also have gen-
eral supervision of all mannal training depart-
ments established and maintained under the
provision of this section; shall from time to time
inspect the same, make sueh recommendations
relating to the management as he may deem
necessary, and in his biennial report make such
report thereon as shall give fnll information
concerning their number, character and effi-
ciency, and their value as an educational factor.

4. The state superintendent shall establish
a standard of qualification for all teachers in
manual training departments, and may grant
special certificates to such applicants as are to
his judgment fully qualified to instruct in spe-
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cial lines of manual work, which certificates
shall be in such form and for such time as _h?
may prescribe, and shall be revarded as certif-
cates legally qualifying the holders thereof to
teach in any manual training department form-
ing a part of the public school system of the
state,

5. Any high school whose course of study or
outline of work in manual training has been ap-
proved by the state superintendent, and whose
teacher or teachers have been duly qualified ac-
cording to subdivision 4, of this section, may,
upon application, be placed upon an approved
list of schools maintaining manual training de-
partmments. A school once entered upon this
approved list may remain there and be entitled
to the special state aid hereinafter provided in
this act, so long as the scope of work and its
character is maintained from year to year in
such a manner as to meet the approval of the
state superintendent; provided, that the state
superintendent shall not under the provisions of
this section, place upon the said approved list
more than ten schools.

6. On the first day of July each year the clerk
of each high school board maintaining a school
on the approved list, or the city superintendent
of any city where such an approved schaol is
maintained, shall make a report to the state su-
perintendent, in such form as may be required,
setting forth the facts relating to the cost of
maintenance of the manual training depart-
ment, the character of the work done therein,
the number and name of teachers employed
therein, and the length of time such department
was maintained during the year. And upon the
receipt of such report, if it shall appear that the
department has been maintained in a satisfac-
torv manner for a period of not less than six
months during the year ending with the date of
the report, the said superintendent shall make
certificate to that effect and file the same with
the secretary of state.
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7. Upon receiving the certificate of the state
superintendent provided in subdivision 6, of this
section, the secretary of state shall immediately
draw his warrant upon the state treasurer for
the sum of two hundred and.fifty dollars, pay-
able to the treasurer of the district or corpora-
tion maintaining a school which is in the list of
apnroved schouls maintaining manual training
departments, and reporting as herein provided.

8. There is hereby annually appropriated out
of any money in the state treasury not otherwise
appropriated, a sum sufficient to carry out the
provisions of this section, and all sums so paid
for the establishment and support of manual
training departments, shall be annully added
to the state tax, and levied aid collected as other
state taxes are collected ; provided, that the total
amount expended under the provisions of this
section shall not exceed the sum of twenty-five
hundred dollars in any one year.

SECTION 497. Any person conceiving himself
aggrieved by any school-district meeting, or by
any town board, in forming or altering, or in re-
fusing to form or alter, any school-district, or by
any other thing done by any officer or board un-
der the provisions of this chapter, may appeal
to the state superintendent. Such appeals
shall be taken and heard in the manner pre-
scribed by him, and he shall make and file his
decision within thirty days after the hearing
thereof is closed. The decision appealed from
shall be operative until the same shall be re-
versed; and no decision on appeal to said super-
intendent made by him after the lapse of thirty
days from the time the hearing thereof is closed,
shall be effectual.

SECTION 498. Every district clerk who shall
wilfully neglect to make the annual report for
his district, as required by law, shall be liable
to pay the whole amount of money lost by such
district in consequence of his neglect, which
shall be recovered in an action in the name of
and for the use of the district.
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SECTION 499. Every town clerk who shall
neglect or refuse to make and deliver to the
county superintendent his annual report as re-
quired in this chapter, within the time limited
therefor, shall be liable on his official bond to
pay the town the amount which such town or
any school district therein shall lose by such
neglect or refusal, with interest thereon; and
every county superintendent who shall neglect
or refuse to make the report required of him by
this chapter, to the state superintendent, shall
be liable to pay to each town the amount which
such town or any school district therein shall
lose by such neglect or refusal, with interest
thereon, to be recovered in either case in an ac-
tion prosecuted by the town treasurer in the
naime of the town. All money collected or re-
ceived by any town treasurer, under the provi-
gions of this section, shall be apportioned and
distributed to the school-districts entitled
thereto, in the same manner that the money lost
by any such neglect or refusal would have been
apportioned and distributed.

SECTION 500. Every taxable inhabitant re-
ceiving the notice mentioned in sections 413 and
415, and every chairman of the first district
meeting in any district, who shall wilfully neg-
lect or refuse to perform the duties enjoined
upon him by this chapter, shall respectively for-
feit the sum of five dollars.  Every person duly
elected to the office of director, treasurer or
clerk of any school-district, who shall neglect or
refuse, without suflicient cause, to accept such
office and serve therein, or who, having entered
upon the duties of his office, shall neglect o1 re-
fuse to perform any duty required of him by the
provisions of this chapter, shall forfeit the sum
of ten dollars; and every school-district officer
who shall neglect or refuse to deliver to his sue-
cessor in office all records, books and papers ap-
pertaining to such office, shall forfeit not ex-
ceeding fifty dollars.
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SECTION 301. Neither the state superintend-
ent, his assistant, nor any person in his office,
nor any county superintendent, nor school dis-
trict oflicer nor any officer or teacher connected
with any public school, shall act as agent or
solicitor for the sale of any school books, maps,
charts, school library books, school furniture,
apparatus or stationery, or furnish any assist-
ance to or receive any reward therefor from anv
author, publisher, bookseller or dealer doing
the same. Every person violating this section
shall forfeit not less than tifty nor more than
two hundred dollars for each offense, and be lia-
ble to removal from office therefor.

