CHAPTER 209.

AN ACT to authorize Angus J. MceGilvray, his
licirs, associates and assigns, to build and
maintain a dam across the Chippewa river, in
Chippewa county, state of Wisconsin.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SeerroN 1. Angus J. MeGilvray, of Chip-
pewa [falls, Wisconsin, his heirs, associates and
assigns, are hereby authorized to huild and main-
tain a dam across the Chippewa river, at any
point he or they may select on section thirty, or
on sections twenty-nine and thirty, in township
thirty north, of range seven west, and to use the
water of said river for the purpose of operating
any and all kinds of machinery he or they may
hereafter see fit to erect, and to sell or lease the
right to use said water and water power, created
by said dam, to any person or persons whomso-
ever; provided, said dam, if built north of the
east and west quarter line of said section thirty,
shall not exceed fourteen feet in height
above low water mark, and if built " south
of said quarter line, said dam shall not
exceed thirty feet in height above low water
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“mark: provided further, that said dam shall
be so constructed and maintained, as not
to obstruct or impede the running of logs or tim-
ber down said river, and that a suitable log slide,
sufficient in width, shall be maintained at the ex-
pense of the owner or owners of said dam, to-
gether with such piers and guide booms as may
be necessary so as to pass all logs and timber
down and over said log slide without delay,
hindrance or waste.

secroN 2. That said Angus J. MeGilvray,
his heirs, associates and assigns, for the purpose
of aecquiring any flowage rights that he or they
nity deem necessary in carrying out the provi-
sions of this act, may exercise all powers granted
to corporations by sections 1777 to 1777e, inclu-
sive, of the revised: statutes of Wisconsin.
