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give any and all information or answer any
question or inquiry relating to the foregoing
matters, and any assessor who shall fail to
gather and report said statistics shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall be punished
by a fine of not less than ten dollars, nor more
than twenty-five dollars.

CITAPTER 211.

AN ACT to amend section 925-136 of the Wis-
consin statutes of 1898, relating to the assess-
ment and collection of taxes in cities organi-
ized and governed under the general eharter
law. .

The people of the stale of Wisconsin, represented in
senale and assenibly. do enact as follows:

SecrioN 1.0 Section 925-136 of said act, is
herehy amended to read as follows: Section
925-136. Al property in the city subject to tax-
ation under these statutes, shall be subject to
taxation for all purposes authorized by this
chapter; but the common council of any city may
provide by ordinanee for the levy and collection
of a poll tax of one dollar and fifty cents cach,
assessed upon the electors of such ¢ity, with
such exemptions as provided in sub-division 1 of
chapter 1240 of the Wisconsin statutes of 1898,
and the same proceedings may be had for the en-
forcement of such ordinance and of judgments
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rendered for the violation thereof, as in actions
for the violation of other city ordinances.
SRECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be
in force, from and after its passage and publica-
tion.

AN ACT to fix and dectare the legal name of
the house of correction in Milwaukee county.
Whereas, the penal and reformatory institu-
tion in Milwaukee county, generally known as
the house of correction, has heretofore heen
variously desigpated in legal enactments as
the house of correction and the house of refuge.

The people of lhe state of Wisconsin, represenfed in
senale and assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTIoN 1. The penal and reformatory institu-
tion established and constructed in Milwaukec
county, under the provistons of chapter 318, pri-
vate and local laws of 1853 aud acts amendatory
thereof, originally designated as a house of ref-
uge and by subsequent enactment as a house of
correction, shall hereafter be known as and the
legal name thereof shall be, the house of correc-
tion.

SeEcrioN 2. Al orders, judgment and process
by whatever name known, wherein and whereby
said institution has been desighated as a house
of correction, shall be as legal and binding for
all purposes, as if the legal name of said institu-
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
