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rendered for the violation thereof, as in actions
for the violation of other city ordinances.

AN ACT to fix and dectare the legal name of
the house of correction in Milwaukee county.
Whereas, the penal and reformatory institu-
tion in Milwaukee county, generally known as
the house of correction, has heretofore heen
variously desigpated in legal enactments as
the house of correction and the house of refuge.

The people of lhe state of Wisconsin, represenfed in
senale and assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTIoN 1. The penal and reformatory institu-
tion established and constructed in Milwaukec
county, under the provistons of chapter 318, pri-
vate and local laws of 1853 aud acts amendatory
thereof, originally designated as a house of ref-
uge and by subsequent enactment as a house of
correction, shall hereafter be known as and the
legal name thereof shall be, the house of correc-
tion.

SeEcrioN 2. Al orders, judgment and process
by whatever name known, wherein and whereby
said institution has been desighated as a house
of correction, shall be as legal and binding for
all purposes, as if the legal name of said institu-
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tion had at all times becn, the house of correc-
tion.

SeEcTION 3. This act shall take effect and be
in force, from and after its passage and publica-
tion.

AN ACT to regulate employment and intehi
gence oftices and  bureaus.

The people of the slale of Wisconsin, represented in
senale and assembly, do cnact as follows:

quires. ren-, wence bureau or office or agency for the purpose

foprocure  of hiring men to work for others, and receive a
compensation for such hiring without first having
obtained a license so to do as hereinafter pro-
vided; any person or persons who shall estab-
lish or keep any office or place within said stale,
for the purpose of obtaining place or employ-
ment for laborers of any kind whatever, or for
procuring or giving information concerning such
places or employment to such laborers, or for
procuring or giving information concerning such
laborers to employers, shall be deemed a keeper
of an employment or intelligence bureau, office
or agency; and any person who shall engage in
such business without such license, shall be
guilty of a misdemeanor and shall upon convie-
tion thereof be punished by a fine not. exceeding
one hundred dollars or imprisonment in the
county jail not exceeding ninety days or both.
