CHAPTER 325.

AN ACT to provide for the interest on town
orders in certain casex, and to amend sections
776 and 823 of the Wisconsin statutes of 1898,

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senale and assembly, do enact as follows:

Secriox 1. Seetion 776 of the Wisconsin stat-
utes of 1898 is hereby amended by adding thereto
the following words: “Town Orders. 14, To
vote upon the question of what rate of interest,
if any, the town orders of said town shall draw,
provided that the rate of interest npon town or-
ders shall in no case be less than six nor more
than eight per centum per annum.”

SECTION 2. Neetion 823 of the Wiseonsin stat-
utes of 1898 is hereby amended by adding the fol-
lowing words: *“If the electors at the last preced-
ing town meceting shall have voted in favor of
having town orders draw interest, the clerk of
said town shall, in drawing said orders, plainly
state upou the face of said orders the rate of in-
terest fixed by vote of the electors as aforesaid
and the said orders shall draw interest at the rate
named until the first day of March following the
date of issue and shall continue to draw interest
thercafter if presented for payvment to the town
treasurer during the month of March succeeding
the date of issue and payment of said order re-
fused by said treasurer. At the time of paying
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of taxes, the town trcasurer shall endorse upon orders.

the back of said order date of paying or receiving
the same the amount allowed as interest, which
interest may be considered as a portion of the cur-
rent expenses of said town. No interest bearing
town order hereafter issued shall be sued upon for
the purpose of securing judgment against the
town upon the same unless such order shall have
been presented to the town treasurer for payment
during the month of March preceding the begin-
ning of such action and payment of said order re-
fused by said treasurer.

CHAPTER 326.

AN ACT regulating license fees to be paid by life
insurance companies, corporations and associ-
ations, and to amend section 1220 of the Wis-

SEcTioN 1. Section 1220, of the Wisconsin
statutes is hereby amended so as to read as fol-
lows: Section 1220. Every company, corpora-
tion or association transacting the business of life
insurance within this state, excepting only such
fraternal societies as have lodge organizations
and insure the lives of their own members and no
others, shall on or hefore the first day of March
in each year, pay into the state treasury as an an-
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