SECTION 502. Every district clerk who shall
draw an order upon the treasurer for anv pur-
pose not authorized by law, and every director
who shall countersign such order, shall forfeit
for each such order not less than twenty nor
more than one hundred dollars.

SEeCTION 503. (Has become section 440b.)

SECTION 504. TIn case the town board, or any
other officer, shall neglect or refuse to carry into
effect any decision of the state superintendent,
made upon an appeal from their or his action or
refusal to act, each supervisor or other officer re-
fusing or neglecting shall forfeit the suw of fifty
dollars; and everv town clerk who shall so ne«-
lect or refuse shall also be liable to removal by
the town board unon prover notice thereof.

SECTION 505. All actions for the recovery of
any forfeiture, incurred under the provisions of
this chapter, shall be prosecuted by the director
of the school district interested, except when
such director has incurred a forfeiture, in which
case such action shali be prosecuted by the
treasurer of such district; and in case either
shall refuse or neglect to prosecute, he shall for-
feit twenty dollars. All forfeitures recovered
shall be first apnlied to the necessary exmenses
of such prosecutions, and one-half of the re-
mainder shall be paid into the district treasurv
for the use of the district, and the other half to
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the county treasurer for the benefit of the school
fund.

Any Jowermay  SECTION 506. Whenever any person or officer

when. designated in this chapter to prosecute an ac-
tion for a forfeiture, or for a neglect of duty,
shall fail to prosecute such action for the space
of ten days, after being requested in writing by
a vote of the proper district so to do, any voter
may prosecute such action for the recovery of
such forfeiture, or for any neglect of duty, in
the manner herein prescribed.

District of”  RECTION 507. Any school district officer may

moved. be removed from office by the county judge, for
wilful neglect of any duty, upon the written ap-
plication of the majority of the legal voters of
his district, or of any person aggrieved by such
neglect, containing a full statement of all the
charges preferred against him. A copy thereof,
with a notice of the time and place, when and
where a hearing upon the same will be had, shall
he served upon such ofticer at least ten days be-
fore such hearing. Such ofticer shall have full
opportunity to be heard in his defense; and the
judge, upon satisfactory proof of such neglect of
duty, may by order remove such officer from his
office, and in case of removal shall forthwith file
such order in the office of the town clerk, and
cause a copv thereof to be served nupon each of
the other officers of the district. The person so
removed from office shall not be anpointed to
fill the vacancy occasioned bv such removal;
and for all services nerformed bv the countv
judge under the provisions of this section, he
‘ghall receive three dollars for each day actually
emnloved. to be paid by the county.

SECTION 509. The state suverintendent is

hereby authorized to furnish to any schoo] dis-
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trict, or to any school or distinet department
thereof in any city, village or town, one copy of
Webster’s International Dictionary, on the re-
ceipt of an affidavit of the district clerk, the
school superintendent, or the secretary of the
board of education of such village, city or town,

for the educational purnoses of the same. The
state sunerintendent mav alsn furnish each
county sunerintendent of schoonls, each teachar
emnloved in the several state normal schools
and the University of Wisconsin, each state offi-
cer and member of the leaislature, and their em.
rloves, with one conv of Webster’s International
Dictionary at the cost price of the same to the
state. The state surerintendent is herebv au-
thorized topurchase from time to timeeach vear,
at a cost not exceeding saven dollars ner conv.
delivered at his office, a sufficient nnmber of
copies of Webster’s International Dictionary to
furnish the schools herein provided to bhe sup-
plied; and there is hereby annuallv apnropri-
ated frcm the state treasury, out of the funds
not otherwise appropriated, a sum sufficient to
carrv into effect the provisions of this section.
SEcCTION 510. All such dictionaries heretofore
or hereafter received bv the several distriets,
shall belong to the district library, but during

the time a school is taught they shall be and
remain in the school rooms, during the hours of
school, for the exclusive use of the scholars and
teachers, and under the control of the teachers
or principals, who shall be responsible to the

RECTION 511. The state superintendent shall
pay to the state treasurer, all money received
on account of dictionaries sold as aforesaid, and
render an account of all dictionaries sold, in
his annual report to the legislature.

SECTION 516, Every fown whieh ic now ov
may hereafter e organized in this state, is
hereby declarved and  constituted “one sehool
district. for 211 the purposes in this chaoter
hereinafter nrescribed. and the several schoonl
districts and parts of joint districts. which are
now or mav hereafter be established in the
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geveral organized towns, shall be styvled and
known as sub-districts, whenever such town
shall have voted to adopt the township system
of school government, as provided in section
D52,

SECTION 517, New sub-districts may be formed
and the boundaries of any sub-distriet may be
altered by the town board of directors at any
regular meeting of said board; but the forma-
tion and alteration of any joint sub-district shall
be by concurrent action of the boards of direct-
ors of all the towns embraced in part in such
sub-districts; provided, that no snb-district shall
be maintained or hereafter formed which has
residing within its limits less than fifteen chil-
dren of school age; provided, further, that in
any sub-distriet the town board may maintain
so many branch scheols as the convenience of
the school ponulation may require.

SECTION 518, The clerks of the several sub-
districts in anv organized town, together with
the eclerks of the joint sub-districts, the school
houses of which are situated in such town, shall
constitute the town board of school directors.

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SECTION 519, The said board shall be a body Iheire

corporate, and shall possess the usual powers
of a corporation for public purposes, by the
name and style of “the board of school directors
of the town of Y (the name of the town to
which the ' board belongs), and in that name
shall sue and be sued, and be capable of con-
tracting and being contracted with, and of
holding real and personal estate, and of selling
the same, as authorized by the provisiong of this
act: and the clerks of the various school dis-
tricts.  together with the clerks of the joint
school districts, the schoolhouses of whielh ars
sitnated in any town adonting the townshin svs-
tem, shall constitute the first board of dirertors
of such town; thev shall meet and oreanize
within two weeks after the election at which
such township syvstem shall be adopted; and
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they shall hold their offices until the next an-
nual meeting of the sub-districts of such town.

SECTION 520. The board of directors in each
town are hereby invested, in their corporate
capacity, with the title, care and custody of all
schoolhouses, schoolhouse sites, furniture, ap-
paratus and other property of all kinds belong-
ing to the sub-districts therein, with full power
to control the same in such manner as will best
subserve the interests of the schools in such
town,

SECTION 521. The said board shall hold two
regular meetings in each year. The first regu-
lar meeting shall be designated the annual
meeting, shall occur upon the second Monday
in July in each year, and be held at or as near
as mav be, the place where the last annual
election was held. The second regular meeting
shall be designated the semi-annual meeting,
shall occur on the third Monday in March in
each vear, and be held at such place as the
board may designate by rule, or at the preced-
ing annual meeting. The hour of meeting
ghall be ten o’clock in the forenoon.

SeEcTioN 522, Special meetings may be called
bv the seeretarv, or in his absence or disability,
bv the president, upon the application of one-
third of the members of the board. Such meet-
ings shall be called by notifving each member
of the board personally, or by leaving a written
notice at his place of residence or business, stat-
ing the time, nlace and ohiects of the meetine.
at least five davs before the time abnvointed
therefor. The members of the board of school
directors shall be reimbursed for exnenses actu-
ally and necessarily incurred in attending all
meetings of the board, bills for which shall be
audited by the board.

SECTION 523. The members of the board of
8chool directors, a majority of whom shall con-
stitute a quorum, assembled at the first and
each succeeding annual meeting, shall elect
from their number a president and a vice-presi-
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dent; also a secretary, who may or may not be
of their number, but who shall be a resident of
the town to which the board belongs, and hold
said office for one year, or until his successor
is elected. Such secretary shall receive a com-
pensation for services rendered at not less than
two nor more than three dollars per day; by
vote at the annual town meeting the electors
may limit the number of days for which he shall
receive compensation during the yvear, and he
shall present a statement of his services ren-
dered at the annual meeting of the board. Va-
cancies in either of the offices herein provided
for may -be filled at anv special meeting of the
board, the notice for which shall state the ob-
ject of the meetins to be, to fill the vacanev ex-
isting, or at any semi-annnal meeting, and per-
sons elected to fill any vacancv shall hold the of-
fice for the remainder of the unexpired term.

SEcTION 524. The board of school directors
of each town shall have nower, out of the funds
provided bv the town for that nurpose, to pur-
chase or hire sites. houses and rooms for the
use of "schools, and to fence and imnrove the
same, as thev mav deem proner, and unon such
sites to build, enlaree, alter, imnrove and renair
schoolhouses, outhouses, or anv other buildine
for school nurnoses: thev mav nrovide suitahle
water supply, as they may deem advisable. The
board mav. in their discretion, provide for the
transnortation of all pupils to and from the
schoolhonse who live more than one and a half
miles from the schoolhouse. Whenever, in the
onininn of the board, anv schoolhouse or school-
house site is no loneer needed for schonl nup.
poses, the same mav be sold and conveved in the
corporate name of the board, such convevanee
tn he execunted by the president and seccretary
of. the board.

SECTION 525, faid hoard shall. at the reoular
meeting in March, annnallv. estimate and de.
termine the amount of monev which will be ner-
essary for the support of schools, and for the
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building and repairing of schoolhouses in the
town, for the year beginning on the first day
of July next following.

NECTION §526. Said board shall establish and
maintain such and so many schools in the sev-
eral sub-districts under their charge as they
may decm ‘requisite and expedient; provided,
that there shall be at least one common school
in each sub-district, and that all such schools
shall be kept each year not less than six months.
The board shall have, in all respects, the super-
vision and managenient of all the schools, with
full power to adopt, enforee, modify and repeal,
from time to time, all rules and regulations not
inconsistent with the laws of this state, neces-
sary for their organization, gradation and con-
trol, and for the instruction given by them in
the different branches of education taught
therein, and to establish and enforce proper
penalties for the violation of such rules.

RECTION 527, All powers conferred upon dis-
tric¢t boards by the provisions of this chapter,
excepting those, the exercise of which would
conflict with the provisions of law relative to
the township system, are hereby conferred
upon the town boards of directors berein pro-
vided for.

SECTION 528. The president, vice-president
and secretary of the town board of directors
shall constitute an executive committee, who
shall carry out, put in force and execute all
orders of the board, and for this purpose all
power and authlority vested in such boards
shall be decmed vested in the executive com-
mittee; and any duty devolved upon the said
board shall devolve upon the executive com-
mittee; but all the acts of the executive com-
mittee shall be subject to review by the board
at any regular meeting thereof.

SECTION 529. The executive committee shall
employ so many qualified teachers as thev
shall deem necessary to give instruction in all
the schools under the charge of the board.
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Each contract shall be in writing, shall be
signed by the teacher and by the president and
secretary, shall specify the wages per week,
mounth or year, agreed upon by the parties, and
when completed shall be filed in the office of
the secretary of the town board of school di-
rectors, with a copy of the teacher’s certificate
attached thereto.

SECTION 530. The secretary shall record all
the proceedings of the board; he shall keep an
accurate and specific account of all expenses
incurred by the board, including a list of all
orders drawn by him, with the date, amount,
person in whose favor, and object for which
each order was issued; he shall properly file all
papers deposited with bim in accordance with
law, and shall keep and preserve all books, pa-
pers and records belonging to his office, and de-
liver the same to his successor.

SEcTION 531. 1le shall make and keep in his
office an accurate map of his town, showing the
boundaries of all sub-districts and joint sub-dis-
tricts, and the location of all schoolhouses and
highways therein. When a new sub-district is
formed by the board of directors, or one is al-
tered, he shall, within ten days thereafter, cer-
tify to the clerk of each sub-district affected
by such formation or alteration, a eopy in writ-
ing of the 1ecord of the action of the board in
the matter.

SECTION 532. ITe shall have the immediate
charge and supervision of all the schools in the
town, and shall, under the direction of the
board, organize and grade them, and assist the
several teachers thereof in classifying and ar-
ranging them. e ghall visit each school in his
town at least twice during each term thereof;
shall examine into its condition and progress;
consult with and advise the teachers in regard
to the methods of instruction and government,
and shall report to the board from time to time
such improvements as his experience shall dic-
tate are calculated to benefit the school.
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Orderaforex-  SECTION 533. He shall draw orders on the

penses, how .

drawn. town treasurer for money in the hands of such
treasurer, which have been apportioned to the
town, and for money collected or received by
him from other sources for school purposes,
for the payment of teachers’ wages, the pur-
chase of school sites, the building, buying, hir-
ing, repairing and furnishing of schoolhouses,
and for all othér lawful purposes, and each or-
der shall designate the object for which and the
fund upon which it was drawn, and shail be
countersigned by the president.

Statoment of SECTION 534. It shall be the duty of the sec-

disburse-  retary, at least five days before the annual town
mates. meeting, or election, each year, to make to the

hoard of supervisors of the town a written
statement, showing the receipts of money for
school purposes from all sources, and the dis-
bursements of the same, actual and estimated,
during the year ending on the last day of June
next following, in which statement shall be
given under separate heads:

1. The amount in the treasury at the begin-
ning of the year.

2. Amount received from the state fund.

3. Amount collected by town treasurer.

4. Amount received from all other sources.

5. 'The manner in which such sums have been
expended, specifving the amount paid under
each lhead of expenditure.

6. Amount remaining in treasury.

7. Amount of indebtedness of the township
district, and when and how payable.

The secretary shall accompany the above
statement with estimates of the board of the
amount necessary for the support of schools
during the vear beginning on the first day of
July next following, specifying the sums need-
ed, under the following heads:

1. Amount of teachers’ wages.

2. Amount for schoolhouse, sites and for
building, hiring or purchasing schoolhouses.

3. Amount for fuel.
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4. Amount for incidental expenses, including
repairs, furniture, maps, globes, charts, and for
all needful schoolroom appurtenances.

5. An amount not to exceed one hundred dol-
lars to purchase library books.

SECTION 535. It shall be the duty of the town Voters to act
board of supervisors of each town in the state °®***™""
to present the statements and estimates above
mentioned, to the electors of the town at the an-
nual town meeting or election, and the items of
said estimates shall be passed upon separately
by a vote of the electors present; but upon mo-
tion they may be increased or diminished; and
if, for any reason, money for the support of
schools shall not be voted at the annual town
meeting, or a sufficient amount shall not then
be voted, the supervisors shall present the esti-
mates before mentioned to the electors, at the
general election in the fall, for a vote thereon.

SECTION 536. The secretary shall furnish secretary to
school registers in the form prescribed by the fom=" ™8
state superintendent, in which every teacher
in the town shall be required to enter the
names, ages and studies of all the scholars at-
tending school, and, daily, their attendance
and absence, which register shall be deposited
with the clerk of the sub-district at the end of
each term of school.

SECTION 537. It shall be the duty of the sec- Reportto
retary on or before the first day of August in iotendont,
each year, to make and transmit to the county " %™
superintendent a report in writing, bearing
date on the first day of August in the year of
its transmission, stating:

4. The number of children taught in each, and
the number of children over the age of four and
under the age of twenty years, residing in each,
designating males and females separately.

D, The whole amount of money received in
the town for school purposes since the date of
the last preceding report, setting forth sepa-
rately the amount received from the  state
through the county treasurer, the amount lev-
ied by the county board; and the amount raised
by the town at its annual town meeting or gen-
eral election. ]

6. The manner in which said money has been
expended, and whether any, or what part, re-
maing unexpended, with such other information
as the state superintendent may from time to
time require.

RecrioN 538, The town elerk shall assess all
stims voted at the annual meetine or at the gen-
eral election, for the support of schools, upon
the real and personal property of the town as
found in the assessment roll  for the year, in
which said money is voted, and the sums so as-
sessed, shally in all respects, be collected or re:
turned delinquent like other taxes, and when
collected, the money shall be held by the treas-
urer, and b» by him paid out on the order of the
president and sceretary of said board,

RECTION 339, If for any reason the electors of
a town shall fail to vote an amount of money
sufficient to maintain a school in each subdis.
triet, for the term of six months during the year
ensuing, the seceretarv shally on or before the
third Monday of November of the vear in which
the electors shall fait to vote as aforesaid, cer-
tify to the town elerk the amount estimated by
the board of directors necessary for teachers’

rages, fuel, repair of schoolhouses and inci-
dental expenses, and the town elerk shall assess
the aggregate sum thus ecertified upon all the
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taxable property of the town, in the assessment
roll for that year, and the town treasurer shall
collect the same as other taxes.

SECTION 540. The town treasurer of each
town shall apply for and receive from the treas-
urer of his county, all money apportioned for
common schools in his tewn, and pay out the
same, together with all money collected or re-
ceived by him for school purposes, upon the or-
der of the president and secretary of the town
board of directors, and for no other purposes.

SECTION 541, The annual meeting of cach
sub-district shall be held on the first Monday in
July in each year. The time of such meeting
shall be seven o’clock in the afternoon, and the
place shall be the schoolhouse in the sub-dis-
trict, if there be one.

SECTION 542, The inhabitants qualified by
law to vote at a sub-district. meeting, when as-
sembled in annual meeting, shall have power
and it shall be their duty:

1. To appeint a chairman for the time being.

2, To appeint a secretary if the clerk shall be
absent,

3. To choose a clerk.

4. To recommend to the town board of dirvect-
ors the number of months they desire to have
school maintained in their sub-district the ensu-
ineg vear, and whether they desire a male or fe-
male teacher; the improvements and  repairs
which ought to be made on  the schoolhouse,
outhouse and grounds; what maps and charts
or other aids in teaching should bte furnished,
and generally, anything, matter or plan, which,
in their judgment, will advance the canse of edu-
cation and benetit the school of their sub-dis-
trict.

SECTION 543, The clerk shall record the pro-
ceedings of all sub-district meetings; shall cer-
tifv to the town board of directors anv recom-
mendations adopted by the electors of his sub-
distriet, in accordance with the provisions of the
preceding section, and shall have charge of the
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schoolhouse, and of all property therein or be-
longing or attached thereto, subject to the order
or direction of the board of school directors.

SECTION d44. The clerk of the sub-district
shall be a member of the town board of school
directors, shall attend all meetings of the
board, and shall carry out all lawful orders of
the same having reference to the schoolhouse
of his distriet, or the school maintained therein.
It shall be the duty of the sub-district clerk, be-
tween the tenth and fifteenth days of July in
each year, to make and transmit to the secretary
of the town board of school directors a written
report, dated on the tenth day of July of such
year, signed by him and verified by his affidavit,
showing:

1. The number of children, male and female,
designated separately, over the ave of four and
under the age of twenty years, residing in the
district, and the names of their parents or other
persons with whom such children resided re-
spectively on the last day of June preceding.

2. The whole number of children, males and
females, designated separately, between the
ages of four and twenty years, taught in the dis-
trict school during the year for which such re-
port is made, by teachers duly qualified.

3. The number attending school during the
year, under the age of four, and the number
over the age of twenty years,

4. The whole time, in days, any common
school has been taught in the district, including
holidays, and the whole number of days, includ-
ing holidays, such school has been taught by
teachers qualified according to law.

5. The names of all teachers employed during
the vear, the number of days tanght by each,
including holidays, and the monthly wages paid
to each; and the time allowed anv teacher for
attendance on any institute, for which no wages
were deducted.

6. The kinds of books used in the school.
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7. Such other facts and statistics in relation
to the schools, public or private, in such district,
as the state superintendent may from time to
time require. The clerk of each joint sub-dis-
trict shall report to the secretary of the town
board of school directors, or to the town clerk of
each town, as the case may require, a part of
which is embraced in such sub-district, the num-
ber of children residing in such part, in the
manner get forth in this section, and the remain-
der of the items specified in this section shall
be embraced in the report made to the town in
which the schoolliouse is situated.

SECTION 545. The sub-district clerk shall give
at least six days’ notice of every annual meeting
of the electors of his sub-district, by posting no-
tices therefor in four or more public places in

. the sub-district, one of which notices shall be

’

affixed to the outer door of the schoolhouse, if
there be one in the sub-district, and he shall
act as secretary of all meetings when present.

SECTION 546. When a new sub-district is
formed or a vacancy occurs in the oftice of the
sub-district clerk, the executive committee of
the board of directors shall appoint a clerk,
whoshall hold his office until the annual meeting
of the sub-district next succeeding such appoint-
ment.

SECTION 547. Wlen a sub-district is composed
of parts -of two or more towns, the board of di-
rectors of the town in which the schoolhouse
is situated shall have the entire control of said
sub-district, and shall maintain school therein
as in other sub-districts; and the clerk of such
joint sub-district shall be a member of the
board of directors of said town, without regard
to the town in which he may reside. At the an-
nual meeting in July the board of directors
shall calculate and determine the cost of main-
taining the schools in said joint sub-district, for
the year ending on the last day of June preced-
ing the meeting of the board, and the secretary
shall certify such amount to the secretary of
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the board of each town embraced in part in suct
joint sub-district, together with the assessed
viluation of said sub-district, and each part
thereof as found in the assessment roll of the said
town for that year; on the receipt of such cer-
tificate, the secretary of the board of directors of
each of said towns shall draw an order on the
treasurer of his town in favor of the town in
which the schoolhouse of said joint sub-district
is situated, for such a proportion of the whole
cost of maintaining said school as aforesaid, as
the assessed value of the property of his town
cmbraced in said joint sub-distriet, is to the
whole valuation thereof; unless the proportion
of such school distriet taxes to be assessed in
each such town shall have been ascertained, as
provided in section 471, in which case he shall
draw his order for such proportion, and said
order shall be paid out of any money in the
hands of said treasurer collected or received by
him for the support of schools in his town.

NECTION 548, In case either of the towns em-
braced in part in said joint sub-distriet, shall
not have adopted the township system of school
government, the certificate before mentioned
shall be made to the clerk of said sub-district,
and it shall be hisx duty to incorporate the pro-
portional sum mentioned in the preceding sec-
tion in the returns of district taxes made by him
to the townclerk of the town not having adopted
such system, on the third Monday of November
suceeeding the receipt of said certificate; and
the said sum shall be assessed and eollected
with the other taxes of that part of the joint sub-
district, and shall be paid over by the town treas-
urer collecting the same, to the treasurer of the
town in which the schoolliouse of said joint sub-
district in situated.

SECTION 549, When the schoolhouse of a joint
sub-district is situated in a town which has not
adopted the township svstem of sehool govern-
ment, the taxes for the support of sehools shall
be raised, assessed and collected as provided
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in this chapter; but if any portion of said joint
sub-district shall be embraced in a township
whicli"has adopted the township system, then
the proportion of any district tax, which should
be assessed upon the property of such part of
said sub-district, shall be certiticd by the town
clerk of the town in which the schoolhouse of
said sub-distriet in situated, to the seeretary of
the town board of directors of the town compris-
ing the part of the said joint sub-district before
mentioned; and said secretary shall draw an
order upon the town treasurer of his town in
favor of the treasurer of the joint sub-district
for the amount of tax thus certified; and the
said town treasurer shall pay the same out of
any money held or received by him for school
purposes.

SEcTION 550, Prior to the erection of any
schoolhouse by the board of directors, they
shall estimate and determine the valuation of
all the schoolhouses and sites in their town,
provided by the several districts while under
the distriet system, and when so determined.
the secretary shall place upon record a tabular
statement, containing the number of each sub-
district, the value of its schoolhouse and site,
and the valuation of its taxable property as ap-
pears from the last assessment roll of the town;
and thereafter for a period of ten vears from the
date of the meeting at which such determina-
tion of values was had, when a tax shall be
voted to build a schoolhouse or purchase a site,
such tax shall be so distributed and assessed
upon the several sub-distriets that those having
the least amount invested in schoolhovses and
sites in pronrotion to the assessed valuation of
their propertv as aopears from the record made
at the time of the determination of valnes afore-
said, shall nav most toward said tax in nronor-
tion to the valnation of the pronertv at the time
the tax i assessed. in omler that the sums paid
by the different sub-districts in the town for the
purchase of sites and the erection of school-
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houses shall be equalized; but if the board of di-
rectors of any town shall decide that taxes for
the purchase of sites and the erection of school
houses shall be assessed equally upon proverty,
then the aforesaid provision in reference to
equalizing such taxes shall not be operative in
such town.

Whenthe ™ SECTION 551. Whenever the territory of a

chaptershall  school district of an incorporated village shall
extend beyond the limits of snch village, the
whole of such territorv shall remain in such
district, and form a part thereof until detached
by authority of law; and such district and every
village containing a graded school of three or
more departments, shall be exempt from the pro-
visions of this chanter relating to the township
system, except as hereinafter provided. When-
ever a school district includes within its limits
an incorporated village or citv, or maintains a
graded school of three or more departments, the
adoption of the township system of school gov-
ernment byany town, city or village whose terri-
tory includes such school district, shall not af-
fect the boundaries, organization, or manage-
ment of such school district, but it shall be ex-
empt from the oneration of such township sys-
tam and he and remain an independent school
district, and be conducted and manaeed in ac-
cordance with the law relating to indenendent
rehonl distriets. vnless said school distriet shall,
by a majority vote of the electors of said district
at an annual or special sechonl meeting held pre-
vious to the adontion of the townshin svstem bv
gaid town, decide to accent the townshin svstem
of school government when adonted bv the town
of which eaid distriet is a part. And nrovided,
further, that the voters of anv such district thus
exempted from the oneration of the townshin
system, shall have no voice in the adoption of
the townshin system bv the town.

omaomihin  RECTION 552.  The leral voters of anv town in

adopted by the state mav at anv annual town meetine. or

villages. at any general election, vote upon the question
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of township school government. Such voting
shall be by ballot, and the ballots -used shall
have written or printed thereon the words,
“township school government, yes,” or the
words, “township school government, no.” A
separate hox shall be provided for the recep-
tion of said ballots, and the votes cast shall be
counted, canvassed and a record thereof made
as in case of other votes cast at such election;
and if it shall appear that a majority of the bal-
lots cast have written or printed thereon the
words, “township school government, yes,” then
the provisions of this chapter, providing for the
township system, shall immediately become
operative in such town, otherwise they shall
have no force or effect therein. No vote shall
be taken on the question of township school gov-
ernment in pursuance of this chapter unless no-
tice thereaf shall he given as hereinafter pro-
vided. The town clerk of anv town, upon the
netition in writine of anv ten electors of said
town, shall publish, by posting, in three of the
most nublie places in said town. a notice in writ-
ing that the question of townshin school govern-
ment will he submitted to the electors of said
town at the ensuine annual town meeting or
reneral election. Such notice shall he 8o nub-
Jished and nosted at least ten davs before the
holding of anv such town meetine or election,
and anv town havine adonted the townshin
school government according to the provisions
of this chanter, mav abolish the same at auv
town meeting or general election, in the same
manner as nrovided for its adootion in this sec-
tion; but when the system of township school
government shall be adonted, it shall continue
in force two vears from the date of its adontion,
before the question of abolishing it shall be
acted upon. Whenever the elecfors of any in-
corporated village, having a graded school with
three or more departments, shall desire to adont
the township svstem of schools, they mav vote
upon the question at any charter or general

8U5
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election held in such vilage; such vote shall be
by ballot of the form above described, and upon
like notice, and if a majority of the votes cast
upon that subject shall be in favor of the adop-
tion of said system, then such village shall be-
come a part of the township system of the town
in which the same is situated. Whenever any
town having adopted the township system of
school government shall vote to abolish the
same, it shall be the duty of the town board of
supervisors, on or before the first day of June
next suceeeding the date at which the vote was
taken, to meet and by an order made in pursu-
ance of section 413, of this chapter, divide the
town into suitable independent. schoul districts,
making the order to take effect on the first day
of July next following. The sub-district clerks
and the secretary of the town board of direc-
tors for the vear preceding, shall make the
necessary annual reports for the vear ending on
that day, as required by law, although (he of-
fices ield by them shall have been abolished.

NECTION 552a. Whenever any town in this
state shall have attempted to adopt the town-
ship system of schocl government, under and
pursuant to section 532, of this chapter, the
validity of any and all taxes for school purposes,
heretofore or hercafter levied and assessed in
any such town, shall not be questioned in any
action or proceeding heretofore or hereinafter
commenced, so far as the regularity of the pro-
ceeding of any sueh town, in the adoption of
such township system of school government is
concerned, unless the plaintifT shall show that
he would be required to pay more than his
equitable proportion of taxes; and any and all
school tuxes heretofore levied in any such towns,
which have been voted at the annual town neet-
ing, are hereby declared to be legal and valid,
even though the provisions of section 535, of this
chapter, shall not have been in all respects com-
plied with.
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SECTION 553. Whenever any school district Loaps bow

in any town, adopting the township svstem,
shall be indebted at the time of such adoption
upon a loan from the state, or otherwise, such
district shall remain liable for the payment of
such indebtedness, and no alteration of the
boundaries of such district as a sub-districet in
siiech town shall ever be made until such debt
is fully paid, exeept as provided in section 263.
The clerk of such sub-district shall annually cer-
tify to the town clerk the sum necessarv to be
raised as taxes in such sub-distriet for the pay-
ment of such indebtedness, with interest
thereon, in the same manner and with like ef-
fect, as the clerk of such district was required
bv law to eertify the same, and the town clerk
shall extend the amount of such taxes unon the
tax rnll, nipon the taxable nrorvertv of such sub-
district. in like manner as if the same had been
certified hv the elerk of such distriet: and the
same shall be collected bv the town treasurer
and ba apolied by him exclusively to the pav-
ment of snch debt.

|ECTION 2. Charter 28, of the reviced stat-
utes, entitled, “Of the distribution of the school
fund inecome,” is hereby amended so as to read
as follows:

CHAPTER 28,

SecTIoN 554, The school fund income which
shall have heen received un to and inclvding the
first. dav of December, includine the amount to
‘.. accrue from the one mill state tax provided for

by chanter 287, laws of 1885, to be collected bv
the several counties of the state before the first

Monday in February next succeeding the date

of such apportionment, shall be annortioned bv

the state superintendent between the tenth and

~fifteenth days of December in each year. Such

apnortionment shall be made among the sev-

eral counties, and the several towns, speciallv

incorporated villages, and cities in each county,

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according to the number of children in each
over the age of four and under the age of
twenty years, as shown by the reports made to
the state superintendent for the year preceding,
ending June 30. Whenever any town, village
or city shall fail in any year to raise by tax dur-
ing the year, for the support of common schools
therein, a sum equal to the amount of its share
from the school fund income, as determined by
the county board of supervisors, in pursuance
of section 1074, revised statutes, the amount of
the apportionment to such town, village or city
for that year, shall be withheld from the next
succeeding apportionment, unless the town or
village board, or common council of such city,
so failing, shall have transferred, as they are
hereby authorized to do, from the general fund
to the school fund of the town, village or city,
for such purpose, the amount of deficit in such
school tax, and the town, village, or city clerk
shall have filed with the state superintendent
his certificate, showing such transfer to the
school fund, and his apportionment thereof to
the proper school districts, or transfer to the
board of education before the tenth day of De-
cember. No apportionment shall be made to
any city, village or town for any school district
therein, for any year during which such district
shall not have maintained a common school,
taught by a qualified teacher, for six' months,
unless the state superintendent shall be salis-
fied that school was so taught for three months,
and the failure to maintain it for the full six
months was occasioned by some extraordinary
cause, and not arising from neglect or intent to
avoid the legal obligation; nor to any town, vil-
lage or city, nor for any school district, reports
of which, as required bv law, shall not have
been made and transmitted during the preced-
ing vear to the state superintendent; nor to any
city for any_vear, the report for which shall not
show that the number of children between the
ages aforesaid residing therein, has been ascer

tained by an actual census taken under direc-
tion of the board of education, or other body
having the government of common schools
therein, by their clerks, or persons of their ap-
pointment for that purpose; provided, that the
time any school district shall have provided for
the instruction and transportation of its pupils
as provided in subdivision 15, of section 430, of
chapter 27, of this act, shall be construed as en-
titling the district thus paying for the instruc-
tion and transportation to share in the appor-
tionment of the state school fund income the
same as though said school district had main-
tained a common school for said time.

SECTION 555. The state superintendent shall
certify the apportionment made as aforesaid to
the secretary of state, and shall immediately
give notice thereof to each county clerk and
county treasurer, stating the amount appor-
tioned to his county, and to each town, village
and city therein. Upon receiving such appor-
tionment, the secretary of state shall draw his
warrant upon the state treasurer, payable to the
proper county treasurer, for the total amount
apportioned each county, and the amount of
such warrant shall be paid to the county treas-
urer entitled to receive the same at the time
when he shall pay over to the state treasurer
the amount due the state on account of state
taxes, as required by law.

SeEcTioN 556. Whenever anv officer shall
omit to make within the time fixed, any state-
ment or report required to be made to the state
superintendent, he shall notify such officer by
mail or otherwise of such omission, but the fail-
ure of the state superintendent so to do shall in
no manner affect the consequences of such omis-
sion. If, at any time within two years after an
apportionment, in which any town, village, city
or school-district was excluded upon any ground
mentioned in section 554, satisfactory evidence
shall be filed with the state superintendent that
such exclusion was due to some mistake or omis-
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gion of some officer, and that such town, vil-
lage, city or school-district was legally entitled
to have shared in such apportionment, the state
superintendent shall certify such facts, and the
amount justly apportionable thereto to the sec-
retary of state, and notify the county clerk and
treasurer of the proper county thereof. The
secretary of state shall draw his warrant therc:
for, and the money shall be paid from the school
fund income for the use of such town, village,
city or school district, as if originally appor-
tioned.

SEcTION 537. Each county treasurer shall
apply for and receive the school money due to
his county as soon as apportioned and payable.
and shall immediately give notice in writing of
the amount apportioned to each town, village
and city in his county to the treasurer and clerk
thereof respectively, and shall pay the same to
each such treasurer on demand, who shall pay
the same to the proper school treasurer, as pro-
vided by law. If any such town, village, or city.
treasurer shall not demand such money before
the next receipt of school money apportioned
to such county, the county treasurer shall add
such sum remaining in his hands to the money
go next received, and distribute the same there-
with and in the same proportion among the sev-
eral towns, villages and cities entitled thereto
in such county.

SECTION 558. The town clerk shall apportion
all school money received from the state, and
also all raised by the town, among the several
districts and parts of districts within the town,
in proportion to the number of children between
the ages of four and twenty vears residing in
each, taking such number from the last annual
report of their respective clerks. But if, after
the date of such reports, any district shall have
been altered or a new one formed, so as to ren-
der an apportionment founded on such annual
reports unjust between any districts, the town
clerk shall ascertain the number of such chil-
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dren residing in each district thus altered and
formed, by the best evidence within his reach,
and apportion the school money to such dis-
tricts in proportion to the number of such chil-
dren residing therein at the time the apportion-
ment is made; provided, however, that the town
clerk shall not include any children in his ap-
portionment to such districts who would not
have been entitled to share in the apportion-
ment if they had remained in the districts di-
vided. No money shall be apportioned to any
district, or part of a district, except as herein
provided, and as provided in section 554, of this
chapter, by the discretion of the state superin-
tendent, unless the last annual report thereof,
verified by the aflidavit of the district clerk,
shall show that all school money received from
the state during the year ending with the date
of such report, has been applied to the payment
of the wages of a legally qualified teacher, and
that a commmon school has been taught in such
district by a teacher, for at least six
months during the year ending with the date of
such report; but any time which such report
shall show was spent by such teacher in attend-
ance on an institute in the county, and given by
the district board without deduction from such
teacher’s wages therefor, shall be included as
part of such s8ix months.

SECTION 559. All money apnortioned by the
town clerk to anv district or part of a district,
which shall have remained in the hands of the
town treasurer for one year after such appor-
tionment, by reason of such district or part of
district neglecting or refusing to receive the
same, shall be added to the money next there-
after to be apportioned by such town clerk to
the several districts and parts of districts in
such town, and apportioned therewith.

SECTION 560. Tn reckoning school months,
twenty days, as specified in section 459, shall
constitute a month, and one hundred and twenty
days, six months.
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SECTION 3. All acts and parts of acts incon-
sistent with the provisions of this act, are hereby
repealed.

SECTION 4. This act shall take effect and be
in force on and after the first day of July, 1897.

CHAPTER 355.

AN ACT to amend chapter 12, Sanborn and Ber-
ryman’s annotated statutes, relating to sal-
aries.

The pcople of the statc of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTioN 1. Chapter 12, of Sanborn and Ber-
ryman’s annotated statutes, is hereby amended
by adding thereto three sections, to be known
as “Section 170a,” “Section 170b,” and “Sec-
tion 170¢,” establishing the salaries of the em-
ployes of the departments of the state govern-
ment in the capitol.

SECTION 170a. From and after the first day
of July, 1897, the salaries of the following per-
sons employed by the state are fixed at the an-
nual sum for each, respectively, herein follow-
ing, to-wit:

SUPERINTENDENT OF PUBLIC PROPERTY.

lic property ........ $2,000.
Assgistant superintend-

ent ..... .......... 1,500.
